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JP’s Oppose New 
Constitution Changes
The following letter has been 

mailed to Oscar Mauzy, chair­
man of the Judiciary Committee 
and Craig Washington, Own. of 
the local government committee 
in Austin in regard to newly pro. 
posed changes in the constitution 
effecting the Justice of Peace 
Judges throughout the state. 
(Editor's Note) We think Judge 
Lewis is quite right in the state­
ments he lists below which is 
also sanctioned by the state as­
sociation.

The governing body of each 
county shall establish and main­
tain one or more justice courts 
and, if more than one, shall 
divide the county into justicd 
precincts and provide a justice 
court for each precinct. Justices 
of the Peace shall have jurisdic­
tion in criminal matters of all 
cases where the penalty or fine 
to be imposed by law may not 
be more than for $200.00, and 
in civil matters of all cases 
where the amount in controversy 
is $500.00 or less, exclusive of 
interest, of which exclusive ori­
ginal jurisdiction is not given to

the District or County Courts 
and such other jurisdiction, cri­
minal and civil, as may be pro­
vided by law, under such regu­
lations as may be prescribed by 
law, and appeals to the County 
Courts shall be allowed in all 
cases decided in Justices’ Courts 
where the judgment is for more 
than $50.00 exclusive of coats 
and in all criminal cases under 
such regulations as may be pre­
scribed by law. And the Justices 
of the Peace shall be ex-officio 
notaries public; and they shall 
hold their courts at such times 
and places as may be provided 
by law.

The first sentence of M s pro­
posed wording is exactly as pro­
posed by the Constitutional Re­
vision Commission. The wording 
following the first sentence is 
exactly as our present Consti­
tution, except that our civil jur­
isdiction is raised to $500.00 and 
the amount for appeal to be per­
fected is raised from $20.00 to 
$50.00. We feel that our jurisdic­
tion should be specifically spell­
ed out in the new Constitution 
as It is in our present Con­
stitution. We also feel that we
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ent Constitution.

It is hard for me to under­
stand why the Justice of the 
Peace courts are being discri­
minated against. This is the 
oldest court in the land. We 
solve many, many problems be­
fore they go to court. This is 
the peoples court where parti­
cular attention must be given 
to assuring that the individual 
citizen is able to secure prompt 
and efficient recognition of his 
legal rights, privileges, and ob­
ligations, and will receive equal e* 
justice without regard to in­
come status, race, sex, age, 
religion, or national origin.

The Federal Government re­
cognizes the authority and re­
sponsibility of state local gov­
ernment.

The Veterans Administration 
approved 365 000 GI home loans 
valued at $8.4 billion in fiscal 
year 1973—the most loans in 16,'
yeurs.

Delegates to the 1974 Constitu­
tional Convention have taken a 
break in their efforts to rewrite 
Texas’ 1876-model Constitution.

The 181 delegates (Texas 
House and Senate members) are 
to spend the next 30 days back 
home discussing with their con­
stituents the work accomplished 
thus far on the constitutional 
rewrite.

Decision to take the recess un­
til May 6 was triggered parti­
ally by the desire of some dele­
gates to return to their home 
districts to concentrate on re- 
election efforts, stymied for the 
most part for the last three mon­
ths by their need to meet a five- 
duy-a week convention schedule 
in Austin.

Other convention delegates and 
convention leadership feel the 
30-day break will provide oppor­
tunity for them to seek citizen 
comment on the work of the con­
vention so far.

Many convention delegates 
have complained that the work 
schedule has been so strenuous 
they have had little opportunity 
to touch base with the folks back 
home.

When they return to Austin in 
May, delegates will go to work 
on new Constitutional articles 
dealing with the Judiciary, Gen­
eral Provisions and Separation.

The recess will also provide 
Style and Drafting Committee 
staff members opportunity to 
review articles which have gain­
ed tentative approval to insure 
that no error has crept into the 
document during the heat of 
debate on the convention floor.

Convention leadership is now 
talking about submitting the 
final document to voters at the 
November, 1974, general elec­
tion

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Contract Is Let For 
Highway Work In Hall 
And Donley Counties

Highway construction contracts 
let in March by the Texas High­
way Commission include Child­
ress area work.

The work, supervised by Dis­
trict Engineer Lewis H. White, 
will be in Donley and Hall Coun­
ties

A contract was awarded to Gil- 
vin-Terrill, Inc. of Amarillo. Low 
bid was 818,108.80.

The project, which will re­
quire an estimated 60 working 
days, will be under Highway De­
partment Engineer ArviUe Coyle 
of Childress.

The contract is for hot mix 
asphaltic concrete pavement 
overlay of original lanes on 23.4 
miles of U. S Highway 287. The 
project extends from 0.3 mile 
east of Hedley southeast to Hall

County line, and from 4.0 miles 
northwest of Childress County 
line southeast 1.1 miles and from 
Donley County line southeast 
to Red River.

The Texas Highway Commis­
sion also approved signing and 
delineation an a section of In­
terstate Highway 40 in Gray and 
Donley Counties.

The work will extend from 2.0 
miles east of Groom, eastward 
to State Highway 70 near Jer­
icho, a distance of 9.6 miles. 
Estimated cost of the work is 
$79 thousand.

IRS Warns Taxpayers 
Do Not Mail Gish

Cold hard cash is not the 
way to pay your 1973 federal in­
come tax. Robert A. LeBaube, 
Acting Internal Revenue Service 
(IRS) District Director for North 
Texas, said today.

“Cash can get lost in the 
mail." he said “ leaving the tax­
payer without a record of pay­
ment."

For the sake of assuring pro­
per payment and for keeping 
good records, LeBaube said, 
taxpayers should use either 
aiqutod sjapjo Xauoui so stpaqo 
to the IRS. That way, if the 
check or money order is lost, 
taxpayers can stop payment and 
issue a new one.

Another advantage of this 
type of payment, LeBaube said, 
is that taxpayers can write their 
social security number on the 
check or money order and fur­
ther assure proper identification 
with their account.

Selective Service 
Requires Young Men 
To Register, Age 18

Colonel Melvin N. Glantz, the 
State Director of Selective Ser­
vice for Texas, has announced 
the use of “ registration by mail” 
in Texas.

Although inductions have end­
ed, young men are still required 
by Federal Law to register with 
Selective Service at age 18. Fail­
ure to register makes the young 
man liable for an extreme pen­
alty of five years in prison and 
$10.000 00 fine.

“Registration by mail" is not 
intended to replace the establish­
ed procedure of appearing in 
person before a duly appointed 
Selective Service Registrar. It 
is designed only as a  supple­
mental measure to accomodate 
the young man who lives so far 
from a place of registration that 
going before the Registrar would 
be an inconvenience.

To accomplish registration by 
mail, the young man can sim­
ply write to his nearest Selec­
tive Service System Area Office 
requesting the new form for 
registration by mail. The form 
will be forwarded immediately, 
and when completed and return­
ed to Selective Service, the young 
man will have complied with 
the requirement of Federal Law 
to register with Selective Serv­
ice.

Glantz said: "Since inductions 
have ended, many people think 
it is no longer necessary for 
young men to register, but the 
law still requires each young 
man to register within 30 days 
before or after his 18th birth­
day.”

To receive the new registra­
tion by mail form, young men 
should write lo the nearest Se­
lective Service System Area Of­
fice or to State Headquarters 
Selective Service System in Aus­
tin, Texas.

Social Security

Q—I am retired and I receive 
social security benefits for my­
self and my 25 year old son 
who has been disabled since 
childhood. We have been getting 
our benefits tor 18 months. I

have heard that my son will be 
eligible for a Medicare card af­
ter he has received monthly 
benefits on my record for 24 
consecutive months. Is this cor­
rect?

A—Yes. Your son gets bene- 
, fits as a disabled adult child 
on your record because he be­
came disabled before age 22. 
Under the new law, after he has 
received benefits for 24 conse­
cutive months, he will automati­
cally become entitled to a Med­
icare card.

Q—My brother who is 41 years 
old became disabled in Janu­
ary of this year. He became en­
titled to social security disabili- 

I ty benefits for July. Will he be 
| entitled to a Medicare card the 
I first month after he has re­
ceived his disability checks for 
24 months?

Assuming that his disability 
continues, he will be eligible tor 
his Medicare the first month 
after he has actually received 
checks for 24 consecutive mon­
ths.

New Brush, Weed 
Control Developed

A new development in chemi­
cal control of range brush and 
weeds has shown that the amount 
of diesel oil and water used can 
be reduced by more than 80 per­
cent, according to researchers 
at the Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station Brush Field 
Control Team.

The reason for such a drastic 
reduction, said C. E. Fisher, 
head of the field research staff 
at l-ubbock and Chlllicothe-Ver- 
non, is the use of low volume- 
low pressure aerial application 
of 2, 4, 5 T, a chemical herbi­
cide.

The use of 2, 4, 5 T was de- 
veolped by the Texas A & M Uni­
versity scientists and was re­
commended for control of mes- 
quite and annual weeds first in 
1961, the researcher said.

The new method was approv­
ed last year by the Texas De­
partment of Agriculture under 
an experimental label for the 
treatment of an estimated 300,000 
acres of rangeland Basically, 
Fisher said, the method consists 
of using a minimum boom pres­
sure and minimum number of 
special nozzles to reduce the 
breakup of a mixture of one 
pint 2, 4, 5 T. one pint of diesel 
oil and six pints of water per 
acre The combination of the 
chemical and the new applica­
tion methods make the system 
work well.

Studies are conducted at 12 
ranch locations in the western 
and southern areas of Texas 
with tests including various types 
of aerial spraying equipment, dif­
ferent herbicides, formulations 
and special oils in combination 
with volumes of application rang­
ing from one pint up to four gal­
lons per acre. A study was also 
conducted to determine the fac­
tors that would increase deposi­
tion of herbicides in the target 
area, the aim to reduce the drift 
hazard.

The study was to especially 
control mesquite. sandy shlnnery, 
mixed brush in South Texas and 
the annual weeds that usually 
accompany these problem plants.

The benefits of control from our 
own grazing trials show an aver­
age increase of 34 pounds par
