Fertilizer For
Agniculture

By Congressman Bob Price

The current fertilizer shortage
is important not only to farmers,
but also to consumers who want
adequate food supplies. I re-
cently hosted a meeting between
Congressmen and representa-
tives of the Cost of Living Coun-
cil, the Department of Agricul-
ture and the Department of Com-
merce in an effort to learn what
can be done to alleviate the
shortage as quickly as possible.
My efforts in this area are con-
tinuing and it is my hope that
the House Agriculture Subcom-
mittee on Departmental Opera-
tions, of which I am ranking
minority member, will agree to
hold hearings on the fertilizer
situation soon.

Most of the fertilizer produc-
ers, I am told, have agreed not
to renew export contracts at mid-
year when many contracts ex-
pire, and thus increase the do-
mestic fertilizer supply. Ferti-
lizer plants are running at full
capacity and delivered domes-
tic tonnag» is at an all-time
high.

Yet, farmers and distributors
in Northwest Texas, and almost
everywhere else in the nation,
cannot obtain the fertilizer need-
ed for production of this year's
crops of food and fiber. There
is greater demand for fertilizer
than ever before, but that is
beause this country, and the
world, vitally need more food
and fiber.

For example, net Agriculture
exports last year totaled $9.3
billion, exactly the amount this
country paid for oil imports last
year. With the farm trade sur-
plus paying our oil import bills,
the importance of full agricul-
tura)l produc:ion is even more vi.
tal

Farmers being asked to
meet new increased demands
for produce both for export and
domestic consumption, and this
is creating new increased de-
mands for fertilizer. We must
take steps to increase fer.ilizer
production even beyond today's
capabilities

Delivered domestic fertilizer
tonnage was 4.6 million tons dur.
ing the 5-month period July -
November, 1973, compared with
36 million tons for the com-
parable period in 1972 — an in-
crease of 35%. In Texas, 1,017,000
‘'ons were delivered during this
same period of 1973, compared
with 634,000 tons in 1972.

But, some 37 million new
acres are being opened to pro-
duction in 1972 through 1974
nationwide, creating a greatly
increased demand. Also, some
farmers who could not afford
to fertilize crops when grain
prices were low, can now af-
ford the fertilizer necessary to
produce larger crops.

All fertilizer minerals world-
wide are in demand and world
competition is increasing.

In Northwest Texas, we have
a particularly acute shortage be-
cause of the recent closing of
the ammonia plant at Etter.
That plant was using twice as
much natural gas to produce am-
monia as most plants use be-
cause the plant itself was old
and inefficient. The energy cri-
sis, which has made all our
energy supplies short, including
natural gas, made operation of
the Etter plant very wasteful
and costly.

Normally, it takes 35,000 to
40,000 cubic feet of natural gas
to produce one ton of ammonia,
but the old Etter plant was us-
ing some 80,000 to 90,000 cubic
feet per ton.

This closure created a short-
age in that local area of major
proportions. I have asked Feder-
al Energy Office director Bill
major issues in the Congress,
of an adequate supply of natur-
al gas if a new, efficient, plant
were constructed in Northwest
Texas, and I will be following
up this matter this coming week.

That won't solve today's fer-
tilizer shortage. I think we need
more information as to what
can be done to combat this shor-
tage and I'd like to hear how the
fertilizer industry can meet this
need. That is why I hope to be
able to open hearings on this
matter shortly.

Produce and Protect

By Earl L. Butz

For the first time in many
years, the American farmer is
free to produce as much as he
can. With the elimination of pro-
duction controls on grains and
cultivated crops during the com-
ing year, farmers are expected

ito put more of their land into

crops and to farm present crop-
land more intensively to increase
yields.

But at the same time farmers
increase production, they would
do well to take those steps nec-
essary to protect the soil and
water on which their livelihood
depends.

Farmers and ranchers are no
“johnny-come-lately’s” to the
environmental field. As the No.
1 guardians of the nation’s na-
tural resources, most of them
have long recognized a responsi-
bility to themselves and to fu-
ture generations to use the soil
wisely. They have made almost
unbelievable progress during the
last 35 years in conservation
farming, and ranching, and with
a little foresight, they can meet
the increased demand for food
and fiber in 1974 without slipping
backwards.

There is no shortage of land
in the United States that is suit-
able for crop production. We
have plenty of land to meet our
needs — and then some. For
example, some 22 percent of the
total acreage now in pasture
and range throughout the coun-
try can be put to more intensive
use without damage to soil re-
sources if conservation practices
are applied. These include such
familiar techniques as crop ro-
tation, stripcropping, plowing on
the contour, terracing, and min-
imum tillage.

But there are millions of oth-
er acres that should not be us-
ed for crops at all. Soil that
cannot adequately be protected
from soil erosion by wind or
water should be nailed down
with grass or trees and kept
that way.

Already, however, the Depart-
ment of Agriculture is receiving
disturbing reports from the field

about the apparent heedlessness
of some producers. There are
reports from the Northern
Plains, for instance, that farm-
ers are plowing up grassed wat-
erways, shallow hilltops, and
steep slopes — all in the name
of higher production. Some are
even tearing out windbreaks that
took many years to establish.

At the southern end of the
Great Plains, in areas of recur-
ring drought and high winds,
there are reports of speculators
breaking ground and preparing
to plant cotton on thousands of
acres of native rangeland that
have never been used for crops
before.

It is self-defeating, for the
farmer and for the whole na-
tion, to ignore all that we have
learned at such high cost a-
bout preventing soil from blow-
ing and washing away. The na-
tion loses a basic resource need-
ed to sustain life for future gen-
erations. The farmer not only
loses that resource on which his
livelihood depends, but he may
also reduce his current income.

Soil and water conservation,
as experienced farmers and
ranchers well understand, is an
integral and accepted part of
efficient agricultural production.
But newcomers who are unfami-
liar with the limiting factors
imposed by the soil’s capability,
the water supply patterns, and
the vagaries of climate may be
tempted to gamble with their
resources. These are the people
who need technical and educa-
tional help from local conser-
vation districts, the Soil Con-
servation Service, and from fed-
eral, state, and local extension
workers.

Let's all keep in mind that
America’s farmers and ranch-
ers have the land, the techno-
logy, and the skill to meet ex-
panded agricultural needs with-
out injury to our soil and wat-
er resources. As they make
their production plans for next
year, I urge them to remember
these basic conservation guide-
lines:

Put the right acres into crop
production. While there is plen-
ty of additional land in the Unit-
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tices, such as minimum tillage
or no-till, where possible.

Protect rangeland from over-
use and use pasture manage-
ment systems tailored to indi-
vidual farm resources,

If irrigation is necessary,
make sure that adequate water
will be available and that water
drawdown will not seriously af-
fect the water table.

Leave land suitable for inten-
sive use in grass or trees.

In 1974, SCS field people and
conservation district leaders will
be spending more of their time
working with farmers and ranch-
ers on conservation plans and
practices. Extension people al-
so will redouble their efforts.
America's agricultural lands
must retain their quality and
productivity for both the next
year and the next generation.

Supplier Your Needs

‘‘The essential thing a farm-
er must do to help assure him-
self adequate fuel for agricul-
tural production is tell his dis-
tributor how much he needs.
Unless a local distributor or
dealer knows what his farm cus-
tomer requires,” said Robert
F. Spreen, State Executive Di-
rector of the Texas Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
Service, ‘‘that distributor can
not take the necessary steps to
get enough fuel for them.”

Informing the distributor be-
comes even more important it
a farmer intends to increase his
acreage considerably, or if he
wants to expand dairy, poultry,
or other farm operations.

This program im-
proves stability of the soil and
increases potential production

through proper use.

Cost sharing is provided on
all permanent type conservation
measures set up under the pro-

gram. Range, pasture, and wat-
erway seeding and shaping re-
ceive 80% cost share. Erosion
control dams and grade stabili-
zation structures receive T70%
cost share. Diversions and all
terraces receive 60% cost share.
All other practices are cost
shared at 50 percent. These prac-
tices include irrigation pipeline,
livsetock pipeline, dams, live-

stock wells, livestock water
storage facilities cross fences,
brush control, and trees.

The program has been active-
ly used in Donley County the
past year. Since July 1, 1973, 17
new contracts have been written
on 8,231 acres. These contracts
represent over $62,000.00 worth
of cost share money which will
be received

in Donley County |

over the next 67 years. These
17 contracts and money are in
addition to 27 contracts already
in existence in the county,

grams have been developed with
those people who are interested
in carrying out conservation mea-
sures.

The primary work to be com-

pleted under the program dur-
ing 1974 under all contracts in-
cludes range seeding, pasture
plan'ing, parallel terrace con-
struction, conventional terraces,
livestock wells, livestock pipe-
lines, storage facilities, and
cross fences. Around 2000 acres
will be seeded to grass and ap-
proximately 50,000 feet of ter-
races will be constructed dur-
ing the year. These practices
stabilize the soil, provide great-
er benefits based on the cap-
ability of the soil, and improve
the economy in Donley County.

If you're one of the many
Americans who have a weight
problem, you've probably often
wished for a quick, easy way to
overcome it.

Remember that your doctor is
the best source of information
about how to lose weight or
inches. He most likely will tell
you taat proper diet and a pro-
gram of exercise tailored to your
individual needs are the only ef-
fective ways to deal with the
problem.

Many legitimate health salons
or athletic clubs offer facili-
ties designed to make exercise
more inviting. These establish-
ments do not claim to work mi-
racles with special treatments
or machines, although they may
offer them to customers who re-
quest them.

There are some establish-
ments however, which tout such
‘“‘passive” processes or devices
as the ultimate answer to weight

control. This is an appealing
prospect to many overweight
persons.

Attorneys in my Consumer

Protection Division investigated
numerous complaints about such
businesses and their claims in
a special court of inquiry held
in Dallas recently at my request.
If you are considering using
such methods or machines, you
can avoid disappointments and
possible health hazards if you
know how they work. Then you
and your doctor can judge whet-
her they would be of any use to
you in your weight control pro-
gram.

Massages
can relax muscles, improve cir-
culation to extremities, and bring
a healthy-looking, although tem-
porary, glow to the skin. But they
cannot take away pounds or in-
ches and are no substitute for
diet and exercise.

The newest ‘‘passive’” weight
control method is a process call-
ed “body wrapping.” The pro-
cedure varies but may involve

spreading a cream over the
body, applying some type of
plastic wrap, then wrapping

the body tightly in elastic band-
ages. The person is left in the
wrap for wvarying lengths of
time.

This procedure is frowned up-
on by both the Food and Drug
Administration and the Federal
Trade Commission.
