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The Consumer
Alert

by John L. Hill

The mobile home industry,
with its low-cost alternative to
conventional home - buying, ex-
ercises a growing appeal for
many Texas families. As evi-
dence, there are approximately
100,000 mobile homes in our
State now, and sales are in-
creasing by 25000 units each
year.

Recently, we organized a new
Labor Division within the Attor.
ney General’s Office which will
have responsibility for enforcing
consumer laws related to mobile
homes, as well as labor-related
statutes. This division repre-
sents the Texas Department of
Labor and Standards, the agency
with regulatory power over mo-
bile homes in the state.

Our Labor Division attorneys
just settled the first case aris-
ing out of the 400 complaints
they have received regarding
mobile homes. They have found
that many dissatisfactions arise
not only from misunderstandings
about mobile home construction,
but about terms of the sales con-
tract, regarding the mobile
home, moving the home, locat-
ing the home, and mobile home
park restrictions.

Some mobile home complaints
could be prevented if consumers
took time to investigate all these
things before buying their mo-
bile home.

Any sales contract should in-
clude a description of the mo-
bile home furnishings, appli-
ances, and any other items to
be included in the purchase. Mo-
bile home purchasers should un.
derstand the contract and the
method of financing and are urg-
ed to sign the “‘placement certi-

ficate”” only after the mobile
home is delivered and set
up.

One area of concern is ‘‘tie-
down’ of mobile homes, since,
in 1973, the Legislature amend-
ed the Mobile Home Standards
Act to require these restraints

to prevent mobile homes from
being blown or knocked over.

Under the new law, all mobile
homes purchased after March 20,
1974, must have approved tie-
down systems if they are less
than 300 feet from another
structure. Mobile homes in coas-
tal counties must meet more
stringent requirements for tie-
downs because of the danger of
hurricanes and resulting high
winds.

The Labor Division warns that
some persons are selling tie-
down systems that do not meet
standards. It is important to
get all claims about such sys-
tems in writing, to check with
the Performance Certification
Board of the Texas Department
of Labor and Standards to make
sure such claims are valid, and
not to pay a fee for installation
of the system until it passes
inspection.

Mobile home purchasers should
keep in mind that local zoning
ordinances may determine
where within a city they can lo-
cate their home. If a purchaser
plans to buy a city lot for his
mobile home, it is absolutely
necessary to check on this in
advance.

To move a mobile home over
Texas roads, the home must be
registered with the Texas High-
way Department through a coun-
ty tax collector. A fee is charg-
ed based on the weight of the
mobile home. Moving a home
out of state will require check-
ing with each state’s highway
department, since each state
may have different regulations.

If a mobile home is to be lo-
cated in a mobile home park,
there is the possibility of spe-
cial park rules as to how the
home may be used. It is im-
portant to understand exactly
what will be provided for the
monthly rental or lease fee, and
what other charges, if any, can
be expected — and to get it
all in writing.

Some parks have special re-
quirements about children and
pets, over-night guests, parties,
curfews, additional storage, re-
pairmen, deliveries, mailboxes,
garbage pick-up, and other
things. Knowing about them in
advance can prevent problems
later.

If you have questions about
mobile homes, contact the De-
partment of Labor and Stand-
ards, the Attorney General's La.
bor Division, or your local Bet-
ter Business Bureau.

Foundation Of Basic
Honesty

Dr. James O. Brandon
Pastor First Baptist Church

Honesty is a land mark that
cannot be removed without weak-
ening the moral fiber of the per-
sonality. This is true whether
it be in persons, cities and towns,
stables or nations. Our herit-
age has been one of basic hon-
esty.

In Old Clarendon during and
before the turn of the century,
contracts were signed by hand-
shakes and were as binding be-
tween men as a contract signed
before a lawyer. In fact, men
died before they would break
their word.

This was especially true with
the old-timey cowboys. They
were rough, rngged men. They
had to be because their job
demanded it. “They were rough,
like the country they rode over”
said one settler of Old Claren-
don. Their word was as good as
law and sometimes better. They
did what they said. They were
not two-faced. They were basi-
cally honest and men of high
moral character. Women were
safe in their company. The
“code of the West"' they called
it. Anybody who broke that code
was held personally accountable
by the rest of his companions
and usually dealt with accord-
ingly.

The story was told, in Old
Clarendon and is still repeated
today by those who knew him,
about a rough and rugged cow-
boy who was riding across the
prairie early one morning when
he looked up into the heavens
and saw the figure of Christ.
This experience caused him to
stop his horse, fall on his knees
upon the ground and pray. He
gave his heart and life to Je-
sus Christ, turned around, came
into Clarendon, went to the
church, and onenly confessed
his faith in Jesus Christ, He
was baptised and became' ohe
of Clarendon’s most devoted

Calcium - Necessary
But Often Ignored

Calcium, one of the body’s
most essential minerals, is of-
ten one of the most ignored, ac.
cording to one authority.

““This mineral is necessary for
healthy bones and teeth,” Mrs.
Mary Sweeten, foods and nu-
trition specialist, Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, The
Texas A&M University System,
said.

‘“People need this important
mineral all their lives — not
just during the growing years—
to prevent the ‘demineralization
process.’

‘“One problem caused by de-
mineralization is a condition
known as osteoporisis, This clin-
ical disorder is characterized by
a decrease in the total bone
mass without any known change
in the chemical composition,”
she explained.

The disease is widespread —
particularly during middle and

in the diet and the length of
lack of calcium In the body
play vital roles in determining
the onset of the disease, she
said.

“The best source of calcium
is milk and milk products. They
provide three-fourths of the cal-
cium present in foods.

“Other sources of calcium—
dried fruit, dark green leafy

beans — are eaten in such small
quantities that it is impossible
to obtain enough calcium from
those sources alone,” she ex-
plained.

Two cups of milk a day will
fulfill an adult’s daily require-
ment of the mineral, the spe-
cialist said.

“Taking mineral calcium sup-
plements is the only other way
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Where do you have your birth
certificate? You should probably
have it in a safe deposit box.
While it can be replaced, it
takes time and that could pre-
sent problems if you need it in a
hurry.

Safe deposit boxes are avail-
able at most banks for a small
charge. You should keep all
of your papers which would be
difficult or impossible to re-
place there. These would in-
clude your birth certificates,
marriage certificates, divorce
papers, adoption papers, citi-
zenship and service records, and
any other government or court
recorded document.

You should also keep one copy
of your will in the safe deposit
box and one at home where oth-
er people know how to find it.
Stock certificates, government
bonds, deeds to real estate,
mortgage papers, title for the
car, and other special papers
should also be in the safe de-
posit box.

But don't use the safe deposit
box as a catchall. You do not
need to safeguard copies of in-
surance policies, cancelled
checks, tax returns, education
records, employment records, so-
cial security cards, bank books,
guarantees, burial instructions,
or old letters.

There is no need to save all
your cancelled checks, only
those necessary for tax pur-
poses. If you need to find out
whether a particular check has
been cashed, you can get con-
firmation from the bank.

One last thing. There is one
record most people don't have.
That is a household inventory.
This is very important in case
of fire or burglary. It should
list the item, date bought, pur-
chase price, model and serial
number, brand name, dealer’s
name, and a general discription.
It is also helpful to take pic-
tures of your possessions as
backup for the inventory.

It may have something to do
with the background of the aid-
es. In looking for new aides,
the State Health Department at-
tempts to find individuals from
areas where they will be work-
ing, possibly in neighborhoods
where they grew up.

When an aide is hired, a three
to four day training course is
given, followed in about six
months with more training. They
also receive on-the-job training
from their supervisors or other
experienced aides.

Aldes show a lot of initiative
in finding unimmunized child-
ren. Often they hear about them
in conversations with contacts,
who tell them of new people mov-
ing into a neighborhood. They
institute record searches in
health department clinics. Many
aldes visit offices of local re-
gistrars to check out new birth
certificates, often making con-
tacts before receiving referrals
from the state office.

They also turn up immunized
children whose parents hadn’t
responded to the mail question-
aire. In cases where parents
have taken their children to pri-
vate physicians, notification
cards are left with the physi-
clans so that immunization in-
formation can be reported.

Q—As a ready reservist, am I
eligible for Servicemen's Group
Life Insurance (SGLI) issued
by the Veterans Administration
under a recent law?

A—Yes. Under the Veterans
Insurance Act of 1974 (May 1974),
servicemen on active duty and
ready reservists ares insured
automatically under SGLI for
$20,000. However, they may elect
$5,000, $10,000, $15,000 coverage,
or no coverage at all.

Q—My wife and I are buying
a home with a GI loan from the
Veterans Administration. Can we
pay the loan off in advance?
A—Yes. You may partially or
fully pay off your mortgage ahead
of schedule without penalty —
provided, payments are for not
less than one monthly payment
or $100, whichever is less.
Q-I'm a 66-yearold World
War II veteran with an honor-
able discharge. Am 1 eligible
for pension from the Veterans
Administration?

A~—That depends, since VA pen-
sions are based on need. If you're
single and your income does not
exceed $2,600 a year, or $3,800
a year if you have dependents,
you could be eligible. Suggest
you check with your local VA
office or veterans service orgini-

zation representative,

Governor Dolph Briscoe has
approved two criminal justice
grants totalling $100,955 for im-
proving law enforcement in the
area served by the Panhandle
Regional Planning Commission,
based in Amarillo.

Larger of the two grants,
$69,263, goes to Amarillo for
fourth-year funding of the Pot-
ter-Randall Metro Intelligence
Unit. The unit is made up of
members from the Amarillo and
Canyon police departments and
sheriffs’ offices of Potter, Ran-
dall and Deaf Smith counties.

The unit conducts investiga-
tions and surveillances pertain-
ing to organized criminal acti-
vities and either assists in mak-
ing arrests or provides informa-
tion to an enforcement unit for
arrest and prosecution.

The second grant, to Pan-
handle Planning Commission for
$31,692, provides continuation of
the law enforcement academy.
Two basic law enforcement train-
ing courses of six weeks each
and a nine-week specialized
training course will be offered
to some 340 officers with 1974
funding

The money comes from the Cri-
minal Justice Division of the
Governor’'s Office. CJD admin-
isters the state’'s block grant
from the Law Enforcement As-
sistance Administration under
the Control Act of 1973.

West Texas Drought
Hurting Antelope

Little or no rainfall in West
Texas during the winter and
early spring has severely cut in-
to the state's antelope herds.
Three areas of the state sup-
port pronghorn antelope herds:
the Tans-Pecos, Permian Basin
and the Panhandle

Aerial and ground censuses
of herds were curtained to a
large extent this year but counts
thus far show antelope nume
bers to be down in all three West
Texas localities.

According to Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department regional
wildlife director Jack Parsons
of San Angelo, the majority of
the state's herds are found in
the sprawling Trans- Pecos and
antelope numbers are down
some 42 percent from last year
“Even though we were limit-
ed on counting time this year,”
said Parsons, ‘‘the areas we
did survey were covered thor-
oughly and drought has definite-
(ly hurt antelope over their en-
tire range.

Last year, department crews

counted 5,653 antelope in the
Trans-Pecos; this year there are
only some 3,282 pronghorns.”
| Counts are still incomplete in
the Permain Basin and Pan-
handle but indications are just
as pessimistic.
Wildlife biologist Dick DeAr-
ment in the Panhandle put that
area's antelope numbers at 1,828
in 1973 and he expects the 1974
survey to be well below that
figure

‘‘Both adults and fawn produc-
| tion have been affected by the
drought,”” said DeArment, “Parts
of the northeast Panhandle have
had very low production with
only a few areas remaining up
to par.”

Parsons, DeArment and other
department biologists discount
the effects of depredation by
coyotes on the antelope.

“Antelope herds rise and fall
according to the condition of
habitat.” saild DeArment. “If
there is insufficient moisture
and forage, some of the ani-
mals will naturally weaken and
be more susceptible to preda-
tors.

“Coyotes will take the weak-
er animals and leave the heal-
thy ones.”

Depredation of antelope herds
by coyotes is a “normal” phen-
omenon and loss of habitat pos-
es a much more serious threat
to the prong-horned antelope in
Texas.

Antelope season is Sept. 28-
Oct. 6 in the Trans-Pecos and
Permian Basin and Sept, 28
Oct 1 in the Panhandle.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department issues antelope per-
mits to landowners based on
counts of their herds. Landown-
