MATTHEW » : «  — “ According 
to your faith, be It unto you.”  

As I write these few words, 
tomorrow will be New Year's 
Day. That will be another yes­
terday when you have the oppor­
tunity to read these words. But, 
in spite that the New Year’s 
Day has become another yester­
day, the year will itself hold 
many tomorrows. Therefore, 
with the New Year upon us and 
its repeative tomorrows I won­
der what it holds for you and 
for me. We each one have our 
plans, our hopes, our desires. 
We have set our course and 
we are pushing on to achieving 
our goals for 1974. Yet, we do 
not know what lies out in the 
uncertainlty of time that will al­
ter the course of our lives before 
the end of the year arrives.

Tomorrow — will we have 
success or failure, will health ill­
ness be ours, will we have a 
year of Joy or sorrow, will we 
be in familiar places or in 
strange lands, will our live* be

Registration renewal applica­
tion will be put in die mail short­
ly after the holiday season by 
the Motor Vehicle Division of the 
Texas Highway Department.

Vehicle owners can save time 
that used to be spent waiting In 
long lines at county tax offices 
throughout the state by ordering 
their 1974 license plates by mail.

All that must be done is to 
send the entire three-part ap­
plication by mail to the county 
tax assessor-collector In the ow­
ner’s home county, enclosin' the 
registration fee plus $1 for each 
vehicle to cover handling and 
mailing.

There are three things to re­
member:

1. Leave the three-part form 
Intact. Don’t separate the three 
parts.

2. MaU it to the county tax 
office in your home county. 
(MaUing it to the Highway De­
partment wUl only delay get­
ting your 1974 license pistes.)

3. Be sure to include the re­
gistration fee plus $1 for each 
vehicle for postage and handling.

You may apply for license 
pistes by mall after January L 
However, county tax offices 
won’t mail plates until after 
February L Owners should al­
low at least 30 days from the 
time they apply for the license 
plates to be

In-person registrations will be­
gin at county tax offices and, 
in some counties, at substations 
on February L Even though the 
automated registration applica­
tion procedures have speeded up 
the process, waiting lines will 
grow progressively longer as the 
April 1 deadline approaches

Fish Award Program 
Starts Jan. 1

Got a fish you’re proud o ff
As of Jan. 1 the Parks and 

Wildlife Department starts a new 
“ Certificate of Fishing Merit" 
program which will recognise 
•very fisherman in the state 
who catches a "trophy”  among 
some 14 species of saltwater and 
freshwater fish.

In return for a little back-pat- 
ting, department Inland and 
coastal fisheries biologists will 
obtain some insights into Texas’ 
lakes, rivers and bays.

The fish experts are out to find 
which bodies of water in Texas 
conslstantly produce large fish.

Not to be confused with the 
Parks and Wildlife Department's 
Texas State Fish Records which 
single out only the biggest of 
saltwater and freshwater fish, 
the new award program is de­
signed to recognise everyone who 
catches, for Instance, a large- 
mouth hast over eight pounds.

The department wants to know 
about all large fish, not just ones 
which break existing records.

According to coastal fisheries 
administrator Terry Leery, bays 
and lakes which consistently 
yield large gameflsh are "heal­
thy" bodies of water where good 
habitat and abundant food pro­
mote rapid growth and good re­
production.

"The first indication of some­
thing being wrong ia the lack of 
good reproduction and good 
growth," said Leary. "H ie 
causes of this can often be trac­
ed to overabundant stunted sun- 
fish which prey on gamefiah 
young and compete with game­
flsh for food and apace.”

By recognizing good fishing 
spots, Leary and inland fisheries 
administrator Lonnia Petals have 
a toehold in the first step to 
making all o< Taxes lakes and 
hays just as productive.

Here are the rules of the new 
program:

sured for total length and weigh­
ed on an inspected scale certi­
fied for trade by the Texas De­
partment of Agriculture. A state­
ment of weight signed by a wit­
ness must also accompany the 
application. A photo of the fish 
is not necessary to be awarded 
a Certificate of Fishing Merit 
but remains a criterion for re­
cord breakers in The Texas State 
Fish Records.

Only the following species of 
fish weighing more than the list­
ed minimum weights will be con­
sidered for a Certificate of Fish­
ing Merit:

Spotted sea trout (speckled 
trout) 7 pounds

Redfish (from the Gull of 
Mexico) 25 pounds

Redfish (from bays)
14 pounds

Black drum 35 pounds
Southern flounder 6 pounds
Large mouth Bass 8 pounds
Crappie (black and white)

3 pounds, 8 ounces 
White bass 4 pounds
Channel catfish 15 pounds
Blue catfish 40 pounds
Flathead catfish GO pounds
Walleye 12 pounds
Striped bass (freshwater 

and saltwater) 20 pounds
Rainbow trout 2 pounds
Minimum weights on three of 

the fish — walleye, striped bass 
and rainbow trout — are sub­
ject to being raised In the fu­
ture as the introduced popula­
tion of these fish get older and 
larger.

Already, the 12-pound mini­
mum on walleye Is more than 
the existing state record of 8 
pounds, 14 ounces.

Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment officials are making a 
distinction between Gulf and bay 
redfish because the fish usually 
leave the bays after they reach 
a certain size

Boating Safety Course 
To Be Available Jan. I

If you were oat boating and 
you came upon a red-and-black 
horizontally banded buoy, would 
you know what it meant?

Do you know the proper way 
to give a diatrees signal over 
a boat’s radio?

I t  not, you probably need a 
copy of the “ Texas Skippers 
Course" which will be available 
from the Texas Parks and Wild­
life Department Jan. 1, 1974.

The course is a 104-page home 
study program to be ottered tree 
of charge by the department.

It is designed so that the read­
er can digest a small amount 
of material and then test him­
self on what he has learned 
with review and summary ques­
tions before he continues.

An end-of-course, open book 
examination will be graded by 
the department, and those who 
successfully complete the pro­
gram will receive a safe boater 
registration card. A permanent 
record of their achievement will 
be maintained by the depart­
ment in Austin.

Boating safety officials say 
situation problems are utilized 
throughout the course so the 
reader can apply what he has 
read in solving problems creat­
ed in the situations.

According to Joel Block, water 
safety education coordinator for 
the deparment, the "Texas Skip­
per's Course" will allow the 
boater to pace himself, spend­
ing as much time as he requires 
in grasping a problem.

Information explaining how to 
obtain a copy of the course will 
be available with boat registra­
tion renewal forms and through 
Parks and Wildlife Department 
offices statewide.

Under recently initiated proce­
dure, VA automatically m ails 
certificates of eligibility to ve­
terans shortly after they are 
separated from  service. After 
selecting the home you’d like to , • 
buy, you should present the cer­
tificate to the private lender who 
agrees to finance the home, then 
await VA approval of the loan.

W hich Church Is The

Hebrews IS: First part 23rd

‘ T o  the general assembly and 
church of the first bom which 
are written in Heaven.”

As in Part I  we stated that 
the church is the New Testament 
Church. Now we shall take a 
look at Part n  which is: Salva­
tion is the Church.

Salvation and membership in 
the true church are synonymous 
conditions in the Bible. As stat­
ed In Part I . . . “ the Lord 
added to the church daily such 
as should be saved.”  It Is im­
possible to be saved outside of 
the Church of God. The Lord 
calls men out of sin by the gos­
pel. (2 Thessalonians 2:14). The 
gospel is God's power to save 
(Romans 1:16).

Paul addressed the Coloeslan : 
members of the church as those !

That 
one body is the church (Oolos­
sians 1:18). Thus we can see 
that to be in Christ is the 
same as being in His Church.. 
To say that you can be saved 
out of the church is to say that 
you can be saved out of Christ. 
The Bible teaches that Salvation

Change In Medicare 
Starting Jan. 1, 1974

Starting January 1, 1974, Med­
icare patients will pay the first 
$84, instead of $72, of inpatient 
hospital charges This amount 
applies to hospital stays of from 
one to 60 days, according to 
Travis C. Briggs, Social Secur­
ity District Manager In Ama­
rillo.

‘This increase of $12 was due 
to Ihe rising cost of medical 
care", stated Briggs. The De­
partment of health, Education 
and Welfare has calculated $84 
to be the average daily cost of 
all hospital expenses incurred 
nationwide by Medicare patients. 
Hospital costs now exceed $100 
per day in some high-cost areas, 
Briggs explained.

Medicare patients also will be 
responsible for a co-insurance 
amount of $21 per day for the 
61st through 90th day of inpa­
tient hospital care received dur­
ing a benefit period. A benefit

period begins tbs first day a 
medicare patient receives cov­
ered inpatient hospital services 
and ends after the patient hot 
been out of a hospital or extend­
ed care facility tor 60 consecu­
tive days.

Each Medicare patient Is en­
titled to 60 lifetime reserve days 
which can be used after the first 
90 days of hospital care. Be­
ginning January 1, 1974, the 
patient will be responsible for 
a co-insurance amount of $42 
per day, when using these life­
time reserve days. The 21st 
through the 100th day of each 
stay in an extended care faci­
lity has a co-insurance amount 
of $10.50 which is to be paid 
by the patient. This deductible 
was formerly $9 per day.

Details concerning these and 
other recent changes in Medi­
care can be obtained from any 
social security office.

Your Newspapers
Readers of newspapers rarely 

stop to think of how much the 
paper they are reading costs. 
While reading of Increases in 
the price of newsprint, the shor­
tage of paper, equipment, and 
manpower, postage, etc. the a- 
verage person glances over the 
paper and accepts it as is.

The paper product alone that 
goes into a newspaper brings a- 
bout considerable budget plan­
ning for the publisher. Based on 
a $200 a ton newsprint price, the 
cost of the paper alone Is a- 
round 2.53 cents for 10 sh-ets. 
This means that for some pap­
ers the cost of paper alone may 
range as high as 7.5 cents per 
paper before it is ever printed. 
Figures will vary depending on 
page size and the weight of news­
print used. With the cost of pos­
tage continually rising and the 
new 10 cent rate for letters, 8 
cent rate for postcards, and rate 
increases in other classes sche­
duled, consider what these two 
factors mean and then remember 
that your publisher must also 
count in the cost of equipment, 
maintenance, operation, and man­
power. The newspapers you read 
are a bargain.

Cotton Classing News
Cotton harvest and ginning 

continued at a rapid pace this 
week over the Greenbelt area, 
according to W. E. Cain, In 
Charge of the USDA, Agricuture 
Marketir^ Service Cotton Class­
ing Office in Memphis, Texas. 
"We passed the half way mark 
in grading the crop this week, 
and most ginners estimate the 
crop is 50 to 65 percent harvest­
ed,”  said Cain.

The Memphis, Texas Office 
graded 16,500 samples this week 
to bring the season total to 129,- 
700. This compares to 85,400 on 
the same date a year ago.

The predominant grade class­
ed this week was grade 32 with 
40 percent followed by grade 
31 with 21 percent, grade 41 with 
21 percent, and grade 42 with 
14 percent.

The predominant length class­
ed this week was staple 32 with 
52 percent followed by staple 
31 with 42 percent.

Micronaire readings showed 
81 percent miked in the desir­
able range of 3.5 to 4.9 and 16 
percent miked 3.4 and below.

Pressley test information was 
not available this week.

The Memphis area cotton 
market remains active to strong. 
Prices were about steady over 
the holidays, then gained 200 
to 300 points on all qualities 
through Friday. Prices for staple 
30, grades 42 and 51 and better, 
3.5 to 4.9 mike, ranged from

4100 to 4200 points over loan 
rates. Prices lor staple 31 and 
32, grades 42 and 51 and better, 
3.5 to 4.9 mike, ranged from 
4800 to 5200 points over loan 
rates.

The average price paid farm­
ers for cottonseed at the gin was 
$100.00 per ton.
