Starting the week of May 14, 
the House Committee on Agri­
culture, of which I am a Mem­
ber, will begin drawing up new 
farm program legislation for 
1973 What is to be included in 
the new farm bill has been a 
source of keen interest and dis­
cussion among my constituents 
and persons living in rural Am­
erica everywhere, and my of­
fice has been receiving a great 
deal of mail on this subject.

Lone Star Gas Files 
For Rate Increase

Lone Star Gas Company to­
day announced that it will file 
an application with the Texas 
Railroad Commission Friday 
(May 11) for an increase in the 
city gate rate for gas delivered 
to each town served by the com­
pany in Texas.

The primary factors involved 
in Lone Star’s application relate 
to the cost of maintaining an 
adequate gas supply for cus­
tomers, and contracting for new 
supplies to meet growing con­
sumer demands. The individual 
items included in the company’s 
rate increase proposal are: (1 ) 
the right to recover costs and 
return of 372 million associat­
ed with the firm’s West Texas 
Gas Supply System, an approxi­
mate 400 mile large-diameter 
pipeline system bom West Tex

as to the Dallas • Fort Worth 
area; (2) the right to recover 
costs and return of $0.8 million 
on approximately $9.6 million in 
advance payments and prepay­
ments the company thus far has 
made to producers as a part of 
new gas purchase agreements; 
(3) to bring the company’s 
weighted average cost of gas 
used in the Commission's cal­
culation of Lone Star’s base 
city gate rate up from the 16.29 
cents per thousand cubic feet to 
the present level of 20.53-cents 
per thousand; (4) to allow Lone 
Star to "pass on”  100% of its 
increased cost of purchased gas 
on a monthly basis, rather than 
the presently allowed 65% every 
six months.

Hie cost adjustments would 
mean an 8.1-cent per thousand 
cubic feet increase in the city 
gate rate, and an increase of 
$10.5 million in Lone Star’s an­
nual revenues when costs are 
flowed through to customers, 
based on a 1972 volume of ap­
proximately 130 billion cubic 
feet.

The company further noted 
that all proposed rate increases 
are cost justified and within 
nationally established price con­
trol guidelines for utilities es­
tablished last year.

"Our consumers use our pow­
er supply in the summer when 
air conditiining is needed,”  he 
continued. "But we need to ‘sell’ 
them on winter-time power con­
sumption through our advertis­
ing programs. We don’t think 
the state legislature should get 
into advertising controls in Tex­
as.”

Grant said he was merely try­
ing to encourage advertising to 
avoid waste of energy, and that 
he would oppose "mandatory" 
regulations also.

Daring more federal court 
challenges, the House Reappor­
tionment Committee has ad­
vanced a "redistricting" bill 
that makes virtually no changes 
in present representative dis­
tricts.

The Committee bill, approved 
12-8, would retain multi-member 
House districts in all but the 
three metropolitan counties of 
Bexar, Dallas and Harris.

Rep. Joe Wyatt of Blooming­
ton, the sponsor, said he would 
accept an amendment on the 
House floor to give Tarrant 
County single-member districts 
like those in the three larger 
counties.

Chairman Rep. Fred Head o)' 
Troop favored dividing all urban 
counties, which now have two or 
more representatives, into sin­
gle-member districts. Committee 
action, in effect, took control of 
the bill from Head on the floor.

A three - judge federal court 
tn January (1972, ordered ■In­
gle-member House districts for 
Bexar and Dallas counties and 
gave the legislature until July 
1 to rewrite a 1971 reapportion 
ment scheme.

Representatives were warned 
before the vote that if the U. S. 
Supreme Court upholds the 1972 
ruling, it is likely to order sin­
gle member, individual House 
districts in all urban counties.

The bill as advanced further 
did not meet federal court dis­
approval of a 9.9 per cent popu­
lation spread between smallest 
and most - populous Texas 
House districts.

However, Wyatt contended the 
Supreme Court in a Virginia 
case later upheld a 16.4 per 
cent deviation.

School Teachers And 
Social Security Pay

School teachers who get social 
security monthly benefits on 
their own work record, as a wi­
dow, or as a wife, may be eli­
gible to get social security bene­
fits during the summer mon­
ths. Travis C  Briggs, District 
Manager in Amarillo, said to­
day

Although a teacher's contract 
Is an annual salary, paid in 
twelve monthly Installments if 
the teacher so requests, there 

be one. two or three months 
during the summer when no work 
Is done.

Teachers, the same as any 
other social security beneficiary 
can get their social security 
check when they do not work and 
cam  more than $175 a month.

There’s an easy way for teach­
ers to determine if they are 
qualified for their monthly so­
cial security check Divide your 
yearly contract salary by the 
number of work days set by 
your state. This will give you 
the daily rate of pay.

For example: II you have an 
annual salary as a teacher of 
$9500 and your state requires 
190 work days, you divide the 
$9500 by 190 and you then have 
a daily rate of pay of $50. If  
you work only three, or any part

of three days during a month, 
then you would have earnings
of less than $175 a month. I f  
you work on four or more days 
during a summer month, then 
you would be over the $175 a; 
month and would not be entitl­
ed to get your social security 
check for that month; Briggs 
added.

Since these events normally 
occur during the summer mon­
ths, generally in June or Au­
gust, you would need to look 
carefully at your earnings to 
determine if you would be eligi­
ble for your monthly social se­
curity check.
