HOPE AND FEAR IN 
THE MIDDLE EAST

My recent visit to the Middle 
East made me realize, even more 
than I had, that the problems 
which lie in the way of a last­
ing peace there are major ones 
We should not delude ourselves 
Into believing that a lasting Mid 
East settlement will come either 
easily or quickly.

I was on a 22-member select 
House Armed Services subcom­
mittee which conducted a fact 
finding mission in Israel and 
Egypt during the Congressional 
Thanksgiving Recers We met 
with Israeli Prime Minister 
Goida Meir and Egyptian Presi­
dent Anwar El Sadat as well as 
a number of their key ministers 

; and advisers.
Each side took us on a tour of 

the combat areas. We were able 
to explore bunkers, tank battle­
grounds and po’nts where cross­
ings of the Suez Canal were 
made. Also, we were able to 
visit U. N. checkpoints and wit­
nessed the movement of food 
stores through one of these to 
isolated Egyptian soldiers. All 
this enabled us to compile a uni- j 
quely balanced picture of the 
overall situation.

Alro, we were able to get a 
good idea of how U. S. • made 
military equipment had per­
formed under combat conditions 
in comparison to some similar 
equipment made in the Soviet 
Union. We saw surface - to - air 
missiles like those which were 
used, and inspected Soviet-made 
tanks and bridging equipment 
This kind of information will be 
particularly useful when the 
Committee makes future deci­
sions affecting our own defense 
posture and defense expendi­
tures.

In our talks with Israeli and 
Egyptian leaders, each side made 
it clear that it fears a renewed 
attack and claimed it needs pro­
tection from the other. Each 
side made it clear that its 
claims are well • founded in 
both law and history, and that 
certain major portions of its pos­
itions are non-negotiable.

Each side also evidenced sev­
ere economic strain created by 
the conflict and what appeared 
to be a genuine desire tor last­
ing peace We found that most 
Israeli citizens pay more than 
half their incomes in taxes, and 
that the Egyptian government 
desperately needs to be able to 
divert funds away from defense 
and into areas which will raise 
the standard of living in that 
country. Also, we witnessed 
face - to - face meetings between 
Israeli and Egyptian military 
commanders which are taking 
place for the first time in more 
than twenty years. These can 
all be taken as hopeful signs for 
the future.

Overall, there was no escaping 
a deep realization that the cur­
rent positions and fears on both 
sides are indicative of future 
conflict; yet attitudes and econo­
mic realities do exist on both 
sides which provide at least 
some basis for hope that a last­
ing peace can still be achieved.

The Texas Highway Patrol in­
vestigated nine accidents on ru­
ral highways in Donley County 
during the month of October, ac­
cording to Sergeant J. R. Smith, 
Highway Patrol supervisor of 
this area.

The rural traffic accident sum­
mary for the 60 counties of the 
Lubbock Department oi Public 
Safety Region for October, 1973 
rhows a total of 664 accidents re­
sulting in 31 persons killed and 
377 persons injured as compared 
to October, 1972 with iOB acci­
dents resulting in 20 persons kill­
ed and 280 persons injured This 
was 59 more accidents, 11 more i

fatalities, and 97 more injured
in 1973 at the same period of 

time.

month of October, 1973, occurred 
in the following counties; Moore, 
Lubbock, Wichita, Wise, three 
each; Dallam, Hale, Jack, Lamb, 
two each; Carson, Castro, Deaf 
Smith, Donley, Gray, Oldham, 
Randall, Wheeler, Bailey, Clay. 
Knox, one each.

IRS Answers To 
Taxpayers Questions

Q—I've arranged to have a for­
eign stuuent stay at my house 
ihu fall. Can I deduct the a- 
mounts I spend to maintain him 
in my home?

A—You may deduct as a chari­
table contribution amounts you 
pay up to $50 per month to 
maintain in your home a full­
time student at a U. S. school. 
He cannot be in any grade higher 
than the 12th. The student must 
be someone other than your de­
pendent or relative. He can be 
a foreign or American student, 
but he must be a member of 
your household under a written 
agreement between you and a 
charitable organization to which 
contributions are deductible. Fi­
nally, the purpose of the agree­
ment must be to provide edu­
cational opportunities for the 
student.

Q—I opened up an account with 
a stock broker last March. He 
buys and sells stocks for me, but 
I never withdraw any profits 
from the account. Do I still have 
to pay taxes on the profits on 
my 1973 tax return?

A—Yes. The fact that you do 
not withdraw profits from your 
brokerage account does not post­
pone taxation of those profits.

They are fully taxable in the year 
earned, even if the credit balance 
in your account may be reduced 
or eliminated by losses in later 
years or your current profits are 
used to reduce later losses.

Q—I drove 25 miles from my 
home to an IRS office for an 
audit, district conference and ap­
pellate conference. Can I  deduct 
the cost of traveling to and from 
the IRS to challenge the result 
of an IRS audit?

A—Yes. Expenses paid or In­
curred by a taxpayer in connec­
tion with a proceeding involved 
in determining the extent of tax 
liability or In contesting his tax 
liability are deductible.

Q—Can the beneficiaries of an 
estate ever be required to pay 
Federal estate tax for the estate?

A—The beneficiaries of an es­
tate may be called upon to pay 
the estate tax only if the estate 
does not pay it when due. Even 
if this is the case, the liability 
of the beneficiaries is limited to 
the extent of the value, at the 
time of the decedent’s death, at 
the property acquired by them. 
For more information, see IRS 
Publication 448. ” A Guide to 
Federal Estate and Gift Taxa­
tion.”  It's available for fifty 
cents at your local IRS office or 
at your Government Printing Of­
fice bookstore.

Remember, federal estate tax 
should not be confused with fed­
eral income tax.

DIET - HEALTH COST
Food is your most urgent daily 

need. Man's hunger drive is ba­
sic to his existence, his survi­
val. Yet the food you are eating, 
and the food you are not eating, 
may be a contributing factor to 
serious health problems now and 
in the future. By continuing 
your present eating habits you 
may actually be contributing to 
your own disease problems, 
says the Texas State Department 
of Health.

The nation’s diet is so “ terri­
ble’ ’ It coats us *30 billion a year 
in doctor bills and other health 
care costs, according to a report 
from a United State Senate Se­
lect Committee on Nutrition and 
Human Needs.

The costs to society of under­
nourished mothers and their sic­
kly infants, physically and men­
tally inferior children, absentee­
ism in the working force and 
school children, the great loss 
at life from cardiovascular di­
sease and hypertension, the costs 
at dental decay, alcoholism and 
disease of diabetes, obesity, di­
gestive disturbances . . .  all can 
be attributed in part to poor 
nutrition.

There are three major dietary 
problems in this country: under- 
nutrition (not enough food), mal­
nutrition (not enough of the right 
kinds of food, and ovemutritian 
(too many calories )

Some of us know that some 
foods are better than others for 
helping children grow and keep­
ing adults vigorous and well. 
Yet most of us usually eat only 
what we like, what we are ac­
customed to eat, or what we 
can afford — which isn’t always 
what we should be eating. Some 
of us fall for the most brightly 
packaged and most highly ad­
vertised foods. We choose food 
that can be purchased easily, 
prepared quickly, or eaten on 
the run, rather than a sensible 
choice of foods that will make 
the total daily diet more nour­
ishing and interesting.

Nutrition scientists can ac­
count for some 57 nutrients that 
are used by the human body 
and that are necessary for life 
and well-being These include 
13 vitamins; 17 minerals; 22 am­
ino adds; fatty acids and other 
liquids (fats and fatlike subs­
tances); sugars; starches; and 
water. All of these nutrients in 
proper proportion can be had 
by choosing wisely from the four 
major food groups.

The body converts these 57 
nutrients into thousands of dif­
ferent chemical compounds that 
the body needs in order to create 
blood, bones, muscles, tissues of 
the central nervous system as 
well as hormones and enzymes 
to regulate the body functions 
and to provide energy. This is 
a 24 hour a day process. For 
example, the central nervous 
system requires ■ constant sup­
ply of glucose (blood sugar) 
for normal function Food Is us­
ed for energy, growth, main­
tenance and repair of all body 
tissues; and tor the regulation 
of body functions including na­
tural resistance to disease.

Nutritional deficiencies do not 
develop spontaneously after you 
miss a meal, or even a week of 
meals.

A deficiency is usually the cu­
mulative effect of insufficient a- 
mounts of a nutrient over an ex­
tended period of time. The body 
adapts to the inadequate supply 
of the nutrient by depleting its 
stores and slowing down the re­
actions in which that nutrient 
is involved. When metabolism is 
changed because of depleted 
enzymes, the changes affect the 
cells and tissues and lead to 
such familiar symptoms as fati­
gue, poor appetite, insomnia, a- 
mong others. Actually, people 
rarely show symptoms of any 
one nutrient deficiency, since 
the nutrients function in an in­
terrelated manner.

A proper diet can reduce sus­
ceptibility to infectious diseases. 
Medical research scientists have 
shown that children and adults 
who chronically do not get enough 
protein and iron from their diets 
suffer a severe deficiency of the 
so-called humoral immunity, 
which protects against bacterial 
diseases. Research indicates that 
iron deficiency affects the pro­
duction of an iron-dependent en­
zyme, myeioperoxilase, essen­
tial for the destruction of bac­
teria.

However, similar animal stud­
ies indicate reduced protein in­
take enhances another immune 
system that fights viruses, pro­
tozoa and fungi. These 
animal studies

so enhance another type of Im­
munity system called “ eeU-tned- 
iated immunity,’ ’ which, among 
other things, is believed to help 
guard the body against cancer.

However, state health authori­
ties are quick to join these re­
searchers in warning the public 
there is not enough information 
at present from these animal 
studies to warrant humans goiiM 
on a low-protein liet in order 
to avoid cancer.

The role of the diet and its 
cholesterol and fat content has 
been well publicised as a major 
contributory factor to develop­
ment of heart disease, the na­
tion's number one killer. Now 
some animal study research in­
dicates too much cholesterol and 
saturated fats may relate to a 
whole variety of cancers, re­
sulting from the metabolic break­
down products of bile adds and 
cholesterol. Little or nothing is 
known about this condition in 
humans.

The role of nutrition and pro­
per diet has long been known in 
the control of such diseases as 
diabetes mellitus (a defect in the 
body’s ability to use carbohy­
drates and sugars), or cystic fib­
rosis. Tlie state of nutrition also 
affects a person’s adaptation to 
stress, and stress may change 
nutrient requirements.

A solution to the energy crisis 
may be a long time in coming. 
Some scientists estimate that it 
may take two decades or more 
to develop and bring into use a 
dependable and adequate source 
of fuel to replace what we have 
had.

While we are certain there are 
ways to increase exploration and 
production of oil and gas and to 
employ energy potentials which 
have not been tested beyond 
the laboratories of men’s minds, 
today's consumer is facing a 
crucial challenge in conserving 
what is at hand.

Here are a few suggestions tor 
energy savings:

Do not take unnecessary trips 
tn your fuel-burning vehicle. A 
wise consumer can see that that 
not only wfll help to save energy, 
but conserve money as fuel 
prices rise.

When you do take to the high­
way, watch the gas tank indi­
cator, and get the tank filled 
at the half-way mark, so you 
won’t take a chance of running 
out

Turn off the television, radio 
and reading tights when you 
leave a room.

Avoid naming heavy appli­
ances (dishwashers, dry ere, and 
so an) during peak power de­
mand periods — about 9 a.m. to 
5 p.m.

Check refrigerator and freez­
er doors for air tightness, and 
remind the children (again) not 
to leave them open often.

Remember that lights, ovens 
and hot water heaters create 
heat, making extra work for 
your cooling system.

Use your cooling system effi­
ciently.

Q—My wife and I are going to 
purchase one U. S. Saving* 
Bond each month for my son’s 
college education. Would It be 
more advantageous from a tax 
standpoint if I purchased the 
bonds naming my son and my­
self as co-owners or naming 
him sole owner?

A—From a tax standpoint, 
naming your son sole owner of 
the bands would be more ad­
vantageous. since interest on 
U A  Savings Bonds bought in 
the name of the child is income 
to the child not the parent. This 
is so even if the parent paid 
for the bonds and is named 
beneficiary. However, interest 
on bonds purchased by a par­
ent naming his child as co- 

ner is taxable to the parent.

GAS SOURCE STUDIED — A 
University ol Texas professor 
told Texas Water Quality Board 
that gas from decomposition of 
sewage can supply up to two- 
thirds of the power necessary to 
operate sewage plants.

Dean Ernest Gloyna recalled 
that sludge gas use is nothing 
new.

The board agreed to spend

Gloyna said decomposing sew­
age sludges produce gas which is 
70 .per cent methane and 30 per 
cent carbon dioxide. He said a 
city of 40,000 could recover 
enough gas from its sewage 
plants daily to replace 200 to 
300 gallons of gasoline.

COTTON STALK DEADLINE 
EXTENDED IN EAST TEXAS 
—Agriculture Commissioner John 
C. White has extended the Nov­
ember 30 deadline (or cotton stalk 
destruction in 45 East Texas 
counties with unharvested acre­
age.

The area covered is bounded 
by Hood, Panolo, Newton and 
Burnet counties. Destruction of 
the stalks is aimed at destroying 
cotton insects.

The Consumer 
Alert

CHILDREN'S TOYS
If you’re In the market for toys 

right now (and most people are), 
you may be facing a multitude of 
decisions.

In the first place, the Presi­
dent’s Consumer Affairs statf 
estimates that some 130.000 dif­
ferent kinds of toys are sold in 
toy shops and retail stores a- 
cross Texas and the nation.

Then, of course, you’ll be look­
ing at toys from the standpoint 
of the children’s ages and in­
terests. and you'll doubtless be 
interested in ascertaining their 
safety.

In the past two years, the 
Federal Food & Drug Adminis­
tration has banned about 1,500 
toys as having some unsafe 
factor. But some experts figure 
that 5,000 new toys become avail­
able each year, and many of 
them make their debuts on the 
market about now, since about 
70 per cent of all toys are pur­
chased during November and 
December.
Moat Texas merchants are ex­

pressing a sincere interest in 
toy selection problems, and some 
state that they are making a 
determined effort to provide toys 
which are labeled according to

safety, as well as to denote the 
suitability of a plaything for 
an individual child’s age and de­
velopment.

Some large department store 
chains and firms specializing in 
toy sales even maintain their 
own safety standards laborator­
ies to be more certain that noth­
ing hazardous is sold by their 
outlets.

In addition to federal agency 
actions, the 1973 Texas Decep­
tive Practices - Consumer Pro­
tection Act enforced by the Con­
sumer Protection Division of the 
Attorney General’s office pro­
hibits false, misleading or de­
ceptive sales practice.

So legal recourse is available 
here to you if a salesperson as­
sure you a toy is "safe,”  or 
“ approved,”  and later, you find 
out it is not.

Since your first priority, of 
course, is to protect the child 
for whom you’re buying a toy, 
you will be most interested in 
taking steps to prevent the pos­
sibility of making a purchase 
which could cause one of the 
estimated 700,000 toy - related in­
juries said to occur each year.

Choose carefully and selective­
ly. Any toy can be dangerous, 
if misused.

Select a toy appropriate for 
the child's age and develop­
ment. Heed warnings such as

Not Intended for Children Un­
der 3 Years of Age.”

Avoid toys with small parts or 
scrap points even for older child­
ren, if younger brothers and

sisters are in the home.
Check labels on fabric toys 

and children’s wear for label* 
guaranteeing that they are "non­
flammable,”  "flame-retardant,”  
or “ flame resistant.”

Check the instructions, and help 
the child to understand them.

If you're a parent, check toys 
periodically for development of 
potential hazards, such as sharp 
points, jagged edge* and loose 
small part*

Make certain that the paint 
on painted toys is labeled “ non- 
toxic.”

If you have any problems or 
questions, do not hestitate to 
contact the Consumer Product 
Safety Commission’s Texas of­
fice in Dallas, or call the Attor­
ney General’s Consumer pro­
tection Division in Austin, Lub­
bock, El Paso, Houston, San An­
tonio or Dallas.

Cotton Classing News
Clear weather all week allow­

ed cotton harvest to expand rap­
idly over the Greenbelt area, ac­
cording to W. E. Cain, In charge 
of the USDA. Agriculture Mar­
keting Service Cotton Classing 
Office at Memphis. Texas.

The Memphis, Texas office 
graded 14,800 samples this past 
week to bring the season total 
to 19,250. This compares to 18,300 
on the same date a year ago.

The predominant grade class­
ed this week was grade 31 with 
30 percent followed by grade 41 
with 29 percent.

The predominant length class­
ed this week was staple 32 with 
41 percent followed by staple 31 
with 31 percent.

Mike readings showed 81 per­
cent miked In the desirable range 
of 36 to 4.9.

Pressley tests showed 97 per­
cent tested 75,000 pel or higher. 
The average for the week was 
84.000 psi

The cotton market In the 
Memphis area remained active 
all week. Demand for all quali­
ties, staple length 31 and longer, 
.mike 3.5 to 4.9, was steady to 
' strong. Growers ottered cotton

freely and prices for these quali­
ties advanced one to two cents 
per pound over early week quo­
tations. Average prices for these 
qualities reached 4000 to 4200 
points over loan rates by end 
of week. Demand remained weak­
er for all qualities, staple leng­
th 30 and shorter, mike 3.5 to 
4.9. Prices for these qualities 
were unchanged to one half cent 
per pound higher than last week, 
averaging 3200 to 3300 points 
over loan rates.

The average price paid farm­
ers for cottonseed at the gin was 
$100.00 per ton.

Social Security
by Travis O. Briggs

Q—My wife and I received wel­
fare payments until recently 
when our payments stopped be­
cause our social security was 
raised. Can we get anything un­
der the new Supplemental Secu­
rity Income law?

A—Yes, If your income and 
resources are not too high you 
may be entitled to more benefits. 
You should contact the Social 
Security Office and check on 
this

Q—I have been drawing disa­
bility benefits under a State plan 
Will I be entitled under the 
new disability law?

A—Yes. Persons who have been 
determined to be disabled or 
blind under a State plan in ef­
fect in October 1972, and who 
are on the rolls for December 
1973, will be considered dis­
abled or blind tor Supplemental 
Security Income purposes so long 
as they continue to meet the 
State’s definition.

Q—My wife and I are getting 
social security benefits on my 
work record. Can she also re­
ceive Supplemental Security In­
come payments under the new 
law?

A—Yes If your combined in­
come and resources are not a- 
bove a certain level, both of 
you may be entitled to some ad­
ditional monthly benefits.

Q—I am receiving social se­
curity benefits and a company 
retirement benefit. The income 
for my wife and me is almost 
as much as when I was working. 
Could we draw Supplemental Se­
curity Income?

A—Probably not. Remember 
that the new Supplemental Se­
curity income law Is based on 
need, and if your countable in­
come is above $215 a month for 
you and your wife, you would 
not qualify.
