WHAT IS A COLD?
During this cold weather sea-
son, many of us will suffer the
consequences of a cold, flu, or
respiratory infection even though
we may try to avoid or prevent
it,
Since the chances are good to
have a bout with the “cold bug”
this year, it might behoove each
of us to know more about what a
cold is and what to do with it
when you have it, say state heal-
th officials.
What is a cold? The common
cold is a name given to any of
a number of short-lived infec-
tions of the nose and throat. All
of them are highly contagious.
They have similar symptoms.
Sometimes they are called by
other names, which simply tell
you what part of the upper res
piratory tract is particularly af-
fected: rhinitis, affecting the
nose; pharyngitis, the throat; or
laryngitis, the voice box.
What causes a cold? The Tex-
as State Deparment of Health
points out there are many dif-

cold. A virus is a disease-produc-
ing agent so small that it goes

across the continent, or even to
the next town, to just take a good
look out the window when he gets
home."

Through a virus causes your
cold, a number of corditions
seem to increase your susceptibi-
lity (science does not yet know
why or how.) People appear to
catch colds mainly indoors. They
get more of them during the
colder months. Fatigue, chilling,
and poor physical condition seem
to give the virus a better foot-
hold.

What's the course of a cold?
From ome to three days after
the virus takes hold in your
body, the symptoms appear. (But
other people can catch your
cold even before your symptoms
appear — one reason why colds
are hard to prevent.) The first
hint is usually scratchiness in
the throat. Within a few hours,
your mose gets stuffy and you
have vague feelings of discom-
fort and illnss. Usually you start
sneezing, too.

Within 48 hours, your cold is in
full bloom -— eyes teary, nose
ruming, voice husky, breathing
obstructed, and your senses of
taste and smell dulled. You may
feel lethargic amd achy. It's com-
mon to have a moderate head-
ache, especially at the beginning
(but a severe one may be a sign
of some complication.) You may
also have some fever, although
that's unusual in adults.

Once the cold has fully develop-
ed, it usually continues at its
peak for several days. Then there
is a gradual letting up. An urn-
complicated cold commonly
lasts from seven to fourteen days.

Or sometimes your body
is allergic to the cold virus or
the activated bacteria,

Then the severity of the cold
symptoms increases, and the in-
flammation and mucous discharge
may spread to other parts of
your respiratory system. For
some people, these complications
may be dangerous.

Can you cure a cold? No, you
can't. There is no drug known
today that can cure the common
cold, Anmtibiotics, the ‘‘wonder
drugs,” are effective against

Today Congressman Bob Price
introduced legislation which, if

enacted, will require the Secre-

tary of Agriculture to carry out
the provisions of the existing law
providing for the authorization
and funding of the Rural Enviro-
nmental Assistance Program.
‘““While I agree in principle with
and applaud the President’s ef-

forts to keep Federal expendi-

tures within reasonable limits,”
Price stated, “I feel that the ef-
fects brought about through the
d'scontinuance of this important
program would be detrimental
to the long range preservation of
our most vital human resources
—~—namely our soil, water and
air.”

Noting that the Rural Environ-
mental Assistance Program has
worked effectively as a Federal
cost sharing program for con-
servation programs installed by
farmers since the 1930's, the Tex-
as Congressman went on to men-
tion some of the accomplishments
made possible through this pro-
gram: “REAP has enabled our
farmers to do more to clean up
and preserve our environment
than any other federally sponsor-
ed program. Through this pro-
gram our farmers have been
able to protect our soil through
the establishment and improve-
ment of vcgetative cover, strip-

cropping practices, terracing, the
re-seeding of marginal land, and
cross fencing for grazing. REAP
hag also provided for strides to
be made in the areas of sediment
retention and chemical runoff
control, drainage, irrigation and
related practices and livestock
water utilization and distribu-
tion on ranches. Through this
program our farmers have also
been able to embark upon acti-
vities which have slowed the
spread of noxious brush and
weeds, accounted for a major
portion of our reforestation pro-
gram op private lands, helped aid
wildlife conservation and increas-
ed the development of recrea-
tional areas.”

Price went on to state that it
would be unfair of us to demand
America’s farmers to take on
the burden of the conservation
of our natural resources single-

handed when it is evident that
REAP has benefited not only ru-

ral America, but our Nation as
a whole. He added that it is not
feasible at this time for farmers
to initiate and continue long
range programs without the aid
of cost sharing initiatives pro-
vided by the Federal Govern-
ment especially if we are to
continue to feed the starving mil-
lions abroad.

“I am looking forward to the
hearings which will soon be held
on this matter by the Commit-
tee on Agriculture of which I am
a member and I am hopeful that
the Administration will reconsid-
er its action with regard to this
important program, Price con-
cluded.

Social Security

Q—I often work for my hus-
band in his business. He is the
owner of a grocery store. Is it
possible for him to pay me wages
and report them so I can become
insured for social security bene-
fits?

A—No. This is considered fam-
ily employment and is not cover-
ed by social security

Q—When a girl marries, does
she need to get a new social se-
curity card?

A—Yes. Her name changes and
her employer must report wages
under the name and number on

her card. Therefore, she should
get a new card that will show
her new name, even though the
number will remain the same.

Q—I have a maid who works
for me only one day per week. I
pay her $5.00 per day. Since this
is such a small amount, do 1
have to take out social security
taxes on her wages?

A—Yes. Since you pay her
more than $50.00 in a calendar
quarter of the year, she is cover-
ed by social security, You are
required by law to withhold so-
cial security taxes and report her
wages on a quarterly basis to
the Internal Revenue Service.

Some statis-
tics to prove this are in the age
breakdowns. There are 43 in the
16-21 age group, 42 in the 22-
44 age group and 25 in the 45-
64 age group, These are people
who are drop outs or are inter-
ested in upgrading themselves
on their present job or trying
to get a better paying job.

The agency has worked with
72 heads of households this mon-
th. They are enrolled in 8 Vo-
cational Training classes. This
number does not include the Col-
lege enrollment.

The January 31st TPA Legis-

lative Bulletin states that House

Bill 10 — the ‘‘free flow of in-
formation” bill — went to a
House subcommittee. The bill did
not go to a subcommittee, but
was passed out by a vote of 16-4
and will be on the House calen-
dar the week of February 5-10.
This is the bill that grants a

privilege to a newsman’'s source

of news,

MICKEY MOUSE DISCRIMIN-
ATION? — Houston Rep. R, C.
(Nick) Nichols has introduced
legislation which he says will
eliminate the “Mickey Mouse"”
discriminatory practices of some
insurance companies when it
comes to selling automobile and
fire insurance.

One bill would prohibit any
fire or automobile insurance com-
pany from cancelling, refusing
to issue, or refusing to renew
a policy because of the age,
sex race or place of residence of
the person applying for insur-
ance,

Rep. Nichols says ‘‘older peo-
ple and younger people are the
victimg of automatic discrimin
ation when buying auto insur-
ance, even though they may have
good individual driving records.”

License Plates Sale
Now In Progress

Texas motorists can pick up
license plates for the faithful
family car starting February 1
at the county tax office or sub-
station in the county in which
they live.

The motorist may register his
vehicle in person at his county
tax office or substation by bring-
ing in the entire handy three-part
form he received in the mail
from the Texas Highway De-
partment. It takes only a few
minutes to process the form, col-
lect the fee and send the motorist
on his way with new plates.

Drivers also can get new plates
by mail if they send in the com-
plete three-part form, the re-
gistration fee plus one dollar for
each vehicle to their county tax
office prior to March 1.

After March 1 it will be neces-
sary to go to the county tax
office or substation in person as
30 days are required for mail
delivery. In any case, owners
will save themselves time and
trouble by using the computeriz-
ed forms,

Clinic Evaluation

By Mrs. M, L. Mays
Our prime purpose, is of course,
to provide family planning ser-
vices to those families who are
interested in coming to our clin-
IC

Much of what we do is educa-
tional. When a patient enters the
clinic, they fill out a medical
history chart, attend a short
class on feminine hygiene, im-
portance of spacing children, im-
portance of and what a pap smear
is, and the methods of child spac-
ing. Each patient has an exam-
ination by the doctor which in-
cludes; breast, pelvic, and pap
smear. Then the patient is sup-
plied with the method she has
chosen and again given instruc-
tions on its use. The patient must
voluntarily come to the clinic,
and they must be able to choose
the method they prefer to use,
unless it is medically contradict-
ed, We also provide transporta-
tion to the clinic

The clinic helps the individual
and their families with spacing
of children which enables women
to be better mothers and bet-
ter wives. Spacing children gives
healthier mothers and children,
Spacing gives “TIME.” Time to
listen to husbands, time to care
for each child as an individual,
time to finish an education, and
time to work at your job a few
years before starting a family.
Preventing unwanted pregnan-
cies helps prevent neglect and
perhaps abuse of children. If
children are wanted they have a
chance of better care, educa-
tion, and interest in each child.
