certified to teach. A candidate must
be given more than one opportunity
to perform satisfactory, but the
State Board of Education may limit
the number of times the exams may
be retaken. All current teachers
and administrators must perform

satisfactory on the applicable
examination on or before June' 30,
1986.

A student may not be exempted
from taking a final examination in
any class in which any other student
is required to take a final examin-
ation.

Each school district shall provide

tutorial services at the district’s
schools. A district may require a
student whose grade in a subject for
a grade reporting period is lower
than 70 on a scale of 100 to attend

- tutorials in the subject during the

following reporting period twice per
week or more, as determined by the
district. A district is not required to
provide transportation for attending
tutorials. No specific funding is
provided.

A student may not be given credit
for class if the student has more
than five days of unexcused ab-
sences during a semester.

The State Board of Education
shall limit participation in any
practice for extracurricular activi-

ties during the school day and the
school week.

The rules shall, to the extent
possible, preserve the school day br
academic activities without inter-
ruption for extracurricular activi-
ties.
A student, other than a mentally
retarded student, shall be sus-
pended from participation in any
extracurricular activity sponsored
or sanctioned by the school district
during the grade reporting period
after in which the student received
a grade lower than the equivalent of
70 on a scale of 100 in any academic
class. .

Beginning August 1 vehicle
license registration fees were in-
creased, some even tripled the 1983
cost, And that is not the end of it -
on January 1, 1985 another fee hike
will be implemented, and another
on January 1, 1986. However,
vehicles six years old or older will
not feel the increase so drastically.
They may even pay less.

The hike in the license fees stems
from July 13th action by Governor
Mark White who signed House Bill
122 to increase fees on all vehicles
and most trailers. The major
change in fee structure is that
passengars will only be classified
according to age instead of weight,
but weights must continue to be
shown in titling.

The new license fees for pas-
senger cars over six years old will
be $28.30 for those three to six
years old, $38.30, three years and
under $46.30. License fees for
commercial pickups will increase
$12.50, farm pickups $6.25, com-

bination trucks will go up $25, and
application for personalized plates
will increase from $10 to $25, plus
registration fee.

Farm News

1985 WHEAT PROGRAM

Sign-up period for the 1985 wheat
program is OUctober 15, 1984
through March 1, 1985. Target
price has been set at $4.38 per
bushel. National loan rate is $3.30
per bushel. PIK (payment In Kind)
is not authorized for 1985.

To be eligible for loans, pur-
chases, and payments for the 1985
wheat crop, producers must reduce
their wheat acreage by 30 percent.
The 1985 acreage base is the
average of the acreage planted and
considered planted to wheat in 1983
and 1984. This includes 20 percent
acreage reduction and 10 percent
paid land diversion. The diversion
rate is $2.70 per bushel, with 50
percent available at sign-up.

The amount of acreage devoted to
Acreage Conservation Reserve
(ACR) must be equal to at least
28.57 percent of the farm's 1985
planted wheat acreage plus 10
percent of the wheat base.

Land designated for an Acreage
Conservation Reserve (ACR) must
have been devoted to small grain or
row crops in two of the last three
years.

ACR acreage may be grazed
except during the six principal

growing months. While haying will
not be permitted on ACR land,
emergency haying and grazing
privileges may be authorized as
needed on a county-by-county
basis, in the event of a natural
disaster.

USDA intends to review the size
of the farmer-owned reserve before
the regular price support loans for
the 1985 crops reach maturity.
At that time it will be determined
whether entry into the reserve will
be permitted.

Offsetting and cross compliance
will not apply to the 1985 program.

Program contracts signed by par-
ticipants will be binding =ad will
provide for liquidated damages for
failure to comply with program
requirements.

ACREAGE CONSERVATION
RESERVE [ACR]

REMEMBER that proper main-
tenance of ACR is required.
Failure to do so will result in a
penalty, Wind and water erosion
must be controlled. WEEDS MUST
BE SPRAYED, PLOWED, OR
SHREDDED. Periodic spotchecks
for proper maintenance will be
made by both county and state
personnel.

one landowner in six is willing to
pay for conservation measures on
land they rent or lease to others.

That is not to say, however, that
erosion or grassland deterioration is
worse on all rented or leased land.
But conservation measures such as
terraces, waterways, drop struc-
tures, grassland restoration cost
money. Conservation tillage saves
soil, water, fuel, time and wear on
equipment; but it may reduce yields
the first year the practice is used.
Conservation crop rotations or de-
ferred grazing are practical conser-
vativn measures but they may not
fit short-term rental agreements,

You may need to help your renter
or leasee pay part of the cost of
needed conservation practices or
offer a longer rental agreement if he
carries out needed measures. In
some cases, cost-share assistance is
available through the Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
Service. Technical assistance in
planning and installing the
measures are available from the
Soil Conservation Service through
the local soil and water conservation
district. Other assistance can be
obtained from the County Extension
Agent.

If you lease or rent land to others,
we suggest that you and your
operator contact some of us to
discuss conservation measures that
might be practical on your land.
You might be surprised how little it
will cost and by how much it will
improve your land’s value and
productivity.
