Cotton Classing News
From Office Of USDA

“Cotton stripping continued at
a rapid pace over the Memphis,
Texas area this week as farmers
tried to complete harvest opera-
tions,” said W. E. Cain, In
charge of the USDA, AMS, Cot-
ton Classing Office in Memphis,
Texas.

The Memphis, Texas Cotton
Classing Office graded 23,750 sam
ples this week to bring the sea-
son total to 192,950. This com-
pares to 143,000 on the same date
a year ago.

The predominant grade classed
this week was Strict Low Mid-
dling Light Spotted (42) with 35
percent folowed by Middling
Light Spotted (32) with 20 per-
cent and Strict Low Middling
(41) with 14 percent.

The predominant staple class-
ed this week was 32 with 66 per-
cent followed by staple 31 with
23 percent and staple 33 with 10
percent,

Micronaire, or fineness and ma-
turity, readings showed 48 per-
cent miked in the desirable range
of 35 to 49. The 33 to 34
range accounted for 20 percent
and the 3.0 to 3.2 range account-
ed for 23 percent.

Pressley, or strength, tests
showed 78 percent tested 75,000
psi or higher. The average for
the week was 78,000 psi.

The cotton market in the Mem-
phis Texas area continued ac-
tive. Prices paid were about
steady compared to last week.
Some average prices paid were;
Middling Light Spotted (32) sta-
ple 32, 28.75 cents per pound and
Strict Low Middling Light Spot-
ted (42), staple 32, 27.25 cents
per pound.

CHINCH BUG RESISTANT
GRASS

Two varieties of St. Augustine-
grass have been found to be re-
sistant to chinch bugs by researc-
hers with the Texas Agricultural
Experiment Station, The two var-
jeties are Floratam, a new grass
now being propagated by Texas
sod growers that is also resist-
ant to St. Augustine Decline
(SAD) virus, and an experimen-
tal grass that also shows good
resistance to SAD. Chinch bugs
are one of the mos\ serious pests
to St. Augustinegrass, and popul-
ations have grown alarmingly in
recent years.
