Future development of major
Texas water projects will come
to a halt unless new standards
laid down by the National Water
Resources Council are reversed,
Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby says.

Hobby, joined by State Sen.
Max Sherman of Amarillo, and
serving as spokesman for four
Texas water advisory counsil,
urged President Nixon and Tex-
as congressmen to alter the re-
gulations,

‘“Unless this policy is revers-
ed,” said Hobby, ‘“Texas stands
to be harmed very substantial-
y."”

ards for planning water and re-
lated land resources are effec-
tive October 25.

While acknowledged that they
have merit, Hobby said, they
would destroy ‘‘the long-estab-
lished partnership between fed-
eral and state governments for
development of water resources
. . . For all practical purposes,
the thrust of ‘principles and
standards’ wipes out the present-
day mechanics for use and con-
trol of water, and falls short
of practical substitutes.”

A proposed ‘‘discount rate”
feature, claimed Hobby, preclud-
es federal participation in tra-
ditional development of water
projects. The standards, he main-
tained, would further force im-
practical planning for projects
on an in-state basis.

In the last five years, more
than $850 million have been in-
vested by the local, state and
federal governments in Texas
water projects, About a fourth
of that was federal money.

“non - reimbursable features”
such as fish and wildlife, re-
creational benefits and flood con-
trol provisions would ban parts
ol water projects that ‘‘tend to
enhance the environment,” said
Hobby.

DOUBLE-HEADER CONVEN-
TION PLANNED — Legislators
are being polled on a proposal
to split next year’s constitution-
al convention into two sessions
—one from January 8 to April 6
and the second after mid-June.

Sen. Bill Meier of Euless of-
fered the suggestion, contending
that the convention may be poor-
ly attended just before May and
June primary elections. Many
legislators, who are delegates to
the convention, will face oppon-
ents for re-election.

The recess, as proposed by
Meier, would give legislators
nea'y a month to campaign be-
fore the May primary and an-
other month before the June run-
off.
Meanwhile, House Speaker
Price Daniel Jr, urged lawmak-
ers to set a 90-day flexib'e and
extendable timetable for the con-
vention and try to finish the job
of rewriting the constitution by
early April. He said legislators
can do it by making use of the
research of the Constitutional
Revision Commission as a be-
ginning point. Daniel said tax-
payers will be saved nearly $2
million if the convention winds
up in 90 days rather than ex-
tending over the full 170 days
allowed.

THP Reports 9 Rural
Accidents In Sept.

The Texas Highway Patrol
investigated nine accidents on
rural highways in Donley Coun-
ty during the month of Septem-
ber, according to Sergeant J.
R. Smith, Highway Patrol su-
pervisor of this area.

These crashes resulted in no
persons killed and six persons
injured.

The rural traffic accident
summary for this county during
the first nine months of 1973
shows a total of 57 accidents
resulting in one person killed
and 43 persons injured.

The rural traffic accident sum-
mary for the 60 counties of
the Lubbock Department of Pub-
lic Safety Region for September,
1973 shows a total of 601 acci-
dents resulting in 24 persons
killed and 364 persons injured
as compared to September, 1972
with 561 accidents resulting in
21 persons killed and 335 per-
sons injured. This was 40 more
accidents, three more fatalities,
and 29 more injured in 1973 at
the same period of time.

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Drug Containers

there’s a reason for the way it’s
packaged. The container helps
preserve the drug’'s strength.
Change the container and you
cou'd render the medicine inef-
fective, unsafe - or both.

In Beware of Substituting Drug
Containers!, the Food and Drug
Administration (FDA) urges con-
sumers to use only the original
container of any drug. While lit-
tle pill boxes are more attrac-
tive, they may not preserve the
drug nearly as well as the ori-
ginal container did. Single cop-
ies of the two-page fact sheet,
Beware of Substituting Drug Con-
tainers!, are available free from
Consumer Information, Pueblo,
Colorado 81009.

Because many drugs are sen-
sitive to temperatures, moisture,
oxygen, and light, manufactur-
ers are required by law to pack-
age those likely to deteriorate in
ways that will preserve them a
reasonable length of time. The
FDA advises that if you absolute-
ly must transfer a drug from
the original container, be sure
to ask your pharmacist or phy-
sician whether the new one is
suitable. Then clearly label the
new container so that you'll know
what the drug is and how often
it should be taken.

Here are some other tips from
the FDA fact sheet:

Never transfer a drug to a
container that once held a dif-
ferent medicine. The drug could
mix with traces of the previous
contents, and cause an undesir-
able effect

Always keep the cap of the
drug container tightly sealed.
Follow carefully any storage in-
structions on the label. If you
have any questions, ask your
pharmacist.

All of these tips apply equally
to medicines in liquid, tablet, or
capsule form. None should be
transferred unnecessarily from
the original container.

Beware of Substituting Drug
Container! (free) is one of more
than 200 Federal publications
listed in the fall edition of the
Consumer Information Index.
Published quarterly by the Gen-
eral Services Administration's
Consumer Information, Pueblo,
Colorado 81009 and at Federal
Information Centers located
throughout the country.

Accent On Health

FOOD POISONING

Quite often we hear of a friend
or acquaintance who has sudden-
ly been stricken with a case of
‘“food poisoning.” Or, occasion-
ally, a community may experi-
ence an outbreak of food poison-
ing from foods improperly pack-
aged or improperly handled dur-
ing and after preparation.

Since summer normally is the
canning season when fruits and
vegetables are at their peak,
now is a good time to re-empha-
size canning precautions.

Health authorities in California
reported that more than 62 per
cent of all cases of botulism
were due to string beans, as-
paragus, fruits and other vege-
tables canned at home. Another
24 per cent was due to the pre-
paration of animal products.
With the great amount of home
canning and freezing done in
Texas, officials of the Texas
State Department of Health are
concerned about the possibility
of this potentially fatal disease.
You probably have had no pro-
blems with home canning and
freezing. But then you may have
been lucky. How would you an-
swer these questions?
First, do you believe that home
freezing is the best method of
food preparation, and the least
likely to cause the growth of
germs?
Is the disagreeable odor evi-

indicator that the food is spoil-
ed?
Are nausea and diarrhea al-

dent with spoiled food a sure-fire '

forearms. This is one reason dis-

posable plastic gloves are wide-'

ly used by food handlers.
Good sanitation in food pre-
paration, plus proper cooking
and quick, thorough cooling of
prepared foods, are good insur-
ance against staph and salmon-
ella occurances.
Botulism is caused by a dead-
ly poison — a toxin — produc-
ed by a germ found abundantly
in the soil. This germ is one of
the spore-forming bacteria and
is very resisant to normal heat
ard cold. It can grow without
air, which makes it such a sin-

ister threat in home canning. The

germ itself doesn’t eause illness,
but the toxin it produces can be
fatal to man. Although some out-

Third, are nausea and vomiting
usually the first symptoms of
botulism? Botulism’s clinical
manifestations relate primarily
to the nervous system. Change
in voice, such as hoarseness, of-
ten is the first sign noted. It is
a serious intoxication (not an
infection) characterized by weak-
ness, dizziness, headache and
constipation. However, vomiting
amd diarrhea may occasionally

initiate illness. Symptoms us-

A—Yes. Public Law 9343

“Freedom From Self”

Selfishness is the basic drive
behind human behavior, It may
carry many names: alterior mo-
tive, common interest, etc. Na-
tions exhibit this in their in-
teracuons. Politicians practice
this when helping to sponsor each
others actions. Competition is a
form of selfishness. Not all self-
based behavior is strictly evil. A
three year old says, ‘“mine’ to
everything in sight, At times this
may be cute, yet when exhibited
in adult behavior it becomes
ugly and distasteful.

Jesus Christ teaches us, “The
first of all commandments is,
Hear, O Israel; The Lord our
God is one Lord: And thou shalt
love the Lord thy God with all
thy heart, and with all thy soul,
and with all thy mind, and with
all thy strength: this is the first
commandment. And the second
is like, namely this, Thou shalt
love thy neighbor as thyself.
There is none other command-
ment greater then these” (Mark
12:29-31).

The basic drive behind our be-
havior is love. First and fore-
most, we are to love God totally,
without reservation, And then we
are to love our fellowman the
same way, regardless of who
they might be or what they
might be. Everything the Word
of God teaches is founded on
these two precepts, “On these
two . . . hang all the law and
the prophets” (Matthew 22:40).
When these are actively present
in our lives, they overcome our
self-motive. One basic precept un-
derlies all of this, that God is
one Lord, He will not share any
dominance with any other ‘god'.

A significant point can be seen
in the order that they are taught.
The second precept is dependant
absolutely on the first. Our love
of God is the only secure and
permanent basic for our love of
our fellowinan. When our love is
not based in God, then it’s lia-
bility is self-gratification, self-
interest, and sentimentality.

Selfishness as a motive for our
behavior is the root of sin in
our lives. This root can be re-
placed by God's love within us.
We face this when we make a

choice as to who our ‘god’ will
be—myself or the Lord God?

STATE SALES TAXES

One of the most difficult, and
most time-consuming, tasks of
the Attorney General’s office is
carrying out the duty of collect-
ing sales taxes after they have
been certified ‘‘delinquent” by
the State Comptroller.

Thirteen of the 108 attorneys
in my department, and about
one fourth of our 91 clerical per-
sonnel work on this problem in
the Taxation Division.

It is a problem. And I believe
it one which directly effects the
consumer, since you (and me
and my family, and every (Tex-
an) are the ones who pay this
tax, and you should be the ones
to reap the benefits of the re-
venues it produces.

Many of us resisted the idea
of the sales tax when it was
first introduced in Texas 12
years ago. And when the one-
percent sales tax was added,
and when the State tax went up
to four per cent, we fussed a
lot more.

But there is no way around
the fact that our sales taxes do
pay for a large part of the pub-
lic services which are available.
In 1972, net State revenues from
sales taxes paid into the treas-
ury provided $818,172,597—near-
ly one billion dollars — for edu-
cation, public health, agricultur-
al programs, oil and gas re
gulation, judicial, and legal and
regulatory services,

In addition to that, the re-
venue-hungry city governments
which levy one cent of every
five sales-tax pennies paid re-
ceived some $178 million in sales
tax shares to provide local ser-
vices.

While the great majority —
at least 95 per cent — of busi-
nessmen who have the respon-
sibility of collecting sales taxes

from the consumer have been
passing them on to the State of
Texas every three months as
required, there has been a small,
but significant, number of sales
tax permittees who have not.

The State Comptroller at-
tempts to collect from them, and
if that does not produce pay-
ment, he certifies the tax as
“delinquent,”” so the Attorney
General's office can take action.

Last year, more than $12 mil-
lion worth of unpaid sales taxes
was certified to our office—and,
almost half of that amount was
due from sales tax permittees
who already were delinquent
from a previous three-month
period!

The Senate committee which
studied the delinquent sales tax
situation estimated that the loss
of these revenues through fail-
ure to pass then. on to the State
actually passed the $20-million
mark, and may have been as
high as $80 million.

Although my Taxation Division
makes every effort to recover

these dollars so they can be
put to public purposes, some-
times, it is impossible. For in-

stance, if a firm already has
gone out of business by the time
we can file suit, there is no le-
gal way to reach the permittee.

The irony of this situation is
that the laws which created oth-
er state taxes which effect less
people and do not produce as
as large a proportion of revenue
for public benefit carry a man-
datory security requirement, so

the State can be assured of col-
lection.
Thankfully, the Legislature

recently passed a bill sponsored
by Representatives Terry Doyle
and Camm Lary and Senator
Ike Harris to correct that pro-
blem by requiring security, such
as bond, from sales tax licensees
with unproven or poor payment
records.

After that bill becomes law on
January 1, Texas consumers
really will be able to expect
their sales tax dollars’ worth
of services.

Q-—I have been told that Medi-
care is a limited insurance pro-
gram, Is this true?
Yes. Although both Pari A
and Part B of Medicare offer val-
uable insurance protection a-
gainst hospital and medical
costs, both parts involve a de-
ductible and coinsurance which
means the patient pays a part
of the cost (usually a small part)
and Medicare pays the rest. In
addition, there are some services
and supplies that are not cov-
ered by Medicare. Your local
social security office can tell
you more about what Medicare
covers,
Q—0Ild folks (persons on Med-
icare) are admitted to hospitals
several times a year and ruined
by the cost of their hospital
stays Why?
A—A recent survey indicates
that most persons over 65 who
go to a hospital have a stay of
less than 60 days and only one
admission a year. Their cost in
this vast majority of caces is
only $72.00 per hospital stay,
Q—I want to keep working but
want my Medicare insurance
protection. Retired friends tell
me their medical insurance is
deducted from their checks: Can
I enroll for Medicare insurance
before I retire and pay my med-
ical insuarnce premiums?
A—Yes, You will be billed
quarterly for this insurance.
Q—I retired last year and this
January I received an annual
report card to fill out. Will I
get one of these every year?
A—Not necessarily. You pro-
bably received a report form
this year because your total
earnings last year (including
earnings prior to retirement)
exceeded $1,680.00. Unless you
return to work this year or in
a later year and earn over $2,-
100.00 you will not be required
to complete another report,

Q—When I retire, will I have
to pay income tax on the pen-
sion I'll receive?

A—It depends upon the kind
of pension you will be receiving.
Social Security benefits are not
taxable.

How
can I tell if the loan qualifies
as a deductible bad debt ex-
pense?

A—When you claim a bad debt
deduction you must have good
evidence that the debt is worth-
less and will remain so in the
future. You must take reason-
able steps to collect the debt.
It is mot necessary to go to
court if it can be shown that a
judgment, if obtained, would
be uncollectible. If, in the exer-
cise of sound business judg-
ment, it is determined that
there is no likelihood of recov-
ery at any time in the future,
the debt has become worthless.

Secordly, gifts cannot form
the basis of a bad debt. Thus,
if an advance is made with the
understanding that it is to be
repaid and is later forgiven,
the advance is considered a gift
and not a loan. Loans to chil-
dren and other relatives are
presumed to be gifts. This pre-
sumption, however, may be
overcome by convincing evi-
dence, Facts, and not the form
of the transaction, will deter-
mine whether an actual loan
was made.

Are these payments sub-
ject to the three percent-of-
adjusted - gross - income limita-
tion on medical expenses?
A—Yes, if you decide to claim
the payments as a medical ex-
pense. However, in the alterna-
tive, you may claim the ex-
penses as a deduction for dis-
abled deperdent care. This
deduction has more liberal lim-
itations than those for medical
expenses: (1) You must be
gainfully employed, (2) have on
adjusted gross income of $18,000
or less (for every $1 your in-
come exceeds $18,000 your de-
duction is reduced $2, disappear-
ing completely at $27,600), and
(3) maintain a household for you
and your husband. In addition,
the deduction is limited to $400
a month for deperndent care ser-
vices performed in the home.
