A rea  director for the 
Panhandle Regional Plan­
ning Commission (PR PC ) 
George Loudder appeared at 
the regular meeting o f the 
Clarendon Board o f Aider- 
men Tuesday night to 
discuss plans for obtaining 
an Economic Development 
Area designation for Claren­
don.

This EDA designation 
would allow federal grant 
monies to be channeled into 
Clarendon, which would be 
classified as a growth center 
for the Texas Panhandle.

PRPC is seeking such a 
designation for Perryton, 
Borger, Tulia and the 
Amarillo-Canyon complex as 
well as Clarendon, but only 
about three designations in 
the Panhandle are likely to 
be approved by the Economic 
Development Administration 
in W ashington, Loudder 
said.

"Th e ability to deliver a

full range o f services needed 
by the people o f the area to 
enable industrial develop­
ment was one o f the main 
reasons for the selection o f 
Clarendon," Loudder said. 
He said PRPC had examined 
the assets o f the city, 
including the capability to 
extend sewer and utility 
connections to an industrial 
park, the fine city airport, the

This should be done 
Saturday night before retir­
ing in order to avoid 
confusion in the Sunday 
schedule of activities.

People often complain that 
Daylight Savings is a scheme 
o f politicians in cahoots with 
Northern businessmen to 
allow them an extra hour of 
go lf after business hours.

And, though it is an 
inconvenience to readjust 
clocks and watches tw ice 
each year, the inner 
biological clocks o f the body 
are not as easily adjuste^as 
these external tim ep ieces. 
This results in an artificially 
induced example of the "jet 
lag”  phenomenon.

The woes o f the average 
citizen in making the needed 
adjustments as we come off 
o f governm ent time this 
Sunday will be compounded 
to the extreme in the case of 
the Anglin family, collectors 
of more than 125 antique 
clocks.

About 40 o f these are kept 
running at the Anglin Motel 
in Clarendon, run by Mr. and 
Mrs. Everette Anglin for the 
past six years. They farmed 
west of town before that for 
10 years.

" I  had no idea o f the value 
o f some o f these clocks until 
a good while after we bought 
them ,*’ Anglin  said. He 
pointed out one beautifully 
ornate French marble clock 
set with two large rubies in 
the face. " I  never even 
noticed those rubies until a 
jeweler saw them and said. 
‘Good lands, I never saw 
such rubies in my life as you 
have there in this clock.”

The French clocks in their 
collection are valued at from 
$350 to $900 and are noted 
for the intricate carvings and 
rococo work on them, many 
with marble or m otherof 
pearl inlay and with 
matching candelabra.

Others are Viennese, 
German and English. The 
English grandfather clocks 
have a different tone than the 
German ones, having the 
"b ing Bong”  sound familiar 
from old movies from 
London 's Big Ben at 
Westminster Abbey, while 
the German grandfather’ s 
tones sound more like "bim  
bom.”

The oldest grandfather 
clock the Anglins have is 
German and stands 84 inches 
tall. It withstood the ravages 
o f two great wars unscratch­
ed, and it has a portal in the 
side made to place a candle 
in so the hour may be told 
without lighting a lamp and 
risking being bombed.
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Bulldogs Down NMJC 
Monday For Second Time

Clarendon College's Bull­
dogs triumphed over New 
Mexico Junior College at 
Hobbs Monday night 83-79, 
the same score as they won 
over the Hobbs team here on 
January 16.

That pretty well dashed 
NMJC’s conference tourna­
m e n t schem es.

Davis said the Bulldogs 
had a real fine workout 
Tuesday after the long drive 
in from Hobbs and are in fine 
spirits for their rematch 
Thursday, February 20, with 
Amarillo College. The Bad- 
gers won over the Bulldogs 
on January 20 on a basket 
after the buzzer, which 
dampened their spirits and 
probably cost them their next 
three or four games.

Monday night at Hobos, 
Archie Hughes was up from 
his pace-setting 20-point per 
game average, as he came 
out high with 29 points. 
Donald W arrior dipped 
leather for 20 points, Davy 
Graham chalked up 12, and 
Charles Quisenberry and 
Robert Evans each got credit 
for eight points.

Clarendon To Be Represented 
At Houston Fat Stock Show

Welfare Department Urges 
Prevention of Child Abuse

Each year about, 2,000 
cases o f child abuse or 
neglect come to the attention 
o f the Texas State Depart­
ment o f Public W elfare 
(D P W ), and about two 
children die each week from 
known cases of mistreatment 
in the state. This is just the 
tip o f the iceberg, with many 
more cases going unreported 
than are reported.

Governor Briscoe’s cam­
paign against child abuse 
came to Clarendon this week. 
A capacity crowd o f members 
and their guests met at the 
Lions Den Tuesday to hear a 
program on child abuse by 
Lion Paul Hancock, district 
(DPW ) supervisor, and his 
guests.

A toll-free number is now 
available 24 hours a day

through which responsible 
citizens can report any 
known or suspected case of 
child abuse or neglect to the 
Department o f Welfare for 
investigation and correction 
under the Child Abuse 
Report and Inquiry System. 
This number is 1-800-292- 
5400.

A new Family Code law 
e ffec tive  last January 1 
requires that anyone know­
ing o f child abuse report it to 
the authorities and provides 
immunity from prosecution 
for reporting it. In fact, 
failing to report known child 
abuse is a misdemeanor 
punishable by up to $500 fine 
and six months in jail. These 
reports are confidential, and 
the reporting party will never 
be made public unless he

voluntarily testifies should 
the case come to court.

While the DPW 's aim is to 
counsel with and rehabilitate 
the abusing parents i f  
possible, in extreme cases or 
under repeated instances of 
abuse or neglect it may be 
necessary to remove the 
children from the home and 
seek foster homes for them.

Eleanor Sanders. Donley 
County Child Welfare Work­
er, reported that citizens may 
cooperate in the effort to 
eliminate child abuse not 
only by reporting known 
abuse but by assisting the 
efforts of the DPW, the law 
enforcetr nt agencies and 
the courts in any way 
possible. A lso they may 
reg ister to receive foster 
children as the need arises.

Thirty-four members o f 
the Clarendon High School 
FFA Chapter will compete in 
the junior division o f the 
Houston Livestock Show and 
Rodeo to be held February 19 
through March 2.

capability to meet the health 
care needs o f the people and 
the educational advantages.

Clarendon College, with 
its vocational training and 
technical education, was one 
o f the ch ief assets o f 
Clarendon, Loudder said, 
which made him more 
optim istic about its final 
designation than any o f the 
other candidates. He said 
that PRPC is in close contact 
with EDA administrators at 
the state pass-through level 
in Austin, and though he 
could make no presumptions 
about final action at the 
federa l leve l, recom men­
dation for designation thro­
ugh Austin for Clarendon as 
an area growth center is 
likely.

EDA programs, intended 
to halt the drain o f the 
populace from rural areas 
into metropolitan centers, 
have been used in diverse 
ways in areas across the

nation in the past, Loudder 
said. He pointed out that the 
program for any particular 
area is tailored to the needs 
o f that community. It has 
been used in the Appalach­
ian area for extensive 
community development, in­
cluding building park sys­
tems and funding sewage 
systems and streets.

Loudder said that no action 
from the board o f aldermen 
would be required on the 
proposed EDA designation at 
this time, though he did 
request that a list of the 
needs o f the city be drawn 
up. M ayor H. M. (F lip ) 
Breedlove instructed city 
manager Bud Knorpp to 
cooperate with PRPC in this 
matter.

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addermen considered a 
notification o f a change in 
rates charged by Lone Star 
Gas for gas supplied to local 
users.

The right o f the 
city to appeal is not 
applicable until a fter the 
Railroad Commission final 
decision, so it was tabled for 
the present.

The “ there 's a so r t er  b a n  ovary mtsnto" theory is still 

one o f the biggest come-ons o f the hustlers and con men who 
prey on the easily swayed folks o f this country. These people 
seem to begin surfacing about this time o f the year and 
continue to circulate throughout the spring months.

It’ s hard to tell sometimes whether a salesman’s product is 
legitimate or not until it is too late to save your money.

W e're not sure about erne fellow who was by the office one 
day last week since we did not personally talk with him, but 
his ethics seemed to indicate his business was a bit on the 
shady side.

At any rate, his approach smacked o f one o f the oldest 
tricks in the book in the insurance business. He began his 
approach by showing a list o f several public officials here in 
Donley County who had purchased this particular plan and 
continued by saying that since these people had the 
insurance, he felt sure we would be interested too.

th e  last -time we saw this particular version o f the baiting 
game, a fellow was selling a highly inflated accidental death 
policy for about five times what it was actually worth.

H e endeavored to show my wife his plan, explaining that 
most o f the time, the lady o f the house would sway her 
husband into getting the insurance. When Sallie told him that 
she knew nothing scout insurance and we had sold insurance 
for almost three years and had two years studying advanced 
life underwriting with nationally accredited instructors, he 
folded his kk and left the office immediately.

With all o f the legitimate insurance men here in town who 
are highly qualified to advise their clients o f life insurance 
needs, as well as other types o f insurance, the last person we 
would consider buying insurance from is one who happens to 
be passing through town using these methods.

These are about 900 life and health insurance companies in 
the United States which are, more or less, on the up and up. 
Then there are a few who operate just barely within the 
boundriesof the law. Not all these companies are licensed in 
the State o f Texas, primarily because their corporate and 
reserve structures will not pass inspection by the Texas State 
Board o f Insurance.
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A U ST IN — Although, the 64th 
Legislature has done little 
that is spectacular, it has 
managed to spend about a 
million dollars a day on the 
average during its first 
month o f operation.

Another $80 million was 
allocated as an emergency 
grant fund to aid school dis­
tricts which are having a 
hard time making ends meet.

Another. $18 million went 
to the junior colleges which 
have been experiencing unex­
pected growth.

H IG H W A Y FUNDS FREED
President Ford announced 

he would free $2 billion 
worth o f impounded federal 
interstate highway funds to 
help provide Jobe and fight 
the recession.

State Highway Depart­
ment officials estimated $150 
million worth o f projects can 
begin soon when the money 
is received.

Texas ordinarily contracts 
for $30 million to $50 million 
worth o f projects monthly, 
but may take bids on $160 
million worth in March and 
April to get the newly- 
released funds.

He cannot tell you that the IRS form 706 is an estate tax 
brochure which is extremely helpful to the qualified agent 
who deals regularly with estate planning. He is not 
intellegent enough to discuss buy and sell agreements for 
partnership insurance, and he could care less i f  a person 
makes his estate the beneficiary o f life insurance proceeds.

Oso other area to leak out far is the advertisements often 
used in the Sunday supplements to larger daily newspapers 
offering a great deal o f life or health coverage for an 
extremely low price. This insurance has been nicknamed 
“ funny paper’ ’ insurance because it is exactly what the name 
implies. I f  the insurance company is not licensed with the 
State o f Texas, and i f  a person buys h without benefit o f an 
agent or representative calling on him personally, the 
regularitory agencies (the state board) cannot enforce the 
benefits o f the insurance.

The form can be used to inventory every piece o f property 
Including silverware, paintings, household ftirnishings, land, 
equipment and other assets.

The Clarendon varsity basketball teams closed their 
1974-75 season here Tuesday night, February 11, losing both 
games to Shamrock.

The Broncettes came from behind in the second quarter 
and lead at half 29-23. Shamrock excelled the Broncette’s 
efforts in the last half, and even though the score was tied 
with two minutes left in the game, Shamrock swept by 
Clarendon 55-47.

Tied 12-12 at the completion o f the first quarter, the Broncs 
challenged Shamrock, a team which was in the playoffs for 
the district title, but went into the half 31-22.
