Obviously, it would be im­
possible to cover three rooms 
containing a total of, say, 80 
square yards, tor the same price 
as another three rooms contain­
ing a total of only 60 square 
yards.

MAIL FRAUDS
Although the federal mall fraud 

statute — one of our oldest con­
sumer protection laws — has 
been on the books for 99 years, 
the fertile minds of confidence 
men keep producing schemes 
that lead to consumer disappoint­
ments and law enforcement ac­
tions.

One ot the most famous of

mail frauds undoubtedly was die 
simplest. The promoter adver­
tised in newspapers and maga­
zines: “ Last Chance. Send $1.”  
His postoffice box number fol­
lowed.

By the time government offi­
cials put a halt to that, the fel­
low had gathered in $200,000 wor­
th of dollars which had been rush­
ed by mall by people who didn’t 
want to miss out on that "last 
chance.”  No charges were filed, 
however, since the advertiser 
had not misrepresented any­
thing, and hadn’t promised any­
thing he did not deliver.

Most of the frauds wmch are 
perpetrated cost the victims 
much more — not only In Money, 
but In terms of time and effort.

Among the most vicious, I be­
lieve, are the fake job pro­
mises.

The Attorney General’s Con­
sumer Protection Division has 
been the recipient of complaints 
from persons who followed 
through on advertisements a- 
bout employment guidance, on­
ly to have their hopes dashed. 
Typically, the advertiser offers 
information about "job  oppor­
tunities to the person who will 
send $3 or $4 to learn more.

In some cases, the mailing of 
the money is the last episode, 
but the average consumer just 
chalks the loss off to experience.

Other schemes are more com­
plicated, and more lucrative. They 
n a y  involve a nodoe that the 

ot the original fee has
accepted,”  and tor a cou­

ple of dollars more, he or she 
is urged to return an ”  applica­
tion’ ’ to rush along the referral

If the consumer doesn’t hear any 
more after that, real disappoint­
ment sets in. By then enough 
time and effort and hope has 
been invested that the person 
really feels cheated, and turns 
to an agency such as our Con­
sumer Protection Division, or 
a county or district attorney, or 
tbe U. S. Postal Inspector.

While enforcement of the fed­
eral mail fraul statute is a func­
tion of the postal service, decep­
tive advertising is illegal under 
the Texas Deceptive Practicee- 
Consumer Protection Act as well, 
and our state and county pro­
secutors can take action. The 
new act even provides for a 
court order to refund the con­
sumer’s money.

Another advertised practice to 
beware of Is the “ leam-at-home”  
or "work-at-home”  plan which 
promises you fabulous financial 
rewards if you will send in some 
money to leam how to sell salve, 
raise minks, write advertising 
copy — there are many twists 
to this.

Usually, you are required to 
buy some "materials" lor the 
study or manufacture described.

Remember that there is no 
easy way to leam at home or 
to earn at home. The money and 
time you spend will be your own, 
and there is no guarantee that 
your efforts will sell.

We know that some reputable 
schools and "cottage”  manufac­
turing industries do provide real 
educational services and part- 
time employment on a mail-ord­
er basis. The fraudulent opera­
tor is banking on your confid­
ence in the honest operations 
when he advertises his.

Deceptive consumer practices 
always have seemed to me to 
be the worst sort of fraud

But at a time when inflation, 
economic distress and unem- 
polyment are major problems, 
cruel misrepresentations of learn­
ing and earning plans are es­
pecially outrageous.

SELECTING CARPETING
Unless a homeowner has some 

sound knowledge of textiles, or 
knows just whom to turn to for 
expert advice, It can be extreme­
ly difficult to know how to pur­
chase carpeting.

If you have decided that car­
peting all or part of your home 
will give It that finishing touch 
you are headed toward a ma­
jor — and an expensive — step 
in home Improvement.

But where do you go from 
there?

You may have formed some 
basic Ideas about hue or color, 
and know whether you’ll settle 
for shag or sheared type of 
carpeting.

You may start watching car­
pet ads, and confusion can set 
in.

A similar type of carpeting 
may be advertised at various 
rates. You must check to see If 
the listed price is for the car­
peting only, or whether tt In­
cludes cost of installation — a 
substantial item. And, does the 
installation estimate also include 
the price of padding to put un­
der the carpet?

This sort of variation In pric­
ing is not necessarily an indi­
cation of misrepresentation of 
total cost. Since some flooring 
firms contract out their install­
ation work, their only interest 
is In showing you the actual car­
pet cost. Others Include it In 
a package

The usual guide to carpeting 
is in terms of so many dollars 
per square yard. And while rome 
volume sellers market carpet by 
the linear toot, for the do-it- 
yourselfer, most flooring spe­
cialists consider the per-square- 
yard estimate to be the consum­
er’s easiest indication of ex

here. This is true because! 
Peter’s emphasis is that one 
must master his fetish and base 
impulses which separate him 
from the Lord God. To accomp­
lish this as Peter emphasizes 
here, one has to reach that point 
in his Christian experience that 
Paul had achieved when he wrote 
the church at Philippi (Philip­
pian* 4:11) “ I have learned in 
whatever state I am, therewith 
to be content.”  I know ol no 
other man who could make such 
a statement and have people be­
lieve him than Paul. His exper­
iences as a resutl of his mission­
ary journeys had brought great 
sufferings and humiliations. 
Yet, Paul could sing songs of 
praise and thanksgiving in a 
Philippian jail.

Jesus taught that self-control, 
or discipline, is necessary if a 
person is to live a truly worth­
while and abundant life. We see 
these teachings in His words 
such as (Matthew 7:13-14) "En­
ter ye in at the strait gate: for 
wide is the gate, and broad is 
the way, that leadeth to destruc­
tion, and many there be which 
go in thereat. Because strait is 
the gate, and narrow is the way, 
wh'ch leadeth unto life, and few 
there be that find it." You see, 
'hough we desire a “ loose life”  
whereby there are minimum 
controls and restrictions, Jesus 
taught, Paul exemplified, and 
Peter emphasized that our life 
must have direction and steady 
self-control if it is to reach its 
goal and find rich blessings. The 
gospel of God’s forgiveness and 
constant grace does not release

MOVING TO MEET 
FUEL NEEDS

The U. S. Committee on Energy 
Policy and the U. S. Office o! 
Oil and Gas are moving to help 
relieve the diesel fuel shortage 
being felt by agricultural pro­
ducers in the 13th District.

This past week, I discussed 
this urgent matter again with 
Energy Policy Director John 
Love and representatives of both 
agencies told the House Agri­
culture Committee they recogn­
ized agricultural harvest as a 
priority need for diesel fuel. I

think they recognize that need 
a little more sharply now be­
cause every member of the Com­
mittee, including myself, brought 
home the points In very clear 
terms. Gov. Love admitted to 
me that the allocation program 
has gotten off to a “ shakey”  
start, but 1 sensed a real desire 
to effect rapid change.

The agency representatives as- 
suied us they would attempt to 
cut red-tape in the program; and 
they stressed they were urging 
suppliers to adjust monthly al­
locations to meet exceptional fuel 
requirements by borrowing from 
future allocations as long as that 
did not deny supply to Import­
ant future needs.

In Texas, suppliers and pur­
chasers have two opportunities 
to obtain increased supplies 
where the allocation is insuffi­

cient, or to obtain a new alloca­
tion In cases where fuel was not 
used in the base period last year. 
The Regional Office of Oil and 
Gas in Houston has power to 
adjust allocations, and the Texas 
Railroad Commission now has 
authority to Judge hardship cases 
and allot increased supplies. 
Forms for making such appli­
cations should now be available 
through local County Clerk of­
fices of the U. S. Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service (ASC).

As a means of meeting criti­
cal demand most rapidly, I and 
other members of the Agriculture 
Committee urged temporary re­
moval of penalties in cases 
where purchasers had an ob­
vious and critical need for sup­
plies in excess of allocated a- 
mounts I also urged that cur-

regulations be re-written 
to make more clear the govern­
ment’s desire that critical needs 
be met, and to actually establish 
a list of priorities with agricul­
tural needs at or near the top.

The Committee also explored 
the level of fuel exports. It is 
extremely difficult to understand 
why any fuel is exported at a 
time when our own shortage is 
so severe.

We were told that the amount 
of fuel exports Is two/tenths of 
one percent of our own demand. 
Also, a “ very few cases of pro­
fiteering”  have been pinpointed 
and the government is now ex­
ploring ways of dealing with 
those cases and preventing sim­
ilar exportation In the future.

Clearly, most of our exports 
are required. For example, a 
part of the exports go to Ven­
ezuela as refined products un­
der our agreements which allow 
a large quantity of crude oil to 
be imported from there. Also, a 
large share of our fuel exports 
are across the border with Mex­
ico. The problem may not be as 
critical as I had first feared, 
but we cannot allow fuel exports 
to go unchecked.

A special House Armed Serv­
ices subcommittee, to which I 
have been appointed, is on a mis­
sion to the Middle East during 
the Thanksgiving Congressional 
Recess. The military situation 
there has enormous implications 
for our own national security and 
defense costs. We plan to visit 
recent combat areas and talk 
with leaders of both Israel and 
Egypt. This weekly news re­
port, therefore, will be supended 
one week until I return to re­
port on our findings.

A new group is seeking to im­
prove cooperation between state 
and federal law enforcement of­
ficials in Texas.

Atty. Gen. John L. Hill and 
U. S. Attorney William S, Ses­
sions of San Antonio are co-chair­
man of the “ Federal-State Law 
Enforcement Coordinating Com­
mittee.’ ’

The organization is described 
as an outgrowth of discussion 
over a several months’ period 
between Sessions and Hill.

Some of the state’s top prose­
cutors of both state and fed­
eral jurisdictions. Federal Bur­
eau of Investigation agents and 
Department of Public Safety of­
ficials met privately in Hill’s of­
fice last week to formalize the 
organization.

“ We made a little bit of his­
tory,’ ’ Hill said of the meeting. 
“ It’s the first time there has 
ever been such a gathering of 
law enforcement - policy mak­
ing people in this state. It is on­
ly a first step, of course, but 
the lines of communication are 
open, and we all have a lot to 
gain, if we exert the effort to 
make it work.”

Hill and Sessions expressed 
optimism about prospect for 
success. They said state and fed­
eral law enforcement officials 
have a strong mutual desire 
to work more closely together 
and deal more openly with each 
other.

The two attorneys predicted 
slate and federal law enforce­
ment officials, and the public, 
will gain from better coordina­

tion of policies, operational ef­
forts and intelligence resources.

They indicated the committee 
will meet three or four times 
a year to discuss problems and 
topics of mutual interest.

FARMERS STEW O V E R  
FUEL CRISIS — Texas farm­
ers have been having serious pro­
blems getting necessary diesel 
fuel to harvest cotton, pick cit­
rus and combine grain sorghum 
due to ’ ’mass confusion”  over 
federal fuel allocation regula­
tions.

After several reversals by fed­
eral officials, some dealers were 
still slow to make sales because 
they feared prosecution if they 
acted under informal agree­
ments passed along to them. Agr- 
culture Commissioner John White 
joined Gov. Dolph Briscoe in de­
manding “ immediate positive ac­
tion”  at the federal level.

Rep. Jon Newton of Beeville 
announced at a national energy 
crisis meeting in Boston a top 
federal Department of Interior 
official had assured him the pro­
blem will be worked out in 10 
days to two weeks (from last 
weekend).

Newton said he was informed 
that users will be able to draw 
their allocations when they need 
the fuel rather than on a month- 
by-month basis.

The hitch has been that alloca­
tions were based on the amount 
of fuel used in November, 1972— 
a low usage month for Texas.

M E D I C A I D  ECONOMIES

SOUGHT — The State Welfare 
Board last week discussed a pro­
posal to screen hospital admis­
sions of Texans under the Medi­
caid program in an effort to eli­
minate needless medical outlays.

Texas Medical Foundation pro­
posed a review to determine 
whether patients can receive 
equal, but less expensive, care 
in other institutions. The admis­
sion review would be undertaken 
24 hours after a patient enters 
a hospital under Medicaid. Per- 
:odic reviews would follow to 
determine how long the patient 
needs to remain in the hospital.

Under federal regulations, the 
state will be required to imple­
ment some kind of utilization re­
view program.

Texas Medical Foundation esti­
mated the program could be ini­
tiated within 60 to 90 days fol­
lowing a 30-day training period 
for personnel.

AG OPINIONS — Texas Ani­
mal Health Commission may re­
quire slaughter of brucellosis-in­
fected cattle within 15 days of 
determination of infection, At- 
tomye General Hill informed 
the agency.

In other recent opinions, Hill 
concluded:

Whether — and how long — a 
Brooks County road foreman can 
keep his job after his brother-in- 
law became county commission­
er depends on terms of his hir­
ing agreement.

The county clerk of Harris 
County is not required to record

a certified copy of a limited 
partnership agreement recorded 
in the secretary of state’s of­
fice in another state.

Because Paris has held no 
local option liquor election for 
a year, no deposit of money 
should have been required of 
individuals petitioning for a vote 
on legalizing sale of alcoholic 
beverages for off-premises con­
sumption. Tfie amount should 
be refunded.

Texas Cosmetology Commis­

DPS Recruiting 
Applicants For Law 
Enforcement Services

Tho Texas Department of Pub­
lic Safety is actively recruiting 
applicants to fill the ranks of 
its uniformed services. Major C. 
W. Bell, Regional Commander 
of the DPS, announced that the 
training school for new uniformed 
law enforcement personnel is 
tentatively scheduled to begin 
February 1, 1374.

The Major noted that the DPS 
has been increasingly success­
ful in recruiting persons from 
minority groups to these posi­
tions and said efforts in this di­
rection will continue.

Also in keeping with the cur­
rent trend, female applicants will 
be considered for these reward­
ing careers in law enforcement.

Major Bell said general quali­
fications for DPS officers are 
these: applicants must be 20 
through 35 years of age; height 
not less than 68 inches; weight 
not less than two pounds per inch 
of height; visual acuity of 20/40 
correctable to 20/20; and a min­

imum of 45 semester hours of 
college credit, of which six hours 
may be obtained while in train­
ing.

Applications may be obtained 
by contacting any DPS employee 
or any DPS office. The complet­
ed application form should be 
taken to offices in Lubbock, Am­
arillo or Wichita Falls where the 
competitive examination is giv­
en each Tuesday and Wednesday 
at 9:00 a m.

Major Bell said persons select­
ed as cadets will be assigned to 
Austin for training at the DPS 
Academy. The salary during 
training will be $630.00 per mon­
th. Upon being commissioned the 
salary is raised to $719.00 mon­
thly with the opportunity to ad­
vance to $848.00 per month.

Uniformed personnel receive 
additional longevity pay for each 
five years of service to 25 years. 
They are also granted a monthly 
uniform cleaning allowance, and 
receive travel expenses when 
away from their station.

Uniforms, vehicles, weapons, 
ammunition and related equip­
ment are furnished. Group life 
and hospitalization are paid for 
the employee and dependent cov­
erage is available at reasonable 
rates. Officers participate in the 
Employees Retirement System of 
Texas as well as Social Secur­
ity. Vacation, holidays and sick 
leave are as provided for all 
State employees.

Successful graduates will be 
assigned to the Highway Patrol, 
License and Weight Service, Mo­
tor Vehicle Inspection Service, 
or Drivers License Service, ac­
cording to the needs of the DPS 
and consideration of personal 
preference.

All officers are eligible to com­
pete for promotions after two 
years of service. Experienced

Q—I’m a teacher, I’m requir­
ed to get a master’s degree in 
education to bold on to my Job.
Are my education expenses, in­

A—Yes. If you meet the mini­
mum educational requirements 
for qualification in your em­
ployment, and il your employ­
er requires you to obtain fur­
ther education to retain your pre­
sent salary, status, or employ­
ment, you may deduct expenses 
for the least education that will alimony

meet the minimum requirements 
if they are for a business pur­
pose. For more details, See IRS 
Publication 508, "Tax Informa­
tion on Education Expenses.” 
It’s available free from your lo­
cal IRS office.

Q—Can an individual taxpayer 
ever deduct legal expenses?

A—Yes. Legal expenses that 
are a necessary factor in pro­
ducing taxable Income are nor­
mally deductible. For example, 
you may incur legal expense# 
that are deductible because you 
need legal assistance directly 
related to your employment, 
w h eth er In performing your du­
ties or in litigating to keep your 
job; or you may require legal 
help to collect alimony. Since 

is included in taxable

income, you may deduct your 
legal cost as an expense neces­
sary to produce such income.

Q—This fall, my son went a- 
way to school. Because he no 
longer lives with me, will I 
lose him as a dependent?

A—No. In general, a depend­
ent relative does not have to 
live with you or be a member 
of your household for you to 
claim him as a dependent. How­
ever, you must meet the oth­
er dependency tests, including 
furnishing more than one half 
of the deoendent's total support. 
Since your son qualifies as a 
student, the gross income test, 
which generally restricts gross 
income of a dependent over age 
18 to less than $750, does not 
apply.
