Plant Food Parley 
Set For Feb, 7-9

Discussions dealing with cur­
rent research and field demon­
strations on the use of plant nu­
trients and topics relating to the 
fertilizer business will highlight 
the 1973 Texas Plant Food Ex­
position and annual meeting of 
the Texas Plant Food Institute 
Feb. 7-9 at Fort Worth.

All activities will be In the 
Tarrant County Convention Cen­
ter with registration starting at 
2 p.m. the first day. according 
to Dr. Charles Welch, soil che­
mist for the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, which is spon­
soring the event along with the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station and the TPFI.

A special feature of the three- 
day meeting will be a large dis 
play of plant food materials, agr­
icultural chemicals and (arm 
equipment, notes the Texas AAM 
University specialist.

The program will officially be­
gin at 8:30 a.m. on Feb. 8 and 
will include a discussion on Tex­
as AAM’s Research and Exten­
sion Center concept and reports 
of fertilizer research and field 
tests in various areas of the

nection with the sale of securi­
ties in Texas. It is a separate 
State agency, created In 1957. It 
enforces The Securities Act of 
Texas (sometimes called the 
"blue-sky taw” because it is de­
signed to prevent the sale of 
securities which have no more 
value than so many feet of the 

blue sky)*’. This law is one of 
the strongest State securities 
laws in the nation.

As a general iule, securities 
sold In Texas must be registered 
with the State Securities Board, 
though the law provides a num­
ber of exceptions or exemptions 
from registration, including se 
curities normally Issued by banks 
government and municipal bonds, 
securities Issued on (he New York 
and American Stock Exchanges, 
and other securities sold under 
certain prescribed circumstances.

In order to register securities 
with the agency, an applicant 
must tile an application, includ 
ing a prospectus which fully and 
fairly discloses the issuer’s plan 
of business and finance and this 
prospectus must be furnished to 
each purchaser. Furthermore, 
the Securities Commissioner must 
be satisfied that the issuer's plan 
of business is fair, just and equit­
able to investors and that the 
price paid by promoters for their 
securities is fair in relation to 
the price the public is asked to 
pay. Otherwise, he can refuse 
to register the securities and pro­
hibit their sale.

In many states, the Securities 
Commissioner or Administrator 
does not have authority to pro­
hibit sales of securities on their 
merits when a full disclosure of 
material facts has been provid­
ed. It has been quipped that in 
those states, “you can sell peo­
ple a dead horse, so long as you 
tell them it’s a dead horse.”

As a practical matter, how­
ever, the fact that a particular 
securities issue is a “dead horse” 
is not always clear in a long and 
complicated prospectus with com 
plex financial statements. But

National Newspaper Association
in Texas a determination of such 
matters is attempted prior to pub­
lic sale and a number of securi­
ties issues sold in other states 
are not even filed for registration 
in Texas, because of the scrutiny 
they will be given by the agency.

Texas law also requires that 
persons and companies selling 
securities, again with certain ex­
ceptions, be licensed by the State 
Securities Board. These dealers 
and salesmen must undergo an 
extensive background check and 
pass a written examination.

To detect and prevent violations 
of the law, the State Securities

Board has a staff of lawyers and 
accountants in Austin and in 
branch offices in Dallas, Houston 
and Lubbock. The agency works 
closely with my office and with 
District Attorneys across the 
State, us well as having a vital 
cooperative relationship with the 
U. S. Securities and Exchange 
Commission.

When any citizen feels he may 
have been or is about to be the 
victim of a securities law viola­
tion, he should contact the State 
Securities Board at its Austin 
office or at any of its branch of­
fices.

Group Park Permit 
Effective January 1

A 912 group entrance per­
mit to state parks will be avail­
able to nonprofit youth organiza­
tions Jan. 1.

In previous action, the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Commission 
approved such permits to make 
the state parks more available 
to youth organizations such as 
the Boy Scouts.

Such organizations must be 
composed of individuals 17 years 
of age and under and have state 
or national affiliation or spon­
sorship by a government, civic or 
community organization.

The 812 permit will authorize 
entry to members of groups un­
der adult supervision into any 
state park where entrance fees 
are determined on a per vehi­
cle basis.

License Permit Filing 
Deadline Extended

The Texas Highway Commis­
sion has extended the license 
and permit filing deadline for 
owners of signs along Inter­
state and primary highways.

The Commission extended the 
filing deadline bom December 
31 to June 30, 1973. Advertising 
industry and individual sign own­
ers requested the extension be­
cause the previous deadline did 
not permit sufficient time to 
comply with the Texas Highway 
Beautification Act.

The act requires a permit for 
each exisiting or planned sign. 
Also, anyone erecting or main­
taining signs within 660 feet of 
an Interstate or Federal-aid high­
way must have a license to en­
gage in outdoor adverting .

Sign owners are advised to 
apply for a license and all nec 
cssary sign permits as soon as 
possible since no further exten­
sion of the deadline is contemplat­
ed.

The State license fee of 925 
is valid for an indefinite period 
In addition, sign owners are re­
quired to post a 92,500 bond in 
each county in which they have 
signs. Maximum bonds of $10,000 
are required of owners with signs 
in more than three counties.

Both license and bond appli­
cations are available through the 
Right of Way Division, Texas 
Highway Department, P. O. Box 
5075, Austin. Texas, 78763.

In addition, owners must ob­
tain a $5 permit for each sign 
Permits for new signs will not 
be issued unless they conform to 
the law. Sign permit application 
forms can be obtained from the 
right of way sections of High­
way Department district offices,

OF INSURANCE 
TEXAS STATE BOARD

The Texas State Board of In­
surance is charged by law with 
the promulgation of uniform 
rates and uniform coverages In 
the major property casualty lines 
of insurance. The three mem­
ber board has direct supervision 
over the rate-mak;ng functions.

The rates for fire, windstorm, 
hurricane and hail insurance on 
every Insured home, commer­
cial and public building in the 
State of Texas are set by the 
Board. It also determines llabl. 
Hty, fire, theft, and collision 
rates on every insured automobile 
and truck in the State as well 
as setting workmen's compensa­
tion and liability rates for vir­
tually every Texas employer. 
Every twelve months the insur­
ance Board resurveys these rates 
measuring each for reasonable­
ness, fairness, and adequacy.

Tbe rates must be adequate 
to enable the companies to oper­
ate and make a reasonable pro­
fit. On the other hand, insurance 
rates must not be so high as to 
be unfair to the policyholders 

If an insured purchases fire 
and windstorm insurance on his 
home or its furnishings, the form 
or language of the policy and 
the rules under which the form 
must be written will be prescrib­
ed by the Insurance Board. If 
an insured elects to buy work 
man's compensation insurance 
on his employees, the rates per 
$100 of payroll will be publish­
ed by the State Board of Insur­
ance, as will be the rules and 
the form of the policy. If an in­
sured buys a title Insurance po 
I'cy on his home or property, 
the form as well as the rate 
must be uniform and prescribed 
by the Board. Automobile insur­
ance companies must charge the 
rates prescribed by the Board, 
but they may reduce the pre­
mium by payment of a dividend. 
This dividend allowance also ap 
plies to Insurance companies 
which write fire and windstorm 
insurance on your home.

Finally, in addition to its rate­
making authority, the State 
Board of Insurance determines 
policy rules and methods of ap­
peals from decisions of the Com­
missioner of Insurance. It also 
licenses Insurance agents, and 
supervises the administration 
and enforcement of the Insur­
ance Code.

In the area of insurance, the 
State Board of insurance is the 
agency which is charged with 
the protection of the Texas con­
sumer.
