St. Sen. Max Sherman 
Named To Head 
Resource Committee

State Senator Max Sherman 
of Amarillo (District 31) was 
named Wednesday by Lt. Gov. 
Bill Hobby to head the Senate 
NaturaJ Resources Committee.

Hobby named chairman for all 
nine of the Senate standing com­
mittees.

He said he feels the assign­
ments provide equitable repre­
sentation for all geographical 
areas of the state.

“ These appointments recogn­
ize the expertise of individual 
senators regardless of seniority,”  
Hobby said. "However, the con­
tinuity of experience is an ob­
vious asset, which is reflected in 
my assignments of senior sena­
tors.”

"With substantive committee 
appointments, freshmen senators 
also will have a chance to make 
real contributions to the many 
complex problems confronting 
this 63rd Legislature.”

The newly adopted Senate rules 
call for the nine standing com­
mittees while during the last leg. 
islative sessions Senate stand ng 
committees numbered up to 27.

Spring Enrollment 
Climbs At College

At the close of business Mon­
day, January 22, the enrollment 
at Clarendon College was list­
ed at 334 students and from all 
ind cations, the enrollment for 
the spring of 1973 will be more 
than the spring of 1972.

February 1, 1972, reflected the 
the total enrollment at Clarendon 
College to be 339 students. It 
is anticipated that by February 
1, 1973, the total enrollment of 
CC should reach a figure of 350 
students which will be 11 more 
students this year than were en­
rolled the prev’ous year.

Minutes Of Hospital 
Board Meeting Tues.
Editor’s Note: Below you will 
find a complete reprint of the 
minutes of the hosp:tal board 
meeting Tuesday afternoon of 
this week. In addition to these 
minutes, board members reject­
ed a request by Dr T. E. Mar­
shall to move his offices into the 
Clinic. The Board had previously 
voted not to let any doctor use 
the Clinic for the private pdactice 
of medicine and we commend the 
board at tlvs time for uphold­
ing their position in this man- 
ner. But at the same time we 
do not uphold members asking 
the press to curb their comments 
in this regard as some people 
might think that denying a doc­
tor this privilege would be re­
sponsible for not having a doc­
tor serve the community. It is 
our thinking that every doctor 
should provide his own means 
and everyone have equal oppor­
tunity to use whichever or what­
ever doctor they choose.

In addition to the requested au­
dit report on page two, the Lead­
er is publishing add tional por­
tions of the audit as a public ser­
vice on page seven which ex­
plains much of the hospital bus­
iness prior to and including the 
present Hospital District.

The President, Bright New­
house called the meeting to or-, 
der.

The President introduced Areta' 
Jones, C. P. A. Mrs. Jones pre­
sented each member of the Board 
with a copy of the Audit of the 
Hospital and Nurs ng Home and 
explained in detail the audu. The 
President introduced Mr. Stan 
West, C. P. A. and he informed 
the Board that he had s udied 
the Audit prepared by Mrs. Jones 
and he cou'd find no errors in 
the Audit and complimented Mrs. 
Jones on the Audit. Mrs. Jones 
and Mr. West agreed that the 
only solut on to the problems of 
ihe Board was to obtain doc­
tors and open the hospital at 
the earliest possible date. Mrs. 
Jones and Mr. West retired from 
the meeting.

Minutes of the meetings of No­
vember 21st, December 8th, Jan­
uary 2nd, and January 12 h, were 
read. An amendment to the mo­
tion made by R. D. Cagle and 
seconded by J. S. Hinds in the 
m nutes of the meeting of Jan­
uary 12th, which motion read 
"That the Board authorize the 
President, Bright Newhouse, to 
arrange a meeting for all Attor­
neys and interested parties in 
the law suits” , is as follows: 
Motion was made by R. D. 
Cagle and seconded by J. S. 
Hinds that the motion made on 
January 12th, 1973 be amended 
to read "That the President 
Bright Newhouse and Rudy Ren­
fer, Attorney, have the author­
ity to meet with Dr. George W. 
Smith and his Attorney, with not­
ification to Sterling Kinney, At­
torney, and return to the Board 
with any proposal for complete 
settlement of all lawsuits which 
may develop from such meeting.” 
Motion carried. Motion was made 
by Jeff Walker that the minutes 
be approved as amended.

IT’S HELL — AND BACK AGAIN
(An Editorial)

We had hoped that our community would settle down 
making it possible to progress and not degress but it 
seems that a few determined people are out to destroy 
just as a retreating General lays waste to everything 
in his path.

A new Doctor moves to our community. What hap­
pens — give him hell from every angle so he will leave— 
or if he is thinking of coming to Clarendon, call and tell 
him not to come - - - as bad as we need doctors to serve 
our average citizens.

It also appears we have a few Hospital Board mem­
bers who are apparently among the doubters.

The meeting of the Donley County Hospital District 
Board held Tuesday afternoon dealt chiefly with the 
recent audit of the Board’s financial records made by 
Areta Jones, a Certified Public Accountant from Pampa, 
and being published in this issue of the Donley Coun­
ty Leader.

At the previous meeting of the Board, Mr. Jeff Walk­
er, High School Principal and a more recently purported 
member of the Board, was most insistant that another 
CPA be hired to audit the audit of the CPA (Areta 
Jones) hired by Wes Langham, Hospital Administrator 
and the Board. Walker stated that he would pay his 
share of the expense of such audit. It was pointed out 
at that time that State Licensed CPA’s do not sign their 
names to audits unless all is in order, and in cases where 
discrepancies exist, this is so stated in their report. No 
such situation or statement existed and the audit was 
officially signed.

Another CPA, Mr. Stan West, was hired and on 
hand for the Tuesday meeting. Mr. Bright Newhouse, 
President of the Beard, stated that the Executive Board 
composed of the President, Vice-President, and Secre- 
atry, ordered the second audit. O. C. Watson Vice-Pres­
ident was hospitalized in Amarillo at the time after 
having had major surgery and did not make a state­
ment. Mrs. Jane Bownds, Secretary, reported she was 
tired of accusations and endorsed the second audit as 
the only alternative to make clear once and for all, the 
official audit.

Mr. Stan West, CPA of Wichita Falls who was pres­
ent for the meeting stated that it was highly irregular 
for one CPA to be asked to audit the records of any 
other CPA. He stated that he found nothing wrong in 
his opinion and that Mrs. Jones had done an excellent 
job. He said he audited several hospitals and that the 
local records corresponeded quite closely to others audit­
ed.

He further stated that the records showed that Em­
ployees, namely the Administrator, had carried out his 
duties quite efficiently. He found construction figures 
quite in line and very adequate. His parting comment 
was that the people should unite and get the hospital 
into operation for it would be much less expense to 
the taxpayer who will be paying a big price for a closed 
institution if present conditions continue.

It is time for people of the community to step for­
ward and put an end to dictation and coercion forced 
upon the majority by a minority.

It should be pointed out at this time that if CPA’s 
and their work is in doubt, it is time for the citizens 
to demand a double-check audit for the City, County, 
Public Schools, College etc.

We have checked and found that CPA’s are recogniz­
ed and highly regarded by the Internal Revenue Serv­
ice as well as their affiliation with state and national as­
sociations.

Back in the thirties there were 

three stores in Ashtola, also a 
blacksmith shop. One store was 
operated by Mr. John Drennan, 
now deceased. Also the Post 
Office was in one of the stores 
and this store existed through 
the early forties. Several men

owned this store. At one time 
Mr. Ben Scroggins owned it, then 
later John White and the late 
Pete White, John's brother, own­
ed the store. Others were Mr. 
and Mrs. Joe Bownds. Mr. and 
Mrs. D. L. Vaughn, Mr. and 
Mrs. Crawford, at which time 
it burned. Later Mr. Crawford 
d ed and Mrs. Crawford built 
a small room for the postal bus­
iness until Postal Authorities clos­
ed it.

Ashtola is surrounded with

ranches. South is the J. A. Ranch, 
also the Jordon Ranch; South­
west is the Shelton Ranch; North­
west is the S. J. Ranch 
Mr. and Mrs. Leland Lewis now 
live. Old timers will remember 
the Millard Words who lived 
there. Mr. Word is now deceas­
ed and his wile lives in Ama- 
arillo. The ranch home place is 
one of the most beautiful homes 
in the community.

There are approximately 22,- 
081 acres of farm land In this 
arsa, about 150 or 100 at this 
t me, 1268. At that time there 
were only a few Irrigation wells. 
The first one was on the Cap 
Morris place; the second well 
was on the Knox place. Also that 
same year, Kermit Evans put 
down s well. Now Is 1972 there 
are wells all over the commu­
nity.

The community has one of the 
few Galloway herds in Texas in 
its midst; the owner is Mr. H. 
A. Green. A race track and a 
stable of six race horses at that 
time, 1960 or later, was 
blished by Mrs. Vera Lewis.

A large part of the T. L. Ranch 
is In the Ashtola district. The 
late Mr. T. L. Roach and 
T. L., Jr. constructed several 
dams across streams on their 
land creating several beautiful 
lakes. The Salt Fork of Red River 
lies Just north of Ashtola about 
four miles.

In the early thirties the com­
munity enjoyed a Home Demon­
stration Agent who gave demon­
strations on many things such 
as canning, sewing, preserving 
all fruits, canning of vegetables, 
meats. The Ashtola Demonstra­
tion Club was well attended at 
almoet all meetings which were 
held once a month. Than

IRS Announces Four 
January Tax Deadlines

Four important tax deadlines 
face taxpayers and employers 
in Texas during January, W. T. 
Coppinger, District Director of 
Internal Revenue Service for 
North Texas, said today.

Employers are reminded that 
the deadline to give employees 
their 1972 W-2 forms Is Wed., 
Jan. 31, 1973. The form should 
show earnings, income tax with­
held and Social Security informa­
tion. Jan. 31 is also the deadline 
for reporting Social Security and 
withheld income taxes for the 
calendar quarter ended Decem­
ber 31, 1972. If employers make 
timely deposits of the full a- 
mount of the tax due, ten addi­
tional days are allowed to file 
die return. The Director said that 
employers who received a pre­
addressed Form 941, "Employ­
er’s Quarterly Federal Tax Re­
turn," should use this form to 
report their tax liability. Other

employers can obtain blank cop­
ies from their local IRS office.

The last day of January is al­
so the last day to report and pay 
any balance of Federal Unemploy­
ment Tax not over 9100.00 for 
1972, using Form 940. If the bal­
ance of tax due is over S1U/.00, 
the employer must make a de­
posit with FTD Form 506. If the 
full amout of the tax la deposited 
on time, employers may then file 
the return no later than Febru­
ary 10, 1973.

Texas farmers and fishermen 
who did not file a declaration of 
estimated Federal Individual in­
come tax by January 15 may have 
a tax deadline of March L  1973. 
Mr. Coppinger said that if at 
least two thirds of the gross in­
come was earned from farming 
or fishing, and no estimate was 
filed by January 15, 1973, these 
taxpayers must file ther 1972 
Federal income tax return and 
pay any tax due by Thursday, 
March 1, 1973, to avoid penalty 
for underpayment of estimated 
tax.

Cotton harvest will resume on 
a limited scale this weekend 
over the Memphis, Texas area

USDA, AMS. Cotton Classing Of­
fice in Memphis, Texas. "Farm ­
ers welcomed the good drying 
weather this past week as about 
30 percent of this crop is yet to 
be harvested,”  said Cain.

The Memphis, Texas Cotton 
Classing Office graded 5,000 sam­

ples this week to bring the Ma­
son total to 136,300. This com­
pares to 102,750 on the tame date 
a year ago.

The prediminant grade classed 
this week was Strict Low Middl­
ing Light Spotted (42) with 13 
percent.

The predominant staple class­
ed this week was 32 with 64 per­
cent followed by staple 33 with 
32 percent.

Micronaire, or fineness and 
maturity, readings showed IV 
percent miked in the desirable 
range of 3.5 to 4.9. The 3.3 to 
3 4 range accounted for 12 per­
cent and the 3.0 to 3.2 range ac­
counted for 8 percent.

Pressley, or strength, tests 
showed 88 percent of the sam- 
pels tested 75,000 pal or higher. 
The average for the week was
80.000 pal.

The cotton market continued 
active and prices about steady 
compared to last week.
