Cong. Bob Price Asks
For Relief In Fuel,

Fertilizer Shortages

Congressman Bob Price, Aug. 30
called on Secretary of Agricul-
ture, Earl Butz, to exert every
influence on the Cost of Liv-
ing Council to permit the pass
through of increased cost of pro-
duction of certain fertilizers by
their mamufacturers. Price made
the request as a result of the
Secretary's recent visit with Agr-
cultural leaders and numerous
phone calls that Price has re-
ceived concerning the fertilizer
need for the production of the
1974 Wheat crop.

“The Congress has just pass-
ed, and the President signed in-
to law, the most progressive
Farm legislation in modern his-
tory. The legislation is designed
to expand production, with the
hope that America Agriculture
can feed not only our Nation
but much of the world, Price
said. Under the present condi-
tions farmers are unable to meet
the demands for lower food
prices, which could be provided
by increased production, because
of a fuel and fertilizer shortage.
It is imperative that Mr. Dun-

lop of the Cost of Living Coun-

derstand the impact of this shor-
tage and initiate steps to allev-
fate it. It is my hope that other
members of Congress will join
me in an attempt to impress up-
on the Cost of Living Council
the critical nature of the cur-
rent situation,” Price contin-
ued.

Price, whe has been traveling
throughout the District on a
series of Town Hall Meetings,
indicated that he would intro-
duce necessary legislation for
a pass through of Fertilizer Pro-
duction Cost if the Cost of Living
Council did not take immediate
action to end the fertilizer
shortage.

The Congressman is also ask-
ing the Oil and Gas Division of
the Department of Interior, to
review their lists of priority us-
ers in an effort to afford Far-
mers necessary.

Food Stamp Sales
By Postal Service

According to Postmaster Mike
M. McCully, beginning in Septem-
ber, food stamps will be available
for purchase at the Local Post Of-
fice on Monday through Friday,
except on Federal Holidays.

Food stamps may be purchas-
ed between the hours of 10 am.
and 3 p.m. by persons certified
as being eligible by the State
Department of Public Welfare.
The person will receive an iden-
tification card at the time he is
certified and will receive an Au-
thorization to Purchase (ATP)
card  in the mail each month.
Both cards must be presented
at the time of food stamp pur-
chase.

Next big political campaign
shaping up is for legislative pay
raises and annual legislative ses-
sions on the November 6 elec-
tion ballot.

Top four elected Texas offi-
cials launched the campaign with
the cooperation of 35 citizens’
organizations.

Gov. Dolph Briscoe, Atty. Gen.
John Hill, Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby
and House Speaker Price Daniel
Jr. are united in support of Con-
stitutional Amendment One,

The amendment would raise
legislative pay from $4,800 a
year (plus expenses) to $15,000

a year (Plus $18 a day during
sessions).

It would also provide for re-
gular legislative sessions of 180
days during odd-numbered years
and of 60 days, mainly for
budgeting matters, during even-
numbered years.

Austin attorney Will Davis was
selected chairman of the organ-
izational support group, with Phil
Strickland of Dallas as vice
chairman.

An executive committee head-
ed by Davis and Strickland will
work with the 35 cooperating
trade, civic and professional as-
sociations in the campaign.
(Texas Press Association is a-
mong the organizations.)

“This is a must thing,' said
Attorney General Hill. “It is a
necessity that we pay the right
amount for an honest day's work
in a very high calling.”

“Annual sessions in this day
and time are essential for an
efficient, responsible, intelligent
and accountable legislative
branch to properly function,”
said Daniel.

VENDING RECORDS BLOCK-
ED — Vending industry leaders
blocked: House Speaker Price
Daniel Jr.’s effort to make pub-
lic records of a 1968 legislative
investigation of the industry.

Raymond B. Willlams and

The system, pushed by Gov-
ernor Briscoe, would link all
state agencies over Texas and
provide a toll-free long distance
service nationwide. An installa-
tion charge of $170,000, plus
