1965 Building Permits
Total Over $82,000

Building permits for 1965 in
Clarendon totaled $82,600 accord-
ing to information released Wed-
nesday by the City and the Cham-
ber of Commerce.

The largest single permit was
issued to Christopher Associates
of Amarillo for the construction
of a brick veneer house for J. T.
Moreland, for $20,000 and the
largest buisness permit was for
$15,000 for B. H. Higgins of Am-
arillo for the construction of an
office building south of the post
office.

The smallest permit was issued
for $600 to remodel a house by G.
V. Mann.

The total does not show the
complete picture however, as sev-
eral pre-fab houses have been
moved into Clarendon and a
building permit is not required on
them.

In 1964 building permits totaled
$175,184 which was $93,184 more
than the 1965 total.

SPACE SIGNIFICANCE

The President’s budget pro-
posals are still carefully guarded
secrets not likely to be divulged
until his State of the Union Ad-
dress and Annual Budget Message
are delivered next month to Con-
gress. Until these figures are re-
leased it is not possible to know
in what areas the President might
propose to make cuts in order to
pay for the rising costs of the war
in Viet Nam. You may expect,
however, that Congress will give
the next budget especially close
scrutiny and probably will make
cuts below the President’s spend-
ing recommendations; it is cus-
tomary for Congress to make bud-
get cuts, although the reductions
are never as great as many of us
might wish. In the wake of the
very successful Gemini 6 and 7
flights, a question uppermost in
the minds of many persons is
whether our space program is to
be reduced. While it is too early
to know definitely, I predict that
because of their potential military
importance, space projects will
be pushed along at about the
same rate, at a spending pace of
more than $5 billion a year.

The orbital rendezvous carried
out by Gemini 6 when it came
within 10 feet of the orbiting
Gemini 7 on December 15 was
one of the most important strides
taken in our space effort. It ad-
vanced the goal of a manned lunar
landing, the objective of our
Apollo program. In Apollo, the
plan calls for two astronauts to
make a moon landing in a small
craft, then to return to the main
space vehicle in which a third
astronaut will be circling the
moon. Following their rendez-
vous, the three will return to
earth.

The Gemini 6-7 rendezvous was
militarily significant in that it
advanced our objective of being
able to overtake and inspect an
object circling the earth in orbit,
Possessing the ability is going to
be vital to us in maintaining our
defences beyond the atmosphere.
We know how orbital objects,

mnod or unmnned. can be re-
turned to earth with relative ac-
curacy. The menace is obvious
nuclear weapons circling in space
awaiting orders to plunge earth
ward, could become the next
form of threat to our security.
We must be able to send astro-
nauts into space to overtake, in-
spect, and, if necessary, destroy
any threatening objects ‘placed
into orbit by an enemy power.

Cne of the objectives of the
Gemini program is to build a
pool of astronauts skilled in ren-
dezvous techniques, which are
said to be more complex than
techniques required for docking
space vehicles,

Our space program is directed
at peaceful purposes. The planned
moon landing is only one of many
objectives, although it is perhaps
the most spectacular. We should
not lose sight of the fact that the
scientific and technological ad-
vances that help make progress
possible in non-military, peaceful
projects also have a very great
payoff in developing our defense
capacity. Sixty-two years ago this
month the Wright Brothers made
man's first powered flight, and
for years there was little thought
given to military implications of
aviation. Today we are very much
aware of the military significance
of space and dangers we would
face if our own efforts were to lag
behind those of the Communists.
Just as the brave horse calvary
gave away to armored tanks,
technological advances make it
essential that we be ready with
the proper response to any ag-
gressive effective counter to a
nuclear weapon hurtling down
upon us from outer space; our de-
fense against such a threat has to
be mounted in space itself, We
simply can not avoid the neces-
sity of keeping pace in weapons
development. As we look to 1966,
we must recognize that we are
not only locked in a tough “hot
war” in Viet Nam but that we
continue to face Communist ad-
versaries in many continuing
“cold” war problems, Space is one
of them, and it is a program that
cannot be slighted.

Following a check Wednesday
morning with West Texas Gin
at Hedley, the Paymaster Gin at
Lelia Lake and the Paymaster
Gin here and at Martin, the total
number of bales of cotton ginned
to date or weighed to gin was
9,200 bales. e, :

At the present time, the cotton
crop in the Hedley and Lelia
Lake area is estimated at approxi-
mately 75 percent harvested. In
the Clarendon and Ashtola areas,
the crop is estimated at between
50 and 75 percent harvested
which should give a grand total
of over 12,000 bales and should
exceed last year's crop by two or
three thousand bales.

The way farmers are rolling
their stripping machines, the har-
vest season will come to a quick
end if the weather is cooperative.
Gins have been running around
the clock in order to handle the
ginning job as quickly as pos-
sible and release cotton trailers
so farmers can keep their ma-
chines going during available
stripping time. Heavy frosts have
cut stripping down considerable.

THE AMA AND MEDICARE

July 1, 1966, the controversial
medicare law will go into effect.
It will provide payment for cer-
tain medical services to 18 mil-
lion Americans who have passed
the age of 65. As everyone knows,
this measure was strongly op-
posed by the American Medical
Association—for the reason that
a great majority of the nation’s
physicians believe that it serious-
ly endangers the quality of care
that will be available.

Government officials, sensing
the problems that lie ahead, in-
vited the AMA to help write the
regulations that will govern med-
icare, The AMA accepted. The
Association’s president, James Z.
Appel, M.D,, has said: "I feel

that the only statesman - like and
rational behavior of our Associa-

tion today, after the enactment

of this law which we so strongly
opposed is to try — in the most
effective way possible—to bring
about regulations and other im-
plementing actions that will miti-
gate the baneful effects that we
know are likely to occur. . this law
is certain to be one of the most
difficult administrative problems
in history unless the doctors of
the nation exert their utmost ef-
forts to help make it work.”

The AMA, Dr. Appel went on
to say, must offer ammendments
which will gradually mold the
law in a sounder direction. And,
he added, preparation must be
made for the next and more cru-
cial battle over the means of fi-
nancing the health care of the en-
tire population.

The AMA's position is progres-

sive and sound. The flaws that
are implicit in medicare must be
corrected. And the fight against
more political domination of
medicine, at the expense of stan-
dards, must be intensified.

natural gas in 1965 was 16,432
billion cubic feet with an average
well head value of 15.5 cents per
thousand cubic feet, representing
a 5.7 percent gain in production
and a .1 cent increase in average
well head value.
" *Helium consumption in the
United States increased by more
than 20 mililon cubic feet ( a gain
of approximately 4 percent) to an
estimated 743 million cubic feet
during 1965. The price from Bu-
reau of Mines plants and the
single 'commercial producer re-
mained at $35 per thousand cubic
feet.

Since most of the Free World's
supply is concentrated in the
Panhandle area, helium is of spe-
cial interest to us. In addition to
the helium sold, more than 3.5
billion cubic feet of “crude” hel-
ium was supplied during 1965 by
five privateiy owned plants for

purchase by the Bureau of Mines
under the helium conservation

program. This was set
up under legislation I had intro-
duced in order to conserve helium
that would otherwise be wasted
when natural gas containinyg it is
burned as fuel. After being re-
moved from natural gas being
piped to market, the helium is
piped to the Cliffside gasfield
northwest of Amarillo and stored
for use later, as needed. Helium
is vital to projects involved in
our national security; about 75
percent of helium consumed this
year was purchased by the De-
partment of Defense, the National
Aeronautics and Space Adminis-
tration; the Atomic Energy Com-
msision, and other Federal agen-
cies. Helium is becoming in-
creasingly important as techno-
logical and scientific progress
advances the frontiers of weapon-
ry and peaceful space exploration.
It is expected that the helium
stored at Cliffside will one day
be essential to continued progress.

Other minerals are winding up
the year as follows: Bituminous
coal and lignite production was
up 4 percent; anthracite continued
a decline, down 10 percent below

EXPRESS YOUR VIEWS

The people are reading news
items showing that state and
federal governments are provid-
ing billions of dollars for a va-
riety of welfare and spending
projects that break all records.

There may be excuses for much
of the spending, but one fact
should be made clear in every
newspaper report of so-called
government largess — neither the
state nor the federal government
have a thin dime to give away
that they don't first take from
the overburdened private citizen
tax payer.

savings.

The more government mortga-
ges the taxpayers’ future thru
extravagance and deficits, the
more dies it feed the fires of
inflation, higher prices and de-
preciated money.
