Thus, 
in our own century of unfaith 
and therefore uninspired art, I 
have finally concluded that the 
greatest art is always the most 
religious and the greatest artist 
is always a devout, if not ortho­
dox, man.”

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AUSTIN — A controversial 
section of the new Texas Regu­
latory Loan Act, passed last year 
after 38 years of legislative 
wrangling over loan control, has 
been declared unconstitutional.

District Judge Herman Jones 
of Austin held invalid the pro­
vision that at least SI percent of 
stock in lending firms operating 
in Texas must be owned by Tex­
ans.

Jones emphasized this was the 
only section of the 1963 act af­
fected by his ruling in a suit 
brought by three out-of-state 
firms.

The companies whose subsi­
diaries operate in at least eight 
Texas cities charged the in-state 
ownership requirement violated 
state and federal due process and 
equal protection guarantees.

American Investment Compa­
ny, a Delaware Corporation; In­
dustrial Finance and Thrift Cor­
poration of Louisiana; and Con­

PARK I M P R O V E M E N T S  
STARTED — Tuesday’s ground­
breaking ceremonies at Falcon 
State Park in Starr and Zapata 
Counties near Zapata launched 
a three-park improvement pro­
gram which will cost $1,041,968.

The $279,416 in improvements 
at Falcon will include a boat 
ramp, parking area, paved road, 
24 shelters, 50 tent campsite with 
water, cooking grills, tables, 
three restrooms with showers 
and laundry units, ranger’s resi­
dence and concession building.

Similar improvements a r e  
planned for Dam “B” Park near 
Jasper in East Texas and Lake 
Whitney State Park in Central 
Texas, according to J. Weldon 
Watson, Parks and Wildlife De­
partment executive director.

TOURIST PLAN UNVEILED 
—A pilot plan designed to bring 
more foreign visitors to Texas 
was announced by Governor 
Connally.

Sen. Walter Richter of Gon­
zales, the governor’s representa­
tive, and Walter Meyer of San 
Antonio, who originated the 
plan, took off for Germany Sun­
day to test the program.

They hope to encourage 40 or 
50 German citizens to make a 
16-day red carpet tour of Texas’ 
leading cities and historic spots 
from October 15 through Novem­
ber 2.

Texas Tourist Development 
Agency is sponsoring the pro­
jected program in cooperation 
with Chambers of Commerce and 
interested private citizens. No 
public funds are involved.

The tourists, of course, will 
pay their own way, although 
some will benefit from hospitali­
ty in Texas homes. First visitors
will get special low plane fare 
and at-cost prices all around.

It is hoped the initial visit by 
the Germans will establish 
guidelines for a continuing long- 
range program to boost travel in 
Texas by globe-trotters from 
other lands.

COURT RULES ON LAND — 
In a 5-4 decision, the State Su­
preme Court overruled lower 
courts and directed a new trial 
in a dispute over oil income on 
10,000 acres of Winkler County 
land.

Suit, brought by Southland 
Royalty Company against Pan 
American Corporation to recover 
a portion of proceeds from min­
erals produced, involves interpre­
tation of a 39-year-old lease.

MO FIRM PROBE URGED — 
Atty. Gen. Waggoner Carr has 
called on State Banking Commis­
sioner J. M. Falkner to continue 
investigation of a collapsed Cali­
fornia money order firm. Ameri­
can Security Currency Limited 
was doing business in 317 Texas 
grocery and drug stores.

Thousands of Texans reported­
ly were caught with valueless 
paper on their hands when the 
firm went into bankruptcy. Carr 
recommends getting all facts on 
its history and status plus full 
details of an alleged sale of ac­
counts to another company also 
licensed by the commission.

CONNALLY IN CIRCULA­
TION — Governor Connally re 
turned to duty at his office in the 
Capitol for the first time since 
he was wounded in Dallas on 
November 22 by the assassin of 
President Kennedy.

Connally announced a travel­
ing and speaking schedule which 
included visits to UPI and AP 
managing editors’ conventions 
here; a Boy Scout report cere 
mony in the Capitol; Abilene’s 
B-52 celebration on February 15; 
the Laredo Washington Birthday 
festival on February 22; the Pa­

LIBRARY ADDITIONS — 

Texas State Library last week 
obtained an historic treaty and 
an historic suit of clothes. Both 
are certain to be viewed by thou­
sands in years ahead.

Sen. Ralph Yarborough pre­
sented the Libraiy a certified 
State Department copy of the El 

hamizal treaty signed by Presi­
dent Johnson on December 20 — 
defining the boundary along the 
Texas-Chihuahua and El Paso- 
Juarez borders. The treaty, 
placed on display in a glass case, 
ended a century-old boundary 
dispute.

Governor Connally, at the Li­
brary’s request, turned over to 
the State archives the black, 
light-weight suit he was wearing 
when he was seriously wounded 
in Dallas. He was the first Texas 
governor to be the victim of an 
assassination attempt. The suit 
bears bullet holes in the back, 
front and right sleeve. Also 
placed in the archives is the 
blood-stained shirt C o n n a l l y  
wore on the tragic November 
day, and his black and gold silk 
tie.

DIVERSION PAYMENTS — 
Agriculture Com. John C. White 
says Texas farmers should not 
count on a cotton land diversion 
payment plan, as has been ru­
mored.

White says Texas farmers 
should go ahead and release their 
unwanted cotton allotments back 
to their local ASC committees 
so the permits can be reassigned 
to_other parts of the state. He 
urged cotton growers to protect 
their future allotments by re­
leasing unused permits before 
the February 4 deadline, as in 
years past.

BRACERO PROGRAM — The 
US. Congress has extended the 
bracero program for another 
year — through 1964 — as a com­
promise between the close-out or 
phase-out argument by states 
where the contract laborers from 
Mexico are employed. However, 
figures from the Texas Employ­
ment Commission indicate that a 
phase-out has been in effect in 
Texas for the past two years.

Henry LaBlanc of the commis­
sion's farm labor division reports 
that 38,000 braceros worked on 
Texas crops in August, 1961; 12,- 
917 in August, 1962; and 12,008 
in August, 1963.

WATER STUDY — Texans in 
the future may get very thirsty 
if they don’t plan ahead to catch 
and save more water. This con­
clusion and other information 
about water, including the fact 
that since 1890 Texas has been 
using up its water resources at a 
rate 11 times faster than its popu­
lation growth, has been spelled 
out for students.

The water story has been pub­
lished in a 40-page illustrated 
booklet, "How Can We Meet Our 
Water Needs?” prepared by the 
Texas Society of Professional 
Engineers and printed by the 
Texas Education Agency.

Education Commissioner J. W. 
Edgar has notified school super­
intendents that 3.000 copies of 
the booklet on one of the state’s 
most vital problems are available 
on request for use as resource 
material in junior and senior 
high schools.

SHORT SNORTS 
Atty. Gen. Waggoner Can- 

named Judge Hawthorne Phil­
lips of Harlingen as his first as­
sistant. He succeeds Albert Jones 
of Houston who had accepted 
temporary appointment.

“The Eyes of Texas” now is 
public property. The University 
of Texas’ copyright expired on 
January 30, and couldn’t be re­
newed.

Traffic death toll for 1963 was 
2,793, largest in history by far, 
according to the Department of 
Public Safety. Figure is an in­
crease of 282 over 1962.

The governor’s office will be 
located in the old State Agricul­
ture Department quarters on the 
Capitol’s first floor, during ex­
tensive remodeling and enlarge­
ment of the executive suite.

UT Bureau of Business Re­
search reports new construction 
in 1963 dropped $14,200,000, but 
expenditures for additions, al­
terations and repairs increased 
by $17,800,000 for a net gain of 
$3,600,000 over 1962.

State Supreme Court held the 
Railroad Commission can’t with­
hold future drilling permits from 
operators of slanted oil wells 
who want to straighten their 
wells. Almost 1,000 slanted wells 
have been shut in since 1962.

WARNING ISSUED ON 
TRAVELING PEDDLERS

The approaching spring sea­
son brings with it the threat of 
bogus tree and nursery stock 
salesmen operating primarily out 
of the backs of pickup trucks, 
Agriculture Commissioner John 
C. White warned this week.

Commissioner White said his 
Austin headquarters is already 
receiving complaints -from home 
owners who have purchased from 
traveling peddlers and the plants 
proved to be dead or dying. The 
influx is apparently heavier this 
year and an especially trouble­
some area has been pinpointed 
around Dallas and Fort Worth.

Teams of Texas Department of 
Agriculture inspectors have been 
deployed throughout the state to 
be on the lookout for itinerate 
salesmen. Several truckloads of 
illegal and below standard trees 
have been siezed, White said.

Buyers are urged by Commis­
sioner White to buy only nursery 
stock which has a certificate of 
inspection from the Texas De­
partment of Agriculture. This 
inspection certificate is required 
by state law but difficult to en­
force on fly-by-night operators 
who slip in from out of state.

"I recommend that home own­
ers buy from reputable local 
nurseries — or at least always 
ask to see the inspection certifi­
cate,” said White. “Bargain 
plants often prove to be not such 
a good bargain after all.”

The Rich Variety 
Of Our Panhandle

Washington newspapers de­
voted long articles (and a page 
one photograph) to the blizzard 
that swept the Panhandle last 
week. The stories revived the 
well-known libel that only a 
barbed-wire fence separates the 
Panhandle from the North Pole. 
I wish the Eastern papers would 
say a good word for our weather 
when it’s ideal — as it is most of 
the time. But the fact that the 
Panhandle receives such wide­
spread attention as it did last 
week points up one of our. re­
gional advantages: Although it’s 
a part of Texas, the Panhandle 
is regarded by the rest of the 
country as a place so special that 
it has its own separate identity. 
Few other regional areas can 
make that claim.

Our 18th Congressional Dis­
trict is comprised of 28 counties 
totaling 27,500 square miles, an 
area large enough to contain 22 
Rhode Islands with room to 
spare. The 18th District is an 
area larger than any of ten of 
the Union’s 50 States (Connecti­
cut, Delaware, Hawaii, Maryland, 
Massachusetts, New Hampshire, 
New Jersey, Rhode Island, Ver­
mont, and West Virginia). Four

of the 28 counties are each larger 
than the State of Rhode Island 
(the counties of Dallam, Deaf 
Smith, Hartley, and Oldham). In­
to the 18th Congressional District 
could be placed at one time the 
entire States of Delaware, Mas­
sachusetts, New Jersey, Rhode 
Island, and Connecticut — States 
represented in the House by a 
total of 36 Congressmen — with 
room left over for half of Hawaii. 
The District is half as large as 
Georgia, one-sixth the size of 
California, nearly as large as the 
State of Indiana.

The diversity of the Panhan­
dle’s rich agricultural produc­
tiveness points up the variety of 
interests of the 18th District’s 
people. In abundance we produce 
wheat, grain sorghums, vegeta­
bles, cotton, sugar beets, cattle 
and other livestock. The prob­
lems facing the producers of each 
are not identical. Approaches to 
the matter of government con­
trols on agricultural production 
vary widely, even among pro­
ducers of the same crop; in the 
wheat referendum last spring 
percentages of “yes” v o t e s  
ranged from 20.5 in one county 
at the north end of the District 
(Sherman) to 80.2 in one county 
to the south (Cottle). The chal­
lenges to our irrigation farmers 
are not the same as those faced 
by farmers dependent on rain­
fall. While population is increas­
ing in the larger cities and towns 
of the District, population is de­
clining in rural areas and some 
smaller towns. Proposed solu-
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tions to the resultant economic 
problems are varied, as are the 
views on ways in which the Fed­
eral government should or should 
not be of assistance. Hie Canadi­
an River Project will help meet 
the municipal-industrial water 
needs of the District's three 
largest cities — Amarillo, Pam- 
pa, and Borger — but smaller 
cities, particularly those in the 
Eastern Panhandle, face water 
problems for which solutions 
are still being sought. The in­
terests of big city wholesalers 
and small town retailers are not 
necessarily the same in legisla­
tion affecting commerce. Rail­
road men and truckers often hold 
opposing views, as do men affili­
ated with labor organizations 
and men who are not.

On any given legislative issue 
coming before the Congress, it 
is possible to find within the 18th 
Congressional District of Texas 
sincere and vociferous advocacy 
on all sides.

The late, great Speaker of the 
House of Representatives, the 
Honorable Sam Rayburn, told 
me many times that he knew of 
no District in the United States 
with such wide, varied, and di­
vergent interests, and that very 
few pieces of legislation came 
before Congress that did not 
have some impact directly or in­
directly on our area. I think this 
points up the fact that the Pan­
handle District could aptly be 
called “Little America” — a sec­
tion in which the people are 
fiercely independent, desirous of
