Banquet Beef Producers Will Parade Here March First and Second. 

Swine And Lamb Exhibit Is Far Above Former Years

The divisions for the 1940 Donley 
County Fat Stock Show will remain 
the same as in 1939 with the excep­
tion of the swine. The 38 calves will 
be shown in the junior and senior 
divisions, groups of five, and reserve 
and grand champions. The lambs will 
be shown in the fat fine wool, fat 
mutton type, groups of five, and re­
serve and grand champions. The 
awine will be shown by breeds for 
the first time. Black Poland Chinas, 
Durocs, Hampshires and Spotted Po­
lands and crossbreeds will consti­
tute the four classes of fat pigs. All 
breeds and crossbreeds will compete 
against each other in the pens of 
three and litters as in the 1939 show. 
Champions of the four divisions will 
compete for the grand Champion 
premiums. The grand champion 
premiums will l>e $10 for calf, $5 for 
pig, and $3 for lamb, and the grand 
champion premiums will be con­
tributed by the Clarendon Lions 
Club. Approximately 50 lambs and 
over 200 fat pigs are expected to 
bring the total entries to over 300 
animals.

E. R. Rcgenbrecht, Extension 
Swine Specialist, will judge the swine 
and lambs, and K. J. Edwards, Exten­
sion Service District Agent, will 
judge the calves. The stock show 
committee has ruled that all entries 
must be on the grounds of the show 
not later than 3 p. m. March 1st, and 
that the judging of the swine and 
lambs will be held on the morning 
o f  the 2nd. on* the calves in the early 
afternoon of the same day.

Little information can be hud rela­

tive to the purported sale of the City 
Gas company assets here. There has 
been much speculation and discuss­
ion with few facts pointing to a 
bona fide deal.

Tlic public records show that on 
February 10, 1940, Mr. and Mrs. D. I. 
Barnett of Roberts county, gave th* 
Uphaiii interests a deed of trust on 
the property as security. The secur­
ity is alleged to have become neces­
sary when the Burnetts signed ten 
notes of $12,000 each. The notes ara 
to be paid over u series of ten years, 
the first in 1941.

The records recite that the notes 
are given in part payment for the 
properties of the City Gas company 
here, at Medley ami Lelia Lake. 
N. P. Hines of Minerul Wells is 
named trustee in the deed of trust.

When the ’Railroad Commission 
upheld tile City's contention fur a 
reduced gus rate based on all alleged 
10-year contract some two years ago, 
a number of patrons deposited witli 
the gas company checks covering the 
charges at the new rutc of 54 rents a 
thousand. These checks have been 
lichl in escrow pending a decision of 
the Court of Civil Appeals after a 
District Court in Austin upheld tho 
decision of the Railroad Commission. 
Those checks arc said to have been 
cashed Monday.

The gas case is pending before tho 
Court of Civil Appeals at tilts time. 
-J'Jse ailum.r Ussrrsll rlrfwi IIJK-OC
represents the Railroad Commission
in all courts since it is a state matter.

The editor of the Leader received 
a letter Monday from Attorney Gen­
eral Gerald C. Mcnn replying to a 
question as to when the court might 
return a derision. Mr. Mann states: 

“The Clarendon rate case is in tho 
Court of Civil Appeals. 1 do not know 
when we may expect a decision from 
that court, hut I feel that they may 
lie waiting on the Supreme Court o f 
Texas, which now has under con­
sideration tlie l.one Star Gas rato 
case where the same problems uro 
involved We are to argue the Loiio 
Star case on the 21st of this mouth. 
Thu decision of your case in the 
court of Civil Appeals, iu my opinion, 
will de|M-nd. to a large extent, on tlie 
date the Supreme Court of Texas 
writes on the Lone Star case.”

Based upon the above information, 
gas patrons of the City Gas company 
may know what to expect soon after 
the 2tst of this month.

According to an attorney, any sala 
of the company will in no wise ef­
fect the controversy In the courts 
since the company filed a bond when 
tile case was appealed.

BANKRUPT SALE HAS ONLY 
LOWEST BIDDERS

The involuntary bankrupt sale of 
the stock, fixtures anil accounts of 
F. W. Rathjen found few takers at 
tlie public auction Tuesday. The first 
bids were $135 on fixtures. $325 on 
the shoe stock. Lumped together, the 
final bid was said to have been $475. 
J. T. Putman bid in the share in the 
Country Club at *40. Dallas parties 
took the rest of the goods. Accounts 
and notes suid to run over two 
thousand dollars, sold for five dol­
lars. The real estate consisting of 
town lots, got no hid.

Road Improvement Projects To
Further Farm-To-Market Idea

The Commissioner's Court of Don­
ley County has submitted to the 
Work Projects Administration, for 
consideration and approval, a road 
project covering general road im­
provements at three different points 
in Donley County, totaling approxi­
mately four miles. This general road 
improvement as proposed will con­
sist primarily of the placing of 
caliche materials on existing roads 
mid it is estimated that approximate­
ly 12,360 cubic yards of caliche will 
be used in this proposed project. It 
is estimated thut 221 man-months of 
manual labor will lie required on the 
project over an estimated operating 
period of four months.

This proposed project includes im­
provement of 2.2 miles of road due

north of Lelia Lake, starting at the 
railroad track. There is one mile of 
improvement on the county road 
running north and south, Iieginning 
approximately 3 miles north of a 
point on highway 5, 2 miles west
of Clarendon and continuing north, 
and a second mile of county road 
running rast anil west iieginning ap­
proximately 2 miles from the same 
point on highway 5 and going east­
ward.

This project has been submitted to 
the State Office of the Work Pro­
jects Administration for their con­
sideration and approval and under 
normal circumstances it is expected 
thut the project will be approved 
within the next few weeks.

Game Chances 
Are Increased

COLLEGE STATION. The Texas 
A&M College Extension Service's 
game management demonstration 
plan, now in its fourth year, has ex­
panded to include 27,3112.395 acres of 
land. It. E. Callender, game manage­
ment specialist, has announced.

There ure 2,1137 game management 
areas, of which 42*1 have organized 
into cooperative community game 
management assiM-iutioiis, with 104 
as*<K-lations now on a county-wide 
basis. The ureas are designated by 
79,280 markers.

Altogether 23.280 farmers and 
ranrhmrn and the figure includes 
588 4-H club boy« art- taking part in 
the plan which has as its aim the 
restorution of wildlife in depleted 
areas.

The impression that the game pre­
serve demonstration areas ure c lo s e d  
to hunting is answered by Cal lend­
er's report, which states that 7.017 
farmers and runrhmen enrolled in 
Ihe movement do not permit hunt­
ing, while the n-inuinder allow hunl- 
Ing on a regulated basis designed to 
harvest any surplus of game and at 
the same time to protect a prede­
termined number of animals or 
game.

Most of the plans for increasing 
wildlife hinge on providing food, 
shelter, and protection, but restock­
ing also has a part. During 19.30. 
1.021.222 fish. 14,033 guine bird*, and 
2,047 game animals ami fur bearers 
were added.

Oemrotstnrforx reporting on the
“ income" question reported receipts 
of £122,901 from hunting leases, 
44.775 from fishing rights, ami 
£73,781 from sale of furs. This does

not, of course, include regular ‘shoot­
ing’ preserves.

Tree Covering 
For Dust Bowl

Is Expanding
—

The forestry crew here Is whipping ' 
the planting job into shape since the | 
recent bad weather. More than a 
million seedling trees will be planted 
from the stock now healed out on 
the old grammar school block, it is 
said.

Trees by the millions arc growing 
in the southern Great Plains today, 
protecting farm lands and homes 
from the force of the wind, and pro­
viding recreational spots where only 
a few years ago dust storms and 
liluek blizzards were rolling across 
a vast expanse of almost treeless 
plain.

An additional 1,300.000 trees and 
shrubs will be planted in the dust 
bowl region this year, according to 
George W. Hood, regional forester j 
of the Soil Conservation Service.

UNIVERSITY CHURCH CENSUS 
SHOWS METHODISTS LEAD

AUSTIN, Feb. 14. The great a- 
■nount of religious activity at the 
University of Texas was indicated 
here recently in a report which 
showed that 86 per cent of 10,900 
students are active members of 31 
churches, and the remaining 14 per 
cent have some preference in creeds.

Counting 2,878 student members, 
Methodists were most predominant 
on tlie campus. Baptists, with 1,190; 
Presbyterians, 1,168; Catholics, 805; 
Episcopalians, 791; and Jewish, 261,

were next in order. The other sects 
showed membership figures from 
above 100 to as few as two member­
ship in the Disciples of Christ and 
Mohammedan churches.

Among students ' who are not 
church memlx'rs hut still professed 
a church preference, 419 favored the 
Methodist Church; 272, the Baptist; 
140, Presbyterian; 87, Christian; 81, 
Episcopal; 72, Christian Science.

Of the University faculty members, 
90 per cent are active church mem­
bers, according to Miss Mary Dcc- 
lierd, chairman of the nine-member 
religious life committee.

Conflict Started 

In 18th Century

Tlie present liu'xo-FInnl'h war is 

tin- luti-st phase of a rivalry of long 
standing \s a dependency of Sweil- 
€•11. Kinl.uni mis drawn into tin* eigh- 
tii-nth cvulury war lielween Sweden 
und ivier tile Great of Russia. I’eter 
won the war, and thus fulfilled his 
nnihitinn of securing a "window" to­
ward the west, that is, certain por­
tions of the Itallic sea-coast. Here he 
soon founded the city ol St. Peters­
burg (now l.euingrad). As a result of 
the war Peter also obtained a strip 
of southern Finland, including a 
strong fortress. It is interesting to 
note that lie. like Stalin at the pres­
ent time, considered it essential that 
Itussia hold strong positions on the 
southern roast of 1‘ iiilund, in order 
to insure tin security of Iris new 
capital city.

The curtain next lift', approxi­
mately a ecillury later, on a scene on 
a raft moored in the middle of a 
riser in eastern Kuropc. Napoleon 
and the Itussian Tsar Alexander are 
on the raft discussing term* of peace, 
two giants playing a game in which 
the pawns were whole nations and 
peoples. At the feet of Napoleon lay 
Prussia and Austria; Alexander for 
his pari was given lo undervtuml that 
lie might deal us lie saw fit with Fin­
land and Turkey I Farly in IfWtM. ac­
cordingly, Itussia invaded Finland.

Left without support from Swedeu, 
which at |)ic moment was having 
troubles enough of her own with
Napoleon, the little Finnish army 
succumbed after an heroic struggle 
against overwhelming odds.

Treaty Restores Finland
Thenceforward Finland remained 

a slulilKirnly unwilling ami trouble­
some part of the Itussian Kmpire up 
tu Ihe time of Itussiu’s defeat by 
Germany during I lie World War. Ity 
I tie severe treaty of Itrest-Lltovsk, 
F.II7. Germany forced Itussia, among 
other tilings, to give up all tier Baltic 
areas except the Leningrad vicinity, 
which found itself, therefore, half 
surrounded by potent hilly hostile 
foreign stales. This weak strategic 
position of la'iiingrad since the 
World War is tile reason assigned h.V 
Stalin lor Itussiu's need of additional 
territory now belonging to l-'inluml. 
on which Itussia iiiuy establish mili­
tary posts.

Among the peoples lihernled from 
the Itussian yoke by the Treaty of 
lirrsl-Litovsk, were the Finns. 
Though Germany proceeded inimrd- 
iwtely to cstuhlisli tier control over 
Finland, under the kingship of the 
Kaiser's brother-ill-law, her own de­
feat by {lie Allies in 1918 left the 
Finns free to establish, in time, a 
form of government of their own 
choosing, namely, tile democratic re­
public with which we are acquainted 
today.

Anti-liolshevist Reaction
One other item in the background 

of Itusso-Fiunish rivalry needs to lie 
mentioned. Following the World 
War, there arose the general anti- 
Bolshevist reaction in Kurope which 
led to tlie launching of un armed in­
tervention in Itussia by various of 
tlie powers, including the I'nitcd 
Slates Now, closely identified with

That is the experience of 1.720 
Texas farmers and ranchmen who 
have been demonstrating the value of 
various practices on 77.7110 acres of 
grass land in cooperation with coun­
ty agricultural agents.

Cureful records on these demon­
strations. compiled hy It. R. Lancas­
ter. pasture specialist o f the Texas 
A&M College Kxtcnsion Service, show 
that the average original cost of im­
provement was $2.28 per acre, the 
average annual cost of maintaining 
improvements 44 cents per acre, and 
that the annual value of the work is 
18.50 per acre.

In addition to tlie demonstrators, 
8,023 furmers and ranch men carried 
on similar work on 9,155,699 acres 
and reported similar results.

Various methods of pasture im­
provement included deferred grazing 
on 4.275.486 acres; clearing of mes- 
quite on 140,915 acres; prickly pear, 
1,157,962; Icchuguilla, 57,420; cedar, 
578,915; and miscellaneous shrubs, 
73,808 acres. Much of this work was 
done in cooperation with the AAA’s 
range conservation program.

Mowing of pastures was practiced 
on 290,067 acres. This, according to 
l-ancastcr, is one of the most effec­
tive methods of improving grass

OTHER MODERN TOWNS

Plans are practically complete at 
this lime for the immediate construc­
tion of a modern refrigerated locker 
storage vault in Clarendon. U. J. 
Boston and Howard Stewart will in­
stall Hie vault in connection with 
The Farmers Exchange Store, where 
it will tie operated as an added con­
venience service for the people of 
this community.

Last week Mr. Boston and Mr. 
Stewart visited similar plants at 
Matador, Turkey, Floydada, Plain- 
view, Diinmitt, ami Hereford, and 
found thut the plan is meeting with 
general approval in each of those 
trade territories.

Plunls of this type have been in 
operation for a number o f years in 
many of the Northern States, and 
have proved to be very popular—even 
in those colder climates, Althougd 
comparatively new in this section, 
the public response has been enthus­
iastic in every community where the 
service is available.

Fresh beef, pork, poultry, fish, 
fruits, und vegetables, when placed 
in such storage, are quickly frozen, 
and can be kept there indefinitely. 
Each locker space is separate, is pro­
vided with an individual lock, is 
readily accessible, and contains ap­
proximately six cubic feet for stor­
age of foods.

Quite a number of people have al­
ready expressexi a desire for one or 
more of the lockers, und many more 
are becoming interested each day. 
Those who would like to have more 
informal bin about the mutter should 
see Mr. Boston or Mr. Stewart, either 
of whom will be glud to explain ail 
the deluils.

Parity Payment 
Plan Outlined

WASHINGTON, Fell. !3.-The Agri­
culture Department told today how 
it would distribute $225,000,000 in 
parity payments among farmers who 
cooperate with this year's federal 
crop control programs.

This fund, appropriated last year, 
would be divided uniting the basic 
crops as follows:

Cotton $96,000,000, corn $48,600,000, 
wheat $57,100,(MM), und rice $300,000. 
The lialunce will be used to complete 
1930 parity payments, to meet ad- 
inlnlstrMfVo expenses and to provide 
a reserve.

I'liis allocation was made, officials 
said, on the basis of a formula estab­
lished by farm legislation.

The amount set aside for each 
crop would he divided among co- 
operalingsfurmers at these rates: 

Cotton 1.55 cents per pound, corn 
cents a bushel, wheat 10 cents a 

bushel, and rive 1.7 cents per hund­
redweight.

The purity payments would he in 
addition to $498,560,000 recommend­
ed by President Booseveit for soil 
conservation payments.

The soil conservation payment 
rates on Die basic crops are:

Cotton 1.6 cents a pound, corn 10 
cents a bushel, wheat 9 cents a 
bushel.
