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CORN NEW COUNTY

"Corn is going to be the 

most important cash crop fot 
me if the future is as good as it 
looks right now," says Bernie 
Green Donley County farmer.

The Green brothers and 
their father Horace, like a 
growing number of area farm 
era. are turmng to thisoldcrop 
with a new future for a num 
her of reasons

Ronnie McAnear of Claren 
don, who expanded his 
acreage from twenty five

acres to seventy fivethisyear, 
credits corn's hardiness in 
tough weather conditions as a 
big reason for the switch to 
corn rather than expanding 
cotton acreage. McAnear said 
his field was subjected to three 
hail storms and two sand 
storms, coming back each 
time. McAnear's cotton in an 
joining field had to he replant 
ed three times to make a stand.

Donley County corn grow 
ers have the advantage of 
planting a new crop on new

ground with less chance of ser­
ious buildup of damaging in 
sect and weed problems.

ASCS Director, Jerry Gage 
said he had not seen any 
serious infestations of the 
southwestern cornbore, ear 
worms and corn bores usually 
associated with areas that 
have been in corn production 
from two to five years.

Robinson is 
impressed with corn’s ability 
to withstand hard weather 
early in the growing season

But Robinson urges some 
caution. "I don't think farm 
ers here understand how 
much money is involved in 
growing corn," hesaid. Robin 
son kept fairly close records of 
his production costs to date 
and figures he may have spent 
$150 per acre.

" I ’d consider one hundred 
bushels per acre the break 
even point By the time the 
custom combine pulls into my 
corn I will have gone over the 
ground ten times from break 

'ing to last cultivation.

We put down three hundred 
pounds of 18-12-5 liquid pre­
plant and later sidedressed 
two hundred pounds of 28-0-0 
per acre. Planting 28,000 seeds 
per acre to get a stand of 
around 24,(XX) 1 suppose we 
spent between fourteen and 
fifteen dollars an acre for 
seed," Robinson said.

For many new com growers 
the decision to expand acre­
age will depend on two impor 
tant related factors, labor and 
water

McAnear said he may have 
planted too much corn this 
year even though he likes the 
crop's progress. Getting 
enough water to the thirsty 
acres is a problem with the 
size well he has to use and the 
need to use the same equip 
ment on nearby cotton acres.

Those still using row irriga 
tion know corn still takes 
much hand labor. Because of 
this, several area farmers 
have installed center-pivot 
irrigation systems. Usually 
associated with the flatlands 
on top of the caprock, center 
pivot systems may prove the 
solution, although an expen- 

/ si ve one, to the problem of gett 
ing maximum production 
from sandy soils

Bill Mooring s system, the 
Green Brothers center pivot 
system show these big rigs 
can work well in the sandy, 
rolling cropland of Donley 
County

And with the ability to dis­
tribute small amounts of ferti

lizers  and in sectic ides 
through the sprinklers, center 
pivotes may help overcome 
the common problem associat­
ed with row lrngation of leach­
ing nitrogen out of the root 
zone.

Bernie Green pointed out 
that they hoped to make their 
newly installed centerpivotdo 
double duty all year by tow 
ing it to their wheat acreage.

Green estimated produc­
tion costs would run around 
$140 an acre by harvest time. 
He pointed out their expense 
of sixty dollars an acre for 
feedlot manure could pro­

bably be spread over two years 
time allowing for some carry 
over. Bernie said they would 
go heavy with commercial fer­
tilizer next year.

All farmers contacted said 
they thought little new ma­
chinery had to be added for 
this new crop. Outside of six 
new planter plates Robinson 
has not added any new equip­
ment to take care of his acre­
age. All said they would have 
to depend on a custom com­
bine to harvest their grain 
crop this fall. Should corn ac­
reage expand significantly 
some said they might buy

combines, grain carts and big 
ger planters.

J ust how much corn is grow 
ing in Donley County is still a 
question. Ronny Gooch, Coun­
ty Extension Agent, guessed 
“ somewhere between one 
thousand and fifteen hundred 
acres.’ ’

With no apparent relief to a 
tight labor situation here and 
the relative advantage corn 
has in establishing a stand 
compared to cotton, it seems 
likely an increase in acreage 
can be expected.

As Ronnie McAnear points 
out, "I was impressed when

the first twenty-five acres of 
corn I grew last year stood five 
hails and still made seventy- 
five bushels an acre. I replant 
ed cotton three times finally 
losing the fourth planting. I 
wound up growing sunflow­
ers on cotton ground.”

The honeymoon could end, 
however, if some of the tradi 
tional insect and weed pro 
blems appear. At any rate, 
Donley County farmers have 
planted more corn this year 
than any in the last twenty 
years and have added another 
crop to a diversified agricul­
tural base

A meal on a moment’s no­
tice; fresh corn in December; 
deer from last fall’s hunt — all 
compliments of the home 
freezer.

Freezing is one of the sim­
plest, most popular methods of 
preserving foods at home. It 
retains the natural color, fla­
vor, texture and food value of 
most fruits and vegetables, 
meats and baked goods.

The quality of the food fro­
zen can vary with freshness of 
product used, methods of pre­
paration, packaging and con­
ditions o f freezing. For 
successful freezing, select 
good-quality products. Freez­
ing will not improve low grade 
food.

Frozen meat, poultry, fish 
and eggs equal the fresh pro­
ducts in nutritive value. Re­
taining this value of fruits and 
vegetables depends largely on 
the treatment before freezing, 
storage temperature and 
method of cooking and serv­
ing. Handling the food 
promptly also retains quality.

Improper packaging can 
cause undesirable flavor and 
appearance. The selection of 
containers depends on the 
type of food and personal pre­
ference. All materials should 
be moist ure-vapor proof to pre­
vent evaporation and retain 
the highest quality in frozen 
foods. Glass, metal, rigid plas­
tics, freezer wrapping mater­
ials, waxed cartons and most 
bags are recommended be­
cause they are moisture-va­
por proof or at least resistant.

All packages should be air 
tight. Freezer burn, a surface 
discoloration on meat and 
poultry, often results when 
meat or poultry dry due to im­
proper packaging.

Freeze fruits and vege­
tables at 0 degrees F. or below.

Meat should be frozen in a 
commercial plant at 5 to 20 
degrees for beet results. Space 
packages of unfrozen food at 
least one inch apart sinceheat 
must be given offin order for 
them to freeze. Put no more 
unfrozen food into a freezer 
than will freeze within 24 
houra

For quickest freezing, place 
packages against freezing 
plates or coils. Storage 
temperature matters. For 
example, many foods notice­
ably lose quality and vitamin 
content when stored at about 
25 degrees F. in an “open-at- 
one-end” household refrigera­
tor freezer. Frozen foods 
undergo slow changes in stor­
age and will not retain quality 
indefinitely.

Freezing does not sterilize 
the product, but the low 
temperature prevents the 
growth of harmful yeasts, 
molds and bacteria. Some 
micro-organisms are killed by 
freezing but many survive.

A federal law that has 
brought about a more stable 
agriculture, more depen­
dable income, and an im­
proved quality of the en­
vironment in the Great 
Plains is 20 years old this 
month.

The Great Plains Conser­
vation Act was signed into 
law by President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower on Aug. 7, 1956. 
Under terms of the legis­
lation since that time, more 
than 50,000 farmers and 
ranchers in 10 states have 
entered into long-term 
conservation contracts with 
the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture.

In Donley County there 
have been a total of 229 
Great Plains contracts 
developed on 306,627 acres of

land. At present, here in the 
county there are 28 active 
contracts covering 49,960 
acres.
