countless young Americans make 
a decision that is to haunt them 
the rest of their lives. They decide 
not to return  to school and jeop­
ardize their futures in an age in 
which education is a vital p re­
requisite to success.

If you know of young people, 
who because of summer jobs that 
paid well, are considering stay­
ing on the job rather than re tu rn ­
ing to school—please urge them 
to think of the long-range rather 
than short-range gains.

It is estimated that this year 
nearly one million young Ameri­
cans will drop out of school unless 
they can be convinced of the ad­
vantage to themselves and their 
country of completing their edu­
cations. In addition to having the 
hardest time finding employment, 
the school drop-out is more likely 
to become trapped in a routine, 
low-paying job. Last hired, first 
fired is too often the economic 
tragedy that besets school drop­
outs.

Throughout the Nation, busi­
nessmen, trade associations and 
chambers of commerce, educators, 
churches, labor organizations and 
private citizens are working in 
active "Stay - in - School” cam­
paigns.

In this day of technology, it is 
startling to see the statistics: In 
October, 1965, more than 10 m il­
lion youths in the 16 to 24 age 
bracket were out of high school 
and in the labor force—and more 
than 3 million lacked high school 
diplomas. One estimate is that by 
1975, there will be some 32 million 
adults in the labor force who did 
not finish high school. Yet, in his 
lifetime, a high school graduate 
can expect to earn almost twice as 
much as the person who quit 
schoo lbefore finishing the eighth 
grade. Graduates earn almost 20 
percent more than non-graduates 
with but one to three years of 
high school. So. the argum ent to 
persuade youngsters to finish high 
school can be put in dollars and 
cents terms.

TYie rapid growth of the econo 
my has created serious shortages 
in some technical and professional 
career fields. At the same time, 
the need for unskilled workers 
has declined. Huge numbers of 
youngsters are dropping out of 
school before they get enough 
education to meet employers’ h ir­
ing standards for anything but 
unskilled work. High school drop-

OCCUPATION & INVASION 
CURRENCY ON DISPLAY 
AT FARMERS STATE BANK

Twenty-odd years after the 
start of World War II, the cur­
rencies planned for both the Al­
lies and the enemy in the in­
vasion and occupation of other 
countries in concentration and 
prisoner of war camps, has been 
gathered together in a unique col­
lection which will be on public 
display in the lobby of the Farm ­
ers State Bank of Clarendon du r­
ing the month of September.

The collection of Allied Occu­
pational and Invasion Notes Is 
owned by First National City 
Bank of New York and is being 
placed on public exhibition for 
educational purposes. It includes 
more than 20 different currency 
issues ranging from U. S. "yellow 
seal” notes first issued in the in­
vasion of North Africa—and still 
in circulation until worn out—to 
Japanese m ilitary notes issued in 
guilders, sterling, dollars and 
pesos for their designs of empire.

On display will be actual 
prisoner of war and concentration 
camp notes issued by the Nazis,

including W ahrmacht prison 
camp m arks issued to Allied for­
ces as prisoner of war pay while 
held captive by the Nazis.

Representing the fighting free 
world of that era are DeGaullist 
francs issued by the Free French 
Government, Philippine "Victory” 
notes issued to the invasion forces 
of Gen. Douglas M acArthur and 
Allied m ilitary lire, francs and 
marks for the invasion of Sicily 
and France on "D” Day.

1967 WHEAT PROGRAM

Wheat growers who participate 
in the 1967 Wheat Program will 
be eligible for domestic m arket­
ing certificates on about the same 
amount of wheat as in 1966. The 
percentage is 35 compared with 
45 in 1966; however, the increased 
allotment makes the amount 
about the same. We do not know 
what the values of these certifi­
cates will be for 1967. They are 
valued at 81.32 this year.

Please remember that barley 
will not be included in the feed 
grain base for 1967. However, if 
you have had barley base in the 
past, you may plant wheat in 
place of this barley. You may sub­
stitute on an acre-for-acre basis, 
but you must request a special 
barley base for this purpose from 
the ASC County Committee.
