Suspension of USDA's 
"p lant-for-PIK ” program 
averted at least a $50-per 
bale loss for cotton farmers, 
the National Cotton Council 
president said. Wednesday. 
A u g u s t 3.

The suspension, announ­
ced by USDA. resulted from 
Council-supported legisla­
tion passed late last week by 
Congress and signed into law 
by President Reagan shortly 
before midnight Saturday. 
July 30. It requires the 
Department to reopen bids to 
acquire 1982 and earlier crop 
cotton to meet PIK obliga­
tions without the 7 percent cp 
that hobbled the previous bid 
program.

Council President Gerald 
Brewer explained that the 
nqw measure in effect 
prohibits USDA from forcing 
cotton growers who did not 
have sufficient loan cotton 
for their own PIK to sell their 
1983 crop to the government 
at below-market prices.

“This also would have 
forced many of them to 
default on forward contracts 
which they had made with 
the expectation of receiving 
PIK cotton," he added.

A g ricu ltu re  S ec re ta ry  
Block, in announcing reopen­
ing of the bid program in 
Washington, said offers to 
sell cotton to CCC mav be

submitted without regard to 
any maximum bid percent­
age

Brewer said USDA's 
announcement concerning 
reopening of the bid program 
includes an option that could 
be especially helpful to pro­
ducers who had already 
entered their 1982 cotton 
under the earlier bid 
program.

“ As I understand it, these 
producers can now submit 
new bids at a higher rate and 
their earlier bids of up to 7 
percent will be totally invali­
dated." the Council presi­
dent said.

About 417,000 bales were 
acquired by CCC under the 7 
percent bid program.

Brewer cautioned, how­
ever, that if the higher bid is 
not accepted, a producer 
would be expected to reim­
burse CCC at the loan rate 
for those bales received as 
payment under the ealier bid 
program.

The bid program is due to 
be reopened on August 8 and 
continue through August 24.

“ Hopefully, this will mean 
that county ASCS offices 
should receive notification by 
September I as to whether 
an individual producer's bid 
is accepted.“  the Council 
president said.

Hightower disappointed with wheat program

Congressman Jack High­
tower said Thursday, that he 
is disappointed with several 
aspects of the administra­
tion's 1984 Wheat Program 
recently announced by Secre­
tary of Agriculture John 
Block. The program requires 
wheat fanners to idle up to 
50 percent of their wheat 
acreage. Hightower believes 
the administration's program 
will not help to decrease the 
tremendous wheat surplus 
which still gluts the market 
and is preventing wheat pro­
ducers in the 13th district 
from obtaining a reasonable 
price for their commodity.

"This program is not likely 
to reduce our wheat supplies, 
and will, in all probability, 
allow those surpluses to 
increase." Hightower said, 
referring to USDA statistics 
which indicate that surpluses 
could increase by 100 million 
bushels even with this acre­
age reduction program. “ If 
farmers are ever to receive a 
fair price in the marketplace, 
and the cost of farm pro­
grams reduced, then we 
must seriously address the 
problem of price-depressing 
surpluses." Hightowef said.

Hightower pointed out, as 
another weakness of the 1984 
wheat program, the fact that 
it will "Do little if anything to 
prevent a further decrease in 
the net income to wheat 
producers. I know that wheat 
farmers in the 13th district 
would prefer to obtain their 
income from the market­
place, rather than from any 
type of government program, 
Hightower said. "T his 
program will simply not 
allow that." Hightower poin­
ted out. referring to USDA 
figures showing a potential 
drop in net producer returns 
of $1.7 billion in 1984 for the 
nation's wheat producers. 
Hightower said he did not 
believe producers would be 
satisfied with a farm 
program that would not help 
to reverse the downhill trend 
in producer income which is 
contributing to the current 
depression in the agricultural 
sector of our economy

Hightower went on to say 
that he was very upset with 
Ihe confusion which the 
secretary has caused by not 
announcing definite details 
"The secretary is trying to 
hirer Ihe congress t» act on

the target price freeze legis­
lation before he will 
announce the final details of 
the wheat program." High­
tower said. “The secretary 
has assured me several time 
in the past that the wheat 
p rogram  an n o u n cem en t 
would not be tied to the 
outcome of other farm legis­
lation. It's unfortunate that 
he is using these tactics 
which only create uncertainty 
for our producers. This only 
serves to reduce the overall

effectiveness of the program 
because farm ers must 
proceed with planting deci­

sions within the next few 
weeks, and late announce­
ments tend to refuce farmer 
participations." Hightower

said "I hope we can avoid 
the program of a late depart­
ment announcement for the 
1985 program,” Hightower 
said, referring to legislation 
which he is co-sponsonng 
requiring an announcement 
by July 1. 1984

Sunburn 
in U.S.

Each year two million 
people in the United Staes 
suffer some degree of sun­
burn. One out of two in the 
Texas Panhandle will be a 
victim of this soft tissue 
injury. The depth, degree 
and treatment of these injur­
ies is important in order to 
prevent further injury or 
complications, says Kenda 
Wilde a Paramedic in Ama­
rillo.

A first degree burn is 
limited to the most superfi­
cial layers of the skin. It 
produces redness, swelling 
and pain. According to the 
Amarillo Emergency Receiv­
ing Center, a cool tub of 
water with one bottle of Alka- 
Seltzer added will relieve 
some - of the swelling and 
pain. If followed by baby 
lotion, peeling of the outer 
dermal layers will be mini­
mal.

A second degree burn 
produces pain and blistering. 
Severe pain is characteristic 
of these burns because nerve 
endings are irritated and 
hypersensitized. Watery 
blisters may occur at the site 
or sites of the burn. Immerse 
the burned area in cold water 
or apply cold dressings to the 
burn. There are some key 
points to remember in bum 
treatm ent warns Kenda. 
Never put sprays, salves, 
butter, ointments or creams 
on bums. Never rupture 
blisters. If you are unsure 
about the depth of the bum, 
the severity or the extent of 
the bum the person should 
be seen in a medical facility.

Following these few rules, 
a sunburned victim can often 
relieve the pain without caus­
ing damage to the skin or 
underlying tissues. Of 
course, the best medicine is 
prevention states paramedic 
Wilde. Protecting yourself 
with sun screen and covering 
up will prevent serious sun 
bums.

ability to implement them," 
Young said. "For this 
reason, it is critical that 
teachers’ needs and views be 
solicited in every step of the 
process.”

Young, an instructor in the 
College of Education at 
Texas Christian University, 
said the most pressing need 
for immediate reform is in 
the area of teachers’ salaries.

"There is a clear and 
immediate need to raise all 
teachers' salaries by at least 
24 percent over the next two 
years because the current 
shortage of qualified, certi­
fied teachers in Texas con­
stitutes a genuine emergen­
cy,” he added.

The president said TSTA 
cautions the Select Commit­
tee and the public to be wary 
of merit pay schemes which 
are touted by many to be 
“ cure alls” to the many 
problems in education.

"While a case for some 
form of master teacher or 
merit pay certainly can be 
made, we must recognize 
that it will not solve the 
teacher shortage; it will not 
address the need to alter our 
manner of educating poten­
tial teachers; it will not speak 
to the need for reformed 
instructional enviroments; it 
will not alleviate the slip­
shod and irresponsible man­
ner in which too many edu­
cators are presently evalu­
ated; and it will not weed out 
incompetent educators.

"Various versions of merit 
pay plans have been tried bv 
a few states and numerous 
school districts throughout 
the country for many years 
and all have failed," Young 
said.

TSTA has asked the Select 
Committee to "look hard" at 
the quality of teacher evalu­
ation in most school districts 
before preparing any recom­
mendations on matters such 
as merit pay.

The group calls for sweep­
ing reforms in the process of 
preparing teachers to teach 
and adm inistrators to 
manage the schools, state- 
mandated discipline policies, 
funding for high quality 
materials, including com­
puter hardware and software 
and funding formulas for 
determining class sizes »nH 
student-teacher ratios.

Mauro, who serves as 
Chairman of the Veterans 
Land Board, said, “ My 
decision to pursue an ag­
gressive delinquency collec­
tion policy has been a 
success. In just six weeks 
since the forfeiture action 
was taken, approximately 
$232,000 in past due pay­
ments have been collected 
and approximately 150 of the 
delinquent accounts have 
been cleared and reinstat­
ed."

Jack Rains, Veterans Land 
Board member, commended 
Mauro's decision to pursue 
an aggressive delinquency 
collection policy, saying, 
"Both Texas veterans and 
taxpayers will benefit from 
Mauro's insistence on insti­
tuting sound business prac­
tices to run this program."

(J: I have never known
how the citizens' arnst law 
works and under what circum­
stances it is applicable in Texas. 
Can I go out and slop someone 
whom I see breaking the law?

A: Ordinarily, it a felons
or breach of the peace occurs 
in your presence or within sour 
view and you see it occur, you 
may arrest the person who did 
it. You can rely only on what 
you see and hear, not on what 
someone tells you. And you 
have no right of pursuit to 
make the arrest.

You should exercise care in 
using your power of arrest. If 
the situation is bad enough to 
permit you to exercise the 
power, you probably need a 
trained officer. On the other 
hand, if a magistrate orders 
you to serve an arrest warrant 
and you accept the duty, you 
must make the arrest. And if 
a peace officer orders you io

assist in an arrest, you must do
so

Q: Are Mexican divorces
recognized in Texts?

A: The law o f the nation
granting the divorce deter­
mines whether the divorce is 
valid That is. you must meet 
jurisdictional and procedural 
requirements for the court to 
have power to dissolve the 
marriage

A foreign jurisdiction -  be it 
another state or n a tio n -m a y  
have the power to end the m ar­
riage, but it would not have 
jurisdiction over property lo­
cated in Texas.
