Conservation Reserve Contracts 
Which Expire In 1962

Farmers whose Conservation 
Reserve contracts expire Dec. 
11, 1962, will be able to continue 
ill the land under contract for 
ONE YEAR ONLY.

To be eligible to continue the 
'and under 1963 contract, the 
iollowing requirements will be 
applicable to participate in the 
program:

1. Producers must designate 
all of the land on which the CR 
contracts expire in 1962.

2. All of the land expiring in 
1962 will be eligible to be con- 
tinud for 1963 EXCEPT the fol­
lowing:

a. Land for which the owner­
ship has changed since December 
31, 1960 and

b. Land on which the cover 
crop has been destroyed this 
summer or fall.

3. The regular payment rate 
for 1963 will be same as for 1962.

4. Grazing will be permitted 
on the designated acreage. The 
payment rate where the land is 
grazed will be 50 per cent of 
the regular rate.

5. No cost-share payments will 
be made under the 1963 pro­
gram. However, land designated 
under the program will be eligi­
ble for regular ACP cost-sharing.

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OLD OLORY
Fifty stars and thirteen stripes 

star a symbol of the 
and the divine goal to 

which man has aspired from 
time immemorial; the stripe a 
reminder of the rays of light 
emanating from the sun. And 
the colors, red, white and blue, 
recognized throughout the world 
as the emblem of liberty This 
is our flag.

But how much do we actually 
know about this pennant that 
■pells freedom of religion, of 
speech and of peaceable assem­
bly; the right to bear arms plus 
other equally important rights 
that give each American security 
and protection so that no State 
shall deprive a person of life, 
liberty or property without due 
process of law. This could also 
be Interpreted to include a man’s 
reputation — one of his most 
valuable possessions.

The story of the origin of our 
national flag is not unlike the 
history of our great country. We 
received our birthright from the 
peoples of many lands who gath­
ered on these shores to build a 
new life and found a new nation. 
So, also, did the pattern of the 
Stars and Stripes rise from nu­
merous origins back in the mists

infant Republic.
The earlier flags used by our 

forefathers reflected their strug­
gles in the new world. Often­
times beavers, pine trees, rat­
tlesnakes, anchors and various 
like insignia with nvottos such as 
‘Hope,” ’‘Liberty," “Appeal to 
Heaven,” or “Dont Tread on Me” 
were used on the earlier ban­
ners.

However, the first flag to have 
any resemblance to the flag so 
familiar to us today was the 
Grand Union flag, sometimes re­
ferred o as the “Congress Col­
ors.” It, too, was made up of 13 
stripes, alternately red and 
white, representing the Thirteen 
Colonies. The blue field in the 
upper left hand comer bore the 
crosses of St. George and St. 
Andrew, signifying union with 
the mother country. This flag 
was first flown by the ships of 
our Colonial Fleet in December 
of 1775.

Although some historians dis­
pute the story, it is commonly 
believed that Betsy Ross made 
the first flag on June 14, 1777 
the Continental Congress esta­
blished the Stars and Stripes by 
Resolution even though they did 
not specify the arrangement of 
the stars. Establishment of a na­
tional flag became a necessity 
so that our ships at sea would be 
recognized and not mistaken for 
pirate ships.

When the Star Spangled Ban­
ner was first flown by the Con­
tinental Army, General Wash-
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separating it by white stripes, 
thus showing that we have sep­
arated from her, and the white 
stripes shall go down to posted 
ty representing liberty.”

As new states were admitted 
to the Union, it was first sug 
gested that a star and a stripe 
be added but it was soon recog 
nized that the flag could become 
unwieldy so the law of April 4, 
1818 proclaimed that a star be 
added for each new state on the 
4th of July after its admission. 
No change was made in the flag 
from 1012 with he admission of 
New Mexico and Arizona until 
1959 when a star was added for 
Alaska and a year later our 50th 
star, representing H a w a i i a n  
statehood.

Recognition of the Pledge of 
Allegiance to the flag was given 
by the Congress in 1942 and in 
1954 when the phrase “under 
God” was officially added. Pres­
ident Eisenhower, at that time, 
said that “in this way we are 
reaffirming the transcendence 
of religious faith in America’s 
heritage and future; in this way 
we shall constantly strengthen 
those spiritual weapons which 
forever will be our country’s 
most powerful resource in 
peace.”

A very fine booklet was au­
thorized to be published which 
gives the complete history of 
the flag, suggestions about dis 
playing it, and approved customs 
for its use. 1 will be glad to ob­
tain a copy for anyone indicating 
an interest in receiving one.

What’s more, supplies of 
at least 10 foods are in excess 
of normal needs. That means 
they likely will be among your 
most economical food buys.

Three items — apples, broiler- 
fryers and cheese — are featured 
on AMS’s October list of plenti­
ful foods. Supplies are extra- 
huge. Also plentiful this month 
are frozen orange juice, cranber­
ries, pears, grapes, potatoes,

turkeys and rice.
Menu planners will do well to 

serve these foods often. Besides 
offering economy, they enhance 
fall meals with flavor, nutrition 
and color.

W H EN  T H E  L IG H T S  GO OFF 
DOW N ON T H E  FARM

College Station — When the 
electric power fails on the mod­
ern farm many essential opera­
tions are halted. Because much 
of the work of dairymen, poul- 
trymen, sheep producers and 
many others depend on electric 
power, farsighted farmers today 
are preparing for such emergen­
cies by installing stand-by gen­
erating equipment.

According to W. S. Allen, ex­
tension agricultural engineer, 
suppliers are constantly improv­
ing their systems and power 
failures are becoming less fre­
quent. But hurricanes, ice storms 
and other catastrophes of nature 
cannot be predicted and still 
cause interruptions in service.

When choosing a generator the 
farmer may select a completely 
automatic engine driven one or 
a model powered by a farm trac­
tor. The tractor driven type is 
the most popular because it is 
less expensive and the farmer 
has less money invested in a 
piece of equipment that he will 
use only occasionally. These gen­
erators may be belt or power- 
take-off driven, according to 
Allen

The size of he generator can 
be determined by estimating the 
amount of power needed to run

equipment that must be operated 
at all times and selecting one 
that will handle this load. It is 
usually not practical to install a 
generator that will handle the 
entire electrical load of the farm, 
as this would call for a large in­
vestment, says Allen.

Generators are usually rated 
in watts, or in kilowatts, Allen 
explains, and if it is to be power­
ed by a tractor, allow two horse­
power per killowatt capacity of 
the generator. If your generator 
has a 10 kilowatt rating, you 
need a 20 horsepower tractor to 
operate it.

Allen reminds that for safety 
and good service, the generator 
should be installed properly and 
a transfer switch should be part 
of the installation. Farmers 
should consult their electric 
power supplier for help in safe 
and satisfactory installation, Al­
len states.

Success­
ful and aggressive established re­
tailers do not look on new devel­
opments as a menace. They look 
on them as the source of op­
portunity.

SOURCE OF OPPORTUNITY
From time to time, over the 

years, new forces enter retailing. 
Then established retailers must 
devise ways and means of meet­
ing the competition, or suffer a 
loss of business, to perhaps a 
fatal extent. That is the way 
things work in a free enterprise 
system — and that is the reason 
why this system provides the 
consuming public with the great­
est possible selection of goods 
and services at the most reason­
able possible cost. In a competi­
tive economy, idea and innova­
tions, if they are sound, are re­
warded.

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When the department of Pub­

lic Safety was created in 1935 
and the Rangers became a part 
of it, this badge was replaced 
with a solid badge of somewhat 
different shape and design. Then 
in 1957, a different badge was 
adopted for all officers of the 
Department, including the Ran­
gers. This is a modem version of 
the old Ranger badge, with a 
five-pointed star surrounded by 
a royal blue background.

The history of the Rangers 
dates back to 1823 when Ste­
phen F. Austin hired a contin­
gent of 10 men to “range” over 
a wide area to protect his colo­
nists from Indians. Since that 
time, the force has been synon­
ymous with the suppression of 
lawlessness and crime—first the 
Indians, then the bandits and 
cattle-rustlers, then the outlaws 
of the early 20th century and 
finally the modern-day crimi­
nals.
