Seedlings available for local windbreaks
L U B B O C K  —  Seedling applica­

tions for conservation windbreaks are 
now available to Donley County land- 
owners through the Texas Forest Ser­
vice West Texas Nursery or local Soil 
and Water Conservation District.

Several varieties o f evergreens 
and deciduous trees and shrubs are 
available.

Each year, West Texas Nursery 
provides adapted windbreak seed­

lings. at cost, to assist producers in in­
corporating conservation windbreaks 
into their farm ing and/or ranching 
operation

“ Windbreaks are trees and shrubs 
system atically planted adjacent to 
fields, homesteads, or feedlots as a 
barrier to reduce or redirect the wind," 
says Robert Fewin, Texas Forest Ser­
vice forester. Lubbock.

“ And when properly planted, they

become a management tool that ef­
fects every aspect o f the farm or 
ranch.”

Windbreaks create permanent, 
natural protection and habitat for w ild­
life, reduce erosion, and increase land 
value and aesthetics.

Evergreens are sold in boxes of 
30 for $52 and the hardw oods in 
bundles o f 100 for $48. A ll prices in­
clude shipping and handling. Seed­

lings ordered this fall w ill be shipped 
or delivered in the spring o f 1999.

Wildlife packets for habitat estab­
lishment also are available. Each of 
the four wildlife packets contain 100 
bare-root trees and shrubs which ca­
ter specifically to the habitat needs of 
quail and pheasant, deer, turkey or 
squirrel. Each wildlife packet is $46.

West Texas N ursery’s primary 
objective is to produce and sell qual­

ity seedlings at a price landowners can 
afford, allowing them to plant large 
quantities o f trees for windbreaks. Pro­
ducers are encouraged to purchase 
seedlings this fall before preferred 
stock is sold out.

It looks like the feds are going to move ahead with this ridiculous 

anti-trust case against Microsoft
It is simultaneously amusing and disgusting  that the fcderalies ate 

going after B ill Gates -  a man whose company provides quality prod­
ucts at an increasingly affordable price -  while they are protecting an­
other monopoly -  one which provides dismal customer service and in­
creasingly cannot get the job done.

I am talking o f  course about the United States Postal Service.
W hile competition from FedEx and U P S  is giving the Post Office a 

run for its money in the arena o f packaged goods, the U SP S still enjoys 
its government-protected monopoly on the delivery of first class and 
periodicals class mail. It is that very monopoly which creates the postal 
service's lax approach towards its job.

W hile the postal service is spending millions o f dollars on a televi­
sion ad campaign called “F ly  Like A n  Eagle” and while they lay out 
mega-bucks for a new Am arillo Post Office on Western Street, the simple 
fact remains that the U S P S  is a dismal failure at its primary mission -  
delivering the mail.

The most galling thing about the post office is that Americans con­
tinue to pay more money for less service. Earlier this month, die USPS 
raised the rates on periodicals (i.e. T he C la r en d o n  E nterprise and other 
newspapers) mailed out o f county. About this same time, one o f our 
loyal subscribers m the far-off city o f  A m anllo, Texas, missed her news­
paper for three weeks ui a row.

They couldn’t get one newspaper 60 miles down the road for three 
weeks in a row. When alerted to this problem, do you think the postal 
service refunded the money or apologized or offered to maybe find the 
missing mail0 N o , sir In fact, the typical line from postmasters outside 
Donley County is that if the Enterprise doesn’t make it to its intended 
destination, it must be the fault of the mailer and not the mail earner. 
And now they want us to pay more for the privilege o f being taken to the 
cleaners W ell, that's just dandy.

Before the government goes beating up on some innocent free en­
terprise like Microsoft, maybe they should take a long, hard look in the 
mirror In the U SP S, they would find true examples of poor customer 
service, temble performance, and an arrogant attitude.

There may be some light at the end of the tunnel. According to 
Reason magazine, the new Postmaster General W illiam  L . Henderson 
recently told a conference of business customers that the Postal Service 
needs to be deregulated, commercialized.”  He reportedly conceded that 

the mail monopoly w ill eventually end
The end cannot come soon enough however.

Report shows erosion decreases, then hits plateau in 1995
W A S H IN G T O N  -  Total erosion on Am eri­

can cropland decrease by 42 percent from 1912 to 
199S, dropping from 3.4 billion tons in I9S2 to 2 
billion tons in 199$, but has remained unchanged 
since then, according to a special study by the U S  
Department o f Agriculture’s Natural Resources 
Conservation Service (N R C S ).

“ W e did this special study to monitor the im ­
pacts the 1996 Farm B ill had on conservation,”  said 
Perlie S. Reed, C h ie f o f  N R C S . “ Despite the large 
gains since 1982, we found that progress in ero­
sion reduction has remained flat since 1995.**

Other highlights from the 1997 Stale o f the 
Land Update include:

* Th e  rate o f  erosion decreased by 35 percent, 
from 8 tons o f soil loss per acre per year in 1982, 
to 5.2 tons o f soil loss per acre per year in 1997.

• 1.1 million acres o f  cropland were taken out 
o f  production between 1995 and 1997. This land 
was converted to other uses such as pastureland

and some urban development.
• The  average quality o f the land converted to 

cropland between 1995 and 1997 was generally 
lower, with a steeper slope and more erodibility, 
than the average quality o f  the land already being 
used for cropland.

• In just one year, wind erosion control buff­
ers increased by more than 15 percent. There were 
320,900 acres o f  these buffers in used in 1997 -  a 
48,700 acres increase over the amount o f wind ero­
sion control buffers in 1996.

Th e  special report provides data taken from 
6,000 sampling sites across the country, supple­
mented by data collected in 1995 and 1996. It gives 
information on changes in erosion, cropland use, 
and conservation practices and is statistically reli­
able for national analysis. N R C S  collected the data 
through aerial photography and the examination 
of the historical record o f  die land.

Th e  full 1997 National Resources Inventory

(N R I)  report, which w ill be released next year, af­
ter the statistical analysis is completed, covers 
800,000 sample points and 170 data elements. 
Every five years, N R C S  conducts the N R I to pro­
vide a progress report o f  the land on national, stale, 
and local watersheds, or other substate levels. Th is  
report offers  la n d o w n e rs , le g isla to rs , and 
policymakers a record o f  the accomplishments that 
have been made in conservation as well as the prob­
lems that still exist.

Is she amazing? Y o u  decide.
In  Burton M em orial L ib ra ry ’s 

M ay Owen. M D . author Te d  Stafford 
depicts the character o f  a w om an 
whose goal and perseverance against 
many obstacles led her to become one 
o f Texas’ outstanding medical doc­
tors. During a six-decade career, she 
experienced progress from simple folk 
remedies to highest technology.

M ay was born to immigrant par­
ents in Falls County, Texas, in 1891. 
Her family farm duties began at age 2 
when she gathered cook-stove wood. 
She loved and experienced almost 
every phase o f farm life. She could 
break a w ild  horse faster than her 
brothers. Her mother died before M ay 
started to school, leaving more respon­
sibility to eight children.

From  the time M ay entered first 
grade, her greatest jo y  was learning 
and reading. H e r fam ily could not 
understand her intrigue for reading. 
The  only book in the house was the 
Bible, seldom used except on special 
occasions. W hile still a young girl, 
she read from Genesis to Revelations 
several times. A  teacher or neighbor 
occasionally loaned her a book. Th e  
County Vet furnished veterinary jour­
nals.

A t  age nine. M ay announced her 
desire to become a doctor at a time 
when women doctors were practically 
unheard of.

During the first foil at T C U ,  
she traveled home on weekends to 
help with crop harvesting. Returning 
to school on M onday mornings, her 
desire for more education never fal­
tered

D r. Trum an C . Terrell became a

dynamic factor in M a y ’s life, assur­
ing her o f  college completion, offer­
ing opportunity o f  w ork in his profes­
sional medical lab, and suggesting 
Medical School after graduation.

M a y  received m any M ed ica l 
School rejections before she was fi­
nally accepted to Louisville Medical 
School. Assum ing there w ould be 
other women students, she was sur­
prised to find she was the only one. 
Th e  male students, curious about a 
woman from Texas with medical as­
pirations, were not too pleased about 
her attendance there. None spoke to 
her after the first session. Readers w ill 
be amused at the circumstances in 
which they accepted M ay and would, 
later, admire her as an equal..

A fte r  va luable  experience at 
M ayo C lin ic, N ew  Y o rk ’s Belleview 
and Scott and White Hospitals, M ay 
returned to her beloved Texas, confi­
dent that she could deal with any situ­
ation in her specialty.

First Texas Medical Association 
W o m a n  President and Te x a s  
W om en’s Hall o f  Fame induction are 
only tw o o f  M a y ’s numerous distin­
guished honors.

H e r life was one o f  h u m ility , 
modesty, determination, and generos­
ity. Hum ble and modest because, al­
ways sharing credit an acknowledg­
ing others for successes, she never 
tried to become known because o f  her 
accomplishments. Determined be­
cause o f  love and devotion to M edi­
cal research to benefit others. Gener­
ous because o f  physical and financial 
aid w illingly  given to students. A l ­
most 500 current doctors began their 
profession through D r. O w e n ’s per­
sonal efforts. Th e  M a y  O w en Irrevo­
cable Trust for student loans which 
began decades ago is still active.

T h is  exceptional la dy Te x a n  
maintained alertness, w orking until 
the day before she died in 1988, three 
weeks before her 97th birthday.

“ W ith a few clicks, and a little 
typing, many sales tax payers can now 
file their returns on die W orld Wide 
W eb,” said Sharp. “ W ebFile allows 
certain businesses an easy, efficient, 
and fast way to file their sales tax re­
turn and avoid paperwork. It’s easier 
for the taxpayer and more efficient for 
us.”

It also puts the Te x a s  
Comptroller’s Office in the lead na­
tionally in using the W orld  W ide Web 
for tax filing.

“ A s  far as w e can determine, 
we’re the first state to do this," said 
Sharp.

The new WebFile Internet service 
fo llo w s the success o f  the 
Comptroller’s TeleFile service, which 
allows taxpayers to file returns over a 
touch tone phone by calling 1-888- 
4 F IL IN G  ( I -888-434-5464). That ser­

vice began January I ,  1996.
During the last fiscal year, over 

250,000 returns were filed that met 
W ebFile  criteria: short-form  filers 
with no tax due and long-form filers 
who had no sales at any o f their out­
lets.

O v e r  160,000 taxpayers now  
qualify to use W ebFile, saving them 
postage, paperw ork, and valuable 
time, and m aking it easier for the 
Com ptroller’s Office to process their 
return.

“ W e ’re always looking for ways 
to make the task o f  filing tax returns 
faster and easier,”  Sharp said. “Th is  
is another step in that ongoing pro­
cess.”

Those with Internet access can go 
to the Com ptroller’s W indow on State 
Government W eb page and file their 
return any time, 24 hours a day, seven 
days a week.

“T w o  years ago we did a taxpayer 
survey and found almost a fourth o f  
our taxpayers had Internet access," 
said Sharp. “That figure is at least up
