A Gift of Life bv Dennis Knowles

This time of year the 
streets are full of people 
rushing around trying to find 
the perfect gift for that 
special person. One parent 
will buy that baby his first 
teddy bear or the young man 
will invest in the promise 
ring for his fiancee, but no 
gift will match that which 
Billie Dunn gave her brother, 
Tony-the gift of life.

Tony Shew, 38 years of 
age, was stricken with di- 
abetis at the age of 17. 
Over the past few years his 
kidneys began to fail him. 
Finally in May of 1983 Tony 
was placed, on dialysis hop­
ing to find a suitable kidney 
donor. Tony's kidneys once 
again were about to stop 
functioning. His eyes were 
beginning to go along with 
many other vital functions. 
His wife, three kids and 
grandbaby watched his con­
dition deterriorate. Each of 
them knew without a kidney 
transplant her husband, their 
dad and her grandfather 
would die, but who could 
donate a kidney? In August 
Billie Dunn received a call 

"from her m other, Mary 
Elizabeth Shew from 
Abilene, Texas. The call 
concerned Billie's brother, 
Tony. Immediately Mrs. 
Shaw began informing Billie 
of Tony’s condition and the 
fact that he would die if a 
kidney was not given by a 
close member of the family 
or a suitable donor. At this 
time Billie knew she was to 
be the one to donate her gift 
of life-no matter how great 
the cost might be.

Billie and her four sisters, 
two from Abilene and the 
remaining two from Lub­
bock. drove to Parkland 
Memorial in Dallas for ex­
tensive tests to see who 
would be the most acceptable 
contributor. Four of the 
sisters matched each other, 
while only one matched Tony 
and that was Billie Dunn.

Billie was prepared and 
willing to risk her life to save 
her brother. Their relation­
ship was not very close since 
Tony married and moved off 
when Billie was only 13, but 
still Billie was the only one 
who could give Tony a 
chance to live. The doctors 
stated. "The holiday season 
(Thanksgiving) is approach­
ing and a lot of atcidents will 
occur. Possibly one of the 
cadavers’ kidneys would 
match Tony's and you would 
not be forced to give your 
kidney." Bill responded, 
“ Tony might not be able to 
wait. I have been the most 
biologically suitable. It is 
meant for me to give him a 
chance.” The thing Billie 
could not stand was to see 
her brother lying helplessly 
in pain. At this point nothing 
would stop her from making 
Tony's life more pleasant.

The doctors began to give 
Billie literature to read in 
order to explain the proce­
dure that was about to take 
place. One doctor stated that 
she had a 95% chance of 
making it, but anytime a vital 
organ is given up it reduces 
the chance of living. Billie 
felt her husband, Danny, 
indicated a little more 
apprehensive than she did. 
His love eased any fear she 
might have had. Billie had 
no fear o f ' death or even 
being handicapped after the 
surgery. "The people of 
Garendon helped reassure 
me by all their support and 
prayers come out for the 
best. Mv church, tht Church 
of Christ, really is helping 
me through this ordeal. '

believe the prayers are the 
deciding factors making the 
operation a success,” though 
Billie. Opal Messer is one of 
the last individuals Billie 
talked to from Garendon 
before going to Dallas for the 
surgery. Opal’s positive 
attitude reassured Mrs. 
Dunn all would be fine. 
Billie who had never had an 
operation before was won­
dering what an operation 
would be like when Opal 
stated, "I have had three 
operations and everything 
worked out - you will be just 
fine."

Before leaving Billie ex­
plained to her two children, 
Adrian, age 6, and Jason, 5, 
that their Uncle Tony is very 
sick and needed some of her 
kidneys. Since she had two 
and he barely had one she 
would share one of hers, so 
he could get well. With her 
children's minds at rest she 
could leave for Dallas. 
When leaving Billie's 
daughter, Adrain, said 
When I get big I'll give my 
kidney away like you, 
Mommy!"

On November 9, the night 
before the surgery, Billie 
Dunne was at peace and 
ready for the next morning. 
One doctor came in to visit, 
possibly to reassure Billie all 
would turn out great. The 
doctor visited for a while and 
commented, "A person in 
the streets of Dallas has a 
greater chance of dying than 
you will in surgery tomor­
row.” Billie was awakened 
around 6 a.m. Nov. 10 and 
taken to the operating room 
at 7 a.m. Billie knew as soon 
as the oxygen mask was 
placed on her face the sooner 
it would be over with. She 
would awaken and all would 
be alright.

“ The kidney transplant 
was successful...your broth­
er accepted your kidney with 
no signs of rejection or com­
plication,” were the first 
words Billie heard as she 
awoke. Billie made it. Her 
brother could live with less 
pain in his life. Nothing 
could be more satisfactory 
than what Billie did. Billie 
was in the hospital for 8 days 
while Tony remained in the

Cedar Point-Pea Ridge School
One rather unusual school 

in Donley County concerns a 
single one-room schoolhouse 
which served two different 
schools and gets no mention 
in most of the history of the 
county educational system 
and its various seats in the 
county.

This particu lar small 
school was one room and was 
mounted on skids. The skids 
were the means of transport­
ing the school from each of 
its locations on alternate 
years.

Cedar Point was a spot on 
a small hill where a few cedar 
trees grew on the land which 
most readers would describe 
as Lewis land on the Rowe 
Ranch sections, although it is 
now known if Mr. Lewis had 
purchased the land at that 
time. Pea Ridge was a site 
located on a small rise of 
ground between the Kalka 
and Folley places a few miles 
away.

One year there would be 
Cedar Point School and the 
following year there would 
be Pea Ridge school. For the 
most part it is assumed the 
change was made without 
incident. However one year 
at the beginning of school 
one of the Hodge youngsters 
returned home to say there 
was no schoolhouse at Cedar 
Point. Mr. Hodge strapped 
on his gun when informed of 
this state of educational 
lapse and left the house. 
Upon returning he an­
nounced that there would be 
a school at Cedar Point the 
next day-and there way.

Ashtola-
Martin

Fragmentary information 
indicates that the Cedar 
Point-Pea Ridge School 
closed about 1913 in a con­
solidation move with Skillet.

Later the Skillet school was 
consolidated and the stu­
dents from that part of the 
county attend the Alanreed
schools.

In August Liz Craft, re- 
ccntlv a new. grandmother, 
decided to join the Howard- 
wick Fire Department.

When 
asked whv she wanted to be .a 
firefighter. Liz replied, “ It is 
reallv verv simple. _ Mv 
husband.

T he. two 
women ouit o ra  oerson-could 
say "retired” from their jobs 
in .order to fulfill a fantasy 
each had to -travel.and see 
the U.S. “ Our main goaLis 
to let people know that senior 
citizens are -still physically 
fit. able-bodied people with 
sharp minds." stated Jan 
Rose. Louise went on further 
bv indicating they wanted to 
show .everyone th a t  the 
senior citizens of this country 
was able to do snore than live 
a life in a rocking chair. By 
the w av,..their motto is 
“ We're Off .Our Rockers” 
which perfectly describes 
these women. The average 
ladies, no not average, b u t. 
women full of zest-who have 
aJot of love and kindness to 
give the people thev encount­
er best describes the two. 
Jan a n d . Louise go to 
convalescent, homes and 

Senior Citizen centers striv­
ing to giveJiope and-goodwill 
in the process. . A fund was 
established before .leaving 
Las Vegas in . which J00  
percent of the contributions 
are-used to help needy Senior 
Citizen Centers or handicap­
ped-individuals. I t  is called 
Seniors Walking Across Am 
erica Fund.

The women trained, for 
nine months bv hiking from 
Nevada to Idaho and then 
having some fun bv “ tub­
ing” down a snow covered 
mountains on innertubes. 
The.Roses' carry 35*40 lb. 
back packs which, contain 
only the essential tools 
necessary for the tw o's 
survival. The packs contain 
fruit, cheese, coffee, vita­
mins, peanut butter and 
crackers. Down-filled coats 
accompany them, along with 
a tent they set up alongside 
the road at night when not 
staying in a motel.

The team of two walked 
from Las Vegas to Tucum- 
cari, .New Mexico before a 
trucker "k idnapped '.' the 
ladies. He did so out-of 
kindness. The unidentified 
trucker told Jan and Louise 
thev should not hike across 
the -panhandle of Texas 
because it is so-severe during 
the winter with towns far 
apart.-The truckers said. “ I 
am going to carry vou to the 
best little town in Texas for 
ya'll to recuperate with a 
friendly and safe environ­
m ent." He drove until a sign 
indicated the words-Claren- 
don, Texas. This was to-be a 
place to rest for awhile. 
Immediately, Jan and Louise 
Rose found the town was just 
like the trucker had describ­
ed. Clarendon- welcomed 
them , but to. its dismay 
the women disappeared in 
the Bain apartment complex. 

The two spent U/i weeks 
resting before being inter­
viewed. Also, the. women ate 
writing a book on their 
ventures as thev travel. Jan 
Rose completed the first four 
chapters in Clarendon.

These women, are not vour 
ordinary hitchhikers seen .on 
the highways, but -indivi­
duals dedicated, to a justifia­
ble cause. Each has three 
children and are widows. 
Jan’s daughter, Dr. Joan 
Rose of Las Vegas, is the 
public relation chairperson of 
the venture. All the contacts 
are made-through Joan.. A 
little additional background 
information -of the women 
includes Louise Rose being a 
“ Oueen for a-dav" on the 
game show in hollvwood, 
California in 1963. She won 
her trip-to the Mardi Gras 
Celebration at New Orleans. 
Jan  worked for th e . state 
while Louise was a casino 
cashier for a hotel on the Las 
Vegas strip. Now the Roses' 
have a job thev have always 
wanted to-do and that is their 
mission of goodwill thev are 
currently on.

W hen-asked what thev 
would like to do in -the 
P anhand le ,. th ev . replied 
"first-we would like to ride 
horsesand round up cattle on 
a--ranch, second-we would 
like to see cotton being 
processed, and thirdlv-see a 
nart o tthe  panhandle.” - On 
Monday the women toured

the Clarendon Coop gin and 
helped the employees gin 
cotton. Jerry Green allowed 
the Roses' to ride on a 
combine. .

The greatest two benefits 
received thus far in-the trip is 
that. Louise gave jip  her 3 
pack, a day smoking Jiabit 
(which was no easy task) and 
the fact that thev have 
encouraged many people to 
get out-of their rockers and 
enjoy life!

Thursdav-night Channel 7 
KVI1-TV will interview the 
women after their venture in 
Canyon and Amarillo. The 
news media has followed 
these women everywhere 
thev have gone. The-three 
networks and the associated 
press coveted Jan and Louise 
in a press conference before 
the two left Nevada.. Good 
Morning America of. ABC 
invited the tw o -"y o u n g " 
women for an interview. 
Everv newspaper along the 
wav has been eager-to hear 
and tell the captivating tales 
of Jan and Louise..
-  Future plans include-visit­
ing former President Jimmv 
Carter in Plains. Georgia and 
conversing with the current 
president. Ronald Reagan, at 
the White House in Wash­
ington. D.C.

Clarendon is disappointed 
to see-the Roses leave, but 
the citizens understand thev 
have to complete their goals.

Yes, the United states still 
has those who. seek to help 
others while fulfilling their 
own-personal goals. Jan and 
Louise, vou are now loved bv 
Clarendon, Texas as well as 
the rest of the country. The 
exploits of Jan and Louise 
Rose to be continued in 
future editions of the Claren­
don Press over the next two 
•’ears.

T hat C hristm as, 2.4 m il­
lion  copies o f  th e  now 
in ternationally  fam ous story  
were presented  to  children 
all over the  coun try . Rudolph 
reappeared in 1946 in a sim i­
lar holiday p rom otion  tha t 
required  3.6 m illion copies 
o f  the  booklet.

T he follow ing year, M ont­
gom ery Ward gave the c o p y ­
right for R udolph  to  May. 
Tw o years la ter, R u d o lp h ’s 
longevity was assured when 
Jo h n n y  Marks w ro te  h is

Clarendon PreM, Than., Dec. 22. 1983
famous “ R udolph, the Red- 
Nosed R eindeer” song. Gene 
A u try ’s recording rocketed  to  
the top  o f  th e  hit parade in 
1949 — R udo lph 's 10th  b ir th ­
day. It was A u try ’s biggest 
selling record.

May later recalled, “ When 
R udolph becam e so popular, 
I felt like a fa ther whose 
son had becom e president. 
.1 had created , som ething big­
ger and m ore im portan t than  
1 could ever hope to  b e ."

R udolph w ent on to  be­
com e a TV  star in 1964 and 
reruns have delighted children 
o f all ages alm ost every year 
since.

M ay’s great affection  for 
his life-like creation c o n tin ­
ued until 1976, when he died 
at the the  age o f 71. R udolph 
was 37.

T hat Christm as, R u do lph ’s 
nose d id n ’t glow hardly at 
all, and i t ’s said th a t Santa 
had to  m ake his rounds 
w ithout him because he was 
so sad. But h e ll con tinue  to  
make his usual rounds with 
Santa th is Christm as Eve, 
foggy or .not.
