Texas Municipal League, com-

herited from the 19th century.”
Texas cities were spending $528
million a year six years ago. Six
now, city spending

Within 10 to 15 years it will
reach $1 billion annually.

These common, national prob-
lems are reasons why pressures
on the Congress increase as aid
is sought by States and cities
from the Federal government.
Too many Americans assume the
Federal treasury has a never-
ending supply of money for ur-
ban renewal, for alleviating big-
city transportation problems, for
building more highways, for aid-
ing education, for correcting pol-
lution problems.

Congress this year must pay
heed to these State and local
problems. It should recognize
them, not by stepping up grants-
in-aid but by alleviating tax
pressures on American citizens
from the Federal level. This feel-
ing is one reason why a tax cut
is very likely — and a good rea-
son why it is desirable. Reduced
Federal taxation would provide
leeway for tax increases that
seem sure to come in many cities
and States.

STUBBLE MULCHING

Stubble-mulch farming is a
planned system of tillage opera-
tions and use of crop residues to
conserve soil and water. It in-
cludes harvesting, preparing the
seedbed, controlling weeds and
planting in such a way that pro-
tective amounts of residue of
the previous crop remain on the
soil surface until a new crop is
established.

The residue of small grain,
grain sorghum and other high
residue-producing crops is suit-
able for stubble-mulch farming.

The stubble left on the surface
of the soil protects the soil from
raindrop splash and wind. It
eventually decays and returns to
the soil a humus.

Wind erosion is a problem on
many unprotected soils, but is
more severe on sandy soils. The
critical wind erosion period in
the Rolling Plains is from late
fall to late spring. Water erosion
can be a problem wherever
slopes are steep enough that run-
off will occur. A protective sur-
face cover is necessary during
seedbed preparation and through
the planting of the following
crop. Surface residues will pro-
tect the soil until the newly
planted crops can develop suf-
ficiently to take over this pro-
tective role.
