Ronald Gooch o f Claren­
don, Donley County Exten­
sion agent for the paat 18 
years, has been named to 
receive the Distinguished 
Service Award, the highest 
recognition given by the 
National Aaaociation o f 
Cauntj Agricultural Agents 
(NACAA).

The award is presented 
annually to county agents 
throughout the nation who 
have made outstanding con­
tributions to agriculture and 
improved living, says Wood 
County Extension Agent 
Johnny Gates, president of 
the Texas County Agricul­
tural Agents Association 
(TCAAA).

Gooch is one o f eight 
county agents with the Texas 
A g r icu ltu ra l E xtension  
Service, Texas A&M  Uni­
versity System, to receive the 
award. Others (and their 
counties) are Gordon L. 
Ford, Hopkins; Johnnie 
Cooper, Fort Bend; Sam 
Kuykendall, Menard; Glenn 
Huddleston, Anderson; W il­
liam L. Schumann, Comal;

and Robert D. Adamson, 
Hansford.

Texas award winners will 
be recognised at the TCAAA 
annual meeting Auguat 7-10 
at Wichita Falls. Actual 
presentation o f awards will 
be at the NACAA meeting 
October 8-13 at Wichita, 
Kan.

Gooch began his Extension 
career in Wheeler County in 
1962 and later served in 
Moore County. Several 
years later he transferred to 
Harrison County and then 
was appointed to his present 
position in 196S.

While in Donley County he 
initiated many educational 
programs in brush and weed 
control, cotton insect control,

crop varieties, soil fertility 
and beef cattle selection.

Section 5. Rate case ex­
pense is not included in the 
calculation of proposed rates.
If rate case expense is in­
curred in this current case, it 
is the intention of Lone Star 
Gas Company to recover the 
current and any prior rate 
case expense through a sur­
charge designed for a six- 
month nominal recovery 
period. The surcharge per 
Mcf wuld be calculated by 
dividing the rate case ex­
pense to be recovered by 
one-half of the adjusted an­
nual sales volume to resi­
dential and commercial cus­
tomers. If there is no current 
rate case expense. When a 
surcharge is applicable, 
monthly status reports will 
be provided to account for 
the collections.

Section 6. In addition to 
the aforesaid rates. Company 
shall have the right to collect 
such reasonable charges as 
are necessary to conduct its 
business and to carry out its 
reasonable rules and regula­
tions in effect. The service 
charges set forth in Item E, 
in the Attachment hereto 
which is incorporated herein 
are approved. Services for 
which no charge is set out in 
Item E may be performed 
and charged for by Company 
at a level established by the 
normal forces of competition.

Section 7. The rates set 
forth in this ordinance may 
be changed and amended by 
either the Gty or Company in 
the manner provided by law. 
Service hereunder is subject 
to the orders of regulatory 
bodies having jurisdiction, 
and to the Company's Rules 
and Regulations currently on 
file in the Company’s office.

ALZHEIMER’S

Shrinkage injsize and weight of the brain is 
an inevitable consequence of. old age for 
most people.. With this shrinkage comes 
some. loss, o f memory^ and intellectual 
function (known as senile dementia when 
severe). When-this same .process occurs 
before, the senile period, it is known as 
Alzheimer’s disease - named after the 
researcher who described the condition.

The individual with Alzheimer’s may 
eventually become apathetic, socially with- 
drawn^and unable.to speak oLmove about. 
There isaio known cause for .this irreversible 
brain-disorder. Several drugs have been 
used in attempts to reverse the progression 
of the disease and to restore intellectual 
function.

Naloxone, a drug used to treat narcotic 
overdoses, has been the topic of recent news 
stories concerning the treatment of Alzhei­
mer’s. Researchers, reporting in The New 
England Journal of Medicine found .that 
naloxone helped restore partial .intellectual 
functions imafflictedpersons. Unfortunately, 
naloxone jnust be given by injection several 
times daily. Use of this drug on a routine 
basis to treat Alzheimer’s is far from a 
reality-Naloxone use in this condition, is a 
research breakthrough, but the drug’ s 
practical application is probably far off.
