The fact that hot weather
and high utility bills go hand
n hand apparently is being
proved again by West Tex-
ans

Electric energy usage in
the West Texas Utilities Co.
svstem soared to new records
this past week as tempera-
tures throughout the terri-
tory hit the 100;degree mark.

A new record was set on
Monday, July 25, when UTU
customers used 19,286,000
kilowatthours during a 24-
hour period. This record was
broken the following day
when consumption totaled
19,318,000 kilowatt hours.
The old record was
19.216,000 KWH recorded
n July 23, 1981

The peak demand this year
still had not reached the
all-time record of 994,000
kilowatts, which was set at §
p-m. Aug. 27, 1982. Peak
demand is the largest
amount of electricity being
used at any given moment
during the day. Highest peak
so far this year was 982 000

kilowatts on Tuesday, July
26.

"“We expect the demand to.
go higher, but we should
have no problem supplying
our customers’ needs,’’ said
Don Welich of Abilene, WTU
vice president and director of
customer services.

WTU's on-system gener-
ating capacity currently is
1,059,000 kilowatts. This
means that with last year's
peak demand the Company
had a reserve capacity of 6
per cent, while the safe
reserve is comsidered to be
15-20 per cent.

To assure a reliable sup-
ply, WTU has contracts to
purchase power when neces-

sarv from neighboring electri
sary from neighboring

Oklaunion Power Station
comes on line in late 1986.
This station, now under con-
struction near Vernon, will
increase WTU's generating
capacity by about one-third.

Postal Service projected surplus for
this year $500 million

The following statement
was issued Friday, July 8 by
Robert L. Hardesty, Chair-
man of the Board of Gover-
nors of the U.S. Postal
Service, at the Board's July
meeting in Austin, Texas:

At the outset of this meet-
ing | want to say a few words
on a subject that has received
a great deal of attention in
the newspapers and broad-
cast media over the last few
months--postal rates, and
when they’re going to go up
again.

The first point that needs
to be clarified is that it is the
Board of Governors of the
United States Postal Ser-
vice--not the president or the
Postmaster General or the
Postal Rate Commission--
that determines when a new
rate case will be filed. To
date, no such filing has been
made--or authorized.

Because the Board has the
key responsibility in this
area, | believe we owe the
mailing public a clear and
candid explanation of what

our thinking is on this sub-
ject, and what the public
should expect in the weeks
and months ahead.

Since the fall of 1981,
when the price of a First-
Class stamp was set at 20
cents, postal rates have re-
mained essentially un-
changed. During this period
the Postal Service has en-
joyed substantial surpluses.
In Fiscal Year 1982 the sur-
plus was $802 million. As for
fiscal year 1983, which still
has three months to run, I am
pleased to announce today
that we are now projecting a
surplus of approximately
$500 million for the year.

These figures reflect the
success of postal manage-
ment, with substantial sup-
port from the Board, in
raising productivity and con-
trolling costs. But they also
are attributable in large part
to an unexpected and spec-
tacular drop in the inflation
rate.

For these reasons, | am
also pleased to announced
that the Board has deter-
mined that there is no need
for a general rate increase
until October of 1984--at the
earliest. In other words, the
effective date of any increase
is at least 15 months away!

As proud as we are of last
year's surplus of $802 million
and our success so far this
year, we have to keep these
figures in perspective.

First, this is a $24 billion a
year business with 675,000
employees. This year's pro-
jected surplus of $500 million
is less than our payroll for a
single two-week period.

Second, our projection for
this year is of a surplus
significantly lower than the
one we enjoyed last year, and
we are rapidly approaching
the time when we expect
losses in each accounting
period. Based on present
projections, our loss |next
year could exceed $1 billion.

This Board has tried to
spread out rate increases to
give both mailers and the
Postal Service the benefit of
rate stability. We know that

rate increases can’t be post-
poned forever, but our goal
has been to keep them at
least three years apart.

Since last winter we've
carefully monitored the
financial performance of the
Postal Service to determine
whether and when a postal
rate increase may be needed.
Long-range strategic plan-
ning is absolutely vital be-
cause we cannot put new
rates into effect as soon as
we determine they are
critically needed. The pro-
cess of setting new rates
takes 10 months or more.

None of us welcomes a rate
increase. Yet, none of us
wants to jeopardize the
financial health of a service
that is vital to the well-being
of this country and every one
of its citizens.

The figures we have seen
over the last few months
have been exceptionally
strong. Volumes have
climbed, and the overall
inflation rate has remained at
a low level. These cir-
cumstances have made it
possible for us to defer filing
for a rate increase during the
past six months.

Our decision to defer a
filing may entail a need to
borrow. We recognize that
every month a rate increase
is deferred represents a sig-
nificant saving to mailers,
and we want to stretch out
the time between rate in-
creases to the maximum that
prudence and good business
judgment will allow. We also
know that postponing a rate
increase encourages--in-
deed, it requires--self-dis-
cipline and creates a power-
ful incentive for all of us to
cut costs and increase pro-
ductivity.

We have had but one
objective throughout this
process: To ensure that the
United States Postal Service
remains the best postal sys-
tem in the world, moving
more mail at lower rates than
any other. | want to assure
the mailing public that we
will continue our efforts
toward that end.
