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Official* of State and Federal 
water agencies and of river au­
thorities and cities, heard the 
Texas Water Commission outline 
the procedures by which it will 
develop a statewide water plan 
for Texas.

They gave it their warm en­
dorsement, and pledged to help 
the state agency in its job of put­
ting all the many regions and 
river basin plans into a unified 
whole.

However, spokesmen for cities 
disagree sharply over the vital 
issue of diverting water from 
areas or surplus to areas of need.

In two conferences called by 
Texas Water Commission, city 
officials and river authority and 
district leaders heard eight ob­
jectives of statewide water plan­
ning outlined. In a third conferen­
ce on December 10, industry rep­
resentatives reviewed the pro­
posed program.

TWC Chief Engineer John Van- 
dertulip lists these goals for the 
planning program:

An adequate water supply for 
all purposes — flood control, 
water resources for fish and wild­
life, water quality management, 
ground water recharge, and pro­
visions for navigation, drainage, 
and hydro-electric power;

Coordination of proposals of 
state, local and federal agencies

with a view to statewide and area 
needs;

Determination of feasibility of 
converting sea water and brack­
ish waters into fresh water;

Determining and specifying 
dams, conduits and other physical 
facilities needed;

Establishment of a timetable 
for construction;

Determining agency coordina­
tion necessary in operation of 
projects for maximum benefits;

Division of responsibility among 
federal, state and local interests 
in financing, building and oper­
ating water facilities; and 

Recommending means of carry­
ing out the responsibilities.

Rights and property in basins 
of origin must be protected and 
assurances given that only sur­
plus waters will be exported, 
Vandertulip said.

Representatives of areas with 
rich water resources warned 
against penalizing their growth 
and prosperity by tapping their 
supplies to aid less fortunate re­
gions. A reas  of sh o rtag e  u rg e d  
consideration of th e ir  needs.

John Simmons of Orange, gen­
eral manager of Sabine River 
Authority and president of Texas 
Water Commission, warned ag­
ainst inflexibility and called for a
living plan” that can be brought 

up to date regularly.

ONE HOUSE LEGISLATURE— 
Latest of the proposals being pre­
pared for the 1965 Legislature is 
one from Rep. Will Smith of 
Beaumont to abolish the State 
Senate and establish a one-house 
Legislature, such as the one in 
Nebraska.

Smith’s unicameral plan, which 
he says he’ll introduce shortly 
after the Legislature convenes 
on January 12, includes proposals 
to reduce the House of Repre­
sentatives’ membership from 150 
to 100, and raise House members’ 
pay from $4,800 a year to $10,000 
a year.

The lieutenant governor’s job 
of presiding over the Senate also 
would be abolished. This is one 
bill that likely will not make it 
through either house of Texas’ 
bicameral Legislature, much less 
both.

POLLUTION — Texas Water 
Pollution Control Board, set back 
in court in its efforts to prevent 
pollution of West Texas ground 
water supplies by oilfield brine, 
announces that it will appeal the 
decision to the higher courts.

But the board will continue 
to supervise disposal of oil and 
gas brine after it leaves the pro 
ducer’s hands.

MENTAL HEALTH REPORT 
RECEIVED — Texas ranks 39th 
among the states In services to 
the mentally ill, the Committee 
for Mental Health Planning re­
ports.

Committee’s report to Gov. 
John Connally emphasizes the 
need for consolidation of all 
state mental health services.

Early detection, early treatment 
and a tremendous saving of time 
and money on the part of the 
patient and the taxpayers were 
listed as some of the prime bene­
fits of the community care cen­
ter program the committee re­
commends.

COURT SPEAKS — Third 
Court of Civil Appeals agreed 
with trial court that El Paso 
Electric Company must pay oc­
cupation tax to the state for 
electricity sold in Texas, though 
generated by its New Mexico 
power station. Company had ar­
gued that tax would violate in­
terstate commerce clause of the 
federal constitution and create 
risk of multiple tux burden on 
in te rs ta te  business .

T h ird  Court a ls o  d e c la re d  u n ­
constitutional an amendment to 
state liquor laws aimed at regu­
lating export businesses operating 
along Texas’ border. Decision up­
held Austin district court decision 
that state could not regulate the 
exporters handling liquor through

customs bonded warehouses.
A Pecos County farmer, James 

T. Slaughter, won a five-year 
battle for water rights on Barilla 
Creek when the State Supreme 
Court endorsed a ruling that his 
water rights were secure under 
the 1695 Irrigation Act, and had 
not been diminished by passage 
of a 1913 law.

SMALL TRACT VICTORY — 
Ten operators of 22 wells in Port 
Acres Field of Jefferson County 
were granted bigger special gas 
production allowables by Texas 
Railroad Commission.

Commission order sets allow­
able of 325,000 cubic feet daily 
for 382 days, 238,000 cubic feet a 
day afterward, instead of 150,000 
cubic feet previously established. 
Commission agreed earlier allow­
able set on November 14, 1963 
would not permit them to re- 
civer their investment. Operators 
had asked allowable of 350,000 
cubic feet a day.

WELFARE ROLLS INCREASE 
—Texans on welfare rolls increas­
ed from 260,781 to 264.639 during 
the last year, Texas Department 
of Public Welfare reports.

DPW’s annual report shows 
public assistance payments of 
$221,100,000. Biggest share, $159, 
400,000, went to old age assistance 
for an average of 230,005. Grants 
ranged from $5 to $83, and aver­
aged $58.16 a month.

Aid to families with dependent 
children came to $18,700,000; aid 
to needy blind to $4,000,000; and 
aid to permanently and totally 
disabled to $6,200,000. Adminis­
trative and service costs were 
$10,100,000. Federal government 
provided 74 per cent of all funds, 
of $164,000,000.

ONE RURAL TRAFFIC 
ACCIDENT IN DONLEY 
COUNTY FOR NOVEMBER

HOLIDAY DEATH TOLL 
ESTIMATED AT 190

The Texas Department of Public 
Safety estimated today that 190
persons will meet violent death 
during the coming Christmas- 
New Year’s holiday season, in­
cluding 105 traffic fatalities.

In addition to the traffic toll, 
it is estimated there will be 40 
suicides and homicides and 45 
accidental deaths other than traf­
fic.

Col. Homer Garrison, Public 
Safety Director, said the es­
timate is compiled by the DPS 
Statistical Services on the basis 
of past experience and the cur­
rent traffic trend.

“The deaths that occur in 
traffic during the 11-day holiday 
period will be the tragic last ad­
ditions to the worst year in Texas 
history for traffic fatalities,” he 
said.

“The DPS is carrying out its 
annual special emphasis program 
called “Operation Deathwatch”,

WELFARE STATE

U. S. News & World Report has 
published a chart that every tax­
payer should study. It shows the 
incredible growth of federal sub­
sidies to the state and local gov­
ernments.

In 1954 this spending totaled 
$2.7 billion. The figure for the 
current year is $10 2 billion. Next 
year, according to official esti­
mates, it will reach $10.6 billion.

A very large part of this goes 
for a lengthy list of aid and wel­
fare projects, along with such 
innovations as federally-financed 
slum clearance and housing de­
velopments.

SOIL CONSERVATION 
DISTRICT NEWS

GOOD RANGE MANAGEMENT
A key to a sound range manage­

ment plan includes a close a»»ly- 
sis of the resources available and 
in turn the wise management of 
these resources. Without such an 
analysis, a rancher may overes­
timate his grass and have to feed 
much more supplemental feed 
than would be necessary other­
wise.

In carrying out conservation 
practices , a rancher must closely 
analyze the following:

1— Will the return prove great­
er than the cost?

2— Will the benefit be greater 
than the initial returns?

3— Is the equipment available 
to carry out the practice?

4— Will the rancher maintain 
such practice long enough to give 
it a chance to work?

Proper range management en­
tails such things as salting, cross­
fencing, proper rangeuse, defer­
red grazing, brush control, farm 
ponds, windmills, and range seed­
ing.

Salting, placement of water sup­
plies, and cross-fencing have

showm to contribute more to pro­
per distribution of grazing than 
any other practices. Salt should 
not be located at water facilities 
unless the pastures are small 
enough that the cattle are graz­
ing the entire area fairly evenly. 
In small pastures or in pastures 
with proper distribution of water 
supplies, the salt can be placed 
near water supplies and still get

the proper grazing on the grass.1
Proper range use involves 

properly grazing the grass to ob­
tain the maximum forage without 
harming the plant. A rule of 
of thumb is to graze no more than 
approximately 50% of the cur­
rent years growth by weight of 
the key plant.

In summary, analyze the avail- 
ibility and use of your forage and

carry out those practices which 
will benefit you most. For further 
information concerning proper 
range management, contact your 
local Soil Conservation Service 
Office.

The final date for grazing or 
haying from your Soil Bank land 
and to harvest hay from diverted 
acres under the Feed Grain or 
Wheat Program is December 31, 
1964. If you have cattle grazing 
Soil Bank land, they must be off 
this land by this date.

U8DA REPORTS 
COTTON GRADES LOWER 

The USDA Agricultural Mar­
keting Service in Memphis re­
ported the quality of cotton clas­
sed the past week was lower than 
any of the season. K. E. Voelkel, 
in charge of the office stated that 
20,000 samples were classed dur­
ing the week. White grades de­
creased 20% and Spotted grades 
increased 80%. Strict Low Midd­
ling was the predominant grade 
and Middling Light Spotted pre­
vailed in the colored cotton. The 
predominant length was 15/16. 
Micronaire readings continued to 
decrease, and prices declined 
somewhat though the market was 
more active. Average prices paid 
were Strict Low Middling 15/18- 
27.25; Middling Light Spotted, 
15/16-27.70; and Strict Low Mid­
dling Light Spotted, 15/16-26.65. 
Cottonseed prices advanced $2 per 
ton at * most gin points with 
farmers receiving $49 per ton 
most of the week.
