“It is our intent to ask the

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Surprises come fast and fur-
ious on the political scene in Aus-
tin.

First surprise of the new year
was the resignation of wveterfin
Railroad Commissioner Ernest O.
Thompson.

Then came an even greater one,

Just as the Legislature was
about to open and everything was
in readiness under the old man-
agement .. presently confronted
with problems both old and new...
Gov. John Connally named House
Speaker Byron Tunnell to fill
Thompson's old post.

Thompson, once the battling
mayor of Amarillo and for more
than 30 years a scrapper on the
Railroad Commission, has been
ill for many months. Only recent-
ly he had been moved from an
Austin Hospital to his home in
Amarillo. He had two years yet
to serve.

Tunnell is an East Texan. He's
the first person from the East
Texas oil area to serve on the
Railroad Commission in 23 years.

| FIVE DIE IN COUNTY
DURING 1964 FROM
TRAFFIC ACCIDENTS

There are five tombstones in
Donley County that were erected
ahead of schedule in 1964. The
stones mark the graves of per-
sons who died in traffic accidents
on rural highways in the county
during the year.

But the suffering wasn't con-
fined to those who were killed.
The Department of Public Safety
recorded 54 mishaps on rural
highways in the county during
1964. Those accidents injured 36
persons and they spent countless
days in the hospitals. Property
damage from these accidents
amounted to $73,199.00.

During December there were 11
accidents on rural highways in
the county, according to Ser-
geant J. W. Wilson, Highway
Patrol supervisor in this area.

These crashes resulted in one
death, ten persons injured and
an estimated property damage
loss of $12,660.00.

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COTTON CLASSING
OFFICE RELEASES FINAL
REPORT OF SEASON

The following report was re-
leased by K. E. Voelkel, Memphis
Cotton Classing Office, and will
be the last report issued for the
current season.

Quality of cotton classed for
growers last week continued to
reflect lower grades, shorter sta-
ple lengths, and lower micronaire
readings. About 17,000 samples
were classed during the week
bringing the season total to 164,-
000. Last season of the same date
208,000 samples had been classed.

White grades during the week
decreased 12 percent; Light Spot-
ted to 43 percent; Spotted to 38
percent; and 6 percent graded
Tinged and Yellow Stained. One
percent were below grade. The
predominant grade was Strict
Low Middling Spotted. The
amount of cotton reduced in grade
because of Bark increased to 7
percent. This indicated that the
method of harvesting played a
large part in the lower quality.
Staple lengths during the week
ranged from 13/16 inch to 1-1/32
inches. Wasty staple showed an
