NEWS FROM
CITY HALL

Continuing with last week's
theme, here are a few more ans-
wers to questions, Mr. X, the city
aldermen have already consider-
ed an Anti-Litter Ordinance, It
was brought up several months
ago and it was their decision that
such an ordinance was not neces-
sary at this time. It was their
opinion that most of us wouldn’t
litter our town if we were just
asked, making an ordinance un-
necessary.

Did you know that we have
a $360,000 industry here in Clar-
endon? Well I didn't know that
industry was so large. It effects
our entire population, including
the surrounding ranches. Each of
these dollars changes hands an
average of seven times in the
community, more than any other
dollar, The industry?—just 1 %
of those 4,165 cars that pass thru
Clarendon daily. This is an in-
dustry that can be expanded. The
tourist stops for food, gas, lodg-
ing, and we have to supply these
articles, Just think of our “stop-
ping power” when we have a lak(-‘
close by. Since 80 to 90% of all
vacations are toward inland lakes
for fishing and water sports wc
can stop tourists for days at a
time, if we're ready and have the
facilities for them.

It appears as if our under-
ground water problem has been
solved. The Greenbelt Water Au-
thority’s use of underground
water is to be limited to the yield
of all the previous cities wells,
which is 3500 acre feet per year.
Plus, the permit to enlarge pre-
sent facilities for an additional
1500 acre feet per year until 1971
for peaking purposes or an emer-
gency. This appears to be a real-
istic amount for the water au-
thority and for each member city.
