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White signs Wildlife Act
Gov. Mark White signed 

into law the Texas Wildlife 
Conservation Act of 1983 this 
month which will enhance 
the stability of the state’s 
wildlife populations and ex* 
pand outdoor opportunities 
for sportsmen and outdoor 
enthusiasts.

The act gives the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Depart* 
ment statewide authority for 
wildlife management and 
eliminates locally specialized 
wildlife laws previously in 
effect in lib  counties Texas 
counties. The bill was spon­
sored by Rep. Fred Agnich, 
R-Dallas, and Sen. Ted Lyon, 
D-Rockwall.

Ed Cox, Vice Chairman of 
the TP&W Commission ex­
pressed the appreciation of 
the tens of thousands of 
sportsmen and conservation­
ists who supported the ef­
forts of Texans for Wildlife 
Conservation. The group, 
whose members include the 
more than 800 sportsmen's 
clubs in Texas, was formed 
to promote passage of the 
Wildlife Conservation Act.

"The Texas Wildlife Con­
servation Act will at last 
enable the Parks and Wild­
life Conservation Act will at

"The Texas Wildlife Con­
servation Act will at last 
enable the Parks and Wild­
life Department to manage 
our wildlife resources on a 
scientific basis statewide," 
Cox said.

"It is the most far reaching 
wildlife conservation legis­
lation ever passed in the 
state," he added.

Cox explained that prior to 
enactment of the new law, 
locally specialized law was in 
effect in 13 counties. Some 
of these laws were first 
passed in 1925 and were not 
responsive to today's wildlife 
management needs. In 30 
other counties, commission­
ers courts had authority to 
veto wildlife regulations de­
veloped by the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department. In 
73 other counties, Cox said, 
the Parks and Wildlife De­
partment had only partial 
authority to manage wildlife.

"The Wildlife Conserva­
tion Act puts wildlife man­
agement in the hands of pro­
fessionals and eliminates the 
outdated laws that regulated 
wildlife in large parts of our 
state," Cox said. "The act 
will extend to every county 
the extraordinary success 
record of the Parks snd 
Wildlife Department."

This measure will now 
ensure that the best needs of 
the wildlife will be met rather 
than the political desires in 
an area. Wildlife can now be 
safely regulated and con­
trolled according to the 
guidelines established from 
research and field study con­
ducted by biologists in the 
TPWD.

-  Department of Trans­
portation officials in Wash­
ington announced that alco­
hol is a factor in 55 percent of 
all highway accident fatali­
ties, based upon the one-year 
period covered by a recent 
study.

Of the total alcohol-related 
highway deaths, 60 percent 
died driving or riding in cars, 
light trucks or vans. Motor- 

. cyde fatalities accounted for 
another 10 percent. The 
analysis further showed that 
60 percent of those killed 
while riding a motorcycle had 
been drinking.

Alcohol was involved in up 
to 25 percent of all injury- 
producing accidents and in

eight percent ot all property- 
damage-only accidents. The 
National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration report 
also indicates that 40 percent 
of the adult predestrians 
fatally injured were legally 
uffiflkated.

The Safety Administration
concluded that:

—Between 24,000 and 
27,500 persons killed each 
year in auto accidents had 
consumed alcohol.

In some people, blood 
pressure is nearly always 
higher than it should be 
because their arteries clamp 
down or shut off making it 
harder for the blood to pass 
through. This makes their 
blood pressure rise.

High blood pressure adds 
to the workload of the heart 
and arteries.

Most people with high 
blood pressure have NO 
SYMPTOMS AT ALL! There 
are no specific warnings. 
Although persistant head­
aches, dizziness, fatigue, 
tension and shortness of 
breath sometimes to with 
high blood pressure, they are 
also common in many people 
and result from a variety of 
causes. The only way to find 
out whether you have high 
blood pressure is to have 
your blood pressure checked. 
You must go to your doctor or 
the nearest health center or 
the Senior Citizens Center on 
the Mondays they offer free 
checks, to have your blood 
pressure checked.

If a person has high blood 
pressure, he can be helped if

he has his blood pressure 
checked periodically and 
stays under medical treat­
ment. There are many 
medications which can be 
used to reduce and control 
blood pressure, and a medi­
cal program can be found 
that is suited to individual 
needs. In addition, low-fat 
and low-salt diets are often 
prescribed. And changes in 
living habits, including a rest 
and recreation, are some­
tim es recommended, d e ­
pending upon the person's 
condition. The treatment 
plan is easier to follow than 
most people thirk. By 
following instructions, the 
patient has hope. He knows 
he is doing something to 
prolong his life and to reduce 
the risk of stroke, heart 
attack, kidney fgilure and 
heart failure.

The nursery pond has had 
new inhabitants lately. The 
Texas Parks & Wildlife In­
land Fisheries Dept, stocked 
the nursery pond with yellow 
perch 6 weeks ago. The fish 
have spawned now and the 
eggs should be hatching out 
in ten days. The Fisheries 
biologists will trap and move 
the adult perch into the lake 
to protect the “ nests” and 
little perch from their 
parents. "We have to keep 
the ducks off, too," Mooring 
lamented, “They sure like to 
eat those eggs and the eggs 
are just on top of those cat 
tail leaves on top of the 
water."

What is needed to have a 
trophy fish? Several factors 
affect size, including age of 
fish, breeding genetics, and 
food available to largemouth 
bass. The concept of "put 
the small ones back" and 
they grow up to big ones 
does not always work. 
Neither does throwing the 
big ones back. The answer

seems to tie somewhere in 
the middle of a group of fish 
12-18 inches, protected to 
grow. This allows these fish 
to grow older and large in 
size, while at the same time 
taking part of the quota from 
the smaller than 12” fish. 
This provides more food for 
the potential fish in the 
group as well.

Food is critical if  ̂ bass is 
to grow. Age alone will not 
make him a trophy. Forage 
must be present in sufficient 
numbers and the right sizes 
to make the bass grow.

The third factor is breed­
ing. Bass grow 8-10 lbs 
when they are old enough 
and have thright food. If 
bigger bass are desired, the 
answer is probably the 
Northern Florida cross 
"super bass” such as we 
have stocked in our Green- 
belt Lake and that do so well 
in warmer waters. Genetics 
can produce bigger fish, but 
food and age remain impor­
tant factors.
