Textile Imports Hurt Economy

he National Cotton Women’s

Committece want to make
more urban consumers and
rctailers aware of how the textile
import problem is hurting the U.S.
economy.

The decision to take this message
to more city-dwellers in 1989 was
agrced on during the clection of
new NCWC officers at the National
Cotton Council’s 51st annual mcet-
ing in Dallas Jan. 29-31.

The NCWC will continuce to carry
out other goals of the “Grown and
Madc in the U.S.A.” campaign, ur-
ging retailers to stock and con-
sumers to buy more U.S. madce
products of U.S. grown cotton.

“The benefits of buying U.S.
Grown-U.S. Madc products extend
far beyond the Cotton Belt,” said
NCWC state chairman Kathy Low-
man Bishop. “Imports of cotton,
wool, and fiber
products have increased nearly 200
pereent in the past decade, closing
1,000 manufacturing plants and
leaving 350,000 textile and apparcl
workers and farmers unemployed.

The organization, created two
years ago, is comprised of hundreds
of cotton industry women like Mrs.
Lowman who volunteer their time
to spread the “Grown and Made”
message to thousands of consumers
through specches, letters, shopping
mall booths, and various special
events at buyer’s markets.

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Progress Begins on Hedley’s Standpipe Tank
and Fire Hall Construction

edley Citizens who have been waiting almost a year for a new standpipe water tank and fire hall should
start seeing progress on these facilities in the next few months. At a recent City Council meeting, the City
of Hedley awarded a $112,000 contract to Bulldog Steel Products, out of Clyde, Texas, for the construction of
a 238,000-gallon standpipe water tank.

Plans are also in the making for the fire hall building. Ober J Engineering, along with the Hedley Volunteer
Fire Department, are working on final design plans for a 45’ by 75’ steel building proposed to house the fire
department’s trucks and equipment. Invitations for bids are expected to be pubhshcd in March.

In 1988, the City of Hedley was oncof eight lucky winners in the regional competition for $1.2 million of Texas
Commumty Development Program Funds. Thnrly eight communities competed for over $6 million in projects
throughout the Panhandle with only eight projects funded.

The Hedley project scored well at the regional level primarily due to tremendous local support plcdged by
citizens and organizations in the arca. At two public hearing held in November 1987, Hedley citizens came
together in support of the water tank and fire hall by promising $12,000 in volunteer labor and $12,000 in cash
donations for a total of $24,000 or 14 percent of the project costs. The Texas Department of Commerce will

provide the additional 86% or up to $153,300 to build the tank and fire hall.

The Texas Department of Commerce has given the City of Hedley and the Panhandle Regional Planmng
Commission (administrators for the project) the go ahead for both facilities. Individuals in the commumty and
orgamzauons are now hard at work to provide the money and labor necessary to complete the project. If anyone
is interested in helping this effort in donations, fund raxsmg, or volunteer labor, please contract Hedley’s City
Hall. Your support will ensure that the citizens will continue to have the water supply and fire protection

necessary for this community.

B3R Meats Get European Attention

CHILDRESS-B3R Country
Meats - B3R Ranch - the only place
in Texas where hormone-free beef
is produced.

This is what brought a television
crew from West Germany to
Childress County Tuesday.

“We learned you are the only
place in Texas...”, explained Dr.
Helmut Reitze, Washington Cor-
respondent, German Television
ZDF, in response to Minnie Lou
Bradley’s question: “What brings
you here?”

Dr. Reitze was accompanied by
Jens Heik, cameraman; Berthold
Tritschler, sound engineer, and
Sabine Sievers, research.

The group explained that Ger-
man people are most interested in
this “hormone-free” production of
beef. The program to be produced
by this crew will air in Germany and
in Great Britain on BBC.

As crew members conversed
with Mrs. Bradley about proce-
dures in their operation, she
responded while preparing a “cow-
boy dinner.” The menu included
chicken fried steak, mashed
potatoes, red beans, rolls, gravy,
salad, etc.

Questions and answers included:

Why don’t you use hormones?

“We are trying to go into health
food markets in the United States.
We opened the meat plant, B3R
Country Meats, Oct. 31, 1986. We

received our first USDA label for
the last 100 days we have them in
our possession and have not im-
planted with hormones nor fed an-
tibiotics. The second label certifies
no implants nor hormones in feed
from conception to consumption,”

How big is your operation?

“Very, very small...in a week’s
time we produce 50,000 pounds
which is 70 head.”

Minnie identified the issue as
“What does the consumer want?”

Europeans are in the forefront in
community awareness..and are be-
coming more health conscious, ac-
cording to Dr. Reitze.

“Let’s give people a choice,”
Minnie suggested. “If I want green
don’t push red at me.”

Asked about profits through
health food markets, Minnie
replied that they pay a premium for
beef with no implants nor hor-
mones whereas most supermarkets
do not.

Step-by-step, she outlined the
time spent on the Bradley’s central
system including records from birth
to death on every calf.

In addition to information on the
Bradley operation, the group com-
pared experiences with repre-
sentatives of The Childress Index.

For example it isn’t always ecasy
for them to receive appointments

“with politicians.

“We represent no votes,” Dr.
Reitze added.
Their U.S. experiences span a

W
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variety of subjects from politics to
beef; from boats to nuclear waste;
from traveling with the Bush cam-
paign and his inaugural to polls on
issues in Rural America.

Residents in one small town said
they could care less about a boat
issue. At another location, they
found Indians “in rule.”

Prior to their Childress visit, they
toured Southwest Feed Yards in
Hereford.

“We came here because 1 read
this is the only certified hormone-
free beef production,” Dr. Reitze
explained.

“Use of hormones is completely
forbidden in Germany where the
market for calf meat is almost
gone...no one trusts..a couple of
black sheep ruined the industry.”

Germany is more in milk produc-
tion.

Conversation also included the
fact that “hormone-free” does not
appear on labels. Instead the words
are “no implants.”

Amid temperatures slightly
above zero, the group buttoned
their wraps and headed for the cow

ns.

They watched the cattle as they
ate. Bill Bradley explained an
average 1,000 pound cow will con-
sume 25 pounds of feed per day.

First, Talbot said, there is no
need to pay money to any firm to
obtain any of the services provided
by Social Security.
In return for the $7 payment, this
firm offgrs to provide a statement
of a perjon’s garnings covered by

Social Yecurity, a plastic’ Social
Securi d, and a guide to Social
Security.

Any person can obtain a state-
ment of Social Security covered
earnings without paying a fee. All a
person has to do is-call any Social
Security office and ask for a request
for statement of earnings from.
After completing the form and
mailing it, the person will receive
the statement in a few weeks. This
firm can do no more.

In addition, there is no need for
a plastic Social Security Card, Tal-
bot said. It is of no use for Social
Security purposes. The Social
Security number card issued by the

Social Security Administration is’

the only official card and should be
used whenever a Social Security
card is needed.

People can obtain many publica-
tions about Social Security free at
any Social Security office. Just call
any office and ask, Talbot said.

Kites Are Flying High

To many people the warming tem-
peratures and strong winds of March
mean one °‘thing: great Kkite-flying
weather.
Kites, believed to have been in-
vented -in Greece between 400 and
300 B.C., are more popular than ever

before, thanks to recent advances in

materials and design.

“*Most people remember the basic
paper kite as their experience with
kites,” says Anne McCarter, store
buyer for Kitty Hawk Kites in Nags
Head, N.C. But, McCarter adds, the
traditional d:amond design is ‘‘really
the hardest kite there is to fly in light
of jtoday’s new designs. Most often
we advise people not to buy your tra-
ditional diamond design.”’

The kite most popular and: easiest
to fly nowadays is the ‘‘delta’ de-
sign, a triangular shape that comes in
many different sizes.

“You can give a 4-year-old a 4'%-
foot delta kite and he’s going to be
happy all day long. And you can give
a 40-year-old a 12-foot delta and he’s

going to have a blast,” McCarter
says.
Advancements in Kite-building

materials also. have made kiting
easier to enjoy. Hollow graphite sup-
ports and lightweight nylon now
allow kites to fly in the lightest of
winds. The flying of stunt kites—
usually controlled by two lines—has
developed into a semiprofessional

materials are now available to the
home kite builder.

**‘We suggest that people use plas-
tic garbage bags when building a kite
at home because they are durable and
lightweight and can be held together
with tape rather than glue’ says
Corey Jemsen of Monterey, Calif.,
former president of .the 2,000-
member American Kitefliers Associ-
ation. ‘‘Field adjustments are alsop
easier with the plastic bags and tape”’
than the traditional newspaper and
glue, Jemsen advises.

Jemsen points out that just as kites
provide hours ot enjoyment to their
pilots, they also serve other purposes.
Kites, he explains, are important in
*‘fostering children’s interest in flying
and in aerospace. Kite flying allows
people the thrill of flying without the
risks.”

There are, however, a few rules for
safety that every person should fol-
low when making and flying a kite.
Metal should never be used in mak-
ing a kite—it could attract lightning.
Kites should never be flown near any
sort of electrical power line, trans-
mission tower or telephone line.
Kites should never be flown during a
storm because of the danger of being
struck by lightning. And wire or wet
string should never be used to fly a
kite—it provides a direct conduit for
electricity to the body.

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GENERIC CHRISTIANITY

A few years ago discount supermarkets started selling "generic" merchandise.
That was their term for flour or beans that were sold in plain black-and-white labels
with no brand name. About the same time, many states passed legislation allowing
pharmacists to sell "generic" drugs—-medicine of the same chemical composition
as the "name-brand” products, but without a royaity to the corporation that
promoted the trademarked product.

“Generic Christianity” is now long overdue. Brand names, trademarks and adver-
tising gimmicks are fine for Del Monte or Jordache or Black-and-Decker but they
are utterly inappropriate for Christians--and far too expensive.

Jesus did not advertis@ Methodist Christianity or Roman Catholic Christianity. He
never spoke of Eastern Orthodox Christians or Assembly-of-God-Christians. He
did not tell people to become Baptist Christians or Presbyterian Christians or
Church-of-Christ Christians or Christian Church Christians.

Instead, Jesus talked about servants (with a lower case "s") and disciples (with a
little "d"). He told his followers that they should love their neighbors, and his
example of neighborly- ness was the good Samaritan. The one sign that the Servant
Messiah authorized for his followers was not carved above the door of a building
or painted on a sign out near the curb. Jesus said, "By this all men will know you
are my apprentices: if you love one another," (John 13:35).

The aposties understood Jesus teaching very well. They referred to Jesus
teachings as “the way", and sometimes applied that term to his followers (Acts 19:9;
22:4). They referred to each others as brothers (Rom. 14:10; 16:23), as disciples
(Acts 6:vss; 9:vss; 11:26), as believers (Acts 5:14; Il Tim. 4:12), as the household of
faith (Gal. 6:10; Eph. 2:19), and as the body of Christ (I Cor. 11:27--12:27). Yet they
did not use any of these terms as a "trademark" or a "brandname".

In fact, such “trademarks" and "brandnames" (and similar methods of denominat-
ing and discriminating) are expressly forbidden in | Corinthians 1:12-4:1. Bellevers
belong to Christ-perlod :

A believer is not the property of the Vatican, the Missouri Synod, the Southern
Baptist Convention or North American Christian Convention. Not one soul is the
property of the Boston Church of Christ or of St. Anthony’s Episcopal or of the True-
to-the-Bible -Sanforlzed -Orthodox,-Heretic-Free,-Only-Real-True- Church. Every
Christian belongs to Jesus the Anointed an}s-lim only.

Jesus'purchased each Christian with his blood (Acts 20:28). Any denomination
or sect or congregation or clique that claims us tries to purloin that which belongs
to the Son of God. And when we claim to "belong" to such a brotherhood or local
church, then we lie. We must either belong to Jesus, or we belong to Satan. "No
one can serve two owners, for either he will hate the one and love the other or he
will be devoted to the one and despise the other," (Matthew 6:24).

Those who would be Christians cannot afford brandnames or tragemarks. Such
devices are conceived and designed to foster "product loyalty". And "product
loyalty” is utterly incompatible with obedience to God. Satan will tempt us with other
loyatties, just as he did Jesus. But our answer must be the same as Jesus’ answer
on the high mountain: “You shall worship the Lord your God and Him only shall you
serve,’”” (Matthew 4:10).

Those who would proclaim the Good News of Christ and make disciples for Him
cannot atford brandnames and trademarks either. Denominational or sectarian
allegiances divide the loyalty of the evangelist and preoccupy him with trivia. Such
divided allegiances dilute the message and confuse the listener. Ultimately it may
wreck the missionary’s effort. :

The alcoholic who abandons the bottle in order to adore the Faith Christian
Mission may be just as much an addict as when drunk. The Hindu who forsakes
his stone idol to worship the Church of Christ or the Watchtower Society is as much
an idolater as he was before. Paul said, "I decided to know nothing among you
except Jesus Christ and Him crucified,” (1 Corinthians 2:2). How dare any modern
evangelist add to that?

Those who seek to be generic Christians must aim for maximum purity. In this
respect, generic Christianity is very different from generic groceries. Generic
strawberry jam may be second quality. It may have more "filler", more artificial
flavor and artificial coloring than the brand names. Generic Christians, by contrast,
seek absolute purity. Their faith rests in the power and veracity of God. Their
beliets come from the Scriptures. They try to discard any additives that might come
from tradition, denominational philosophy or secular society. Generic Christians
try to live lives as pure as Jesus. They try to follow the leadership of the Holy Spirit,
not some bishop or editor or popular leader. In short, generic Christianity is
superior in quality to sectarianism.

L'

Generic Christians should be more productive, as well. They are not restrained
by territorial jealousies. Their service is not curtailed by some jealous pastor. They
are free to see opportunities for service all around them--where ever there is human
need

The generic Christian does not care whether or not an orphan belongs to his
sect--he has no sect. He or she does not care whether the poor are white, black.
brown or yellow. He or she sees need, not races, for the generic Christian
remembers Jesus’ words, "in as much as you did it for the least of these you did it
for me," (Matthew 25:40).

The generic Christian responds to spiritual poverty with the treasure of the
Gospel--nothing more and nothing less. His good news is that Jesus came and
gave his life as a ransom for sinners. Those who trust Jesus, who are born again
of water and the Spirit are given new lives by God. They are adopted as his children
and loved by Him. That is indeed good news!

Generic Christians are not only more free to serve, they are free to love and share
with other Christians. Sectarian traditions and denominational leaders may try to
restrict their flock’s association with others. But the generic Christian is free of
such restraints. He knows that where ever God has a child,"he has a brother or
sister. He can love such brothers and sisters without demanding that they agree
on every detail of teaching and methodology. While he may find it necessary to
exhort them about what he believes is a serious error in their faith or practice, but
he can do so gently and lovingly. He is always apt to teach, and always apt to learn.
Since he knows that all truth is from God, he is free to accept truth from any quarter,
provided only that it is consistent with the Scriptures.’

Generic Christianity requires nothing more and nothing less as a condition of
becoming a Christian than the apostles required nineteen-and-a-half centuries ago.
It does not demand adherence to a creed or require subservience to a governing
body or call for a vote on a candidate’s acceptability.

Generic Christianity teaches what all Christians have always believed. It em-
phasizes the Scriptures, a common ground, a universally accepted norm that is
acknowledged, at least in theory, by virtually everyone who has ever claimed to be
a follower of the Christ. It emphasize those areas in which there is universal or
near-universal consensus. In areas where there are differences of interpretation,
the generic Christian will follow the Canon as closely as possible, teaching as
forcefully as possible, in all sincerity, but forbearing judgment of those whose
interpretations are different. Wherg possible, in areas of controversy, the generic
Christian will “follow the path which leads to peace"; he will seek-the course that
is universally acceptable. Yet in deferring to others, he will insist upon freedom for
brothers and sisters who in all good conscience follow a different practice. The
generic Christian will never forget, and never stop reminding others, that Jesus is
the Christian’s gracious redeemer and ultimate judge. Itis He who has the authority
to judge, and no others have been delegated that power. Instead of praying "Lord
thank you that | am a member of this religious group", he will pray, "O God, be
merciful to me a sinner."

The genéric Christian will copy his Savior. He will serve and build. He will love
and teach. His life will be active, not passive. His attention will be focused on Jesus

Christ and Him crucmed That scene of Jesus on the cross will govern every priority
in his life.

Are you a generic Christian?

Have you listened to the Good News that Jesus came, taught, died and was raised
from the dead? Do | believe that fact, and do you trust Jesus, and Jesus alone, to
save you me from sin and death?

Have you wept because of your past sins, and turned away from selfishness and
from doing what you knew was wrong?

Have you been buried with Christ in the waters of baptism and raised to live a
new kind of life in Him?

Is your life devoted to copying Jesus: accepting, loving and serving others and
procilaiming deliverance from Hell?

Am you a generic Christian?

Jesus made nd other kind.
