This
program provides free weatheriza-
tion of low income homes, with em-
phasis on homes of the elderly and
handicapped individuals.

With many of the elderly on fixed
incomes-personal comfort and
overall physical well being are of
ten set aside in order to save on
utility bills. Weatherization can
reduce the cost of utility bills up to
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30 percent, allowing these in-
dividuals to live in a better home
environment.

Money to provide for this free
service is a result of a fund for ener-
gy conservation by the state and
federal government. There are
some basic qualifications, for in-
stance, incomes per year: a one-
member family income must not
exceed $7,475.00 and two-member
family is not to exceed $10,025.00.

On-site home evaluations are
conducted by a PCS representative
of qualifying homes. Work on the
home i1s conducted by a sub-
contractor. Individuals who are
could benefit from this program or
know of someone who they feel
might be in need of assistance are
encouraged to contact a
Weatherization representative.
