Tornado Hits Howardwick

tornado struck Howardwick on Sunday night, destroying about forty
houses and scattering debris across a wide swath near Greenbelt
lake. Yet, remarkably, there were no injurics. Many of the structures that
were demolished were week-end homes that were unoccupied at the time.
Some residents were fortunate not to be injured. The powerful winds
drove a sheet of corrugated stecel through the side of one dwelling and into
a mattress. The man on the mattress was asleep on the other side of the
bed. The storm downed power lines, but no one was shocked or burned.
Twisters scem to behave in a bizarre and unpredictable manncer. This
storm was no exception. In some instances, one lot in a block was damaged,
while the others remained unscathed. Some blocks were hit while all
neighboring blocks were unhurt. A mobile home might be destroyed while
the little travel trailer next door was not scratched.

Tornado Warning Signals

he Clarendon Volunteer Firc
Department would like to

remind residents of Clarendon of

the meaning of siren signals for
severe weather. On Sunday eve-
ning, when the Howardwick tor-
nado struck, the severc weather
siren was used for the first time in
quite a while and there was some
confusion as to what the siren sig-
nals mean. The following is an ex-
planation of the meaning of these
siren signals:

2 Blasts of Siren:

Two siren blasts of 10 scconds
cach will be sounded when severe
weather is threatening Clarendon.
When this signal is heard, residents
should pay closc attention to

weather conditions by obscrving
storm clouds and tuning to Amaril-
lo TV and /or radio stations and
should be prepared to take cover
should conditions worsen.

2 Repeated Blasts of Siren:

Fwo siren blasts of 10 seconds
cach will be sounded repeatedly
when dangerous weather is im-
minent. This signal of two repeated
blasts will be continued constantly
until the danger is over. This is your
signal to take cover - SEEK SHEL .-
TER in a safe place immediatcly
without hesitation.

I Long Blast:

One long blast of the siren will be
sounded for 30 seconds when the
danger is past. This is your signal

Insignia for the 27th Air Depot
Group was approved by the
Secretary of War. Shield: Azure, on
a mound in base a peacock amidst
wheat, in the beak an ear of wheat.
Motto: Gloria Stimus Servire.

The shield is in the colors of the
Air Corps. The peacock was an-
ciently identified with Indra, the
Hindu mythological god of the
thousand eyes, of heaven, of
thunder and lightning, also of
Durga, “Giver of Victoryin Battle.”
It was believed by the ancient races
that the peacock was a destroyer of
serpents. These attributed traits
are symbolic of the characteristics
of our Organization. The wheat is
symbolic of Plenty, being the basis
of the “Staff of Life” and its plen-
titude the representation cf our
maintenance.

The motto “Gloria Sumus Ser-
vire” is an urge for the Group for
prideful service rendered. The
record of our Group bears out just
how well we have lived up to our
motto.

The 27th Air Depot Group
received The Presidential Unit
Citation. The citation is as follows.

The Papuan Forces, United
States Army, Southwest Pacific
Area, are cited for outstanding per-
formance of duty in action during
the period July 23, 12942, to
January 23, 1943. When a bold and
aggressive enemy invaded Papua in
strength, the combined action of
ground and air units of these forces,
in association with Allied units,

checked the hostile advance, drove
o -
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the enemy back to the seacoast, and
in a series of action against a highly
organized defensive zone utterly

destroyed him. Ground combat °

forces, operating over roadless
jungle-covered mountains and
swamps, demonstrated their
courage and resourcefulness in
closing with an enemy who took
every advantage of the nearly im-
passable terrain. Air forces, by
repeating attacking the enemy
ground forces and installations, by
destroying his convoys attempting
reinforcement and supply, and by
transporting ground forces and
supplies to areas for which land
routes were nonexistent and sea
routes slow and hazardous, made
possible the success of the ground
operation. Service units, operating
far forward of their normal posi-
tions and at times in advance of
ground combat elements, built
landing fields in the jungle, estab-
lished and operated supply points,
and provided for the hospitaliza-
tion and evacuation. Service units,
operating far forward of their nor-
mal positions and at times in ad-
vance of ground combat elements,
built landing ficlds in the jungle,
established and operated supply
points, and provided for the
hospitalization and evacuation of
the wounded and sick. The
courage, spirif, and devotion to
duty of all elements of the com-
mand made possible the complete
victory attained.

The gold-framed blue ribbon of
the Presidential Unit Citation is
worn on the right breast above the
pocket, whereas all other decora-
tions of the United States services
are worn on the left breast. For
regiments, groups and units en-
titled to individual flags or colors,
the citation is indicated by a blue
streamer with the name of the ac-
tion embroidered in white.

There is growing concern, however, about adverse effects that could
be associated with the use of aspirin during pregnancy. Recent studies
are suggesting that aspirin use during pregnancy may be responsible, in
pan, for prolonged pregnancies, bleeding problems, and congenital
defects. Researchers are being cautious, however, since much of the re-
search has not been conclusive. Until more definitive findings are made

The First

Juneteenth
I® carly June 1865, Confederate
Major H.A. Wallace heard
that Southern troops in Houston
had laid down their arms in sur-
render. He boarded the boat, Is-
land City, and went to find out if
indeed the Civil War had ended.

Learning that indeed the Union
had defeated the South and realiz-
ing that neither federal nor con-
federate authorities were in control
of affairs, he commandeered the
Island City as his own and
proceeded to use it to establish a
water-borne freight business be-
tween Houston and Galveston.

When Wallace arrived in Galves-
ton on Sunday, June 17, 1865, from
a distance he could see Blacks on
the wharf throwing their hats into
the air. When he approached close
enough, he called out to them,
“What's the mallcr"” One replled,
“We’s free now.”

“What makes you free?” he
_yelled out to one of the former
slaves.

“Yankees come down on slups
on the outside to free us,” the
joyous Black answered.

Two days later, on June 19,1865,
federal General Gordon Granger
arrived in Galveston formally to
take charge of Texas, although
federal troops had preceded him in
the city by two weeks. On this day,
Juneteenth as we now know it,
Granger made official the eman-
cipation of the slaves in Texas.

According to Granger’s
“General Orders No. 3” issued on
June 19, “The people are informed
that, in accordance with a
proclamation from the Executive of
the United States, all slaves are
free.” The enunciation also stated
that “this involves an absolute
equality of personal rights and
property between former masters
and slaves and the connection
theretofore existing between them
becomes that between employer
and hired labor.”

Granger’s announcement. addi-
tionally advised the freedmen to
remain at their homes and to work
for wages. Galveston, however,

soon became a magnet for freed .

slaves from the hinterland of Texas,
and hundreds of them soon began
gathering in the port city.

The real day of celebration for
the former bondsmen in Galveston
wasn’t June 19th, but rather on the
Sunday, June 17th, when Maj. Wal-
lace saw the men tossing their hats
into the air on the Galveston wharf.
The Galveston Tri-Weekly News
reported, “Last Sunday the people
of Galveston were astonished at the
number of colored individuals of all
shades congregated here. The like
had not been seen since the war
began.”

Condescendingly, the paper
commented, “The dress, airs and
swagger of this motley multitude
would have done credit to the shod-
dy aristocracy of the North.”

Many of the newly freed slaves,
however, were interested in far
more than merely celebrating their
newly-found freedom. They sought
to become their own masters.

“There seems to be a very general
ambition among the Negro women
of the city to go to housckeeping for
themselves,” reported the Galves-
ton Weekly News on June 28. “Some
of them have rented very genteel
cottages at a rent fully twice as high
as before the war,” the paper noted.

At first it seemed surprising that
the former slaves would have the
money to rent such houses, but then
it became apparent that some of
them had scrupulously saved any
money that they had accumulated
over the years, some of them having
more cash on hand than their
bankrupt former owners.

Bemoaning the loss of the Black
slaves, the Weekly News concluded
in self-pity, “Some of our wealthiest
and most respectable citizens have
not a scrvant left, and . . . ladies are
now to do their own cooking and
housework.”
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Mosquitoes
And More To
Come

By now I’m sure most of Donley
County residents have been pestered
by numerous mosquitoes and this is
likely to be a continuing problem.
With the continued late afternoon
and evening rains that we have been
getting for the last several weeks
mosquito populations can be ex-
pected to increase.

There are two types of
mosquitoes that are likely to be
causing you problems. One is know
as the flood-water species and the
other is the container-breeding

species. Both are likely to be
present.
Breeding sites for the flood-

water mosquitoes can be in fields,
roadside ditches or home lawns,
anywhere that a depression holds
water for any period of time during
the year. Eggs can remain in these
arecas for as much as a year and
hatch in 5 to 10 minutes when flood
water covers them. Flood-water
species are very prolific and may
cause as many as 500,000 to one
million eggs to hatch in a one acre
area. The problem will not likely
lesson until these wet areas dry up
or when the major emergence sub-
sides, usually in 10 to 15 days. For
these type of mosquitoes very little
can be done short of a city or county
wide control program which will
usually give limited and temporary
relief.

On the other hand there are
recommendations for controlling
the container-breeding
mosquitoes. These mosquitoes can
develop wherever standing water is
available such as in old tires, tin
cans, bird baths or any place that
will hold enough water to provide
breeding sites. To help control this
type of mosquitoes it is important
to drain any standing water or
change it on a weekly basis, in the
case of bird baths or watering
toughs. Were there is water that is
serving as breeding site but cannot
be eliminated, then treatment with
a larvicide is a possibility. But,
these must be used according to
label directions in order that they
not be hazards to fish, other
animals or humans.

Control of adult mosquitoes
offers the miost immediate relief.
Inside the home, aerosol bombs
containing pyrethrins offer quick
knockdown of adult mosquitoes.
The killing effect of pyrethrins is
very short-lived so frequent ap-

P
plicationswill be nécessary to keep
adult mosquitoes inside the house
under, control. The "pest stripe”
offers effective control for long
pcnods of time. One strip per
room is necessary.

Persons who are active where
and when mosquitoes are a prob-
lem should use repellents. These
repellents will protect one from
biting mosquitoes for 1-3 hrs.
depending on the type of activity of
the person.

Adult mosquitoes around the
home can best be controlled by
space or residual treatments of in-
secticides such as malathion,
Dibrom
Dursban ™ . Space treatments,
generally fogs, have very little

residual activity and it will be

necessary to retreat at frequent in-

_tervals. Space treatment should be :
done during the cool hours of the

night or early morning and when
the wind velogity is less than 5 miles
per hour. Residual treatment ap-
plicd as mists or sprays to the rest-
ing site of adult mosquitoes "give
longer-lasting control than space
treatments. Residual sprays
should be applied to vegetation,
eaves of roofs, under porches, and
similar shaded areas where adult
mosquitoes rest by day.

When we finally do see the

hot, dry days of summer then we °

should get some relief from the
mosquito problem.
