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Paul W. Hobby, son of Lt. 
Governor and Mrs. Bill Hob­
by. visited Clarendon Tues­
day, Sept. 14 before going on 
to the Rotary Club in Mem­
phis for lunch. Twenty-one 
year old Paul is helping his 
mother represent the Lt. 
Governor in Hobby's bid for 
re-election this fall.

"Voter apathy is the big­
gest concern we face.” Hob­
by said. "We aren't as much 
concerned with opponents or 
issues as voter apathy.” 
This is certainly something 
Clarendon is faced with in all 
elections. "We don’t really

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Broncho Backs Bolt by Bobcats
The Sunrav Bobcats had 

heard of “ white lightning." 
hut they thought it had 
somithing to do with "moon­
shine.”

There was no moonshine 
last Friday night at Sunray, 
though. There was. how­
ever. plenty of white light­
ning. both the real kind, 
created by God. and the 
Broncho kind, created by Ted 
Allen.

The visiting Clarendon 
team, wearing white jerseys, 
struck with quickness and 
great power, defeating Sun- 
ray 14-0 in a Panhandle 
rarity: a game called at 
half-time. Game officials, 
considering the thunderbolts 
all around them, declared the 
game ended after the first 
two quarters of play.

The flash of electricity that 
Bobcat fans and players un­
doubtedly remember the 
most, however, came not 
from the sky. It was, instead 
a blur wearing number 33, 
well-known to Broncho fol­
lowers as David Weatherton.

The speedy senior ran for 
an amazing 179 yards in only 
half a game! Even Hale 
Center's Joe Davis can’t 
match that statistic.

Despite the surprising de­
cision by the game officials, 
there was no question about 
the game's winner, except in 
the mind of Sunray coach Jim 
Cain, who expressed the 
opinion that his team could 
have come back to win the 
game if there had been a 
second half.

Of course, a coach is 
supposed to think his team 
can win, but even so, he 
deserves the "cock-eyed op­
timist" award for this foot­
ball season.

Consider the facts: G ar­
endon led at half-time in first 
downs. 6 to 1; in rushing. 194 
to minus-2 yards; and in 
passing, 25 yards to 7.

Clarendon scored its first 
touchdown on its fourth pos­
session when David Weath­
erton raced 70 yards on a 
first-down sweep play. Dav­
id was cleared by crisp blocks 
executed by junior Tailback 
Glenn Weatherton, senior 
Strong Tackle John Smith, 
and junior Strong Guard 
Creed Wright. Once outside, 
it was a footrace down the 
sideline. Broncho fans know 
how footraces with David 
usually turn out.

The extra point failed, 
however, leaving the score 
6-0. Then Clarendon gave 
the Bobcats their best chance 
to score some points when on 
their next possession the 
Bronchos fumbled a wet 
football on their own 25-yard 
line.

But the maroon defense, 
which blanketed the Bobcat 
runners and receivers all 
evening as thoroughly as the 
dark clouds did the Panhan­
dle skv that eerie night, 
doused Sunray hopes like so 
much rainfall a dry gully.

Speedy End Rodney Smith 
tackled a Bobcat runner on 
one sweep play to the oppo­
site side of the field for no 
gain on a first-down play as 
the quarter ended. A few 
plays later senior Tackle 
Brad McGuire brushed aside 
a Bobcat blocker as if he 
were a bothersome gnat and 
crushed the ballcarrier at the 
line of scrimmage. Then 
senior End Todd Muse did 
about the same thing when 
they tried his side of the line, 
driving the runner back in 
perfect tacking form.

Two incomplete passes, 
one broken up by Senior 
Safety Brett Bryant in the 
end zone, ended the only

Bobcat scoring threat, and 
Clarendon took over the ball 
at their own 10-yard line.

On third down it was 
off-to-the-races time again.
A quick pitch to David 
Weatherton around right end 
resulted in a 55-yard sprint. 
Again, excellent blocking by 
the strong side of the Bron­
cho line (Tight End Ray 
Crump. Tackle John Smith, 
and Guard Creed Wright) 
cleared the way.

The play will surely end up 
in this year’s highlight film. 
Crump hooked the Sunray 
end. and Smith chopped the 
Bobcat comerback as Wright 
chopped the linebacker, and 
D.W. sailed right between 
the two blocks and into the 
open field.

Two plays later, Rodney 
Smith, sophomore fullback, 
took a perfect pitch from 
junior Quarterback Dyron 
Howell (who was immediate­
ly hit hard in the face) and 
raced 17 yards to the Sunray 
15-yard line.

Showing his toughness. 
Howell came back to run the 
same play again on the next 
snap, took the same blow, 
but delivered the same fine 
pitch before being hit. This 
time David Weatherton re­
ceived the pitch and gained 
10 more yards. ‘ " "

Two incomplete passes 
brought up a fourth down, 
though, and a Garendon 
field goal attempt was no 
good.

Three defensive gems by 
Gaiendon followed. Junior 
Linebacker Creed Wright 
mauled a Bobcat runner for 
no gain on first down. Then 
senior End Ray Crump per-* 
sonally destroyed a sweep 
play for a 2-yard lots. On 
third down, the other defen­
sive end, sophomore Rodney 
Smith, sacked the Bobcat 
quarterback for a 7-yard loss 
on a roll-out. Needless to 
say, linebacker-defensive 
end coach Dudley Kelm was 
"singin' in the rain" on the 
Broncho sideline.

Sunray was forced to punt, 
of course. A high snap from 
center went into and out of 
the end zone, giving Garen­
don 2 points on a automatic 
safety.

After receiving the free 
kick, Garendon took to the 
air on offense. Senior Flan­
ker Brett Bryant dropped a 
certain touchdown pass from 
Howell on first down (the ball 
was wet, remember?), but 
Tight End Ray Crump man­
aged to hang on to the next 
Howell pass for a 20-yard 
gain to the Sunray 25-yard 
line. Another long pass, 
from Howell to senior Quick 
End Kelly Hill, fell incom­
plete at the goal line, and 
then Howell was dropped for 
a big loss on the next pass 
attempt.

Then, however, the quick 
pitch to David Weatherton 
was called again by Coach 
Allen. And again it worked 
to perfection, with the 
Crump-Smith-Wright block­
ing combination leading the 
way for a 30-yard gain to the 
Bobcat 8 yard line.

David then ran for 4 yards 
and 2 yards on off-tackle 
plays. On third-down-and- 
goal from the 2. he ran the 
quick pitch again and scored 
his second touchdown of the 
game. Crump and Smith 
threw the scoring blocks. It 
was now 14-0.

At this point it seemed as 
though an early Fourth of 
July was being celebrated in 
the heavens. Flash after 
flash of light illuminated the 
stadium as the teams sought 
shelter at half-time.

It’s too bad there was no 
second half. David Weather- 
ion ft Co. might have set a 
single-game rushing record 
had there been one. Even 
so. 179 yards on 13 carries 
(almost 14 yards per carry)

isn't bad for any game, half 
or whole.

And the Broncs will call it 
a win for sure, bringing their 
record to 2-1 for the new 
season. Let's hope win 
number 3 comes next week at 
Bovs' Ranch.

The Clarendon High 
School Junior Varsity football 
team learned what “ adver­
sity” means last Thursday 
night at Broncho Stadium.

The pass-happy Welling­
ton team struck for two quick 
scoring passes to make the 
score 12-0 before the game 
had hardly begun. Then 
things got bad.

An ambulance appeared 
suddenly on the field to 
whisk freshman Broncho 
Quarterback Leland Howell 
off to an Amarillo hospital.

Leland suffered a severely 
broken right arm. But he 
showed fine courage as he 
waited relatively calmly on 
the field for the ambulance, 
and his parting words were 
of encouragement to his 
teammates.

Inspired by their team 
captain, the Broncho players 
promptly drove the ball down 
the field. Freshman Tailback 
Robert Youngblood took over 
Howell’s signal-calling role 
and reserve Brent Hayworth 
came in as the new Tailback.

Neither has had much 
playing experience at these 
positions, but both per­
formed admirably under the 
difficult circumstances.

Youngblood quickly threw 
a 16-yard pass to freshman 
Flanker Mark Luttrell that 
gave the Bronchos their ini­
tial first down of the game.

Hedley School 
Board met

Hedley CISD Board of 
Trustees met in regular ses­
sion to set the 1982 tax rate. 
The Board decided to set a 64 
cent per 100 dollar tax rate 
for the 1982 tax year. This 
rate would levy a total of 
22.473 dollars for the sinking 
fund at a 13 cent per 100 
dollar evaluation. The opera­
ting levy would be 88.164 
dollars at 51 cents per 100 
dollar evaluation. The dis­
trict total tax levy would be 
110,637.00 on a taxable base 
of 17.287.139.00 dollars. 
This represents a decrease of 
about 10,000 dollars in the 
total tax levy as xompared 
with 1981 figures. The 1981 
levy was 120,544.00 dollars.

The 1982 tax rate also 
represents a decrease from

the 1961 tax rate. In 1981 the 
rate was 70 cents per 100 
dollar evaluation. The 1982 
rate is six cents per 100 
dollar evaluation below the 
1961 amount. The 1981 
taxable base was 17,221,971 
dollars. The 1982 tax base 
represents an increase in 
value of about 65,000 dollars.

Because of the reappraisal 
of property and the granting 
of several exemptions as 
mandated by the legislature, 
the Effective Tax Rate for 
Hedley CISD was calculated 
at approximately 62.5 cents 
per 100 dollars of evaluation. 
Therefore, in using the for­
mula provided by the state, 
the 64 cent per 100 dollars of 
evaluation tax rate set by the 
Board reflects an increase in

the effective rate of slightly 
less than three percent.

The Board decided that 
considering current econo­
mic conditions and the reduc­
tion in personnel that had 
already taken place, the 
school should be able to 
operate at the reduced level 
without hampering programs 
for the current school year.

Texas livestock producers 
arc faring a little better than 
crop growers. Hog prices arc 
up 21 percent and beef cattle 
prices are holding even com­
pared to the first half of 1981 
while milk prices are off 
slightly. Prices for calves, 
sheep, turkeys and eggs are 
averaging 5 to JO percent 
less while wool prices are off 
20 percent.

Along with poor prices, 
farmers continue to face high 
interest rates when compar­
ed to returns of investments 
generated from their opera­
tions. and high exchange 
rates have destroyed growth 
in the export market, Ander­
son said.

With this overall dismal 
situation, how can there be 
hope for farmers?

"Economic health can re­
turn from either lower sup­
plies or increased demand 
that will boost market prices 
or through more favorable 
farm program prices." said 
Anderson. "Either adjust­
ment may take up to three 
years to develop fully.

“Currently, Texas farmers 
are looking to Commodity 
Credit Corporation loan 
rates, farmer-held reserve 
loan rates and target prices 
as their maing hope for 
surviving the most severe 
financial pressure in half a 
century," he said. “ Unfor­

tunately. earlier this year 
many of them did not recog­
nize the benefits of support 
prices and the looming finan­
cial dangers."

According to Anderson, 
failure of more than half of 
the sorghum farmers to take 
part in the farm program has 
caused grain prices to fall 
sharply below the CCC loan 
rate. This resulted because 
nonparticipants were inelig­
ible to put their grain into the 
loan program and thus had to 
dump large amounts on the 
open market, driving prices 
down.

Now farmers must look 
ahead to the 1983 farm 
program. Specifics of the 
program are being develop­
ed. said Anderson, and 
should be available soon for 
planning next year's crops.

However, farmers can use 
expected target prices and 
loan rates for various crops in 
their early planning. Expect­
ed target prices are $4.30 per 
bu. for wheat, $2.86 per bu. 
for corn, $4.91 per cwt. for 
grain sorghum. 76 cents a lb. 
for cotton and $11.40 per cwt 
for rice. Regular CCC loan 
rates will be close to $3.65 
per bu. for wheat, $2.65 per 
bu. for corn. $4.50 per cwt. 
for grain sorghum, 55 cents 
per lb. for cotton and $8.55 
per cwt. for rice. Anticipated 
farm er-held reserve loan

rates are $4 per bu. f»>r 
wheat. $2.90 per bu. for corn 
and $4.91 per cwt. for grain 
sorghum. There is mi re­
serve loan for cotton and 
rice.

Using these anticipated 
figures, maximum deficiency 
payments (difference be­
tween target price and CCC 
loan rate) that farmers could 
expect arc 65 cents per bu. 
for wheat. 21 cents per bu. 
for corn. 41 cents per cwt. for 
grain sorghum. 21 cents a lb. 
for cotton and $2.85 per cwt. 
for rice.

"Since reduced production 
will be a major goal of next 
year’s farm program, it will 
likely call for laying oiu 15 to 
25 percent of the base acre­
age for each cligliblc v»op." 
said Anderson. "Farmers 
should take this into con­
sideration as they begin land 
preparation and fertilizer and 
herbicide applications for 
next year's crops."

1983 farm income could 
improve some with increased 
participation in the farm 
program since reduced pro­
duction would help the sup­
ply situation and allow loan 
rates to be more effective in 
setting price floors. On the 
demand side, lower interest 
rates should give a boost tot 
the marketplace. And and 
improved economic climate 
could spur the demand for 
farm products, said the econ­
omist.

Meanwhile, fanners will 
be looking at controlling or 
minimizing operating ex­
penses. evaluating alterna­

tive crops for highest returns 
while taking as little price 
risk as possible, foregoing 
capital purchases and taking 
a hard look at full participa­
tion in the government farm 
program. Anderson said.

PR O PO SIT IO N  NO. 1 
ON T H E  BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
1 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that prohibits 
any state ad valorem tax. 
Receipts from previously 
authorized state ad va­
lorem taxes that are col­
lected after the effective 
date of the proposed 
amendment shall be de­
posited to the credit of the 
general fund of the county 
collecting the taxes and 
may be expended for 
county purposes. Taxes 
collected before that date 
shall be distributed by the 
legislature among educa­
tional institutions eligible 
to receive those funds un­
der prior law. The pro­
posed amendment alto re­
peals a section of the 
Constitution levying an ad 
valorem tax for a con­
struction fund for 17 state 
colleges and universities.

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows:

“The constitutional 
amendment repealing 
tha state property tax."

PR O PO SIT IO N  NO. 2 
ON T H E  BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 
62 as amended by Senate 
Joint Resolution 10 pro­
poses a constitutional 
amendment that would 
eliminate the $80,000,000 
ceiling on state welfare 
aid during any fiscal year.

The amendment would 
set the state welfare 
spending limit at $160,- 
000,000 for the 1982-1983 
biennium.

The amendment further 
provides that, for each 
subsequent biennium, the 
maximum amount spent 
for state welfare shall not 
exceed one percent of the 
state budget.

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot, as follows :

“The constitutional 
amendment to authorize 
the legislature to pro­
vide assistance through 
the appropriations pro­
cess to needy persons 
and to place a ceiling 
on payments for needy 
dependent children at 
one percent of the state 
budget.”

healthy—vitamins. And for 
years, television commerci­
als have urged everyone to 
take them regularly. Vitamin 
stores sprang up every­
where, and some people 
began taking large amounts 
of these essential organic 

’’compounds.
But the Texas Medical 

Association says some 
people receive the necessary 
vitamins if they eat well- 
balanced meals. Vitamin 
intake beyond the small 
amounts needed for life, 
growth and health has no 
known benefits. In fact, 
excessive amounts of vita­
mins A and D can be toxic.

Vitamins do not provide 
energy or build any part of 
the body. What they do is 
transform foods into energy 
and body maintenance. If a 
vitamin is missing, a defici­
ency disease becomes appar­
ent. Rickets, pellagra and 
scurvy once were common 
diseases, caused by deficien­
cies in vitamin D, niacin and 
vitamin C, respectively. 
These days, vitamin defici­
ency diseases are rarely 
found in the United States.

The measuring stick for 
vitamins (and minerals) is 
the U.S. Recommended 
Daily Allowances, a listing 
commonly found on labels of 
foods and vitamin supple­
ments. The RDA table gives 
the percentage contained of 
the daily requirement for 
each vitamin in the product.

A reasonable dietary sup­
plement contains from 50 to 
150 percent of the RDA for 
vitamins and minerals. Many 
physicians and nutritionists 
consider those with higher 
percentages as drugs, not 
dietary supplements. Exam­
ples are those with 3,000 
percent of the RDA for 
vitamin B 1 (thiamin) or with 
2.500 percent for vitamin B6 
(pyridoxinc). Despite claims 
in ads, large amounts do not 
increase vitality or strength. 
But they occasionally cause 
poisoning.

Vitamin E has been the 
subject of exaggerated 
claims in some cases. The 
National Academy of Scien­
ces says “ adequate amounts 
of vitamin E are supplied by 
the usual d ie t... .Self-medi­
cation with vitamin E in the 
hope that a more or less 

.serious condition will be 
alleviated may indeed be 
hazardous,"  particularly 
when medical treatment is 
delayed.

Some people who eat nor­
mally still may want a vita­
min supplem ent. Doctors 
often suggest a daily multi­
ple vitamin tablet.

Medicines are typically available in a 
variety of dos.age form s,. flavors, and 
strengths. A primary reason for this variety 
is the existence of the small.world that 
surrounds, us...the world of infants and 
young children.

AMOUNT OF MEDICINE: Children are 
not small .adults and, therefore, .usually 
cannot he given smaller doses of medicine on 
the basis of weight. .Their bodies contain 
more water on a weight-to-weight, basis... 
this changes the way many drugs act in the 
body. The function of the liver and kidneys in 
the young may also differ fromihat of adults 
and this necessitates a change imthe amount 
of medicine given (the liver and kidneys help 
remove many drugs from the body.)

DOSAGE FORM OF MEDICINE: Because 
infants cannot usually be. given tablets or 
capsules^ other dosage forms, are used. 
Liquids, in the form of drops, suspensions, 
and syrups can .be measured to provide an 
exact dose (amount of medicine) and can he 
easily administered^.Flavoring .aids in 
acceptance of .the medicine by the infant or 
child. Rectal suppositories bypass the mouth 
altogether and .are especially useful when 
upset stomach is a problem.

The Scientists Tell Me...

LEPA Irrigation System
Saves Water, Energy and Money

A new irrigation system, 
developed by engineers with 
the Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Station, has been shown 
to be superior in efficiency 
and cost of operation to exist­
ing methods of irrigation.

“ The LEPA (Low Energy 
Precision Application) irriga­
tion system has now proven it 
saves water, energy and 
money.”  says Dr. William 
Lyle, the engineer in charge of 
development.

” A major objective in the 
LEPA design was to eliminate 
the adverse influences that soil 
and climactic factors have on

irrigation efficiency.
“ It was also designed to 

maximize rainfall utilization, 
used with micro-basin tillage.

“ The system distributes 
water directly to the furrow at 
very low pressure throughf 
drop tubes and emitters which! 
are located at a height of 2 to 4 | 
inches above the furrow.

“ An essential part of thel

system is the micro-basin 
machine, that makes small 
dams igthe furrow to hold rain 
or irrigation water, while it 
soaks into the soil.”

To check uniformity of dis­
tribution. with the winds vary­
ing from 2.5 mph to 22 mph. 
in 14 different tests, sprinkler 
irrigation hud an average dis­
tribution uniformity of 91. 
furrow was 54 and LEPA was 
96.

However, when winds were 
at 22 mph. sprinkler efficien­
cy dropped to 66. whereas 
LEPA was not adversely af­
fected.

In the very dry year of 
1980. soybeans gave an aver­

age yield of 2020 Ibs/acre and 
energy expense was $.040/lb 
with LEPA and basin tillage; 
sprinkler plus basin tillage 
yields ran 1778 lbs per acre: 
energy cost $.062/lb. accord­
ing to data collected by Lyle 
and his research associate. Jim 
Bordovsky. Furrow irrigation 
plus basin tillage gave yields 
of 1317 Ibs/acre and energy 
cost $.059 per lb.

In the same year. LEPA 
with basin tillage gave a net 
return over irrigation energy 
expense^pf $236.30 per acre, 
compared with $146.66 for 
"•prinkler/convcntional tillage 
and $164.67 for furrow/con- 
ventional tillage.

The very wet year of 1981 
by High Plains standards, with
16.5 inches of rain between 
July and October, nearly 
equalled the average total 
yearly rainfall of 18 inches.

In such conditions, LEPA 
with basin tillage made 44,7 
bushels/acre with a relative 
energy expense of $.49/hu.

Sprinklcr/conventional til­
lage made 35.7 bu/a with a 
relative energy expense of 
$.50 bu.

Under the extra wel condi­
tions lurrow/convcntional til­
lage gave yields of 48.6 bu/a 
with relative energy expense 
of $.30 bu
