Clarendon wins
homecoming game

It was Homecoming 1982 at Broncho Stadium last Friday
night, complete with moms and mums, currents and exes,
court and queen, foes and fans. And, oh yes, a football game.

And quite a game it was!

Clarendon defeated highly

respected rival Childress for the second year in a row, this

time by the score of 7-0.

The Broncho defense played superbly, bending at times but
always coming up with the big plays and never breaking. The
maroon marauders have now allowed only 13 points in the last

four games.

On offense, the Weatherton cousins, David and Glenn,
combined for 228 yards rushing, each going over the century
mark, ala James/Dickerson of SMU fame. i

David finished the game with 100 yards on 18 carries (he is
now averaging over 110 yards per game for the season), and
ulenn gained 128 yards on 12 carries for his first 100+ game.
“*Curly’’ also scored the game's only touchdown.

On the first offensive series of the game, senior Fullback
David Weatherton churned, spun, and muscled his way up
the middle of the tough Bobcat defense for 8 yards.

Cotton acreage
reduction

National Cotton Council
President Ed Breihan said
Secretary John Block’s an-
nouncement of a cotton acre-
age reduction program along
with advance payments
should help bolster sagging
farm income.

The program announced
today by Secretary Block
calls for a 20 percent reduc-
tion from the 1983 base of
more than 15 million acres to
be eligible for program bene-
fits. An additional S percent
paid diversion is offered to
participants.

An advance payment of 50
percent of the expected 1983
payments will be made at the
rate of 6.4 cents per pound
for expected deficiency and
12.5 cents per pound for the
diversion payment. Sign-up
for program compliance and
advance payments will begin
Oct. 1, and the advance
payments will be made at
that time.

Breihan commended the
Secretary on his action. He
pointed out that the Coun-
cil's Board of Directors ear-
lier this month had requested
that the Secretary use all
tools at his disposal to reduce
the cotton carryover to not
more than 3.5-4 million bales
as soon as practical.

The action had been made
necessary by an unusually
large 1981 crop and weak
market conditions, leading to
an excessive carryover of 6.5
million bales, Breihan
explained.

once again they failed to block Brad McGuire and he crashed
into the Bobcat backfield to make another big tackle.
Childress then punted to the Broncho 15 yard line.

Then the offense made a bfg play. David Weatherton took
a quick pitch from Howell and raced outside the Bobcat
defense for 56 yards. Then David took the ball again, this
time on a dive play, and broke two tackles as he gained 5 more
yards. A screen play to David gained 10 more yards. A score
looked inevitable.

The Bobcat defense stiffened, however. A quick pitch to
David gained nothing, as did a draw to David, and the 75-yard
Broncho drive ended just inside the Childress 10 yard line.

The home team forced the visitors to punt again, though,
and Clarendon prepared to start another drive from their own
30. But the Bobcat defense, not to be outdone, forced the
Bronchos to punt also. Then the Bronchos returned the favor,
forcing Childress to punt again.

Both defenses were shining. But ‘‘Curly’’ Weatherton
broke the punting duel by blazing 52 yards from his own 10 to
the Bobcat 38, again restoring the Broncho field position
advantage that the home team held most of the evening. This
big play was set up by excellent trap blocking by senior
Tackle John Smith, senior Center Ken Dorris, and sophomore
Guard Tim Cole (who was substituting for junior Arlis
Thomas, who was ill).

This drive was stalled at the Bobcat 35, however, and from
that point the Bronchos attempted a fake punt. Howell’s pass
to junior Flanker Richard Gaines fell incomplete, though.

Once again, the maroon defense rose up to minimize the
effect of an unsuccessful offensive gamble. Senior Safety
Brett Bryant blitzed and junior Linebacker Creed Wright
stunted on first down and nailed a Bobcat back for a 3 yard
loss. Then ‘“Curly’’ flattened a Childress runner on a sweep
toward his cornerback position.

On third down, senior Linebacker John Smith and
sophomore Tackle Dean Cearly (subbing for Thomas on
defense), stopped a runner for no gain. Childress punted
again, into the Broncho end zone.

With time running out in the half, Howell came out
passing. But the Bobcat safety intercepted near midfield and
returned the ball to the Broncho 35. There was still time for
the visitors to score, but Brett Bryant broke up one pass and
Glenn Weatherton covered a Bobcat receiver like a blanket on
another deep throw. On third down a strong rush forced the
Childress quarterback to scramble for 10 yards, but then the
clock expired for the half. It was still 0-0.

In the third quarter, the teams again traded punts.
Childress drove the ball from their own 40 to the Broncho 18
on their second possession, however, before McGuire again
made a big play on defense, chasing down a Bobcat back from
behind. Then David Weatherton broke up a pass at the 10
yard line. Finally, facing a fourth-and-one from the 8, the
Bobcats went for it.

The game was on the line, and the ball stopped there, on
the line of scrimmage. McGuire simply refused to budge as
Childress foolishly tried a dive directly at him, and Creed
Wright hurried in from his linebacker spot to stop the
ballcarrier for no gain.

Starting yet another drive, from their own 27, the Broncho
offense produced an 18 yard gain on a David Weatherton
sweep. But two passes fell incomplete and McGuire, subbing
for Arlis Thomas as punter, got off a big one.

Childress proceeded to fumble at their own 38 on the next

Starting at their own 32, the Broncho offense moved to the
Childress 10 yard line in only one play: a 68 yard sprint by
Glenn Weatherton on a quick pitch, Another quick pitch to
Glenn from the 10 resulted in a long-awaited touchdown. Ray
Crump (subbing for placekicker Arlis Thomas, who was
conspicuous even in his absense) kicked the conversion for a
7-0 lead.

In the fourth quarter Childress threw a lot of passes to try to

make a comeback, but it didn't work. Another big rush by
Dorris, Smith, and Ray Crump resulted in a Broncho
interception by senior safety Kelly Hill, who atoned for a few
dropped passes on offense by making a spectacular grab of a
Childress pass and returning it 12 yards to the Broncho 27
yard line.

But Childress was not about to give up. On the next play a
Claréndon miscue left a Bobcat defender unblocked and he
raced in to hit Howell before a handoff. Clarendon lost the
fumble at their own 20.

Predictable, though, the Broncho defense rose to the
occasion to preserve the victory. End Todd Muse stopped a
sweep play and McGuire snuffed out a dive play. Twe
incomplete passes then ended the final Childress threat.

All the Bronchos had to do was control the ball for the
remaining minutes. This they did, aided by a big third down
play in which David Weatherton gained 25 yards.

Then it was over. And it was off to the homecoming dance
for a very happy bunch of players and students, proud of their
4-1 pre-district record.

One of the precipi-
tators, and the most trouble-
some and difficult to control,
is stress. Lack of rest can be
calamitous as well.

What is the treatment?
Dr. Allen R. Myers, chief of
rheumatology at the Univer-
sity of Pennsylvania School
of Medicine and Dr. Berney,
both conservative practi-
tioners, use aspirin therapy.

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E Gileshas a hiStOry thatis unique and perhaps one of the most thrilling

Giles having a history that is unique, and perhaps one of
the most thrilling of any community in the 254 counties of
Texas, being noted for its water supply.

1 will endeavor to write a brief history of Pioneer days,
incidents that happened from 1895 to the present time 1965 at
Giles.

Of my experience and the experiences of men, women and
children of old Pioneer days, this is no dream or idle tale, but
in every sense a true history, so far as I know my object in
writing this article is by request of a life long friend, Craig

Johnson. d
In the fall of 1895 my father the late E.H. Watt and family

moved to Giles. The family consisting of the wife, two
children, Fred and Rubye moved from Field, now known s
Bowden about 23 miles up the Denver from Amarillo; moved
to Giles in freight train, spent the night in a box car and
moved into the Section house where we lived for 10 years. Mr.
Watt was sec. foreman.

Mr. Watt was born in Prince Edward Island, Canada,
coming to the United States at an early age. He and Mrs.
Watt began their married life in Navarro County, Tex.

Mrs. Watt was born in Mobile, Ala. she was a southern
aristocrat. Her father W.H. Crawford fought in the war
between the states. He owned several slaves, but the war
broke many of the southern slave holders. ;

Many interesting facts concerning the early days of Giles
when it was a promising trading center in the Panhandle
country.

Giles was at one time considered the largest cattle shipping
point in the world. The springs in the Giles vicinity which is
now Memphis present water supply was the principal reason
for Giles success as a shipping point. The stock pens were
located about one mile south of the Giles depot. There was
always grass and water and the cattle were driven from all
over the Panhandle to await shipment over FW&DC Ry, Mr.
‘Willingham was agent and operator for the Ft. Worth &
Denver City Railroad for a number of years at Giles.

Fred Watt recalls seeing 13 to 14 herds at the Giles loading
pens waiting shipment. In 1895 there were very few people
living in Giles. The buildings, consisted of several residences,
a hotel, a general merchandise store, and a post office. Mrs.
E.L. Mevis was in charge of the post office. A small school
house which was blown away in a sand storm, goes to show
that the sand storms in the early days were very severe. After
the building was blown down Mrs. L.V. Crain taught one term
of school in her home which was a half dugout. The pupils
were Fred Watt, Hugh, Wilma, Merle Crain, ArthurRamson.

The pioneer women of the community got busy to raise
funds to replace the school house, with untiring efforts they
fostered nearly every kind of entertainment such as box
suppers, masquerade balls, dances etc. They finally met with
success and another one room structure was constructed by a
carpenter named Otto Anderson. The first school taught in
this building was under the tutorship of Mrs. L.V. Crain.

Another of the eariy day teachers was Miss Allie Davis. She
taught a subscription school which was of two months
duration, she had 8 pupils Fred and Rubye Watt, Duke
Rodgers, Claude, Willard Curtis, Ruby Thaxton and Luther
McKenzie. Mr. Thaxton boarded Miss Davis free of charge
one month and Mr. Watt one month. Thus ended another
early day school. As time went on more families moved into
the community. A larger school building was necessary. By
1912 there were 112 children enrolled in the Giles school. This
was sufficient until 1928, a large brick structure consisting of
six rooms, an auditorium and basement, eleven grades were
taught, moved 1907. “

In 1911 some of the young ladies of Giles persuaded Mrs

E.H. Watt to teach them to crochet and so formed a club, met
twice a month and practiced crotcheting under Mrs. Watts
expert experience. This club was named the Pricilla Club.

Later in the year Mrs. Ida Chitwood came as a Home

Demonstration Agent and she taught war time cooking.

During World War I it became the Giles Red Cross workers
at the close of the war the women decided to call themselves
the Giles Pioneer Club which meets regular and holds the
distinction of being the first club in Donley Co. to donate
canned food to Boys Ranch.

1902 Judde J. S. Akers family moved to Giles from lowa
Park to his ranch four miles north of Giles. He engaged in
raising registered Hereford cattle. He was the first county
judge of Wichita County a true southern gentleman in every
right.He was an officer in the confederate army between the
states.

Mr. and Mrs. Akers family consisted of five children at
home. Saddie, Lulu, Clay, Georgie, Byrda and two grand
children Mayne and Jim Banta. The Akers were a great asset
to Giles as they were great church and community workers.

The first religious organization a Union Sunday School was
organized here in 1895 by T. B. Gardner of Memphis and one
of the first sermons preached was by Emanuel Dubbs, Chris-
tin minister, Indian fighter and buffalo hunter. Minister
Dubbs would come by train from Clarendon once a month to
spend the weekend in the Akers or Watt home.

Preachers regardless of their denominations were asked to
hold services in Giles. An old Methodist minister by the name
of Lart held a meeting once a year, he was of the shouting

and always drew a crowd.

ro. A. D. Rogers of Memphis came often to preach and in
time 32 were baptized. Later, a Methodist church building
bund for a church in Giles was started by a donation of $250
from the Methodist conference, and numerous bake sales,
benefits and private contributions went into the fund before it
was completed, this was used by all faiths for several years.
But the Methodist always felt that, as a denomination they
had priority over the others, and in later years had a
Methodist Sunday School which was of short duration. With
better roads and automobiles people began drifting away for
services at Hedley and Memphis.

Someone would brought a vase of Lilacs for the old
fashioned pump organ. Every one dressed in their best. Two
noted singers were to be present, Vivian Hawkins and wife
moved to Giles in 1915. He was a wonderful song leader.

The organist was Rubye Watt. Albert was ask first to
display his ability as a singer. He sang every thing and a
plenty too. He would start on saprano and first thing you
would know he was singing tenor. We've heard of children
being born kicking. Well we all thought Albert must have
been born singing. Then Vivian was ask to lead, all at once I
laid my hands on the keys and began to play an old song, it
might have been Nearer My God To Thee, we've heard that
old song all of our lives, but didn’t realize how beautiful it was
until Vivian sang it. I believe we all felt nearer to God than
ever before, then we used Rock of Ages. This turned into a
singing never to be laughed at from then on, and was one of
the ways Sunday evenings were spent in Giles.

The T C. Ramsqns came by way of Louisiana to settle in
Giles. T. C. was of Irish decént coming Emerald Isles. At an
early stage in life he met Minnie Choat. They married in
Lansing, Mich. from there they moved to Lousiana, after a
few years there, they moved to Giles, Tex. There Arthur,
their son was born, they came to Giles about 1896 when
Minnie filed a claim on section 62. They became substantial
citizens of the community. T.C. Ramson was the first depot

agent for FW&DC Ry in Giles. Arthur Ramson married Louis
Thaxton, to bless their home one son was born Arthur Jr. He

lives today on the homestead of his grandparents.
Another prominent fixture to the Giles community was T.
C.Johnm.Anener.eﬂcmanbonngqndlornhotnemd
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helped put Giles on the map by buying the sand and gravel
business from George Causey, pumper on the railroad.

Mr. and Mrs. Johnson were kind and courteous to everyone
Mrs. Johnson took a delight in having large crowds partake of
her good cooking. The family consisted of Marie, Tom, Bill,
George, Barney and Lovell. Bill and Barney were owners and
operators of the Gold Rush filling station. Fred Watt recalls
buying gas for eight cents at one time. Bill is now owner of
Mobile Service station. Barney has a filling station and bus
stop in Hedley.

The Craig family came to Giles about 1915. A farmer and
devout Christian gentleman, his very attractive daughter
Ruby met Bill Johnson and after much persuading Bill
succeeded in claiming Ruby as his own and August 29, 1919
they were married and to this union one son was born, Craig.
He grew up in Giles and attended school here. He graduated
from Hedley school.

T.C.’s brother C.Y. Johnson and family was substantial
people, their younger brother Albert was a singer. So the
word got around singing Sunday. The church was extra
attractive.

Mrs. Anna Rhine Mevis married Ed L. Mevis in Chicago,
Illinos. They came to Wichita Falls, Texas there Mr. Mevis
was an employee of the rail road co.

Mrs. Mevis tired of living the life of a gypsy, moving
around heard of land cheap at Giles. About 1887 they came to
take up land. Mrs. Mevis was asked to be post mistress, she
consented and was faithful to her trust until her death, 1928.

Mr. Mevis being connected with the railroad wasn't in
Giles long at a time. He was a kind hearted fellow and wanted
Mrs. Mevis to go back to Wichita Falls but she loved broad
open spaces and home on the range. Mr. Mevis' train was lost
during the terrible Galveston flood in 1900.

When Anna Rhine married E.L. Mevis her people
disinherited her, being a Protestant. Mr. Mevis was Catholic,
later converted to Protestant church.

Mr. and Mrs. Mevis had no children of their own, but a
friend of Mrs. Mevis had twins a girl and a boy. She died at
their birth. Mrs. Mevis adopted Lyle, reared and spoiled him
as if he were her own. Lyle attended school in Wichita Falls. It
was there he first started his railroad career by being call boy
for the passenger train amd depot.

Mrs. Mevis brother Asa Rhine came from the north and
made a brief visit, he was so well treated he made his home in
Giles until his death. He and his sister made life happy for
early settlers. Always ready to help the weak and troubled
souls. Mrs. Mevis store was an garly day meeting place for
both young and old. It was csgecinlly a favorite with the
cowboys during the shipping season. The old store was
destroyed by fire Anavet 20 1030

Gin at Giles

G.G. Willingham traded several head of registered
Hereford cows and some money for a gin at Newlin and
moved it to Giles in 1910-12.

George Causey fired the coal burning engine and Geo.
Crain ran the suction stands. Fred Watt, Clyde Willingham
and another boy ran the press. This was before very many
farmers raised cotton. The gin wasn’t a paying business so
Mr. Willingham had it torn down.

Bill Curtis killed--one of the great calamities around Giles
was the shooting of Bill Curtis in 1901. Mr. Curtis owner of
the Diamond Tail Ranch east of Giles had been to Kansas City
with a shipment of cattle was en route to his home in
Heneritta, Texas. The Curtis family lived at the ranch in
summer but always kept a home in Heneritta. No one seemed
to remember the name of a fellow on the train that day who
bad his pistol out shooting ducks as the train passed through
Lelia Lake where there were shallow lakes. When he had
finished shooting with no game he dropped the gun into the
pocket of his over coat which he was carrying over his arm.
Bill Curtis and a long time friend Bill Harrell had started to
the diner for breakfast when they met the man in the isle just
as they passed the man the gun fell from his pocket and was
accidently discharged. The bullet entered Mr. Curtis’ body
below his ribs and went upward through his chest. Mr. Curtis
was taken off the train at Memphis and to the Stephens Hotel
to await a special train which came from Ft. Worth to take him
to a specialist in that city. Tom Curtis and his wife Idle and
Mrs. Bill Curtis were notified and boarded the train at
Heneritta. Bill Curtis lived only a few days. He requested his
sons not to prosecute the offender who had shot him by
accident. Mr. Curtis was only 53 years of age at the time of his
death. Following the shooting the man jumped from the train
between Lelia Lake and Giles near old Rowe. He was later
picked up by deputy sheriff W.J. Owens. Lodged in jail in
Memphis to be afterwards released without indictment.

Train wreck south of Giles Stockpen 1912

Henry Franks, who owned property near the stockpens had
driven some cows and calves to the stock pens. The calves
were shipped out and the cows left in the pen. The cows
became restless, broke out and got in truck wrecking the
south bound train. The train took on water and coal at the
water tank. The engineer went to Mrs. Mevis store for a
snack. He said I'm going to run the wheels of to get into
Childress at a certain time. He met fate before reaching his
destination. Also the brakeman and fireman all met their
death and several cars were derailed. The engine landed on
its side on the dump.

Mollie Bailey Circus camped in Giles on the banks of Buck
Creek and showed in Giles. The Bailey show was traveling by
horse drawn wagons. Molly Bailey, owner and operator of the
show always rode in the lead wagon with feet on the wagon
bed. They cooked on open camp fire, the tent set up, Mollie
took her place at the little old fashioned organ and played
during the sales of tickets. This was the only music the show
possessed.

Dayton Shelton created quite a sensation when he eloped
with Miss Julia Crawford, a sister of Mrs. E.H. Watt. They
rented a buggy and horse from Memphis Livery stable and
rushed to Oklahoma, where the ceremony was preformed on
the river banks. Two sons and two daughters, Lloyd, Dick,
Mamie and Rubye blessed their union.

Charlie Crow, Dayton Shelton, Romeo Derrick and others
made ranching their livelihood. Charlie Crow remembers
Billy the Kidd. It was in 1881, he’d say, north of Roswell, New
Mexico, he was just a small boy 6 years of age with his daddy
William Crow. They was in a wagon to get a load of wood,
they had eaten dinner and going towards home when a line
rider stopped them and asked for a hand out. They had a few
cold biscuits. Mr. Crow gave them to the man who
dismounted sat on the ground while he ate, holding the reins
all the time. Charlie noticed he had two six shooters on. One
in the holster around his waist and the other in his boot leg.
When the traveler finished his snack he thanked Mr. Crow
before he rode out of sight. Mr. Crow said, ‘‘Son that was
Billy the Kidd,"’ Billy went on the Fort Sumner and was killed
by Pat Garrett within 30 days of the Crow meeting.

While Mr. and Mrs. Watt was living in the Section house a
neighbor man named Howell came every night for a week to
spend the night. Mr. Watt wondered why he came so often.
He would insist on sleeping on the porch so Mrs. Watt made
him a pallet as requested. Later, they found out that Howells
daughter Mary, had eloped with Preston Smith. Howell had
planned to shoot Smith when they passed the Section house,
but the couple turned west at Giles. So Howell’s plans were
not carried out. Had the Watts known his plan they would
have denied him lodging on the porch.

Another visitor who came to Giles to visit and stayed to
marry and settle at Rowe was Miss Willie Crawford, a sister

of Mrs. Watt. She had been in the Watt home about a year
when she met and married W.T. Rains who had a stock farm
near Rowe. Mrs. Rains a widow still lives on the piace she
went as a bride 60 odd years ago. The Rains had thrce
children Mabel, Issac and Charles. Mabel married Clyde
Bridges and lives near her mother, Issac lives in home with
mother. Charles moved to Amarillo.

The Fort Worth and Denver City Railway ran a special train
from Childress in the 1906 to bring crowds to attend the big
May 30th celebration held on Buck Creek. It was through the
efforts of G.G. Willingham and E.H. Watt that Giles was
selected to be the site for this celebration which attracted
thousands from all parts of west Texas.

Watt Brothers
Running P herd

In a time when you hear so often, ‘‘kids don’t work like
they used to, when we were kids’’ from parents and grand-
parents. They apparently never met the Watt Brothers,
Keith, age 13 and Guy 11, sons of Mr. and Mrs. Fred Watt of
Hedley.

It seems that these two young men, started off with two gift
baby heifers, given to them by a friend, now own a herd of

about 40 head of cattle. .
The boys father, Fred, worked for Mr. Tanner, when Keith

was born, he wanted to give the new baby his first calf. As
time would have it, two years later a baby brother came
along, and Mr. Tanner gave them each a heifer calf.

The Watt family has a ranch at Giles where Fred took Keith
with him on horse back a lot to check on the cattle. After one
such trip Fred came in, told his wife Peggy that he found the
perfect brand for the boys calves. A Running P. It seems that
this particular day Keith had an accident, Keith and Fred
both came home drenched.

By the time Keith was four years old, he had his own horse,
and went with his father almost everywhere. They not only
worked their own 2500 acre Watt Cattle Co Bar O Bar Ranch,
but helped other ranchers work their cattle.Fred said, ‘‘by
the time Keith was 8 years old, he made a good hand.”* Luy
who only weighed about 3 %2 pounds at birth, suffered from
asthma and he was unable to start riding until about age 8.

Fred and Peggy let the boys use a 360 acre pasture, they
owned east of Hedley to pasture their cattle. The boys have
kept all their heifer calves, but sell the steers each yéar. They
added to their herd by buying day old calves at the feed lot
near their home, they would take the calves, put them on a
milk cow they keep for the family use.

As the calves were weaned they were turned loose with the
rest of the cattle. The boys manged to keep all the cattle in
this one pasture, except one, which insisted on returning
home, finally they gave up trying to keep her with the rest of
the herd, and let her stay on the home range, which is 8 to 10

miles away.

The boys decided that if they intended to stay in the cattle
business, they needed a bull so they talked to their banker

and he loaned them $250, and their father sold them one of
them one of his registered heretora bulis.

The Watt Brothers not only work their herd, branding,
vaccinating, mending fences, feeding and keeping the wind
mill working, but they help their dad with 125 head of mother
cows and bale 160 acres of feed every year.

This year Keith and Guy rounded up their original two gift
calves, which by this time are close to 12 years old, along with
9 steer calves and took them to market.
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was the picnic grounds boosting of a grand stand.
The Giles baseball team, played, which was successful in
most of its games, and played exhibition games at the 30 of
May celebration included--E.H. Watt, Fred Watt, Arthur
Ramson, Clay Akers, Rithle Neeley, Richard Wylie, John
Bishop, Charlie Shaw, Pierce Brown. Fred Watt and Charlie
Shaw are the only ones of these famous players surviving.
Mr. Shaw 89 years of age mades his home with his sons of
Hedley--Fred Watt 78 and keeps busy raising registered
Hereford cattle. He married Miss Byrda Akers in 1915. Three
children came to bless this home, Lela Ruth, Fred Jr. and
Virginia. Lela Ruth married Collier Heoter, home in Dumas.
Virginia married Edwin Ayres and lives in Kaufman. Fred Jr.
is with his father and is a prosperous young cow man.

The boys ventured into a new business this summer, their
ranch has about 2 miles of frontage on highway 287, they built
a fruit stand. This time they bon. wed $500 to start this
business. In six weeks time, they had sold enough produce to
repay their note, pay all expenses and had $86 each left. As

long as customers came and there was no slack-time, they

like the business just fine, but that waiting between
customers, and just standing around doing nothing, and the
fact that, they had to go to Dallas for most of their produce,
made them decide that the fruit stand business just was not
their ‘‘cup-of-tea.’’

They buy most of their own clothes, including boots and
coats. Maybe not all “‘kids work like iicy used to’’, in
grandpa’s day, but bet grandpa is mighty proud of Keith and
Guy Watt.

Keith is a 8th grade student at Hedley where he plays post
on the junior high basketball team and runs track. He won
second in the district last year in 1600 meter. Guy is in the Sth

grade this year, and is learning blacksmith from his father.
