Memorial Museum will open its
doors on The University of Texas
campus January 15, Dr. E. H. Sel-
lards, director, announced here to-
day.

The $600,000 building, built by
American Legion, ex-student and
student contributions augmented
by Federal funds, has been com-
pleted, except for landscaping,

Intrepid globe trotter, Robert
Reed, some twenty months age
cast his lot with the Spanish Loy-
alists against the Insurgents, Six-
teen young men returned Decemb-
er 19th to Detroit, each having
seen service in the immortal Abra-
ham Lincoln Brigade, the body of
soldiers that made so much front
page copy for newspapers all over
the world,

To a Detroit Times reporter,
Robert Reed said: “We feel that
we accomplished something for
Spain and for world democracy by
our efforts. We intend to do al}
that we can here to help the cause
of the Spanish government, To per-
suade this government to lift the

| embargo against Spain will be our

first task. We know that there will
be no compromise, and that the
Loyalist forces wlill eventually
win."

Young Reed was aboard the Bar-
celona when sunk by the enemy,
and really “swam into Spain.” Oth-
ers in the party stated that Reed
had the best service record of any
American volunteer, He has tweo
citations for bravery in action. He
was wounded once when under
sharp machine gun fire, and yet
was able to cut a path for his com-
rades through barbed wire entang-
fements.

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COTTON CROP SHORT BUT FARMERS'
LARGE FEED YIELD BOOSTS INCOME

Despite the ill fortune of torrent- |

ial rains during the planting and
early growing season that cut cot-
ton production 7,000 bales, Donley
county farm production showed a
decided yield increase for the year
of 1938, County agent H, M. Breed-
Jove reported today.

Eleven thousand bales were gin-
ned against a normal 18,000 crop.)|

In the vanguard of production
gains was the feed crop which sur-
passed the past several years re-
cord, This years unusually large
crop, Breedlove declared, was part-
ly caused by the early floods which
made re-planting of washed out
cotton fields impossible,

With the rainfall slightly below
normal the major reasons, the a-
gent believes, are due the fact that |
at least 90 per cent of the county’s
farmers used modern methods of
agriculture,

Over 50 per cent of the tillable
land in Donley county is terraced
or contoured and producers safely |
estimote a production increase of‘
thirty-three and one-third per-cent, ‘

Over 16,000 acres were terraced |
or contoured this year to run the|
total to around 80,000 acres. There
are about 160,000 acres of tillable |
land in the county, |

Interplanting legumes with fnmh
crops has also proven favorable for
crop increases, the agent stated.
During the past four years more
and better yields are reported by

farmers using this soil building
practice,

Also aiding the farmers in the
fight against rodent and pests
which cause heavy damage yearly.
With the grasshopper taking the
greatest toll, $130,000 in crop val-
ue was saved this year by an ex-
tensive poison program. At that,
the agent said, approximately $27,-
970 in damage was done local crops.

For the grasshopper fight, two
poison mixing stations were main-
tained, Over 140 tons of wet poison
treated 10,000 acres of crop land
which was 75 per cent of the in-
fested area.

Rabbits which take their share
of the crops were fought constant-
ly with poisoned grain or alfalfa.
Although the prarie dog is almost
exterminated 1,800 pounds of pois-
oned grain went down this rodent’s
holes during the year,

Plants Grow Without Soil lni
Club Boys Experiment |
HARROLD, Texas, Dec. 28
Growing plants without soil, an ex-
periment which is the only one of
its kind in Texas, is being conduct-
ed by the Future Farmers of
America in the agricultural room
of the Harrold vocational building
Under the direction of H. G.
Barber, F.F.A. adviser, the roots|
of the plant grow in a solution of
water and mineral salts., The solu-
tion is made by adding 14 tea-
spoons of mineral salts to 14 gal-
lons of water. An automatically
heated hydroponic tank keeps the
solution at a temperature from 40
to 70 degrees.

Net wire try is placed about
one-half an inch above the solution
and is covered with burlap mater-
fal. The seeds are planted on the
burlap and covered with peat moss,
When the plants grow larger, they
must be supported by mechanical
devices.

Agricultural classes have Irish
potatoes, tomatoes, peas, sweet
potatoes, corn, egg plant, oats,
maize, cane and Feterita growing.
