THE RIGHT TO KNOW

Undue secrecy in public affairs
brings misunderstanding and
weakens the proper functioning
of government. Democratic pro-
cesses depend upon the people’s
ability to make wise decisions
and upon their possessing the in-
formation on which to base those
decisions. An informed, intelligent
electorate is essential to repre-
sentative government. Protecting
the right of the people to know,
to have access to a steady flow of
information on the activities of
their government, has been a con-
stant challenge through our his-
tory and will continue to be one.

The First Amendment to the
Constitution is perhaps the most
widely quoted of all the pro-
visions of the Bill of Rights be-
cause it is so absolutely vital to
freedom and free institutions. It
states, “Congress shall make no
law respecting an establishment
of religion, or prohibiting the free
exercises thereof; or abridging
the freedom of speech, or of the
press; or the right of the people
peacably to assemble, and to pe-
tition the Government for a re-
dress of grievances.” The guaran-
tee of “freedom of the press” set
out in the First Amendment is not
the same as the question “free-
dom of information” or free
access to government information
to the maximum extent consis-
tent with security. Freedom of the
Press includes not only the writ-
ten word but also the spoken
word; electronic press as well as
the printed press. The Constitu-
tional protection permits the press
to serve a free people by printing
such information as it wishes to
print, to make such comment as
it wishes to make without fear of
reprisal. In order to pass infor-
mation along the press must be

able to obtain it—and efforts to
insure greater access to govern-

ment information bring the con-
tinuing attention of Congress. The |
objective is not only to serve the |
public by insuring access by the
professional reporters of press
media to government information
but also to insure that the in-
dividual citizen, if he so chooses,
can obtain the information he
seeks,

Under the provisions of a new
bill pending in the House and
Senate, the test of who shall have
access to public records is revised
so that the great majority of
records shall be available to “any
person,” not merely to those who
(as now spelled out in existing
law) are “properly and directly
concerned.” The bill also sets up
standards for categories of records
which may be exempt from public
disclosure, replacing vague phras-
es with specific definitions of in-
formation which may be withheld.
Some of the specific categories
cover information necessary to
protect the national security;
others cover such material as FBI
files. The bill also gives citizens
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the right to go to U. S. District
_court in an effort to obtain access
to information being denied them.
The bill, in effect, spells out in
greater detail than ever written
into law before the responsibili-
ties of government administra-
tors in making information avail-
able.

Meanwhile, I am continuing to
battle against attempts being
made to turn over a Federal bur-
eau the right to tell an Ameri-
can citizen what He can or can
not receive on his radio or tele-
vision set. Proposals now before
our Committee on Interstate and
Foreign Commerce would have
this effect, and I am doing my
best to see that they do not be-
come law., The Communications
Act expressly prohibits broadcast
censorship. However, Federal bur-
reaus are constantly seeking to
control the information the citi-
zen can receive—and, in my view,
it it essential that Congress stand
off these threats.

“strongest recommendations” to
lawmakers.

Indications are that the pay
boosts could run as high as $17,-
500,000 a year.

According to Connally, state
government is slipping farther
and farther behind in its efforts
to keep qualified workers — not
only in ¢he lowest pay levels but
in the higher brackets of profes-
sional personnel.

Connally says that:

@ More than 7,800 of the 45,000
state employees (not including
those at colleges and universities)
make less than $3,000 a year, the
federal “poverty line.”

@® Turnover is running 30 per
cent per year,

@® Lower-bracket hospital aids
get as little as $193 a month,

@® There are 313 vacancies in
the hospital system, 77 in parks
and wildlife operations, 100 in the
prison system, 135 in the highway
patrol and 148 in the Texas Edu-
cation Agency.

If we do not reverse the trend,”
warns Connally, “not only will
the stabilization and efficiency of
our operations be threatened, but
we will also weaken our entire
system of local self government
and responsibility.”

GINNERS FIRST ON CON-
TROL LIST? — Texas’ new nine-
member State Air Control Board
now has held its second meeting
since Governor Connally named
the group, whose purpose it is to
protect the public from air pol-
lution. Indications are that Texas’
more than 1,300 cotton gins will
be the first area subject to" air
control rules and. regulations.

Conelusions dfter a year-long
study of pollutants caused by
cotton gins is that smoke emitted
from burr burning contains sig-
nificant quantities of arsenic and
tars. These poisons, along with
gin dust, have contributed to the
20 to 30 per cent increases in com-
plaints about respiratory diseases
suffered by downwind residents
during ginning season. Also, there
have been adverse effects on trees
and vegetation downwind from
arsenic and other evidences of pol-
lutants.

Rep: states that much of the
inc "pollutants from the gins
are caused from an increase in
trash, leaves, limbs, immature
bolls, and dust — picked up by
mechanical harvesters. Recom-
mendations for curing these prob-
lems will be in the report of the
Board’s staff.

WATER QUALITY COSTS GO-
ING UP — Taxpayers, as well as

the men who run the sewage treat
ment plants in growing cities,
must get used to the fact that in
the future they are going to have
to maintain high standards of
operation of their plants. Higher
quality water means higher cost
of treatment.

This came out in the Texas
Water Pollution Board’s meeting
when the City of Dallas objected
to the Board’s usual chlorination
requirement, arguing that it
would cost more than it would
be worth.

Dave Smallhorst, the Board's
executive secretary, said: “The
cities, including Dallas, have to
recognize the fact that an in-
crease in water quality require-
ments is going to mean an in-
crease in cost.” Shallhorst said
chlorination is necessary to pro-
tect public health and the Board's
first concern is the health of the
publie.

AG OPINIONS — Even under
the new Criminal Code, habitual
violators of Texas’ traffic laws
will not be able to protect their
driver’s licenses from being re-
voked by pleading no contest to
charges.
