1967 NATIONAL WHEAT 
ACREAGE ALLOTMENT 
INCREASED

Secretary of Agriculture Or­
ville L. Freeman announced a 15 
per cent increase in the national 
acreage allotment for wheat for 
1967 crop. This represents regular 
allotment of 55 million acres plus 
small farm increases to make ef­
fective allotment of 59.3 million 
acres.

Secretary Freeman said this 
means US fanners will be per­
mitted to plant an additional 7.7 
million acres of wheat this fall 
and next spring for harvest in 
1967. He forecasts a “substantial 
increase” in farm income as a 
result.

As in previous years, eligibility 
for price support loans and wheat 
marketing certificates is depen­
dent upon the producer planting 
within his allotment and comply­
ing with other conservation or 
program provisions. However, be­
cause of the increased allotments, 
no acreage diversion will be re­
quired for 1967 crops.

The price support for wheat in 
Donley County has been an­
nounced at $1.25 per bushel less 
any discount .and plus any prem­
iums. Protein premiums are ap­
plicable to Hard Red Winter, 
Hard Red Spring, and Hard White 
Wheat (of the varieties Baart.
