FREE VITAMIN-RICH VEGETABLES!

There's a world of tasty, free-for-the-picking
leaf vegetables to be found in fields, in vacant
and even shooting up
among your own garden crops'

One of the most common edible wild greens
is lamb's-quarters (Chenopodium album). This
nutritious relative of spinach (also known as
goosefoot and pigweed) has jagged, diamond-
shaped leaves with powdery-feeling, white-
dusted undersides. Remember, though, that

<

you should never eat any wild food until you have positively identified it as edible
(NOTE: Three guidebooks to wild plants are listed at the end of this article.) Harvest
your “wild spinach” from plants no more than a foot high. or pick the youngest (up-
permost) blades from more mature specimens. The delicately flavored leaves can be
steamed, or used in most any recipe calling for spinach

Another “weed’ that’s earned a lot of names (including careless weed, redroot, and,
also, pigweed) is amaranth (Amaranthus retroflexus and hybridus). This extremely
common plant has rough. oval-but-pointed leaves that are borne on long stalks, and a
crimson-colored root. An excellent hunting ground for amaranth is the space between
rows of cultivated crops. The young leaves are favored as salad makings, but the
fronds taste even better when fried. steamed. creamed, or boiled and served with a
homemade cheese sauce.

A favorite wild food among foragers is purslane (Portulaca oleracea), better known
as “"pussley’’. The paddle-shaped leaves shoot out from a plant that rarely grows over
two inches tall but spreads horizontally, on fleshy, reddish-purple stems, with a ven-
geance. The greens taste good served raw in salads or sandwiches, cooked in meat
loaf, fried in an egg batter, pickled, or added as a thickener to soups and gumbos.

The most remarkable feature of winter cress is its availability during cold weather
Barbarea vulgaris is also called scurvy grass, upland cress, and spring tonic. This
fast-growing plant can reach a height of over two feet. The youngest leaves make a
crisp and tangy raw salad green, while the more mature blades serve well as boiled or
steamed vegetables. In addition, in late spring you can pick some of the unopened
winter cress flower buds, boil them for five minutes. and serve up some delicious " wild
broccoli™!

There are a zillion other flavorful wild greens: dandelion, curled dock, milkweed,
plantain, fireweed, watercress, wild grapes, shepherd's purse, wood sorrel, chickweed.
stork's-bill, burdock’ chicory . . . and on and on. So gather . . . and enjoy’

The following poem about
the famous J. A. Ranch
roundup on November 23,
1895, was written by Miss
Gilla Boren and was printed
in the Swisher County, Tuilia
paper.

The ranch .at that _time
covered many counties in the
panhandle and on down past
Turkey and Quitique.

Ashel Cross was one of the
young cowboys that. was
working with this roundup in
1895. Ashel was the young-
est of the fine Cross Bro-
thers. Atone time-they were
all working for this ranch at
the same time.. The others
were James, William Marion
Cross 11, John and Joe Cross.

Ashel worked many years
on the J. A. and later owned
his own ranch in Brisco
County near Silverton . His
ranch joined the JA Ranch.
Ashel Cross married Mary
Heckman and they had one
child, Dorothy, who married
George Martin. They still
live on this ranch. They have
2 sons.

William Marion Cross Il
worked many years for the
ranch and was in charge of
East Bitter Creek Camp,
which is now known as the
Hagey Ranch.

Mr. Cross. was newly
married to Alice Ray. Their
house was a two room log
house made from the cedar
trees that grew. on the ranch.
They had four children while
living at this camp. Cecil was
the oldest boy, then Gordie,
and John. They had a baby
girl, who died at Christmas
time in 1897.

Later William Cross and
family moved on south. and
had a small ranch and farm
land. of his own._This was in
Brisco School district. They
lived S miles east from the
school-house.

Their youngest son, Wil-
liam Marion Cross II, was
born in 1912 and married
Mamie Smallwood. They
now live in Denton, Texas.
He retired 3 years ago having
worked for the Texas Em-
ployment Commission 22
years.

Edward Watt, came from
afar. Born in Prince Edward
Isle, Canada he came to this
country when a small boy. In
1886, he and Mrs. Watt
began their married life to-
gether in Navarro County,
Texas.

From there, after a brief
stay in Childress, they came
to make their home in Giles,
a mile northof Giles to be
exact. To move their belong-
ings from Childress, the
Watts chartered a freight
car, called in those days an
immirgant car. at that time
the depot, the pump station,
water tanks, the saloon, the
little- wooden school-house, a
store, the Willingham and
the Rogers houses and The
Tucker Hotel was all that was
in Giles.

The Sun Dial, was brought
to him from his family's
home in England by friends,
who came to America after
the Watt’s family. The Sun
Dial has been in the Watts
family over a hundred years.

Mr. Watt was employed in
Childress when he decided
the children should be in
school. He had heard they
were building a new school
in Giles so he headed that
way. There first school had
been wrecked by a bad wind
storm and the second one
was almost completed when
the Watts arrived in Donley
County. When he first came
to Giles Ed Watt got a job
with the section crew on the
railroad. At the end of two
months a section foreman
was needed and Ed took the
job. Ed, his wife, Lela and

two children, Fred and
Rubye lived at the section
house until they moved to a
farm of their own when Mr.
Watt filed on section 84 and
built a home there.

Fred Watt and his family
still farm and ranch part of
the Ed Watt land. The Sun
Dial is a family heirloom.

The Watts made history by
having a horseless carriage.
When he could afford an
automobile, Ed called
Studébaker Motor Co. in
Amarillo and had them send
down the latest model.

The first textbook printed
in America was Thomas
Dilworth's —A—New Guide
to the English Tongue,

printed in 1747 in Philadel-
phia Pa.

Wednesday night in Chicago
-- maybe we can get some of
the ‘‘Jet-Lag’’ behind us
there and then we will get
into Amarillo Thurs. after-
noon. Elmonette had called
earlier and we were all set for
about midnight Wed. night.
Due to the change, the
Moorings called home and
they are to call Elmonette,
who we are sure will cake
Mike and that will blow every
plan the children and family
have made to date.

Did get all he packing
done--now need to call the
desk to call Holiday Inn here
to callHoliday Inn in Chicago
to see if we can get reser-
vations for Wednesday night
sleeping. I want to talk to
Night-time Johnny, so I'm
waiting until eleven o’clock.
We have both had our baths
-- but will have to pull out
one more change of under-
wear and a clean shirt for
Daddy and a top for me. We
also have some letters to mail
inChicago for several of the
people here so it won't take
ten days or so to get mail
back to their families --
maybe just nine days. This
has been a long month, but
someday we'll look back on it
and still be glad we did it.
Feb. 10, 1982 - Athens --
Mike called just as we were
about to walk out the door at
the Acropol. The schedule
had been haze through so
many calls last night, so we
re-affirmed the schedule. We
left the hotel at 7 a.m. --
eight of us in three taxis. Got
to the B.A. terminal about
7:30 or so. Had to have the
corrections made on the tic-
kets again. We will leave for
London -- checked the bag-
gage with the most wonder-
ful help of a lady at the
check-in counter. Had tipped
the porter all the money we
had left in drachmas. They
directed me through customs
with Daddy. When | wheeled
him to the door, the officer
shook his head and made
some wild gestures about all
I could tell form what he was
eylling was that we couldn’t
go through with the chair.
Found Tena and B. J. sitting
down, so we went back to the
checkin counter and were
told to wait until 8:30 before
going through customes --
we sat down with the Moor-
ings. The men were thirsty
and | went to get them some
water. The water was free,
but the cups cost 2 drachma
each. I didn’t have anything
left, but a couple of young
people from Montana going
to Israel paid the 4 dr. for me
(You never know where
you'll meet a friend!)

About 8:30 I went to the
baggage desk and they sent a
porter to push daddy. He
took his pass-port and board-
ing pass. That's the last we
saw of him for about 20
minutes. We went through
customs, then down some
marble stairs. Got separated
from the Moorings, but fin-
ally did find them, but no
Daddy. Had to wait till they
called out ‘‘Gate No. 3"
boarding for London. Then
we had to stand in line to
board a bus. My hand went
to sleep hold the strap in the
bus, but we did get to the
plane. Passed by a little
station wagon with the side
up where packaged lunches
were hanging in plastic coh-
tainers -- so we each took
one, then up stairs to the
plane. Finally we got in and
there was Daddy -- they had
wheeled him all the way
across the run way and it was
a very long way. We had
boarded a Trident Two. |
asked ‘him if he had taken
one of the lunches from the

wagon. He said he thought
they were for sale and he
didn’t have any money. Also,

he couldn’t tip the porter-- .

but we got on and took off for
London at 9:20 a.m.

We have been in the air an
hour and 45 minutes and now
we are flying over the Aus-
trian Alps which are all
covered with snow. It is 9:05
London time--11:05 Athens
time and only 3:05 a.m.
Tuesday in Memphis. We
are only two hours from
London.

Landed London 10:40 a.m.
Had a wheel chair and we
rode in the top of a vehicle
that had a hoist--we rolled
straight in from the level of
the plan--rode to the terminal
with someone driving below
us. Then they had the lift in
the rear to let us down at the
terminal. Practically no walk-
ing for Daddy except from
the seat of the plane to the
door. The service was superb
--took us immediately for
boarding passes--we entered
the main part of the terminal
and met with the Moorings,
Duvalls and Putnams. There
are now eight of us together
so far. At the luggage claim
area right after going
through passport inspection,
the friends had already col-
lected our baggage (all four
pieces believe it or not!), and
all loaded on the trolley,
ready to fly through customs.
They could tell none of us
had enough money to buy
anything we had to declare--
went to the counter and
picked up the new luggage
tags. Since the ‘‘slight labor
dispute'’ was still going in
London, each passenger is
responsible to check in their
own luggage directly onto
the plane. The porter and
wheel chair pusher took us to
the dining area nearest the
loading gate--they said they
would be back in time to
leave (our departure time is
14:15, which in our mind is
2:15 p.m.).

We enjoyed the rest--had
another good visit with the
Duvalls and Putnams who
will separate from us at
Chicago. Had refreshments--
since the 4 men couldn't
have "‘ale’’, we girls decided
on a safer drink too.

Had a change of porter and
chair pusher at pick-up time.
We were intending to tip the
other two when they came
back but we didn’t get to do
so. But, anyhow--here we
went to Gate 21 which was a
terribly long way  for the
other men to walk. Daddy
had a good ride, but the
wheel chair could use a
cushion. Tena took care of
the tip for the porter after
sending the luggage down a
very steep chute--I think it all
landed at the bottom with
only one or two bumps going
down. Glad it wasn't too
fragile.

We were allowed to board
first, hence the wheel chair
advantage--we were leaving
somewhat late on the 747 for
Shannon. Really, the plane
looks clean to us and we
would be happy just to stop
long enough to refuel in
Ireland--then take off across
the Blue Atlantic for Chica-
go. We are off at 2:50 London
time which is nearly 9a.m. in
Memphis. Decided to really
look to see if the Life Jackets
are under our seats as the
hostesses keep telling they
are. We are going to be
going over the Atlantic later
and | don't swim too well in
cold weather--Sure enough,
the jackets are there.

Now, to get comfortable--
Daddy tried stretching out
with his head in my lap, but
his legs are too long; so now

he is sitting with his leg
doubled up on the seat for a
while. I decided to lean back
a bit and forgot about the
fellow behind me. Don't
think 1 caused his coffee to
spill, but may have jolted his

+ hand writing a bit as he was

using the table to write. I
begged his pardon and he
said, ‘‘No problem."’

I asked the stewardess
what size plane this was we
were on. She asked, ‘‘What
size?’’, 1 mentioned 747?
Then she said, ‘‘Oh yes,
747. 1 thought you meant
how long was it, that would
confuse me."’

They have very nice ser-
vice--at least they are smiling
on this trip. Guess it is
because the weather is so
much better than when we
came over in January.

Daddy is having some
difficulty breathing--1 asked
the stewardess for some
oxygen and they were so
willing. First she got a mask
and climbed on the seat to
plug it into the supply over
our heads--then she thought
a protable unit would be
better. While she was get-
ting one, a steward came to
talk with us. As we are
coming down at Shannon in a
few minutes, we decided to
wait until we are airborne for
Chicago. The difficulty may
be just the closeness-- Oh
my! Landing at Shannon is a
beautiful sight. The green is
the prettiest green we have
ever seen. The prettiest
stewardess pushed the wheel
chair for us. She has a day
here before flying to Miami,
Fla., and she had never been
to Shannon before, so she
planned sight seeing. I asked
her if it may be possible that
the terminal may stock
Polaroid 600 film. She told
me that all that part of the
world was at least six months
behind the U.S.A. (I should
have thought of that before
getting such a newly design-
ed camera).

We can nearuily enaorse
the terminal at Shannon.
Such linens and crystal--such
temptations! But, being the
thrifty people as we must be,
we settled for a pencil each
for the grandchildren with a
leprechaun on top, one ash
tray, some slides and a book
on Ireland which we hope has
at least a few details about
the slides we bought. There
wasn't a great deal of time,
just an hour and fifteen
minutes. Oh yes, bought
some Irish money for Mike
and I thing they are pounds
and pences; also some
stamps for our philatelist,
Michelle, which was better
for our pocketbook. For the
first time in quite a while, we
are able to get some good ole
U.S.A. money for our travel-
lers checks.

This is truly an ‘‘Emerald
Isle’’ today. The homes are
quaint. We do not get too
good a view from the land-
ing--however, we were able
to glimpse some country
roads lined with trees, quite
a number of lakes, double-
decker yellow buses. The
fields are fair size. There are
rows of one-story apart-
ments.

We are taking off at 5:30
p.m.--11:30 a.m. in Texas. It
will be seven hours and forty-
five minutes to Chicago.
Daddy exclaimed, ‘‘Seven
hours?--I'll never make it.
They have a lot of burials at
sea.”’ It has been difficult for
him to get comfortable in any
place. At any rate, that will
be a quarter to one London
time flying at 35,000 feet, but
only seven in the evening in
Chicago. Just saw Cork,
Ireland to the southwest.

The steward noticed Dad-
dy standing to try to get easy
and came back to him. He
fixed a place to lay down two
seats up as no one was sitting
there. We gave him an “‘easy
pill’’ and the stewardess said
to ‘‘shout’’ if we needed
anything else to make him
more comfortable. There are
mountains in the clouds up
here, rather mountains of
clouds with lower clouds
around them. Gives the same
effect as seeing lowlands and
mountains on the ground.

We have never seen any-
thing like them and they are
beautiful--beginning to get
evening in Ireland and we
can see a beautiful sunset to
the east. We are gaining
daylight hours as we travel
west. The evening meal is
being served and we check
the list to see what and
what-not Daddy can eat--
sure enough this is smoked
herring and salty served with
tomatoes and lemon. How-

ever, that proved to be only
the appetizer and later were
offered chicken or steak.
They brought Daddy a vege-
table plate. He feels much
better after eating some.
After the meal, they use
tongs and a tray and serve
you a hot wash cloth in lieu of
finger bowls--what a luxury!
Again, the stewardess tells
us to ‘‘give a shout’’ if we
need anything for Daddy.
They are so nice, I could do
most anything but ‘‘shout’’
at them.

The man whom 1 would
call a Chief Steward asked if
he could do anything and if

8:15 London time and_realize
we seem to.be chasing the
day light. Time for 2 movie
and the overhead lights go
off, but those at the windows
will have to pull the shades.
Where is my Scott? -- the
movie is none other than the
incomparable ‘‘Zerro’’ in the
“Gay. Blade.’’ I'll watch for
a while but really should_get
anap while Daddy is resting.
Not much_of the.movie had
played ‘till he came back
here and we fixed his
head-set. The movie is
hilarious and enjoyable.

It is 9:50 p.m. London
time, but ecarly in the
afteznoon at home, still
daylight, so to speak. We ace
going to try to sleep a .bit.
They'll probably be around
to serve another meal in a
while -- but we’ll get some
rest. | guess I'm not a
sleeper on a plane or else this
writing is getting to me. | can
think of so much.to say. May
I jot some similarities and
some . ‘‘dis-similarities’’ (if
there is such a word) on this
particular part of our journey
compared to.that of January
8 and 9? This is a might big
plane, as was the other one.

The stewards and ‘‘esses’’
still walk heavily though the
aisles, making the seats
vibrate. This movies is so
good -- the other one was

boring. This service is good

and considerate -- there are
not too many on this plane.
The one coming over was full
due to the weather and
delayed flights -- also the
strike in Athens.. Also,- so
many took the first. flight
available toward _their_des-
tination. This flight is so
smooth. -- even over .the
Atlantic. We couldn 't keep
coffee in our cups in January
as the turbulance was ter-
rible. The food was good
both ways . we were just
hungrietr this time. Both of
our. patients are feeling so
much better than they did
going to Greece -- for which
we are thankful.

The restrooms are the
same distance from our seats
as before, in fact, I think we
have same seats as we had
before ‘' 1SE’’ for Elmont and
*“1SF"’ for Florita. And don't
let us forget Heathrow.Ter-
minal in London (as iff we
ever will) what a {ifference
in atmosphere, the weather
and the motions of the four of
us. Tena is. not quite as
up-tight as in Jan.. as the
situation was more in hand.
However,. she had read a
sign coming into the depar-
ture area that said if could be
possible for some flights be
cancelled due to the “‘Labor
Dispute’’ and not the wea-
ther. She kept.asking B. ‘l as
the Chicago flight No. 298
appeared on the computori-
zed board over. head was till
in the ‘‘uncancelled’” status
and we flew out as schedul-
ed, just a little bit late.

Another big difference was
the time of the week - we hit
it right-at the week-end in
Jan., right at mid-week on
the retuen.trip, so the crowd
was practically non-existent
today. The whole surround-
ing was calmer, cleaner and
more enjoyable.

Tena had. wanted one
picture of us again _at
Heathrow --.we were sitting
at.a table with the other two
oouples. As 1 was trying to
show Homer Duvall how to
use the camera (pull back on
this button until the light
goes off), he took the cameza
and said, ‘‘you mean like
this?”* Flash! and the film
poured out the front -- we
nearly died laughing .-~ but
would you believe, he caught
Tena and Elmont without
their. posing.

Thus ends the comparison,
but 1 though then worth o
note « enough to.say you
can't just judge a trip by one
way without a return trip. It
is 11 o'clock p.m..on my
watch for London time and
the sun finally made it down.

. Didn’t 1 tell you -- Here
comes the snacks at 11:15 -.
we should -gain several
pounds at this rate,_but we
can’t keep_flying until Daddy
gains back what he has lost
these past few months. We'll
not be able to cook at home
that often either.

We are nearing Chicago
and there are Custom de-
darations to be filled in and
the usual Passport informa-
tion -- Janice Putnan from
Odessa came to talk a
minute. We each got a good
hug and hated to say goodby
- had rehashed some of the
past month -- told her we
would keep in touch. She and
Buster, Homer and. Evange-
line Duvall are going on to
Dallas_to spend the rest of
the night.-Our _number of
eight will divide into two sets
of four and four as we and
the. Moorings will stay in
Chicago. It was sad to part
from each and evey_couple
we have enjoyed during our
stay in Athens. There are
still- about 60 .Americans
staying in the Acropol when
we left. When we get to
Amarillo,we will have. an-
other split on our tanks to
two and two. But our lives
have felt anenrichment from
the experience. There is
some snow on the ground in
Chicago. his time, Daddy
had to go down the stairs
from the plane, then into the
wheel chair. The_hand-rail is
some cold as it is 4 degrees
above zero.-- then they let me
put the quilted zip-up on the
chair and they wheeled him
to the terminal, just hope he
doesn’t take cold. We didn't
have a connection to.make,
but . they still -hurried. us
through the regular places,
customs, passport inspec-
tion, etc.

I would rather slow down,
at least through one termi-
nal.

We passed through, col-
lected all four of the bags
again for us, then two for the
Moorings. There is a feeling
of Triumph when they all
show up--but we're not home
yet. The Moorings were pag-
ed for a call, so they went one
way and we went the other.
Before I knew it, the porter
had pushed us right out the
door to the location where
families meet incoming pas-
sengers. He unloaded the
bags off his cart--told us this
would be theplace to get a
way to a hotel and said he
needed to take the wheel
chair. We unloaded Daddy
and since we could not see
the Moorings, we parked
Daddy on the suitcases,
there were no seats. 1 ran
back to The Door we last
passed-
passed--found out it was a
‘‘one-way operation''. So
everytime some one came
out, I stretched my neck
trying to get a glimpse of
Tena and B.J. Finally, went
up stairs to Information and
asked where one would have
to go to take a telephone
message, (I supposed they
may be there). Since we had
arrived by British Airways,
the lady told me to go to their
desk which was quite a ways
around there. | took one
more peep to see if Tena and
B.J. had found Daddy. He
was downstairs and 1 was
upstairs. Went around to.
B.A. and they said Tena had
answered the phone call--so 1
went back and watched The
Door some moge. Sure
enough I caught that glimpse
of them and the next time
The Door opened, 1 yelled at
them. They didn’t have their
baggage when they came
though. It had been checked
through to Amarillo. Then, it
dawned on me that was what
we were told to do back in
Athens, but we had been
propelled through The Door
by the porter so fast, I
wouldn’t have had a chance
to tell him if 1 had remem-
bered.

How to get our baggage
back in through The Door
was the next problem. I went
back upstairs to Information
and she directed me back to
B.A. Check in desk. Again, it
was quite a good way. Tena’s
message was Holiday Inn
confirming reservations
which we didn’t know had
been made from Athens. We
both had asked about reser-
vations in Athens and the
man redoing our tickets told
both of u‘sjwe would have
that done with B.A. when we
arrived in Chicago. However,
the Moorings were the only
ones confirmed, but they
could bring the Ranigans's,
(that's the way we have been
called all month as our
names were misspelled on
the tickets.)

The symptoms of mental
illness interfere with daily
living and can make our lives
difficult. The symptoms of
mental illness range in sever-

ity from mild to disabling,
affect at least 15 people in
100 and create emotional,
social and financial problems
for the person affected and
the person’s family and
friends.

Fred Ponder, Center Dir-
ector of the Clarendon Fam-
ily Services Center, said,
‘“The symptoms of mental
illness, like those of many
physical illnesses, may come
on slowly, sometimes making
it difficult to know that a
person is mentally ill, but
there are warnings signs to
indicate professional assist-
ance is needed."’

Some of the warning signs,
according to ponder, include:

*Inability to cope with
changes-loss of a loved one,
divorce, retirement, job
changes, money problems or
other drastic challenges that
must be faced.

Abrupt changes in mood
and behavior-frequent cry-
ing, dependence on alcohol
or drugs

Deep anxiety, which is a
state of constant fear-an
inability to concentrate or a
feeling of impending doom

Depression that takes hold
and is followed by with-
drawal from friends, a loss of
confidence, a feeling of help-
lessness
