Then the Mundens moved to
Arizona in 1956.

Dude ranching is big
business in Arizona. Cecil
taught dudes to ride and the
Fred Astair and Ginger
Rogers of Clarendon taught
them how to square dance
and do western swing steps
at the Dude ranch they
worked on for several years.

Cecil had a beautiful horse
named Tango that delighted
visitors and old hands as
well.

The Poor. Don't you get
sick of hearing liberals talk
about ‘‘The Poor’’ as they
were some special species of
human being with inherent
virtues the rest of us don’t
have? I do. To heck with
The Poor.

I have been poor and I can
tell you there is no virtue in
it. Poor people are a liability.

They don’t invest in the
country, they don’t pay their
fair share of the taxes, and
they comsume a disporpor-
tioate amount of the public
benefits. They are parasites.

Some people are poor
through no fault of their own,
just bad luck, but some
people are poor entirely be-
cause of their own fault.
They deserve no sympathy
whatsoever. Their poverty is
a form of justice. People who
are lazy, dishonest and irre-
sponsible deserve to be poor
forever. It's insane to be-
lieve, as liberals do, that the
situation they themselves

created and deserve confers
on us an obligation to take

bread out of children’s
mouths and give it to them,
less a deduction for the
bureaucrats in the poverty
industry.

Every decent poor person
I've known hoped fervently
that his poverty was a tem-
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porary condition. He certain-
ly didn't go around bragging
about it and labeling himself
*“The Poor’'. His goal was to
become part of ‘‘The Rich"’,
instead of a permanent lob-
byist for ‘“The Poor™.

I'm sick of this inverted’

system liberalism has im-
posed on us. You hear
people complain, ‘‘well the
poor can't go to college.”
The poor aren’t supposed to
go to college, just like the
poor aren’t supposed to go to
the Riviera. Being poor
means not having enough
money to do much more than
just get by, so where does
some poor person get off
claiming he has a right to all
the things he can’t pay for?

Poor people, like rich peo-
ple, have their rights enum-
erated in the Bill of Rights.
Nothing in the Bill of Rights
says that those who work are
obligated to support those
who don’t. Nothing in the
Bill of Rights says that those
who are lucky are obligated
to support those who are
unlucky.

If a poor kid wapts to go to
college, then he should do
the same thing millions of
other poor kids have done:
work his way through. If he
can, great; if he can’t, too
bad. There is nothing in the
Constitution which guaran-
tees that everyone will be
able to do exactly what they
would like to do. A man’'s
goal ought to be to go as far
as he can within the limits
circumstances imposed on
him.  That's better than
sitting around bewailing the
circumstances.

People used to be ashamed
of being poor, but now some
poor people are arrogant
about it. To heck with them.

Farmers being solicited by
telephone to buy Knock-Out
pesticide are warned to be
aware that the product may
be grossly misrepresented,
Agriculture Commissioner
Reagan V. Brown said today.

‘“We have received several
calls from scattered locations
in the state from farmers who
have purchased the pesticide
after telephone solicitations
and have found that it does
not live up to the sales
pitch,”” Brown said.

The telephone salesmen
have stated that it is as good
as or superior to another
well-known, commonly used
herbicide (Roundup). The
most recent telephone solic-
itation have been from Al-
pine Farm Products in Long
Island, New York.

Knock-Out is registered
for sale with the Texas
Department of Agriculture
with a label specifying a 1.8
percent active ingredient.
““There is nothing illegal
about selling this product,
but its performance is being
misrepresented. The pesti-
cide being compared con-
tains 41 percent active in-
gredient.”’

Brown urged farmers be-
fore ordering such pesticides

T

from out-of-state firms to
compare the active ingre-
dient percentage on products

meet label specifications on
purchases resulting from
such telephone solicita-
tions."”’

Brown advised farmers to
buy from dealers they know,
‘‘ones that they can complain
to if the product does not
work as it should.”’

If farmers have purchased
and still have the containers,
they are requested to notify
the Texas Department of
Agriculture.

UUR KIDS DESERVE SUPPORT

AUSTIN - One of the
unfortunate facts of family
life is that it does not al-
ways last. Divorce is all too
common in today’s world,
and Texas is no exception.

Children many times are
the victims of the breakup
in families. Generally, one
parent or the other gets cus-
tody of the children of the
failed marriage, and many
times raising those children
is a financial burden on that
parent,

It is also a fact of life that
mothers are more likely to
gain custody, and that
women generally don't
make as much money as
men. This puts a double
burden on these mothers,
and on their children.

There is no alimony in
Texas. but one parent can
be made to pay child sup-
port to the parent who is
raising the children. About
600.000 children in Texas
are eligible for child sup-
port. Four out of ten of
these children don’'t receive
any support from their ab-
sentee parents. Only two
out of ten receive the full
amount to which they are
entitled.

Aside from the moral and
ethical grounds for requiring
these parents to support
their own children, there are
financial reasons as well.
The Texas Department of
Human Resources estimates
the state could save about
$60 million a year if we

could enforce our child
support laws. The reason
for this is obvious. If the
parents don’t support their

children, the state has to do

it for them.

The Senate Subcommittee
on Public Health and
Welfare is conducting an
interim study now to try
to deal with enforcement of
child support decrees. In
addition to having public
hearings, the subcommittee
would like to receive ideas
from people who have ex-
perienced problems with
child support in the past.

One big problem is visita-
tion. The parent who has
custody sometimes makes it
hard for the other parent to
see the children. Con-
sequently, the absentee par-
ent stops paying. Remedies
for nonpayment of child
support and for violation of
visitation agreements are
both enforced in the courts.
While we feel the utmost
respect in our judicial sys-
tem and for our judges,
there may be a better way
to deal with these problems.
Judicial rentedies are slow
and expensive. The sub-
committee is looking at
faster, cheaper ways to solve
these disagreéments be-
tween former spouses.

We want to do the right
thing for these children and
for the state. but we realize
there are always two sides
to every story. That’s why
we would like those of you
who have experienced child
support problems to write
us and tell us what we
should do to get this system

on the right track. Write to
Senator Bill Sarpalius, P. O.

Really good sauerkraut has
a tart and tangy flavor, it't
crisp, firm and has a btight
creamy-white color. Use
only high-quality products
and ingredients and follow a
recipe carefully, Here is a
great US Dept. of Agricul-
ture Sauerkraut recipe.

Sauerkraut
S0 Ibs. cabbage
1 Ib. (1% C) salt, pure
granulated

Remove outer leaves and
any undesirable portions
from firm, mature heads of
cabbage; discard. Wash and
drain remaining cabbage.

Cut into halves or quar-
ters; remove the core.

Use a shredder or sharp
knife to cut the cabbage into
thin shreds about the thick-
ness of a dime.

In a large container, mix
three TBS salt with 5 Ibs.
shredded cabbage.

Let the salted cabbage
stand for several minutes to
wilt ‘slightly. This allows
packing without excessive
breaking or bruising of the
shreds.

Pack salted cabbage firmly
and evenly into a clean, S-gal
crock or jar.

Use a wooden spoon or
tamper with your hands,
press down firmly until the
juice comes to the surface.
i~ Repeat until the crock is

filled to within three or four
inches from top. A five-gal-
lon crock will hold about 35
pounds of prepared, salted
cab!

Cover the cabbage with a
heavyweight, water-filled
plastic bag that fits snugly
against the cabbage and
against the sides of the
container to prevent expo-
sure to air. Store at room
temperature, 68-70 degrees,
for three weeks while cab-
bage ferments.

To process: Heat saur-
kraut to simmering (185) do
not boil. Pack hot kraut in
clean, hot jars and cover with
hot juice to %" from top of
jar. Adjust lids. Process in
boiling water bath 15 min.
»for pints, 20 min. for quarts.
Complete seals.

spoiled include off flavors,
off odors and undesireable
color and soft texture. A
pink color is cavsed by a
yeast on the surface of the
kraut. The yeast grows if
there is too much salt or if
the(sélt isn't evenly distri-
buted. Improper covering or
weighting can also cause the
yeast growth.

DNark-colored kraut is a-
nother spoilage problem
caused by exposure to air
and high temperatures dur-
ing fermentation, processing
and storage, along with too
long storage.

Another good use for cab-
bage, high in Vitamin C,
might be this recipe.

Winning the war
against fleas

Over the last five.to seven
years, fleas seem to have
become more and more of a
problem, particularly in ur-
ban and subarban .areas.

Cat fleas which.infest dogs
or cats and readily attack
humans are the.most com-
mon, says an urban ent-
omologist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A & M University
System.

Flea. bites are extremely
annoying and. generally be-
come increasingly sore and
irritated ofer a period of a
week or more, explains Dr.
John M. Owens. Fleas most
often bite people.about the
legs and ankles. -

- A small red spot with a
light colored center appears
where.the mouthparts of-the
adult flea entess the skin.
Applying cooling prepara-
tions such as carbolated
vaseline, menthol, camphot,
calamine lotion -or ice will
help relieve itching. Severe
allergic reactions or infec-
tionsshould be treated

mit bubonic plague and

murine typhus, these

diseases are rare.
How do ybu control these

Flea control must include

v

treatment of the pets and
thorough treatment of the
entire premises indoors and
outdoors. These three areas
should be treated simult-
aneously to break the ‘‘flea-
cycle‘‘and get effective cont-
rol, emphasizes the ento-
mologist.

Insecticides containing
carbaryl (Sevin), dichlorvous

(DDVP), pyrethrin, rotenone
malathion, methoxychlor or
ptopoxur (Baygon or Send-
ran’)are labeled for_use on
animals. Dusts or powaers
are generally preferred over
sprays for treating pets and
should be used at thrtee to
fourday. intervals when
infestations .are . heavy.
Rub the dust into the
animal’s fur by. hand. . Be
especially thorough around
ears, nostrils. Flea collars
which only . contain
dichlorvos. . Be suce to read
the label before using any of
these products and consult a
veterinarian if questions
arise.
Spray all infested outdoor
areas such as the yard,
porches, garages and out-
buildings with chlorpyrifos
(Dursban), diuinolg._
propoxur or carbaryl. Be
sure'to tredt #reas used by

pests?™’ pets, and’ let the spray dry

before pets or_childrén are
allowed to use treated areas,
says Owens. Repeat the
spray al two-weék intervals
until fleas are controlled. -
Inside the home, begin
control .measures .with
thorough cleaning. Vacuum
all floors and upholstery_and
dispose of sweepings
immediately .to prevent flea
escape and subsequent rein-
festation. Also, launder. all
pet . . bedding
. Apply an insecticide spray
of chlorpyrifos (such as
““Rid-A-Bug’’or Raid ““Home
Insect Killer. (to all tloor
areas, under and around
upholstery_cushions, and to
pet bedding areas. Also
spray moldings, baseboards
and draperies to a height of
one foot above floor level.
Try to avoid further vacuum-
ing-and cleaning for 10-14
days .after treatment..
While -this insecticide
should give .three to four
weeks of effecticive residual
indoors, it will not rapidly
knock down adult fleas. . In
conjunction with the residual
spray indoors, homeowners
might.also use a nonresidual

insecticide applied as a total-

release aerosol or fogger,
suggests the entomologist.
Products containing pyre-
thrin, resmethrin (SBP-1382)
and dichlorvos. are available
to provide quick relief from
indoor fleas. .Again, be sure
to. read and follow all label
directions and precautions
with .these. praducts.
One final place which may
require insecticide treatment
is the family car, especially if
your pet is a frequent rider,
adds Owens.

Harvest mites find and attach themselves
to the ankles or legs of adults and children.

This enzyme. helps produce
the red, itchy bump that.is a characteristic of |
the animal’s presence in the skin. .

The long-range outlook for
a child stricken with cancer
has changed dramatically in
the past two decades, accord-
ing to arecent broadcast
sponsored by the Columbia-
Presbyterian Medical Center
and The Prudential Insurance
Company.

Dr. Giulio D’Angio, direc-
tor of the Children’s Cancer
Research Center at Children’s
Hospital in Philadelphia, said,
“There is now more than a
vague hope of control. To
achieve this result, however,
parents must immediately
consult with a center dedicated
to the management of
malignant disease in children.”

The tremendous advance-
ments in cancer treatment are
largely responsible for the
much-improved survival of
childhood cancer patients.
“We have a multitude of new
approaches that can reverse
a seemingly discouraging
situation,” said Dr. D’Angio.
These approaches, though not
foolproof, do provide parents
with a reasonably optimistic
outlook.”

Dr. D’Angio -points out
that doctors now have the
opportunity to consider the
future of the childhood cancer
patient. “It’s only a partial
success for the cured child
to become a chronically ill
adult because of treatment he
or she received for cancer,”
said Dr. D’Angio. “We are
now focusing more not only
on the cure, but also the
