Crop Disaster program
Approximately 75 counties 

in Texas, New Mexico and 
Oklahoma were approved for 
a special Disaster Payment 
Program for all 1982 program 
crops on farms that signed 
up in the 1982 program. 
Payments will be made on 
weat, grain sorghum and 
corn participating farms thgt 
produces less thant 75% of 
the farm yield. Payment 
ates will be SI.75 bu. for 
vheat, 15c bu. for barley and 
:om, 18c bu. for grain sor­
ghum and 20.5 c lb on cotton.

If you have had leases in 
excess of 40% of your farm's 
established yeild for wheat or 
if you have lost grain sor­
ghum or cotton you should 
file a low yeild payment 
request now. The final date 
to file a low yield request on 
wheat will be August 18th.

The special disaster pro-
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gram also includes provi­
sions for prevented planting 
payments if you were unable 
to plant your program crop 
acrage.

Conservation
Use Acreage • Set Asdic
Producers are reminded 

that acreages designated for 
conservation use must be 
maintained throughout the 
crop year. Harvesting any 
cover crop for hay is prohibi­
ted and grazing will not be 
permitted until after August 
31st.

1983 Wheat Program
The details of the 1983 

wheat program have been 
announced as follows:

1. To participate in the 
program, you must reduce 
your planted acres by 20% 
from your wheat base.

2. Wheat bases will be

unchanged for 1983 on parti­
cipating farms or famrs that 
reported a zero planted acres 
for 1982. For farms that did 
not participate in the 1962 
program, bases will be the 
average of 1981 and 1982 
a crease for wheat for grain 
planted those two years.

3. The target price as been

set at $4.30 bu. and the loan 
rates have been set at $3.55 
bu. for regular loans and 
$4.00 bu for reserve loans.

4. Notice of base acreage 
will be mailed to producers

around the 1st of September 
and sign up will begin Sep- 
temer 7, 1982.

Big budget surplus 
returned

State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock unveiled the biggest 
budget surplus in Texas 
history Thursday, but warn­
ed ‘‘there are thorns among 
the roses.”

The record SI.3 billion 
budget surplus will mean the 
Legislature will have 55.1 
billion available for spending 
in January 1983, over and 
above what was available in 
January 1981.

“ This surplus is the result 
of the good times we have 
had,” Bullock said in a 
capitol press conference. But 
the Comptroller cautioned 
Texas that “ the growth we 
are predicting today is sub­
stantially less than we have 
seen in the past 10 years.”

Although Texas is the

‘‘flagship of the United 
States Economy,” and has 
led the nation in the creation 
of new jobs, Bullock said, 
“ The recession has come to 
Texas. Our economy has 
begun to slow down. We are 
beginning to see significant 
drops in some major revenue 
sources.”

The Comptroller pointed' 
out Texans do not pay 
corporate or personal income 
taxes and have not had a tax 
increase since 197I. “ Last 
year alone,” Bullock said, 
” 31 other states burdened 
their citizens with higher 
taxes.”

Bullock noted an expected 
drop in federal funds coming 
into the Texa^Treasury will 
make other revenue sources

Summertime is salad time.

Texas voters 
show apathy 

again
Results of an analysis of 

the May 1, 1982 primary 
election were released by the 
Secretary of Safe’s Office 
and the overall impression is 
that the registered voter in 
Texas is dearly less than 
satisfied with our electoral 
process.

Based on the fact that only 
24 percent of the state’s 6.6 
million registered voters 
bothered to vote on May 1 at 
a cost of $4.5 million which 
included $1.7 million in can­
didates’ filing fees and over 
$29,000 in private contribu­
tions, this amounts to a cost 
of approximately $2.80 per 
vote cast in the May 1 
primary election!

In 1982, registered voters 
across the state thought of 
themselves at 33 percent 
Republican, 45 percent Dem­
ocrat and 22 percent other. 
Registered voters who did 
not vote in the primary 
thought of themselves at 37 
percent Republican, 41 per­
cent Democrat and 22 per­
cent other.

Non-voters wanted to have 
the Drimarv elections closer 
to the general election time. 
57 percent of them favored 
this as a good idea. 52 
percent of the voters agreed 
to this idea.

56 percent of the register­
ed voters sqrveyed believed 
that the statewide elections 
should be held on the same 
day as the Presidential elec­
tions.

Over half of the registered 
in both parties agreed that 
state judges should be elect­
ed without regard to political 
party affiliation, or on a 
nonpartisan basis.

Nearly three-quarters of 
the survey participants sta­
ted that state, local and 
school board elections should 
“ definitely” be held on the 
same day, at a single polling 
place, with votes cast on a 
single ballot.

A reasonable “ excuse” for 
voter apathy may be that 
there are too many elections, 
too close together in time, in 
too many places and on too 
many ballots. Perhaps this 
study will encourage Texas 
Legislators to consider a 
review of our currnet voting 
laws. Perhaps, maybe, pos­
sibly more voters would turn 
out if this were changed.

Controlled burning, when 
done properly and in con­
junction with other manage­
ment programs can be a 
productive method for 
improving range conditions 
for wildlife and livestock.

Bill Armstrong, a wildlife 
biologist at the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department's 
Kerr Wildlife Management 
Area has been studying the 
effects of controlled burns on 
portions of the 6,500 acre 
area during the past four 
years.

The advantages gained 
from proper burning are 
many, Armstrong said. 
“ Burning helps to control 
brush and remove old growth 
and afterward the regrowth 
of plants is of higher nutr­
itional quality. Burning also 
makes nitrogen and phos­
phorus available to the soil.”

“ Many plants evolved 
with fire, and they actually 
benefit from it,” Armstrong 
explained. “ It is just as much 
of a natural revitalizing fact­
or for plants as rain and 
sunshine.”

There are several import­
ant factors to consider before 
attempting a burn, Arm­

strong noted. These include 
air temperature and relative 
humidity, wind speed, fuel 
load and ground moisture.

He said also the time of 
year is vital to achieving a 
beneficial rather than des­
tructive burn.

Burning is not necessarily 
disruptive to wildlife species, 
Armstrong said. “ Just as 
with plants, wildlife species 
evolved in the presence of 
periodic fires, and they begin 
to utilize the burned-over 
areas in a remarkabley short 
period of time.”

"Burns should be done 
according to total pasture 
size, and should be small 
enough to be controllable yet 
large enough to prevent ‘spot 
grazing’ afterward by deer 
and other animals,” said 
Armstrong. He • explained 
that the forage can be 
improved so markedly on a 
small burn area that deer will 
graze on it too heavily.

“ Burning is just one tool to 
use in wildlife and range 
management,” said Arm­
strong, “ but it may be one 
which has not been used in 
many areas where it would 
be extremely beneficial.”

Drug use impairs 
driving skills

According to a publication 
of the National Institute on 
Drug Abuse, use of any 
drug, including many over- 
the-counter medications, has 
the potential to seriously 
affect driving ability. The 
practice of taking more than 
one drug, or mixing drugs 
and alcohol, can be especial­
ly dangerous.

The institute warns that 
driving skills of different 
individuals can be affected in 
varying degrees by the same 
drug. As with alcohol, the 
driver’s weight and emot­
ional state, the amount of 
the drug and when it was 
taken all influence the 
driver’s ability to size up an 
emergency situation or to 
judge relative speed.

The depressant effects of 
tranquilizers and barbitur­
ates are increased by mixing 
them with alcohol. Reaction 
time is slowed, as are eye- 
hand coordination and the 
speed with which the brain

proceses sensory information 
of all types, th e  Institute 
term s this practice 
“ especially dangerous, on or
off the road.”

The' use of stimulants,
including amphetamines, 
cocaine and caffeine, may 
cause persons to overestim­
ate their performance and 
take more risks than usual. 
Actual driving records 
indicate that people who take 
amphetamines are slightly 
more accident prone, 
probably for these reasons. 
One accident study found 
that heavy users of amphet­
amines are four times more 
likely to be involved in a car 
crash as the normal driver.

Hallucinogens and PCP 
distort judgement and reality 
cause confusion and panic 
and can produce psychotic- 
like reactions. There are 
reports of drivers under the 
influence of these drugs 
swerving their automobiles 
off the road to avoid imagin­
ed obstacles.

Teal season set 
for September

Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department officials remind 
hunters that shooting hours 
for the September teal duck 
hunting season are different 
from those set lor the regular 
waterfowl season.

Teal may be taken only 
between sunrise and sunset, 
a regulation established to 
help hunters identify teal and

not take other species 
accidentally. During the 
regular waterfowl seasons, 
shooting hours are 30 
minutes before sunrise to 
sunset.

This year’s early teal 
season is September 11- 
19. Bag limit is four teal in 
the aggregate per day; 
possession limit eight.

Heat Stroke deadly

Lyndon B. Johnson was the 
first President to be sworn 
into office on an airplane.

The human body cools 
itself in hot environments by 
circulating blood close to the 
skin surface to shed heat and 
by evaporation of sweat.

However, these mechan­
isms can fail under excessive 
work in the heat and bring 
about several physical dis­
orders, says Dr. ary S. 
Nelson, safety engineer with 
the Texas Agricultural.

Heat stroke is the most 
serious of these. It occurs 
when the human heat-regul­
ating system simply breaks 
down under stress and 
sweating stops, robbing the 
body of its most effective 
mans of shedding excess 
heat-evaporation of sweat.

A heat stroke victim's skin 
is hot, dry and usually red or 
spotted, says Nelson. Body 
temperature is 105 degrees f 
or higher and rising. The 
person is confused, irritable 
and may complain of chills. If 
the person is not taken out of 
the hot envoronment at this 
early stage of heat stroke and 
cooled rapidly, more severe 
symptions such as uncons­
ciousness, delirium and 
convulsions may occur, lead­
ing to death.

Look for programs that 
are fair in their treatment 
of people or programs 
that are not violent or too 
sophisticated in content.

Plan with children 
what shows they can 
watch— whether you are 
home or away. Be aware 
that public television has 
special program m ing 
and that commercial T V  
produces m any ex­
cellent shows especially 
geared to children.

Insist on a limit to T V  
time. Discuss what’s 
" re a l”  and w hat’s 
“ unreal”  on T V  and in 
life. Talk about how 
violence can be harm­
f u l -r e a l  people hurt 
when injured.

Provide adequate light 
in the television area and 
watch for tiredness,

listlessness, glassy 
eyes, trance-like states- 
signs of poor health or 
too much television.

Discuss ways pro­
blems might have been 
solved other than the 
way they were presented 
in the T V  story.

Turn off the assaults, 
attacks, and uproars 
when they appear on 
your television set. 
Youngsters need a 
friendly atmosphere at 
home without a lot of un­
necessary noise or 
violence.

Correct any language 
errors your child may 
hear on television. Un­
fortunately, there are 
mistakes on TV . Why not 
have fun finding them 
together?

Make meals a family 
event— don’t eat in front 
of the T V  set. Select food 
carefully— not what a T V  
character urges kids to 
eat. Don’t let T V  turn 
your child into the family 
shopper. Parents should 
take final responsibility 
for selecting foods, 
clothing, toys, etc. When 
children see things on 
T V , they may enter a 
"gimme-get me”  stage. 
Don't give in to demands 
for junk foods just 
because children ask for 
them after they've'seen 
them on TV .

Use T V  to widen your 
child’s horizons and to 
help the family become 
closer as you watch pro­
grams together.

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High Medical M alpractice Premiums 
Are A Rip-O ff To Doctors And Consumers

During the artificial medi­
cal malpractice “ crisis” of the 
middle 1970’s, most insurance 
companies based tremendous 
increases in premiums charged 
to the m edical profession 
upon dire predictions for the 
late 1970’s and the 1980’s.

RMurri p T od»y. byKichard F. Gerry u, e of 2o/20 
hindsight, we know that the 
predictions of the insurance 
companies were unsound and 
based upon assumptions not 
supported by fact.

The reports of the insur­
ance companies themselves 
as well as independent author­
ities indicate that there has 
been no dramatic increase in 
the number of medical mal­
practice cases or in the losses 
paid by the insurance carriers 
as a result of them.

Despite the fact that the 
insurance companies did not 
have to pay out huge sums 
predicted for medical mal­
practice lawsuits, there has 
been no general rollback of 
insurance premium levels. In 
fact, in some areas of the U.S. 
some insurance companies are 
still attempting to  rip-off the

The

medical profession and the 
public further by again raising 
medical malpractice insurance 
premiums.

The rip-off has become so 
blatant that some groups of 
d o c to rs  have rebelled .
Recently the Southern Cali­
fornia Physicians Council 
sued their malpractice insur­
ance carrier for the return of 
some of their high premiums 
paid to the carrier. The case 
ended in- a settlement with 
the Physicians Council having 
received $18 million of an 
ex p ec ted  $66 million in 
premium refunds.

It should be pointed out 
that although medical mal­
practice insurance premiums 
are only about one percent of 
th e  to ta l  p rem ium s fo r 
property and casualty insur­
ance, they supply five per­
cent of the total reserves 
and thus five percent of the 
entire investment income for 
the insurance industry. This 
can only be true because the 
insurance carriers are paying 
out a much lower percentage 
in actual losses, thus leaving 
more premium income for 
investment.

The tr ia l bar and the B  
medical profession must join tSOWflPO Of Hot 
in exposing these insurance 
premium rip -o ffs . The in­
surance com panies should 
return the excessive medical 
malpractice insurance pre­
miums already collected and

I t has performed these airlift tasks 
for more than ten years by delivering the U.S. Army’s 
equipment to bases and substandard airfields around the 
world.

Because of reduction in passenger traffic, numerous 
large commercial aircraft, many owned by foreign air­
lines, are sitting unused. They are being offered to MAC.
But, commercial airplanes are designed to carry passen­
gers. Substitution of commercial aircraft to attem pt to 
do the job only the C-5 can handle would be use of the 
wrong tool. While seemingly attractive economically, it 
would be a  blatant case of penny wise and pound foolish.

The U.S. Air Force must have a force of military 
airlifters, designed tor the combat environment The 
unique features of the military airlifter have been de­
veloped over decades of Air Force combat experience.
The C-6 offers the critical advantages of flexibility and 
loadability. Unlike commercial airlifters, it has a heavy- 
duty cargo floor and built-in ramps to permit vehicles to 
drive on and off quickly. And it has two large openings 
eliminating time wasted in dismantling and then re­
assembling quickly needed equipment. Also, it has in­
flight refueling capabilities to avoid time consuming stops 
enroute. When it arrives a t a combat zone it doesn’t  need 
sophisticated ground support equipment And it doesn’t 
need extra length and strength concrete runways required 
by commercial aircraft

Your circulatory system 

plays a key role in controlling 
body temperature, he explains.

Under these conditions, the 
heart must work harder.

Help your heart by allow­
ing your circulatory system
to  ad ju s t to  th e  heat 
gradually.

CATCHIN’ COUNTRY CATFISH
Catfish, sometimes called chicken of the 

channel, are common and widespread, bile 
when other fish won't, reach super sizes 
and above all. are incredibly tasty. Available 
to most folks, their nutritional goodness can 
become an important part of anyone's diet.

Like to try catfishing? (iet up bright and 
early one morning and head for the nearest riv­
er, lake, or farm pond. Nighttime will also pro­
duce good results. In fact, "cals" can be 
caught at all times of the day. at all water tem­
peratures and depths. The best lime to plan 
your expedition, however, is after a heavy ruin 
. . .  especially in the spring. When other fair- 
weather fish are sluggish and tempera -n-nlal. 
the hungry catfish forage about in the reshly 
rejuvenated waters.

Some people prefer an old-fashioned bait­
casting rod and reel but almost any type of ar­
rangement—from Grandma's cane pole to a fancy spinning rig—will catch a catfish. 
Use a small-to-medium-size hook and a sinker that's heavy enough to keep your bait 
on the bottom, in cat territory. The weight needed to do this will vary depending on 
water conditions.

Most conceivable baits will entice these tasty critters, but garden worms are the old 
standby. tJust don't take too many out of the vegetable patch!) Cast a generous hail 
to the bottom, and wait for the slow, deliberate lugging which signals that a catfish is 
biting. Above all. be patient!

If the water you've chosen to fish is muddy, sluggish or still, you're very likely to 
catch a bullhead la member of the catfish family that grows to no more than 20 inches 
long and 4-1/2 pounds in weight). All of the three common color phases of the bullhead 
—black, brown, and yellow—have pink meat that's sweet and fine. Faster, clearer wa­
ter will generally turn up nice channel and blue cats (especially from that little pool be­
neath a steady current where natural nutrients abound). The variet> really doesn t 
matter, however, because all catfish are readily distinguishable from other fish (by the 
“whiskers" or barbs that grow out of their upper jaws, and the skin—instead of 
scales—on their bodies) and all are among the finest feasting anywhere.

Once you've landed your eating-size fish (eight inches and up), you're faced with the 
procedure of dressing it out. No problem First, grip the critter so that its three pro­
truding fin spines are firmly extended between your fingers. Beware of those spikes 
. . .  they can easily inflict a painful, long-lasting wound! Next—with a sharp knife- 
cut a shallow ring about the fish's neck, immediately behind the gill openings.

Since all catfish are scaleless they must be completely skinned .. but the operation 
is actually pretty easy. Grasp the edge of your Incision with a handy pair of pliers and 
simply peel the skin down banana style. Then remove the head. fms. tail, and entrails 
so that you're left with a large piece of meat (hut is ready to In* washed, cooked, and 
eaten. (Incidentally, the above system works for other scalclcss fish and rattle­
snakes!)

How will you cook your catfish? There are probably alxiul a million ways, all of 
them good, so just look in your favorite cookbook and get ready for some good eating!

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Last Week we talked about 
how we need more disci­
pline in our criminal justice 
system to show young peo­
ple and older criminals we 
mean business. Here qre a 
few examples of what we 
should do.

For one thing, we must 
allow our schoolteachers 
and administrators to ad­
minister quick and fair pun­
ishment. “Spare the rod 
and spoil the child" is as 
true today as it was in 
Biblical times.

Of course, not all children 
will respond to this treat­
ment. Some will end up in 
the custody of the Texas 
Youth Council, the state 
agency in charge of juvenile 
delinquents. Here again, 
TYC needs more power to 
discipline these youngsters. 
They need quick, certain, 
fair and humane punish­
ment for their wrongdoings.

We heard testimony at our 
meeting of the Committee 
on the Criminal Justice 
S^tem  o f Texas from a 
well-known criminal defense 
lawyer. He said he was fed 
up with seeing young men 
come into his office after 
committing a crime such a: 
burglary or car theft, only 
to see them get probation 

He said these youn{ 
people commit crime: 
against people’s property 
and then know they will get 
probation two or three 
times before they go to jail. 

“This is wrong. What we

need to do is put them in 
jail -  maybe not for forty 
years, but for 60 or 90 
days. We need to create a 
situation where they know 
they will be punished, even 
if the punishment is not too 
Revere,” he said.
