County Users

Approximately ninety Donley
County citizens have formed a
corporation to be known as Don-
ley County UHF TV, Incorporat-
ed, and have purchased the Don-
ley County UHF Translator Sys-
tem from Bill Colvin and Joe
Durham, a partnership owning
the same. Joe H. McMurtry, John
Jones, Quinn Aten, Lacy Noble,
A. R. Henson, and John R. Gill-
ham were elected as directors of
the corporation.

The local organization will take
over the operation of the system
immediately. Letters along with
detailed information concerning
the purchase of the system and
some of the policies of the cor-
poration are being mailed to all
corporation members, and all
those known to be using the
UHF system or who have UHF
antennaes erected. The rate for
the 'use of the service was set by
the corporation at $2.00 per
month, and bills are being mail-
ed to all parties concerned for
the use of the same.

Members of the local group
have worked for approximately
one month on this project and
they feel that the UHF Translator
system is a definite advantage
to television viewers in Donley
County, and the system will be
operated with the purpose of
providing the best possible UHF
TV reception for viewers in the
Donley County area. It will take
the ‘cooperation of all parties us-
ing the system to make a success
of the venture, but thuse
ing stock in the corporation be-
lieved that this is the only way
that the use of the system could
be kept in Donley County and
that all would cooperate to make
a success of the same.

Leader Classifieds Get Resulis

PRAIRIE CHICKEN
PLIGHT PROBED

A prairie chicken study, begun
last summer near Victoria, is re-
vealing bits of information which
may prove helpful to the survival
of this endangered species, accord
ing to Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department Biologist Dennis
Brown.

Brown said that the purpose of
the study was to determine how
the Attwater prairie chicken uses
its range and to determine what
parts of its territory are used for
breeding, nesting, feeding, roost-
ing, resting and brood raising.

Some headway has been made
according to Brown. For example,
by banding “booming” chickens
the project crew discovered that

the breeding males remained
within one-half mile of their
booming grounds during Feb.
and March. A food study revealed
the chickens to have almost a 100
per cent preference for leafy veg-
etation,

December mowing or controlled
burning makes winter succulents
available for food according to
Brov.n who also noted one dis-
cordant fact in the coastal prairie
chicken study area — cattle des-
troyed a high number of nests by
stepping is them.

The fact-finding study will con-
tinue in an effort to find usable
management tools for the conser-
vation of this unique chicken.

Will Help Prevent
Farm Accidents

“Turn it off and take a break”
—don’t let an accident cause
someone to get hurt,

With the busy harvest and fall
planting season ahead, those who
are operating farm machinery
are reminded by County Agent
Ronald Gooch that a rest now
and then can benefit both op-
erator and machinery.

Everyone on the farm gets in
a hurry about this time of the
year, and a midmorning and
midafternoon break are suggest-
ed to improve efficiency and to
keep machine operators alert. Ex-
perience has shown, says the
county agent, that a break of a
few minutes can prevent ma-
chinery accidents,

Operators become  tired and
drowsy and their alertness dims;
thus setting the stage for an
accident. Gooch suggests a short
rest period for a cup of coffee,
glass of milk or water for re-
plenishing energy and restoring
alertness. During the rest stop,
give the machine a fast check.
Could save trouble later.

Even if you can't stop, take
an occasional stretch or do some-
thing different for a few min-
utes to break the monotony. Al-
ways, advises Gooch, be sure
you are wide awake when op-
erating any type of farm ma-
chinery.

Habit plays an important part
in the safe operation of farm
machinery. Practice what you
have learned until habit will
cause you to automatically react
properly in dangerous situations.
The habit, “turn it off and take
a break,” can help you keep
awake, alert and out of dan-
gerous situations, believes Gooch.

CITY HALL

Alter ending the fiscal year
with = $11,000.00 budget surplus
the Board of Aldermen examined
and approved a budget of $191,-
820.00 for the forthcoming year.
The increase in the budget, is
due primarily, to the increased
cost of water to the city. An in-
creased cost of $4.50 for the first
2,000 gallons, and 50c per thou-
sand gallons thereafter was ap-
proved after careful study. Since

using water from the lake until
some time after the first of Oc-
tober, these new rates will not go
into effect until the November
billing. (We have used the lake
water testing system for the
Greenbelt. Could you taste the
difference?) Since this is the last
month of inexpensive water, be
sure to repair minor leaks. Al
pinhole will deliver 170 gallons
of water in 24 hours and a match-
stick sized hole will deliver
3,600 gallons. So you can lose a
lot of water through a small leak.

Other changes in the new bud-
get include adding five cents to
the general fund from the bond
retirement fund, although the tax
rate of $1.45 per $100 valuation
remains. Of an estimated $38,000
income from taxes, it will be
broken down as follows:

General Fund $1.20
Bond Retirement Fund 15
Adair Hospital Fund .10

Tax Rate 1.45

As with last year, that portion
of taxes going into the General
Funds increases, hénce the city
should be able to continue to in-
crease services to the citizen, ra-
ther than cutting services, as has
been done in the past. In the
years that I have lived in Claren-
don I have seen the city grow in
financial solidarity until it has
reached the point of a solid fi-
nancial city well able to meet its
debts. It is now that we must
plan to improve our services,
our streets, parks, lights, water
systems and sewers,

A new wave of enthusiasm is
evident in our city. We see new
businesses, rebuilding and re-
modeling, new homes, a new
church is being started, a new
gollege is soon to start, more
streets are being paved. We even
hear of plans of a residential de-
velopment on the lake. To all of
these people we owe our thanks.
They’ll help our city and we'll
help them. Progress has started,
we must keep it going. I think we
can “brag” a little about Clar-
endon. We have a lake and we
have a progressive town. We
have so much more than other
cities that we have the right to
brag. SELL CLARENDON to the
next stranger you meet.

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NEW REGULATIONS
GOVERN ACCIDENTS
ON PRIVATE PROPERTY

City Police Chief Gary Gerdes
has called to the attention of
local Citizens Ho Bill No. 765
which became é%{ve August
28, 1967. This bill n reference
to the investigation of accidents
upon private property.

This bill states that upon noti-
fication by the driver of any ve-
hicle involved in an accident re-
sulting in injury or death of any
person or total property damage
to an apparent extent of $50 or
more, the officer may ivestigate
the accident and file any justi-
fiable charges relating thereto
without regard to whether the
accident occurred on a private
street, highway, or other public
property or on private property
commonly used by the public
such as Super Markets or Shop-
ping Centers.

It further states that this sec-
tion shall not apply to accidents

occurring on privately owned
residential parking areas or a
parking lot where a fee is
charged.

This bill provides that the of-
ficer may work the accident as
he sees it and issue citations ac-
cordingly.
