M ERCURY H ITS SIZZLING  
106 DEGREES TU ESD A Y

Tuesday went down on the per­
manent weather record as the 
hottest day, of the year so far 
with a sizzling 106 degrees. A 
front passed through Tuesday 
night to relieve the situation and 
drop the mercury to a cool 69 
degrees. It is hoped that the cool 
front will bring about some much 
needed moisture.

Fishery personnel of the d e ­
partment, in cooperation with the 
U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service, 
released 150,000 tiny northern 
pike in early April hoping they 
would prey on the high shad and 
carp populations in the lake. 
Early indications are that sur­
vival and growth are good in the 
cool Panhandle lake.

An additional 100,000 northern 
pike fry were released in Buf­
falo Lake near Umbarger at the 
same time, but none of these 
have been recaptured so far.

Marion Toole, fisheries coor­
dinator for the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department, estimated 
northern pike will average about 
20-25 pounds in Texas waters 
and reach a length of 40-50 in­
ches.

“The record for the northern 
pike is 46 pounds, two ounces 
caught in 1940 in Sacandaga Res­
ervoir in New York,” Toole said.

From The Office Of 
Sen. John G. Tower

All of us continue to be deeply 
concerned about the summer’s 
outbreak of civil disorders and 
riots. The questions confronting 
us now center on why these dis­
orders happened.

I would like to suggest to you 
today that external causes may 
well be a contributing cause for 
this summer’s lawlessness.

I refer to the almost universal 
feeling that agitation and ex­
ploitation of these disorders has 
been organized and encouraged by 
forces outside American society 
—indeed, by forces dedicated to 
the subversion of American so­
ciety.

We cannot now say for a fact 
that this theory of outside agita­
tion is true, but it certainly is 
one of the first and most im­
portant questions to which the 
congressional and presidential in­
vestigators must address them­
selves.

In many of the cities where 
disorders have occurred local 
citizens have witnessed demag­
ogic rabble-rousing by certain 
unscrupulous spokesmen whose 
words clearly are designed to in­
flame passions and to incite 
small-scale disturbances that can 
be turned into large-scale trag­
edies.

For many, many months Amer­
ican Citizens have been treated 
to the "Black Power” harangues 
of one Stokley Carmichael of the 
Student Non-Violent Coordinat­
ing Committee. More recently, 
the spokesman for this group— 
popularly known as “Snick”—has 
been one Hubert (Rap) Brown.

Those of us here in the nation’s 
capitol were treated just last 
week to an example of Brown’s 
outright call for violence among 
Americans. His appearance in a 
small Maryland town was follow­
ed by disastrous fires. His agi­
tation in Washington, itself, was 
followed by vandalism by teen­
agers who police said had just 
been “rabble-roused a bit too 
much lately."

The point which our investi­
gation must pin down about 
Stokley Carmichael and Rap 
Brown is just this—Do their agi­
tations represent part of an or 
ganized, foreign dominated pro­
gram aimed at open guerilla war­
fare inside the United States?

I can only suggest that as a 
priority matter our investigators 
take a close look at what has been 
happening in Havana, Cuba, this 
past week; at Who is there; and 
at the public ties between the, 
Student Non-Violent Coordinat­
ing Committee and pro-Com- 
munist action groups in Latin 
America.

The facts of the matter are that 
in Cuba this week the commu­
nist parties of Latin America 
have been holding a massive con­
ference of what they call the 
Latin American Solidarity Or­
ganization. This Havana com­
munist meeting is dedicated to 
nothing less than the exportation 
of comunism to a dozen other 
Latin countries. More important, 
the Solidarity Conference is talk­
ing publicly for the first time of 
direct subversion inside the 
United States, including guer­
illa warfare.

Present in Havana for this 
planning session is Stokley Car­
michael of “Snick.” He has as­
sociated his “Black Power” 
movement with communist aims, 
and he has called for a “revolu­
tion” inside the United States, 
and for the assassination of our 
President.

The United States would be 
blind, indeed, not to recognize 
the open ties between Cuban 
communism and the persons who 
are doing their best to stir up 
lawlessness and destruction here 
at home.

Americans do not even like 
to think about the possibility of 
internal subversion and internal 
fighting. But there are those in 
this world audacious enough to 
plan for exactly that.

I believe Americans have 
every right to demand that this 
situation be thoroughly examined 
and explained. Any person en­
gaged in plots aimed at eventual 
overthrow of our society are 
nothing less than traitors and 
should be dealt with accordingly.

NUMBER FOUR ON THE BALLOT
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That the Constitu­

tion of the State of Texas be 
amended by adding a new Sec 
tion in Article III to be known 
as Section 52e, reading as fol 
lows:

“Section 62e. Each county in 
the State of Texas is hereby 
authorised to pay all medical 
expenses, all doctor bills and 
all hospital bills for Sheriffs, 
Deputy Sheriffs, Constables, 
Deputy Constables and other 
county and precinct law en­
forcement officials who are in­
jured in the course of their of­
ficial duties; providing that 
while said Sheriff, Deputy 
Sheriff, Constable, Deputy Con­
stable or other county or pre­
cinct law enforcement official 
is hospitalized or incapaci­
tated that the county ahall con­
tinue to pay his maximum sal­
ary; providing, however, that 
said payment of salary shall 
cease on the expiration of the 
term of office to which such 
official was elected or ap­
pointed.

NUMBER FIVE ON THE BALLOT
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article III of 

the Constitution of Texas be 
amended by adding a new sec­
tion thereto to be known as 
Section 49-e, as follows:

“Section 49-e. The Parks and 
Wildlife Department, or its 
successor vested with the 
powers, duties, and authority 
which deals with the opera­
tion, maintenance, and im­
provement of State Parks, shall 
have the authority to provide 
for, issue and sell general ob­
ligation bonds of the State of 
Texas in an amount not to ex­
ceed Seventy-Five Million Dol­
lars ($75,000,000). Toe bonds 
authorized herein shall be 
called "Texas Park Develop­
ment Bonds,” shall be executed

“Such fund shall be used by 
■aid Parks and Wildlife De­

partment, or its said saccessor, 
under such provisions aa the 
Legislature may prescribe by 
general law, for the purposes 
of acquiring lands from the 
United States, or any govern­
mental agency thereof, from 
any governmental agency of 
the State of Texas, or from 
any person, firm, or corpora­
tion, for State Park Sites and 
for developing said sites as 
State Parks.

“While any of the bonds 
authorized by this provision, or 
any interest on any such 
bonds, is outstanding and un­
paid, there is hereby appro­
priated out of the first moneys 
coming into the Treasury in 
each fiscal year, not otherwise 
appropriated by this Constitu­
tion, an amount which is suf­
ficient to pay the principal and 
interest on such bonds that 
mature or become due during 
such fiscal year, lesa the 
amount in the interest and 
sinking fund at the close of the

Section 1. That Section 33, 

Article XVI, Constitution of 
the State of Texas, be amended 
to read aa follow*:

NUMBER TWO ON THE BALLOT
