1968 UPLAND COTTON 
PROGRAM ANNOUNCED

The following changes have 
been made in the cotton program 
for 1968:

(1) The required diversion will 
be 5% of the allotment. This 
was 12.5% in 1967. The payment 
rate on this 5% will be the same 
as for 1967 — 10.76 cents per 
pound.

(2) The payment rate for vol­
untary reduction (up to an ad­
ditional 30% has been reduced 
to 6c per pound.

(3) Price support payment on 
the planted acreage up to 65% 
of the allotment at 12.24 cents 
per pound as compared to 11.53 
in 1967.

(4) There will be no penalty for 
planting in a skip-row planting 
pattern.

Only that land actually plant­
ed in cotton will be counted as 
such. The following provisions 
remain the same:

(1) The national allotment re­
mains the same; however, the 
share for Texas is a little less 
than in 1967.

(2) You will vote again on whe­
ther or not you want the pro­
gram.

(The national projected yield 
remains the same

(4) The loan rate will be 20.25 
cents per pound

(5) The small farm provisions 
remain the same.
1988 CROPLAND ADJUSTMENT 
PROGRAM

We have been advised that 
Congress eliminated the 1968 
Cropland Adjustment Program 
from the Appropriation Bill. This 
means that there will, be no sign­
up for producers desiring to par- 
tihipate in this long range pro­
gram.

Gooch W arns Of 
Frosted Sorghums

Frost and freezing weather will 
soon be here and with the change 
in weather plant growth is af­
fected. When the growth of all 
members of the Sorghum family, 
including Johnsongrass, Sudan, 
milo, forage sorghums and all hy­
brids, is stopped by frost, they 
sometimes develop a high prussic 
acid content and a hazard to graz­
ing livestock.

Certain chemical changes oc­
cur in the frost-wilted plants, 
and are responsible for the prus­
sic acid development, explains 
County Agent Ronald Gooch. 
The poison acts quickly and can 
kill an animal within a very short 
time after the damaged plant is 
eaten. Whether a poisoned ani­
mal can be saved depends upon 
how soon a veterinarian can get 
to it, says the county agent.

Frosted johnsongrass or sor­
ghum should not be grazed until 
the damaged plants are as dry as 
good quality hay or for at least 
c week after the frost, warns the 
county agent. If it is ready to cut 
for hay before the frost, it may 
be cut immediately provided 
adequate curing time is allowed. 
Silage made from frost-damaged 
plants is safe as soon as the en­
siling process is complete.

Young plants or second growth 
suckers are more likely to cause 
trouble than older plants near­
ing maturity, explains Gooch. 
Too, the more luxuriant the 
growth, the more likely the 
plants will be dangerous if their 
growth is interrupted.

Additional information is avail­
able from veterinarians and 
county agents on questions re­
lating to the grazing and/or har­
vesting and storing of frost wilted 
plants.

He liked to plan and finish and 
lay by for his family and for the 
future It was not an easy life and 
not so much laid by in wealth, 
but instead his treasures con­
sisted of greater things .

Near a dozen children were 
reared in the home.„ By the 
time of his passing there were 
some four dozen grandchildren, 
and a dozen-dozen great grand­
children in the family As they 
passed by in their sorrow we 
could but imagine the many ex­

periences that must have hap­
pened in a life this full. He had 
been the oldest child of seventeen 
children.

He had planned also for this 
day . The plot in the cemetery 
had been arranged. The casket 
had been bought. The minister 
had been chosen to say the last 
words. The songs had been men­
tioned to the ones that were to 
sing and naturally it would have 
included Precious Memories and 
Amazing Grace, along with Sun­

rise Tomorrow .... These had long 
been his plans. He loved the 
simpleness of his little church 
and a pastor of many years gave 
the message—mostly just quoting 
from God’s Word.

We thought that perhaps he 
had been so tired and weary that 
God had met him just a short 
ways down the last row and had 
given him a lift to the next 
world He had “Laid the crop 
by" and gone on to reap the har­
vest He was my uncle......

WATERSHED PROJECTS PAY 
OFF IN FLOOD CONTROL

Small watershed projects in 
South Texas took the brunt of 
Hurricane Beulah’s record break­
ing rains last month and pre­
vented vast flood damages, ac­
cording to a report from H. N. 
Smith, State Conservationist, Soil 
Conservation Service, Temple.

Smith said six projects had 
been installed with SCS help 
in the area hit by the heavy rains 
and that inspections so far show­
ed that none were seriously dam­
aged by the storm.

At Bishop, city councilmen re­
ported that a channel-levee pro­
ject, part of the Chiltipin-San 
Fernando Creek watershed pro­
ject, saved their city and pre­
vented at least $500,000 in prop­
erty damages.

Alice, San Diego, Kenedy, La 
Puerto, La Casita, Garciasville, 
and other communities reported 
similar benefits from the up­
stream projects. Smith said.

The heavy rains again under­
scored the value of work done by 
soil and water conservation dis­
tricts in preventing erosion and 
sediment damage. Cultivated land 
with a cover of either a growing 
cover or crop residues had little 
damage. Bare land suffered se­
vere damage, Smith said. He also 
said that bare, brush infested 
rangeland had scour damage and 
soil loss while grassland with 
good cover was not damaged.

Soil that washed off bare land 
became the mud that blocked 
roads and covered furniture and 
carpets downstream, Smith point­
ed out. He said this again bears 
out the fact that everyone has a 
stake in soil and water conserva­
tion work—from the farmer to 
the businessman to the house­
wife.

SCS helps landowners through 
local conservation districts plan 
and apply soil and water conser­
ving measures on farm and ranch 
lands. SCS also helps local spon­
sors install watershed projects 
when sponsors are willing to 
secure needed rights-of-way as 
well as operate and maintain 
completed projects. Watershed 
dams have pipes built through 
them that automatically release 
water at a rate slow enough to 
prevent downstream flooding.

Smith said several pending pro­
jects now under consideration by 
sponsors would have greatly re­
duced flooding in other aieas if 
they had been installed.

Last week I introduced two 

more Veterans bills. One of them 
would prevent cuts in benefits 
which were raised by the recent­
ly enacted Veterans Pension and 
Readjustment Act of 1967.

Two of my first bills which I 
introduced last February were to 
increase benefits for veterans 
and their widows and to increase 
educational allowances for vet­
erans. I was happy to see my 
bills incorporated into the Act as 
it was passed and signed by the 
President.

However, the Act has certain 
income limitations which would 
be affected in many cases by in­
creased Social Security benefits. 
This would exclude some vet­
erans from the program so it will 
be necessary to make adjust­
ments in the veterans’ pension 
program.

The Veterans Affairs Commit­
tee of the House has, in fact, al­
ready begun hearings on the 
legislation but will not be able to 
complete action until the Berwte 
agrees on the amount of Social 
Security increases.

The other bill I introduced 
would allow the Veterans Ad­
ministration to contract wijh 
community nursing homes in or­
der to alleviate crowded condi­
tions in V.A. hospitals. This 
would reimburse nursing homes 
up to 45 percent of he cost of 
care furnished by the V.A. in 
hospitals under direct and ex­
clusive jurisdiction of the V.A.

The new Veterans Assistance 
Act that went into effect October 
1, will benefit not only veterans 
and their widows and children 
with a cost of living increase in 
pensions but will also offer edu­
cational benefits to all veterans 
who have served in the military 
since 1955 and grants certain war 
time benefits not previously pro­
vided to veterans serving in the 
Armed Forces on or after August 
5, 1964.

Higher benefits will include: 
$130 a month for an unmarried 

veteran in school full-time.
$155 a month for married vet­

erans in school full-time.
$175 a month for veterans with 

two dependents, in school full­
time, and $10 extra per child.

Veterans may choose on-the- 
job or apprentice training and re­
ceive payment from $30 to $100 a 
month for the first of 4 six- 
month periods with payment re­
duced in each succeeding six- 
month period.

The law also includes on-the- 
job farm training while attending 
agricultural courses and flight 
training.

A veteran may also complete 
high school without losing eligi­
bility for college training. Time 
spent in completing high school 
will not be charged against a vet­
eran’s basic entitlement period.

The Act also increases the per­
iod of time which training may 
be taken by extending the age 
limit from 23 to 26 years.

It extends the over-all delimit­
ing date for entitlement of WW 
II veterans to a guaranteed, di­
rect loan, or business loan from 
July 25, 1967 to July 25, 1970. 
And the V. A. may now increase 
maximum allowable direct-hous­
ing loan from $17,500 to $25,000 
in areas where it is found that 
cost levels so require.

Dorman Bush of the Soil Con­
servation Service in Clarendon 
also reported that the Lakeview 
Watershed Program here is pro­
gressing smoothly. Most of the 
engineering work has been com­
pleted, We hope we can get the 
dams and channels constructed 
before serious flooding such as 
this occurs in Donley County.

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Decisions For Texas 
Voters, Saturday, 
November 11 th

Qualified Texas voters in the 
Nov. 11 Texas general election 
will cast their preferences on six 
proposed constitutional amend­
ments.

The amendments and a discus­
sion of arguments for and against 
them are listed in the following 
outline. A resume of each 
amendment will be continued 
from week to week until all have 
been covered.

AMENDMENT NO. 1
AUTHORIZES COUNTIES TO 

PUT ALL COUNTY TAX REVE­
NUE INTO ONE GENERAL 
FUND WITHOUT REGARD TO

SOURCE OR PURPOSE.
Financial responsibility in the 

post Civil War period caused the 
makers of the 1876 Constitution 
to adopt limitations on property 
tax rates. In 1883 the Constitution 
was amended to authorize coun­
ties to levy three separate taxes 
with minimum rates for each, 
and in 1907 a fourth tax was add­
ed. These taxes are for: county 
purposes, road and bridge, per­
manent improvements and the 
jury fund. This “earmarking” of 
funds was very restrictive and 
was amended twice. Presently 
County Commissioners make 4 
**P*r*te non-voted tax levies on 
property with the total not to 
exceed 80 cents on the $100 val­
uation. Money placed in each 
fund may be used only for the 
purposes of that fund:

FOR: Many times there is a 
surplus in one fund while a 
shortage exists in another. This 
has caused surplus funds to be 
used unwisely while another fund 
has a great shortage. By permits 
ting all county revenues from 
non-voted taxes to be placed and 
used from one general fund, this 
proposed amendment would give 
the county commissioners greater 
control over budgeting proce­
dures and would provide the 
flexibility necessary to permit 
the use of revenues collected to 
meet rapidly changing or unfor- 
seen needs.

AGAINST: This proposed
amendment would eliminate the 
safeguards of proper county bud­
geting procedure and prompt 
county commissioners to raise the 
tax rate to the 80 cents per $100 
valuation. With all the money 
available for unrestricted use, the 
County Commissioners would use 
available money as the need 
arises without any consideration 
of prior need or future plans. 

AMENDMENT NO. 2 
PERMITS MUNICIPALITIES. 

POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS, ft 
STATE SUPPORTED ENTITIES 
LOCATED WITHIN A HOSPI­
TAL DISTRICT TO PARTICI­
PATE IN THE ESTABLISH­
MENT AND OPERATION OF 
MENTAL HEALTH. MENTAL 
RETARDATION. AND PUBLIC 
HEALTH SERVICES.

The current trend is to make 
mental health and mental re­
tardation services available to 
people where they live. To this 
end the Texas Mental Health and 
Retardation Act was passed in 
196S. It encourages local agencis 
to assume responsibility for men­
tal health and gives mental re­
tardation services and local 
community centers authority to 
take advantage of staffing and 
construction grants available un­
der federal legislation. The At­
torney General of Texas has held 
that because the Texas Constitu­
tion does not permit other politi­
cal subdivisions on the boundary 
of a hospital district to levy taxes 
for medical and hospital services 
these political subdivisions may 
not participate in the establish­
ment of a community center for 
these purposes. This proposed 
amendment would change this 
by providing that the Legislature 
may authorize the creation of a

hospital district and at the same 
time not restrict other political 
subdivisions within the hospital 
district from levying taxes to 
provide mental health and men­
tal retardation services through 
community centers. Political sub­
divisions within existing hospi­
tal districts would be authorized 
to levy taxes for these purposes 
unless the statute authorizing the 
hospital district expressly for­
bids it.

FOR: Almost one-half of the 
Texas population is found in the 
metropolitan counties having hos­
pital districts within their boun­
daries. The passage of this amend­
ment would permit establish­
ment of mental health and men­
tal retardation services in local 
communities and encourage early 
treatment and diagnosis. Some 
political subdivisions have sour­
ces of revenue other than the 
property tax which supports hos­
pital districts, and new taxes to 
provide mental health and men­
tal retardation services would not 
be necessary. Such taxes, when 
required at the local level, would 
eventually be offset by a reduc­
tion in the financial support now 
necessary for the large state men­
tal hospitals and special schools.

AGAINST: A large share of 
the funds to support the com­
munity centers comes from state 
grants-in-aid. The local hospital 
district could receive this state 
aid in order to provide mental 
health and mental retardation 
services just as easily as could 
a community center supported 
by other than a hospital district. 
The proposed amendment makes 
possible a duplication of health 
program within the area of a 
hospital district & could result 
in higher costs for services pro­
vided. Since hospital districts are 
already financed by a property 
tax, a similar tax by another 
political subdivision would create 
an unfair tax burden.

ONE RITUAL TRAPTIC 
ACCIDENT IN SEPTEMBER

The Texai Highway Patrol In­
vestigated one accident on rural 
highways in Donley County dur­
ing the month of September, ac­
cording to Sergeant J. W. Wilson, 
Highway Patrol Supervisor of 
this area.

This crash resulted in one per­
son injured and an estimated 
property damage of $820.00.

The rural accident summary 
for this county during the first 
nine months of 1967 shows a total 
of 39 accidents resulting in two 
persons killed, 19 persons injur­
ed, and an estimated property 
damage of $42, 937.00.

Traffic wise, the month of Oc­
tober signals the beginning of the 
most deadly season of the year. 
From past experience these last 
three months of the year almost

double the number of deaths oc­
curring during the first three 
months of the year.

The Sergeant listed some fac­
tors why these three months are 
more deadly. (1) October marks 
the beginning of shorter days and 
longer nights. These increased 
hours of darkness will hide dan­
gers otherwise visible during the 
daylight hours. (2) An increase in 
traffic due to vehicles conveying 
school children, football games, 
harvest vehicles and trailers, and 
the holidays. (3) Inclement wea­
ther conditions. These factors in 
varying degrees coupled with 
high speed cause accidents that 
would not occur in the daytime.
