Public Utility Commission of
Texas for an increase to retail
customers outside incorpor-
ated towns. The filing with
the PUC also includes
customers in eight incorper=
ated towns which have ceded
jurisdiction to the PUC.

WTU filed October 15 with
the Federal Energy Regulat-
tory Commission for a rate
increase to wholesale co-
operative and municipal
customers.

The proposed rates would
produce an increase in total
revenue of $32,256,983. This
amounts to 15.4% based on
adjusted revenues of
$209,402,398 for a 12-month
test period ending Septem-
ber 30, 1981.

WTU requested that the
new rates become effective
January 1, 1982. Chambliss
said that a rate increase
granted WTU last year ‘‘did
not get the job done.”’ That
increase was for an average
8.3% and was only the
second in the. Company's
entire history.

‘“The relief you granted us
has been overrun by inflation
and high interest rates and
the need to build additional
facilities,”” Chambliss said.

Growth in demand for
electric energy, caused by a
steady increase in new
customers and higher usage
by old customers, is forcing
WTU to expand its facilities.

program

In an effort to cut down on
alcohol-related traffic acci-
dent deaths in the State of
Texas, a mandatory DWI
education program has been
enacted by the legislature,
and goes into effect Jan. 1.

The course is coordinated
through Amarillo College in
cooperation with Clarendon
Jr. College for a 25-county
area in the Texas Panhandle.

Bill Cooke of Amarillo is
program coordinator for Am-
arillo College Safe Driving
Practices.

Cooke said the program is
designed to educate persons
convicted of driving while
intoxicated on the effects of
alcohol.

The current class schedule
consists of four 2% -hour
sessions, with each class
being made up from 15 to 25
DWI offenders placed there
by a judge through the
probation departments.

Each person is pre-tested
and post-tested with the
computed results given to
the probation department at
the end of the course.

At the conclusion of the
course, a test is given to see
what the offenders have
learned.

Cooke related anyone who
has been convicted of a DWI
offense, and is in the course,
must pass the test, or their
license is automatically su-
spended for at least a year.

‘““We do not judge the
offenders, but help them to
identify with their own pro-
blems,'’ said Cooke.

In 1980, Texas motor vehi-
cle traffic deaths reached a
record high for the fourth
consecutive year, a five per-
cent increase of the previous
high in 1979.

Cooke said S0 percent of
all traffic fatalities are alco-
hol related.

Deaths in rural motor ve-
hicle traffic accidents-
accounted for 56 percent of
the statewide death toll with
a DWI factor contributing to
659, an increase of 18 per-
cent over 1979.

In this area alone, 127
were recorded as highway
fatalities, 23 percent of all
statewide fatal accidents in-
volved DWI, 27 percent of all
rural fatal accidents involved
DWI, according to official
reports.

Cooke said alcohol is not a
stimulant as most people
think, but a depressant. *‘Al-
cohol will let you do things
you wouldn’t normally do. A
person loses his inhibita-
tions, and has a change of
personality while under the
effects of alcohol,” he said.

Cooke, a recovering alco-
holic himself said, ‘‘There
are many people really inter-
ested in the program, and |
resent the program not being
utilized when we have the
means to help people with a
drinking problem."’

In the 25-county area,
thére are 26,000 alcoholics
with the majority being male,
but the female rate is rising,
according to Cooke.

in order to get the program
started a grant was approved
for the first year, but that
financial aid has been used.
The course will now cost a
fee of approximately $310 for
each class.

Cooke noted the fee is to
pay for the instructor, and
program expenses. The cli-
ent is responsible for the fee,
and there is no taxpayers’
money involved in the ex-
pense.

State Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock Thursday sent checks
totaling $96.4 million to 948
Texas cities as their share of
the one-percent city sales tax
for November.

PUTTIN’ UP '"MATERS

If you rescue what's left of your green tomatoes be-
fore that first frost gets to them, you can extend your
garden harvest for a couple of weeks.

The green fruit can be placed on windowsills, coun-
ters, and tables . . . and will continue to ripen off the
vine. On the other hand, you may prefer to wipe the
fruits clean, wrap each one in newspaper, and then
pack them in cardboard boxes to be stored where they
won't freeze. Check the tomatoes for ripeness each day
by gently squeezing the fruits and removing—for im-
mediate use—those that feel soft.

Or you can do as several of our readers have suggest-
ed and simply uproot whole tomato vines just before
frost, shake off the dirt, and hang the plants upside
down indoors. The fruits will then ripen in their own
time . . . if you're one of the people for whom this trick
works well.

And if none of those techniques appeal to you,
there's yet another possibility: Tomatoes will often
grow and produce all year if planted indoors in big pots
and judiciously pruned to manageable size. If you're
venturesome—and have plenty of space near a large
south window—go ahead and giveit a try.

Once you've brought in that last-minute crop, you'll
probably want to preserve the beauties that are ripe
when picked. The boiling-water-bath canning method
is the most commonly used process for putting up to-
matoes. Unfortunately, some regions seem to have a
constant shortage of jars during the canning season.

However, some commercial food products—mayon-
naise and other salad dressings, mustard in large quan-
tities, etc.—come in jars that fit one or another of the
standard-sized canning lids (regular, wide mouth, or
No. 63). These can frequently be used as substitutes
for proper storage jars, though many home economists
discourage the use of such containers for any canning
methods other than the boiling-water bath.

But in some areas, it's lids—not jars—that are really
hard to find. Well, good news! Large numbers of com-
mercial glass containers are fitted with self-sealing
tops, and both the jar and the lid are reusable.

Any time you come by a jar with a metal twist-off lid,
look inside the cover. If you find a built-in plastic ring,
you're in luck. That band can be softened by heating,
and the top—properly handled—will then reseal its
matching container.

At canning time, keep such lids in boiling water until
you're ready for them. Then place the tops on the ap-
propriate jars (now filled with hot produce), screw
them down firmly (but not too tightly), and process the
batch in the usual way. The containers will self-seal as
they cool.

Fair warning: Canning with resealable commercial
jars and lids is definitely not recommended by experts.
All the same, many folks have done it successfully . . .
and have experienced no more failures than occur with
regulation equipment.

After all, “waste not, want not"' is an old adage that
still applies in these days of high food prices. If you
take a little time, you can ‘‘waste not " either your last-
minute tomatoes, or your supply of glass containers.

Truth and justice should
be well-served by this new

truth.

Whether the defendant is
guilty or innocent should be
readily apparent from a
viewing of the confession.
Of course, we don’t antici-
pate that many juries will be
seeing taped confessions of
innocent defendants - that
would be a waste of time,

So we expect this law al-
lowing oral confessions to
be a great help for law en-
forcement. For one thing,
if a defendant knew the
prosecutor had his con-
fession on film or tape, he
would be less likely to push
for expensive and time-con-
suming legal delays.

Trying to make the state,
including our system of
criminal justice, work
better, 1s what we are work-
ing for in the Legislature.

Chain saw dangerous tool

Skilled with a chain saw?
Do not take it for granted! A
recent government study
shows that operators with
more than six years experi-
ence with chain saws have
more accidents than novices.

With cool weather coming
on, economy minded Texans
will be busy with chain saws
cutting wood for winter.
Now is the time to review
safe ways to use the equip-
ment, according to Nelson
Mueller, Texas Safety As-
sociation vice president for
home and leisure activites.

Follow these guidelines for
safe chain saw operations:

1. Review the owner's
manual for safety and operat-
ing instructions.

2. Perform routine maint-
enance tasks to insure the
saw operates properly. Be
sure the chain does not move

while idling and ‘that the
chain brake works.

3. Do not allow children or
animals near while cutting.
All operators ‘should be
mature, properly instructed
individuals.

4. Dress in close-fitting
clothes. Wear a safety hat,
shoes, gloves and hearing
protection.

S. Fuel the engine in a
well-ventilated place. Refuel
only after the engine has
cooled. Do not re-start the
engine until all spilled fuel
has dried.

6. Do not start the engine
on your knee or leg.

Bonuses

Taxable Income

Taxpayers should include
as income on their 1981
federal tax returns rewards
and bonuses paid to them for
outstanding work, the Inter-
nal Revenue Service says.

Rewards and bonuses in-
clude prizes such as a paid
vacation trip awarded for
attaining sales goals. If the
prize or award is in the form
of goods or services, its fair
market value is the amount
the taxpayer much include as
income.

If the employer chooses to
pay the bonus or award at a
future time, it is not taxable
until made available to the
taxpayer, the IRS says.

If an employer distributes
at Christmas or other holi-
day times turkeys, hams, or
other items of nominal
worth, the value of these
gifts is not taxable. However,
if the employer distributes
cash, gift certificates or simi-
lar items that may be easily
exchanged for cash, the
value of the gifts is taxable.

‘' turkey season have officially
opened in our area. That
means, hopefully, you will be
bringing home some game to
fill the freezer. It doesn’t
mean much unless you know
how to prepare the meat.
In addition to the turkey,
you will be hunting quail,
pheasant, duck, geese and
possibly squirrel. So let’s
sample some recipes for wild
game.

TURKEY

Turkey Ple

2 C cooked wild turkey,

chopped
1 pkg frozen mixed vegetab-

les, cooked and drained
Vi tsp salt
1/8 tsp pepper
1 can condensed 'cream of

chicken soup

pastry

12 C flour
1 tsp salt
% C shortening
% C uncooked oats

Preheat oven to 375 deg-
rees. combine filling ingred-
ients and set aside.

Squirrel with Mushrooms

1 TBS tomato paste
2 C chicken broth
1 C mushrooms

Dredge squirrel in season-
ed flour. Cook diced bacon
over moderate heat and
remove browned bits. Saute
squirrel in bacon fat until
browned on both sides. Add
garlic, thyme, paste and
broth. Cover and simmer one
hour until tender.

PHEASANT

Chicken recipes also work
well with pheasant, which
has white-meated breasts
and wings and dark meated
legs. Broil or bake young
birds and braise or stew
older ones. The bird's age
can be determined by its
claws-young birds have
short, round claws and older
ones have long, sharp claws.

QUAIL
Quail meat is white and
tends to be dry, so give it a
coating of bacon or other fat
and frequent basting.

Program

Citizens may often witness
all or part of a crime without
being aware of what they
have seen. Consequently,
they may unknowingly pos-
sess key information that
could aid the police in solving
the crime. In other instan-
ces, citizens do not contact
the police with information
out of fear that if they reveal
their identity they will ex-
pose themselves, or their
families, to acts of retaliation
by the criminal. In most of
these instances, these citi-
zens will not come forward
with information unless they
can be absolutely assured
that they will be provided
complete anonymity by the
police. Finally, citizens may
not come forward with
needed information because
they lack the knowledge of
how or whom to contact in
the police organization.

The Crime Stoppers pro-
gram, a state program crea-
ted in June, to assist local
Crime Stoppers programs,
provides a_method of over-
coming these limitati'ns by
involving the citizens in the
solution of felony crimes.
Through the Crime Stoppers
program, citizens who have
knowledge of a specific crime
are encouraged, either for

#

cles.

These two measures will
help the program be more
successful and will augment
the local Crime Stopper pro-
grams, not replace them.

Only those informants
providing information lead-
ing to arrest and indictment
of cases for which a state
reward has been offered are
eligible for a state reward.

A toll-free inward hotline
will be established and
manned 8 hours a day, S days
per week by Council Staff.
An answering machine will
respond to calls. on the
hotline during all off-duty
hours, holidays, and week-
ends.

Cool, wet fall weather
means predators and fur-
bearing animals are on the
move, searching for food and
denning areas.

During this annual
movement, foxes and coyotes
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often move into areas where
food and cover may be scarce
or difficult to secure. In many
such instances they turn to
livestock, poultry and crops
as a source of food and often
cause serious economic loss-
es to farmers and ranchers.

Skunks, raccoons and
opossums also are noted for
moving into farmsteads and
urban areas. They frequently
occupy barns, haystacks and
garages as well as crawl
spaces under houses and in
attics.

Harvesting these animals
for fur during the winter can
serve several purposes.

First of all, it can reduce
damage in both urban and
rural areas. Also, harvesting
of problem animals and
others in excess numbers can
benefit other wild species by
preventing the spread of
disease and excessive comp-
etition for food and shelter.
Rabies, tularemia, distemper
and mange are some of the
diseases which appear to
spread more rapidly in high
populations of flesh-eating
animals and may cause
serious hazards to humans
and domestic animals.

As a consequence, sport
hunting and trapping can be
beneficial for a number of
reasons beyond the harvest
of valuable furs. They can
imporve relationships with
livestock producers and
urban residents by reducing
wild animal damage, assist-

ing in management of

Soil & Water
conservation

Continuing present na-
tionwide soil and water con-
servation trends would mean
serious future conservation
and farm production pro-
blems, according to a U.S.
Department of Agriculture
(USDA) report.

The finding is based on a
analysis of the condition and
trends of the soil, water and
related resources of the
United States. The analysis
was part of a report required
by Congress in the Soil and
Water Resources Conserva-
tion Act of 1977 (RCA),
explains Donaho, district
conservationist for the Soil

Conservation. Service (SCS)
in Clarendon.

The analysis shows that
the demand for food and
fiber produced in the United
States would increase while
technological advances in
agricultural production
would decrease.

Without better technology
to boost production, the
demand to produce more
food and fiber will mean that
more acres of marginal land
will be farmed. The result
will be increased soil erosion
rates and other resource
problems. If this happens,
