Donley County
cotton outlook

Donley County's three
gins have reported 12,999
bales of cotton ginned so far
this year. They are about 70
percent through the season.
Just how much more cotton
they expect to gin is a matter
of speculation. Last year they
ginned 19,494 bales.

Donley County Farmers
Co-Op has ginned 5300
Bales. Mr. Luttrell gin man-
ager, stated that they may
gin as many as 9 to 10
thousand total. Last year
they ginned 8,564 bales.

Paymaster Gin in Lelia
Lake has ginned 4299 bales
as of Monday morning, and
expect to gin around 6000 for
the year, last year they
ginned 6550 bales.

West Texas Gin in Hedley
has reported 3400 bales of
cotton ginned thus far with
an expectation of about 5500
bales. They finished last

years season with 4380 bales
ginned.

Cotton belonging to most
of their customers is bringing
from 40-45 cents per pound,

and considering that last
year they were receiving
from 75-80 cents per pound,
gives a grim outlook for most
cotton farmers. The grade is
fairly decent, stated Luttrell
of the Farmers Co-Op Gin,
but the turn out is 17-18
percent compared to 22-23
per cent last year. Therefore,
last year it took about 2000
pounds of cotton to make
from 480-500 pound bale, but
this year it is taking about
3000-3100 pounds to make
the same bale. Mostly the
cause is the fact that the
cotton got a early frost,
causing the bales not to open
as much as they should.

For most part last year, the
seeds from a gin bale of
cotton would pay for the
ginning, but this year, not
so. Farmers are having to
pay about 3 to 4 cents per
pound on the lint above what
the seeds will bring to cover
the cost of ginning and that
makes cotton pretty cheap in
comparison to what it cost to
produce it.

New Year's Day to bring changes to

state Liability Insurance Law

Beginning January 1,
1982, Texas drivers contac-
ted by Department of Public
Safety officers during traffic
stops and vehicle accident
investigations will be requir-
ed to furnish proof of compli-
ance with the new compul-
sory liability insurance law.

Under House Bill 197, an
amendment to the Texas
Motor Vehicle Safety Re-
spdnsibility Act (6701h) ap-

this year by the 67th
Legislature, all drivers must
carry minimum liability co-
verage for medical expenses
of $10,000 per person
(520,000 for two or more) and
property damages of $5,000.

Department of Public Safe-
ty Director, Colonel Jim
Adams, reports troopers will
accept as evidence of insur-
ance coverage the policy for
the vehicle being operated or
a document issued by the
insurance company.

¥ “‘Such a document must

contain a statement that the
liability coverage for the
motor vehicle is the mini-
mum prescribed by the law,”
Adams said. ‘‘The document
must also include the name
of the insurance company,
the name of the insured
person, the policy period and
the policy number. This doc-
ument may take the form of a
letter or a card, depending
upon the preference of the
insuring company."’

Insurance companies
throughout the state recom-
mend drivers do not carry
their original policy or a
photostatic copy of the policy
declaration page or the insur-
ing agent’'s binding agree-
ment. They would rather
motorists carry with them an
official card or letter.

Adams has pointed out
that DPS troopers will be
enforcing the provisions of
this law along highways and
rural roads. Local police offi-
cers and sheriff's deputies
have also been given the
authority to request this in-
formation.

Drivers who do not main-
tain the specified coverage,
refuse to give information or
give false information to law
enforcement officers risk a

Tips from EMS

With the ending of an old
year and the beginning of a
new one comes the time to
celebrate, and rightfully so.
However, many of these
celebrations will include the
serving and consumption of
varied amounts of alcohol,
thus potentially creating a
problem as partygoers start
home; the drinking or the
drunk driver.

Many people think that
alcohol is a stimulant--
WRONG! Alcohol is a de-
pressant and its effect on the
central nervous system var-
ies from person to person but
in everyone, even the con-
sumption of small amounts of
alcohol causes a depressive
effect on the central nervous
system, causing a slowing of
reaction time, unclear vision,
a change in ability to hear
and comprehend sounds
properly, and impaired
judgement. Many people
who drink think that they can
‘‘handle it"’. Unfortunately
this false sense of security is
only magnified as the
amount of alcohol one con-
sumes increases, and soon
the drunk or drinking driver
is involved in a automobile
accident. This is known as
the ‘‘that will never happen
to me’’ syndrome.

While many accidents are
caused by other factors such
as weather, speeding,
mechanical failure of the car,
etc., a very large number of
accidents, sepecially fatali-
ties, are directly related to
alcohol and could be avoided
if the driver were not drink-
ing. Nationwide statistics
prove this and anyone who
has worked on an ambulance

will agree.

‘The depressive effect of
alcohol is increased by com-
bining it with manv medica-

tions, especially the barbit-
urates, or downers (tranquil-
izers, sleeping pills, nerve
pills, etc.) to the point where
coma may occur. Some medi-
cations for other medical
problems also produce an
unpredictable effect when
combined with alcohol, so it
should be avoided whenever
possible by anyone on any
type medication. Also, alco-
hol is metabolized very slow-
ly in the human body (only
one or two ounces per hour)
so it takes the body a long
time to rid the system of it.

Friends don’t let friends
drive drunk. If you are at a
party where someone has
been drinking, insist on driv-
ing him home or call some-
one to give him a ride. Sure,
you might make him mad,
but he will get over it and will
appreciate it later. Besides,
how wil! you feel if you find
out the next day that he has
been seriously injured or
killed in an accident or that
he killed or injured an inno-
cent driver or pedestrian. Do
whatever is necessary to
keep him from driving. Just
giving him a cup of coffee
isn’t enough.

Report drunk drivers to
law enforcement officials, it
may save their life. If you
yourself plan on drinking and
driving, remember that DWI
and DUI carry a very stiff
penalty under Texas law,
‘especially on subsequent of-
fenses.

Enjoy the New Years cele-
brations, relax, and have a
good time but remember that
alcohol and gasoline are a
deadly combination so Don't
Drink And Drive. Be around
to enjoy 1982, don’t become
a 1981 statistic.

IMMEDIATE ACTION
if a family member or
friend shows any sign of
hypothermia, do the follow-
ing things:

1) Put him in a warm bed
and cover him with layers of
blankets,

2) Take off any heavy outer
layer of clothes and lie clese
to the person to pass your
body heat to him, ;

3) Fill hot water bottles
with warm water, wrap
towels around them and
place them on the victim's
chest, ankles and feet,

4) Electric blankets may be
used, but be sure not to set
them on high or they may
cause burns,

6) Keep the person quiet,

7) Give him warm water or
warm milk,

8) Do not allow him to

AUSTIN - Crime pays.
That's the opinion of most
criminals, experts on crimi-
nology told us at the first
meeting of the Committee
on the Criminal Justice
System of Texas.

“It's like a catfish on a
trotline. You'll get seven or
eight bites before you get a
hook,” one criminal was re-
ported to have said.

What causes people to
have the attitude that they
should take a chance on go-
ing to the penitentiary by
cemmitting a crime? Why
would they be willing to
take that risk?

Most of us feel like there is
a direct cause and effect
relationship between crime
and punishment. You
commit the crime, you get
caught. you go - to jail.

Most criminals do not
seem to see it that way.

The reason for their way
of looking at the world may
be because they were not
punished as children. When
most of us were children,
we knew certain things
caused certain punishments.
It was simple for us, but it
does not seem simple for
today’s criminal - who
very likely was yesterday’s
juvenile delinquent.

And if he was yesterday’s
juvenile delinquent, was he
punished? We don’t know.
Records of juveniles are
sealed when the juveniles
become 18 years old. We
can’t tell if the criminal was
delinquent, whether he was
punished, or, more likely,
whether he was given pro-
bation and sent away

A GOOD BEGiNNING

. sent away with the idea that

crime pays.

School officials are in no
position to dish out speedy
justice, if they want to or
not. We have tied the hands
of teachers and administra-
tors who would give
students well-deserved pun-
ishment.  Teachers these
days fear a lawsuit or a
dismissal notice when they
administer corporal pun-
ishment. So the child gets
the idea young that the re-
wards of misbehavior out-

weigh the risks.

Likewise, many homes do
not provide the discipline
children need. The same is
true for the Texas Youth
Council, which has custody
of juvenile delinquents.
Even in prison, there is not
the kind of discipline we

would like to have to show.

offenders we, the people.
mean business.

Discipline may sound like
an old-fashioned word in
these days of fancy theories
about criminals, but it’s a
word we can believe in. If
we had more discipline
more speedy punishment
when it’s needed -- we
believe we could stop crime
before it starts. We could
teach children crime does
not pay. It would be a good
beginning.

HOLIDAY DEPRESSION

At year’s end, the holiday season appears
to be a socially complex and demanding
time. During this period, many of us eat too
much, drink too much, get far too little sleep,
and spend money we do not have in the
bank. It is the time of year that we see old
friends and make new ones; when we visit
with relatives that we have not seen during
the entire year. Our expectations for
happiness and excitement are often high...
perhaps higher than can be achieved during
a few hectic days.

It is during this time of year that people
are often said to experience what is
commonly called holiday depression...a
psychiatric condition characterized by sad-
ness and inability to cope with many of life’s
situations. But is holiday depression a true
psychiatric illness? At least one physician...a
’professor of psychiatry... thinks not.

Dr. Jonathan Himmelhoch, writing in
Postgraduate Medicine, points out that the
suicide rate and psychiatric admissions to
hospitals have not, according to research,
increased during the holiday season. True
psychiatric depression would result in an
increase in both suicide rate and hospital
admissions. There 1is, according to Dr.
Himmelhoch, despair and demoralization
that occurs with the holidays. It is a natural
phenomenon of a complex time.

one fo the best years we've
had in quite a while for deer,
and turkey populations are as
high as | have seen them in
15 years,”" Gore said.

The Edwards Plateau,
popularly called the Hill
Country, is where a majority
of white-tailed deer are taken
each year. Hunters’ success
so far has been outstanding
in that region, according to
biologist Max Traweek of
Kerrville.

“It's been good both in
terms of numbers of deer
harvested and in body condi-
tion and antler develop-
ment,”’ Traweek said. ‘‘Be-
fore the season opened our
only concern was that the
deer had so much available
forage they wouldn’'t move
around much. This wasn't
the case, because the hunt-
ers I've talked to have had
little problem finding deer.”

Traweek said many hunt-
ers expressed surprise at the
numbers of deer seen in the
Plateau this year compared
to last season. ‘‘The deer
were there last year, but they
didn’t move around as much
because of the weather and

range conditions,’”’ Traweek
said.
Gore said the outstanding
year for hunting was the
result of adequate rains
which began in late winter
1981 and continued with
remarkable regularity
through the summer months
over most of the state.

Hunters planning to parti-
cipate in spring turkey gobb-
ler hunts in April 1982 can
expect to see plenty of birds,
due to the outstanding hatch
last spring, Gore said.

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WINTER GARDENING

The wind may be howling the snow into drifts out-
side . . . but it's already garden planning time in hun-
dreds of thousands of American homes. And, whether
your winter is snowy or mild, with the cost of store-
bought produce as high as it is today, we thought
you'd like to learn a few tips from Jack Roland Coggins
of Raymond, Nebraska. Mr. Coggins claims, "'l garden
seriously . . . 80 seriously that I've learned to grow ten
times more vegetables in my organic produce plot than
most other gardeners can raise on the same size
patch.”

What is Jack's secret? Number one, he plants jumbo
varieties of most of the vegetables he cultivates.
“When you harvest 20-pound cabbages, 50-pound
squash, 40-pound watermelons, and 2-1/2-pound on-
ions,”’ says Jack, “'your yield adds up fast!"

Number two, Coggins concentrates on heavy produc-
ers when he plants fruits and vegetables that aren't
available in giant size. “'In general,’’ he advises, “if the
word prolific appears on a seed pack, I know I've got a
winner even before | begin putting in my garden.”

And, number three, Jack ‘‘double crops’’ most of his
produce patch. “Fertile, organically rich land will usu-
ally grow two or more crops during a single season, if
you know how to start a second planting while the first
is still ripening. Early beans, for instance, can be fol-
l:;:d.' on the same ground, by celery, corn, carrots, or

So let it blow outside! This is the season to sit by the
fire, flip through a good seed catalog or two ... and
dream of Jack Roland Coggins-sized yields!

Of course, you could also follow the advice of John C.
Huckans, who does more than dream. "If you haven't
started this year's garden yet, it's high time you be-
gan,” he says. And John, who raises bountiful harvests
on a small city lot in upstate New York, knows what
he’s talking about.

““Instead of waiting for the traditional beginning of
the gardening season—which falls around Memorial
Day in my area—I started a few tomato plants in flow-
er pots one January. I don’t have any fancy equipment
for indoor gardening, but the vines seemed to grow
quite well when simply placed in a large, southern bay
window. i

“By mid-March, the plants were 15 inches tall and
starting to bloom. I actually began picking vine-rip-
ened tomatoes, indoors. in April . . . and harvested my
first ripe outdoor tomatoes on May 16. (This was about
two weeks before most of my neighbors even set their
plants outside!)"

All of Donley County will be under new Tax Law beginning
next year, 1982, but no radical change in the amount of tax a
person pays is expected. Although the value of property is
up, the tax rate will go down. Toward fairness, appraisal is an
equalization process. No more tax will be collected than is
required to supplement the budgets adopted by our schools,
cities, county, college and hospital districts.

Every property owner is required by law to render [give]
information as to what property is owned by them. All
property should be rendered except household goods; some
other property may be exempt by conditional provision.

Both real estate and personal property will be valued at
current market value for tax purposes; also, agricultural land
can be valued at productive value if the ownmer applies.
Personal property includes all property except land affixed
structures. The largest sectors of personal property value
include automobiles and store inventory.

Kendition forms will be mailed to most property owners by
February 1, 1982, and will be available at the combined
Appraisal - Tax office in the Court House Annex in Clarendon
prior to that time. Rendition period ends April 30, 1982.

For two-career couples,
each can have their own
IRA, with a deduction of
$2,000 each [or a tolal of
$4,000 a year. Essentially,
this provides an available
tax shelter for your savings,
as well as encouraging set-
aside for retirement. But
don't forget that valuable
deduction at tax time.

e Dual-incomes should be
figured carefully. Whether
it’s the situation of a tax-
payer holding two or more
jobs, or a dual-career house-
hold, it will pay Lo consider
filing strategy extremely
carefully.

Would you benefit by
income averaging, especially
where your spouse has re-
cently taken on a job? Are
you having the right amount
of FIiCA withheld? (Regard-
less of income, the top
amount of FICA ‘any tax-
payer should owe is
$1,975.05 for this year, and
you won't get a refund
inless you file for it.) The

One important change
lengthens the period (cur
rently 18 months) during .

Now
you’ll get 24 months—good
news for those bogged down
on the current real estale
market. The once-in-a
lifetime exclusion for home
sales by persons 55 or over
has been raised by $25,000,
to $125,000, also good
news Lo older people selling
their principal residence.

e If you need help, gel it.
There'’s a good reason that
more than half of all Ameri-
cans now seek help with
their taxes. It's hard to be a
once-a-year tax expert, and
that is especially true with
many upcoming lax ' law
changes.

You'’re almost certain Lo
benefit from trained assis-
tance if: 1) you have bought
or sold a home, 2)your
income. level has changed
appreciably, 3) you have in-

vestments income, 4)you
have gotten divorced or
became separated, 5) you

have made a long-distance
move to a new job or have
been seeking employment,
and in many other common
lifestyle or income situa-
tions.

So if it looks as though
you'd bencfit from help, get
it. Don’t be penny-wise and
pound-foolish.
