Test Site 
Survey

Later this year a test site 
will be drilled in Donley by 
the US Department of Ener­
gy but it WILL NOT be a test 
site for nuclear waste. The 
drilling will be part of a study 
over an area of hundreds of 
square miles to determine 
the factors in the dissolving 
oLcalt in the deep portions of 
these areas.

As a matter of fact this 
area is not a likely or 
desirable site due to the salt 
which is dissolving here and 
in some cases doing exten­
sive damage to once produc­
tive land.

To make a study of the 
dissolution of salt it is neces­
sary to work where the salt is 
hence our area is a prime site 
for scientific study of this 
problem.

Wanted for the disposition 
of nuclear waste is a site very 
deep, 1,000 feet and over, 
which will remain dry, has no 
geological stress, no erosion 
and where there will be no 
likelyhood of drilling for

economic resources. A dry 
salt dome of 250 feet in depth 
would be desirable.

A drilled into test site 
would never be used because 
of the already disturbed site. 
In addition our area is sub­
ject to erosion apd certainly 
the prospect of drilling for oil 
and gas has become a reality 
for much of the immediate 
area.

Test holes will be drilled 
(and will be many miles 
apart) on the approximate 
perimeter, or edge of the 
area to be studied. From 
these sites geologic, hydro­
logic, gcomorphic and re­
mote-sensing investigations 
of specific salt domes as well 
as regional information will 
be made available.

Information from the 
seismographic studies of the 
oil companies and that of the 
scientific studies of the DEO 
are being exchanged to the 
benefit of both in the explor­
ations.

Dr. E.G. Wermund, Asso­
ciate Director of the Bureau 
of Economic Geology was in

Garendon Wednesday of last 
week to discuss the drilling 
of the test site. He is aware 
of the concern of persons in 
the area who have been 
mistakenly thinking that the 
drilling site is a test for waste 
materials and is making in­
formation available to the 
public to inform them of the 
exact nature of the test.

Before the drilling begins 
later this summer, there will 
be an announcement made to 
the public by way of a press 
release.

Because of gas, oil, small 
quantities of copper and 
uranium and perhaps other 
elem ents or m etals and 
minerals we are much more 
valuable for potential deve­
lopment of these resources 
than for a nuclear waste site.

Dr. Wermund, can be 
made available to persons 
who feel that they need more 
assurance than has been 
made in this article.

If 
not treated in time, solar 
keratoses may lead to skin 
cancer.

Judging from the number 
of campers and tents spot­
ting the lake edge, there was 
a pretty good turn out for the 
Memorial Day Weekend.

The clock is ticking away. 
The Legislative Session will 
end June 2 little more than 
30 days. Old timers in the 
legislature say this has been 
a strange session.

This week Initiative and Ref­
erendum went down the 
tube. It got only 88 votes on 
the floorlOO are required for 
a C o n s t i tu t io n a l
Amendment. H.B. 41 re­
pealing the blue law was 
defeated. It will not surface 
for two more years. Polls 
show up to 80% and higher 
of the public wanted it res­
cinded. Two strong Lobby 
groups worked hard at de­
feating it.

People all over the state 
are upset at Judge William 
Wayne Justicethe Federal 
Judge who is over in the field 
of legislating with his arbi­
trary court decisions. On 
Friday, I had a visit with 
Governor Clements on the 
floor of the House. I told 
Governor Clements I would 
put up a bill to place a 
halfway house for criminals 
next door to the residence of 
William Wayne Justice if he 
would agree to pardon some 
of our hardened, threetime 
offenders and place them in 
the halfway house. He was 
amused by the offer but did 
not agree to anything.

We also wrote Mark White 
and urged him to come to the 
legislature and ask for what­
ever he needs in money to 
appeal these highhanded de­
cisions that mandate billions 
must be spent.

A bill should soon reach 
the floor for debate that 
would raise tuition for stu­
dents in college. Texas has 
the lowest tuition in the 
nation. The proposal has 
been to double the present 
cost which will still be well 
below the national average 
after being doubled.

Tourists Money 

Stays in Texas

Some 19.3 million U.S. and 
foreign tourists who visited 
Texas in 1980 spent $4.5 
billion in the state.

Preliminary figures on the 
1980 Texas visitor industry, 
released by the Travel and 
Information Division of the 
State Department of High­
ways and Public Transporta­
tion, reflect that outofstaters’ 
spending in Texas rose 0.5 
percent, $22 million, above 
the corresponding 1979 sta­
tistics.

Although the number of 
visitors who arrived by auto­
mobile dropped 26.3 percent, 
from 18.7 million in 1979 to
13.8 million in 1980, those 
traveling to Texas on com­
mercial carriers increased
2.8 percent, from 5.3 million 
to more than 5.4 million.

The 1980 statistics do not 
include data on tourists from 
Mexico or on visitors who 
arrived by air from other 
foreign countries. Pertinent 
information on those travel­
ers in 1980 is not yet avail­
able.

Paao, and Fort Wartfe, w*r* 
the five most visited cities in 
1900. Oklahoma, California, 
and Illinois were the top 
three states from which U.S. 
visitors originated.

Individual spending in 
1900 averaged $25.28 per 
day, a 28 percent increase 
over 1979. Visitors spent the 
largest portion of each travel 
dollar, 26.9c, on auto ex­
penses, then food, at 23.7c; 
lodging, 22.4c; miscellane­
ous expenditures, 19.4c, and 
entertainment, 7.6c.

All data concerning tour­
ists from out of state will be 
contained in the “ 1980 Re­
port on the Texas Visitor 
Industry” which is scheduled 
for release in May 1981.

Gean the salad vegetables 
and cut the larger leaves in 
bite size pieces. In a non- 
porous bowl (never a wooden 
one) pour in one or two 
tablespoons per serving 
salad dressing. Next, drop 
the sturdier greens on top of 
the dressing, then add the 
sm aller, more delicate 
leaves. Last, arrange other 
vegetables, garnishes or fruit 
on top of the greens. Cover 
the bowl tightly with clear 
plastic and refrigerate. As 
long as the greens are not 
mixed with dressing, they 
won’t wilt.

Even though you make a 
meal out of a good, crisp 
salad, you are missing 
protein. Here are a few salad 
dressings that offer more 
protein than others-ranging 
from 11 grams to 20 grams 
per serving. One third of the 
reccommended daily protein 
allowance is 19 grams for 
men and 14 grams for 
women. To add even more 
protein to a salad without 
adding meat, add sprouts or 
whole wheat croutons or 
cheese, or serve the salad 
with a glass of milk.

MOTION SICKNESS

With the summer season comes vacation 
and with vacation comes travel.

ing, and pallor.

Reducing body movement and fixing the 
eyes on a distant object can help prevent 
motion sickness. A child placed in the front 
seat of an automobile at window level, for 
example, is less likely to have problems than 
if placed in the back seat below window 
level.

Once symptoms begin, motion sickness is 
difficult to relieve. It may be best to prevent 
this problem through use of medicines. The 
preparations available without prescription 
are generally effective and produce few side 
effects (primarily drowsiness). Although 
most of the antihistamine-type medicines 
seem to be of equal effectiveness, there are 
product-to-product differences. Cyclizine 
and dimenhydrinate must be taken every 4 to 
6 hours due to a short duration of action. 
Meclizine, on the other hand, may provide 12 
to 24 hours of preventative action following a 
single dose of medicine.

The public debate over federal budget reductions in 
social services has generated so many misconceptions, I 
think it is time to put things in perspective. The 
Administration’s social service cuts will not cause the truly 
needy to suffer, nor are those programs the primary targets 
of the budget scalpel.

In fact, the Department of Health and Human 
Services budget was reduced only by a total of 3.5 percent 
from the Carter proposal. Other federal departments, 
exclusing defense, underwent budget cuts totaling 13.4 
percent The Administration’s revised fiscal year 1982 
budget includes 521.5 billion more for Health and Human 
Services programs than the fiscal year 1981 budget. That 
means more than half — 54 percent — of the total 
increase in federal outlays for fiscal year 1982 will go to 
Health and Human Services.

Much of the budget cutting that was done on these 
programs resulted from consolidating specific grant 
programs into block grants. In addition to the economic 
efficiencies that can be derived from eliminating 
significant amounts of administrative overhead, this 
change has other benefits. It improves the effectiveness of 
services by assigning responsibility to the states, which are 
closer to the problems to be addressed. It provides the 
states with resource control and flexibility, and allows the 
states to meet the particular needs and priorities of their 
own citizens.

Thus, 15 health service grant programs have been 
consolidated into a health service block grant program: 
Another 10 preventive health service programs have been 
consolidated into a block grant system Emergency 
assistance under the Social Security Act has been combined 
w ith low -income energy assistance to provide a block grant 
program covering emergencies ranging from home energy 
costs to emergency food and shelter. And, finally. 12 social 
service programs ranging from foster care to day care have 
been consolidated into yet anotner clock grant program.

Our nation’s spending on social welfare at all levels 
has more than doubled in the past 10 years. In 1970, 
federal spending for social welfare programs totaled 
S2I3.3 billion, with 577.3 billion of that the federal share, 
and the rest paid for by state and local governments and 
the private sector. By 1978, that total had grown to 5560.5 
billion, with the federal government’s share 5240.3 billion.

“ Safety net" programs took 25 percent of the federal 
budget in 1962, 37 percent in 1981 and are projected to 
take 41 percent in 1984. The portion of the budget devoted 
to programs now under the Department of Health and 
Human Services grew from 24.8 percent in 1970 to 36.1 
percent in 1982.

Every one percent increase in the inflation rate makes 
the cost of Medicare, Social Security and Supplemental 
Security go up by 51.95 billion. That means that we must 
bring inflation under control if we wish to preserve our 
ability to meet the needs of our elderly and disadvantaged 
citizens. Further, the only way to bring inflation under 
control is to bring the federal budget into manageable 
proportions.

Therefore, the Administration’s budget revisions are 
essential to the poor, and should be viewed in that light.

The researchers found the 
tractor else did not affect the 
amount at energy used for a 
tillage operation. Having a 
200 horse power tractor re­
duced labor cost compared to 
100 horse power tractor but 
did not affect the amount of 
fuel used per acre to do a 
particular tillage job.

Shifting to limited or no­
tillage can reduce the cost of 
production for growers, but 
will not have a big effect on 
energy use in the United 
States. Allen says, “ Produc­
ing and consuming food re­
quires 15 percent of the total 
energy used in the United 
States". Of the 15 percent, 
farmers use 3 percent to 
produce food and deliver raw 
products to provessors. Pro­
cessing, transportation, and 
selling food takes about 8 
percent of the energy used in 
the U.S.A. Housewives use 
twice as much energy shop­
ping for and preparing food 
as farmers do growing it.

Going back to the good old 
days and producing food like 
grandad is not a practical 
alternative to the energy 
problem. To feed the 1980 
population in the United 
States with 1939 technology 
would require four times the 
present farm work force of 4 
million people, according to 
Allen. Instead of the 4.5 
million tractors on farms 
today, there would be only 
1.5 million. It would take 27 
million horses and mules to 
supplement the 1.5 million 
tractors. Eight million acres 
would be required to feed 
these animals. Because crop 
yields of 1939 were about 
half of those today, an addit­
ional 200 million acres would 
be needed to produce food 
and fiber for people in the 
United States. This would be 
an 85 percent increase over 
the present 360 million acres 
in production today, and 
there is not that much arable 
land. "Today the United 
States is the world's greatest 
supplier of food, but with 
1939 technology, we could 
not feed ourselves” , Allen 
said. The price of food would 
skyrocket even if all sales to 
foreign countries were stop­
ped.

What can farmers do to 
save energy? Allen relates 
that herbicides can be used 
instead of plows to control 
the weeds in most cropping 
system s. "O u r research 
shows that farmers could cut 
one to four operations a year 
without reducing weed con- 
rtol or hurting yield", he 
continued. In a recent exper­
iment, the number of operat­
ions over the field was re­
duced from seven to four by 
using a system of bed split­
ting to produce continuous 
sorghum. Yield was better 
than with disking and rebed­
ding, and annual fuel con­
sumption was cut from 18 to 
9 gallons per acre.

AUSTIN -  We need strong 
action to stop the flow of il­
legal drugs in this state.

This bill 
is a proper exercise of the 
stale's police power, and 
should go a long way to- 
waid keeping drugs away 
from our young people. It 
is a very good bill that we 
support.

Another good bill we 
voted for is SB 396. This 
hill suspends the lidense of 
doctors and pharmacists 
convicted of drug crimes. 
Ibis bill strikes at the prob­
lem we want to solve, jnd 
does so in a way that should 
work

But the Governor's pro­
gram does not go far enough 
in some ways. One ex­
ample is the manpower we 
need to fight this war. We 
need 40 new Department of 
Public Safety agents, some 
of whom would work un­
dercover, to fight the drug 
trade. The Governor did 
not request any new un­
dercover agents, but they 
are an effective weapon to 
stop drug traffic and we 
need them.

Fighting this war on drugs 
is one of the most danger­
ous assignments in law en­
forcement. The Depart­
ment of Public Safety is los­
ing some of its best people 
to private industry every 
year. If we are to stop the 
drug trade, we must have 
the officers to do it. The 
Governor’s proposals ignore 
this problem, and wc cannot 
afford this.

These arc just a few of the 
things we want to accom­
plish to close down the drug 
market. These projects 
need the support of all 
Texans, not just Repub­
licans and not just Demo­
crats. Saving our young 
people from the drug mer­
chants goes beyond politics.

We know we can count on 
the people in our District to 
help fight this war on drugs.

HJR 33 will put a consti­
tutional amendment on the 
ballot for next November. 
If the voters pass the 
amendment, two things will 
happen. First, the state will 
put aside half of the budget 
surplus each biennium to 
finance water projects. 
Second, the other half of
this surplus will be used to 
pay off the state's bond 
debts.

It is importaKt to remem­
ber this plan wnl not raise 
taxes, it uses only surplus 
tunds-half for water and 
half to pay off Texas' 
bonded indebtedness.

Very few places in Texas 
will not be touched by a 
need for water in the next 
few years. Water for farm­
ing is one of our biggest 
concerns, but HJR 33 goes 
beyond just agricultural 
needs. The plan also ad­
dresses the needs of the en­
tire state, with particular 
emphasis on the Panhandle- 
West Texas areas.

No one needs to tell you 
that water means food. 
That is why this plan has en­
joyed such widespread sup­
port from the people in our 
district. But now that we 
have support from Legis­
lators from East Texas and 
urban areas, we have a real 
chance to make the future 
of Texas green and bright.
