east Clarendon. The exhibition will 
be climaxed with a street parade, 
led by the Clarendon High school 
band, Saturday afternoon.

In the calf division, there will be 
single entries in both Junior and

senior calves, and in groups of five. 
Pigs will be entered in singles for 
light and heavy divisions, and In 
Utter groups. In the lamb class en­
tries wUl be made in mutton and 
fine wool groups.

Ribbons and Cash
Ribbons will supliment cash re­

wards and will go to the grand 
champion calf, pig and lamb; first 
ten junior calves; first five senior 
calves; first ten light pigs; first 
ten heavy pigs; first five litter 
groups; first ten fine wool lambs; 
first three mutton lambs. Ribbons 
are on display at the Greene Dry 
Goods Company.

Twenty-two of the baby beeves 
will be shown by ten 4-H club boys 
under the dirtction of H. M. Breed­
love, County Agent, with eighteen 
to be exhibited by F. F. A. mem­
bers, under J. R. Gillham.

Pastor Succumbs Hopper Plague To 
At Canyon Home Be Severe In ’38

CANYON, Feb. 23.—The Rev. 
Franklin Trigg Charlton, pioneer 
Panhandle Presbyterian minister 
and one time pastor of the Claren­
don Church, died at his home here 
Monday night.

Funeral services were held in 
Canyon Wednesday morning at 10 
o'clock. The Kev. Robert 8. McKee 
attended from Clare fidon

The 82-ycnr-oid preacher was 
well known and beloved by all 
members of the ministry In the 
Panhandle. Retiring about five 
years ago. Rev. Charlton refused to 
become inactive In his work. He 
maintained until the last his great 
religious interest and preached in 
the church here.

A resident of Texas many years, 
he came to this state from his 
home state, Tennessee, where he 
was born December 7, 1856 in
Lavergne.

During the period he was a gen­
eral missionary in the Panhandle 
territory, he established many 
churches, which today stand as 
tribute to his unceasing work and 
faith In this country.

During his life he preached in 
the pulpits of church in Clarendon, 
Dalhart and Quanah.

He had lived in Canyon for the 
past 10 years after leaving Claren­
don. Hi* wife died several years 
•go in Canyon.

■gying the pests will return in
even greater numbers than they 
massed last summer, R. R. Rep- 
pert, Texas A AM College entomol­
ogist believes major attacks enn 
be expected in the upper Panhandle 
and North Central Texas.

Reppxrt based his estimates on 
surveys made the past Fall in co­
operation with federal entomolo­
gists and county agents. Scientists 
know they can expect severe hop­
per infestation the following sum­
mer if they find as many as eight 
egg pods a square foot along ditch­
es or fence rows or two pods a 
square foot In exposed areas. The 
pods may contain as many as 75 
eg*"

The Federal Government recent­
ly made plans to appropriate 
$2,000,000 for purchase of poison 
bait material.

RESTRAINING WRIT
Grandjnry Panel For Spring 
Term Announced This Week

Natural Gas Company Gets

COLLEGE STATION, Feb. 23.—  
The agricultural adjustment act o f  
1938, recently passed by congress, 
is designed to provide an all-round 
national farm program which will 
help farmers and protect consum­
ers of the nation, according to in­
formation received by George 
Slaughter, chairman of the Texan 
agricultural conservation commit­
tee which has headquarters at Tex­
as AAM college.

Principal provisions of the pro­
gram are summarized as follows; 

SOIL CONSERVATION — the
new program will continue and 
supplement the agricultural con­
servation programs tn effect for 
the past two years under the soil 
conservation and domestic allot­
ment act of 1936.

FIVE CROPS—Specific provi­
sions are made for five crops, cot­
ton, wheat, corn, tobacco and rice. 
Texas has a big interest in all o f 
these except tobacco. The program 
is to provide for producing ade­
quate supplies each year for do­
mestic consumption, exports and 
ample reserves.

EVER - NORMAL GRANARY—
Provisions of the act designed to 
maintain supplies at specified lev­
els are expected to bring about 
substantial Increases In reserves, 
particularly in the case of corn and 
wheat.

LOANS--The act directs loans 
be made to corn, cotton and wheat 
producers under certain conditions, 
and authorizes loans on other agri­
cultural commodities at the discre­
tion of the secretary of agriculture 
and the president. The loans are to 
be made by the Commodity Credit

ACREAGE ALLOTMENTS, and
QUOTAS— Acreage and commod­
ity allotments will be made for 
each of the five crops. If a crop is 
so large that supplies reach high 
levels, a marketing quota will be 
effective. Two-thirds of the farm-

EFFECT FOR CONSUMERS----
Agricultural adjustment adminis­
tration officials believe consumer* 
will be amply protected by the 
reserve provisions of the act. The 
wheat supplies provided are intend­
ed to assure ample wheat at all 
times for the nation's bread supply, 
exports and reserves. The com  
supplies are expected to have & 
stabilizing influence upon the sup­
plies of meat.

CROP INSURANCE—The act 
provides for crop insurance for 
wheat. The 1939 wheat crop will bw 
the first to be Insured.

OTHER PROGRAMS — Other 
parts of the national farm program 
will be continued under existing 
legislation. The range program, a  
part of the agricultural conserva­
tion program, will be virtually tha 
same as in past years. Marketing 
agreements among fruit and vege­
tables and dairy producers will be 
continued, as will the purchase o f 
surpluses by the Federal Surplus 
Commodities corporation for relief 
distribution and for the purpose of 
relieving temporary surpluses o f 
perishable crops.

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ALLRED DEFENDS SCHOOL INTERESTS.
Governor Allred is in Washington appearing before the 

House Judiciary Committee to oppose a congressional reso­
lution which might lead to federal claims to submerged oil 
lands along the Texas gulf coast. The Governor was re­
quested to represent the school interests o f Texas by H. L. 
Mills, chairman o f the permanent school land committee, 
and the State Board o f Education.

In the meantime, the oil land leasing investigation con­
tinues in Austin where the state land commissioner is alleg­
ed to have practically given away valuable oil land leases 
to the detriment of the state school fund. Attorney General 
McCraw has been drawn into the investigation, a committee 
seeking to learn more about McCraw’s bank account in Dal­
las. The committee has allegedly been refused access to the 
records in question, by the bank.

Commenting upon the matter, Senator Holbrook, chair­
man o f the senate investigating committee stated, “ We want 
it known that we will go anywhere the public interest takes

We talk about the great spread between what the farm­
er gets for his farm products, livestock and dairy products, 
and the cost of the finished product to the consumer. We 
talk further about the high price of things the farmer has 
to buy, and we add that the question of distribution in 
America has not yet, by any means, been settled.

One reason it has not been settled can be found in our 
high and constant mounting taxes. Taxation adds a great 
deal to the cost o f  living and takes away from the farmer. 
It is estimated that federal, state and local taxes now con­
sume about a quarter of the income. The farmer gets it in 
the neck harder than any other citizen unless it be the stock- 
man. He is affected by the high cost o f the things he buys 
and the strangled market for the things he sells. Then when 
the assessor comes around, he can’t hide his holdings and 
gets stuck for the full amount causing him to pay more 
than his share o f the taxes.

legal voter in Texas is a reminder 
that this archaic law should be re­
pealed. In Its place should be sub­
stitu te d  n sim p le  resrtstrstkm  la w
that would serve to prevent fraud­
ulent voting.

Thousnads of Texas’ best citi­
zens are disfranchised every year 
for lack of $1.75, or disinclination 
to pay a penalty for the right to 
vote, a privilege supposedly guar­
anteed under the federal constitu­
tion. And all because an ancient 
state law (which was no doubt 
justified when instituted and has 
long since served Its purpose) pre­
vents all otherwise qualified citi­
zens from exercising the legal 
privilege of voting.

If the deceased be a father
or mother to those present, they 
rent their garments on the right 
side. If the departed be only a near 
relation they rent only the outer 
garment and that on the left side. 
This rent must always be from the 
top to the bottom. The body is laid 
on the floor, washed with waiter In 
which dried roses have been boiled. 
There Is placed on the body a 
shirt, pants, and over all there Is 
placed a square cloth and a cap on 
the head. His thumb is bent to the 
palm and tied to the square cloth 
that covers the body. The hand in 
all cases Is open to show that the 
departed relinquishes all earthly 
goods.

The body after being dressed Is 
placed In the coffin with a small 
bag of dint under the head and the 
whole covered with a black cloth, 
and the procession starts to the 
burial place which is called, “House 
of living,” as they are firm believ­
ers in the immortality of the soul.

A* the mourners depart from the 
grave they pluck one or two hand­
ful la of grass, tears ft up and
throws it behind him, at the same 
time repeating certain words. This 
they do to show their belief in the 
resurrection.

After ten days expire, some of 
the relations go to the synagogue 
and orders some lamps lighted and 
set on each side of the Hechal or

The younger physicians made a 
hit when they introduced their 
brand of milder liquid doses, but 
the older practitioners retained 
their prestige. They had loyal sup­
porters too, and many a white- 
haired patient wiU testify that 
while their medicine smelled awful 
and tasted worse, it certainly ac­
complished results.

NEWSVERTISING

(Sooner State, Okla., Press)
What is advertising? One form 

of salesmanship.
Purpose? To sell.
Who pays for it?
John and Mary Public say they 

do, indirectly.
Solomon Isaac Business Man 

says he knows too well that he 
pays for advertising.

But I say the customer does not 
pay an advertising bill if the ad­
vertising is effective, efficiently 
done, run in the right medium at 
the right time, and is, in every 
other respect, right.

For when greater demand for 
goods is created by advertising, 
more goods can be manufactured 
in larger quantities, and shelves re­
stocked at less cost per unit of 
production per item of merchan­
dise, in consequence of that creat­
ed demand, either at less cost or 
with more quality at the same cost 
—which amounts to the same thing

There you have the theory of 
mass production and quantity buy­
ing packed together in a pecan 
shell.

Yes. the merchant is sure he 
pays the advertising cost. But I 
say he does not, for the larger the 
volume of busier s the retailer 
can do, the less his percentage is 
but one of many terns. No more

light, no more beat, no more of 
several other overhead items re­
quired for $110,000 turnover than 
for $100,000.

Well, if the customer doesn't pay 
and the merchant doesn’t pay for 
advertising—then, who does pay 
for it ?

Why, bless your souls! The truth 
of the matter Is that effective ad­
vertising is self-supporting, self- 
liquidating. Nobody pays for good 
advertising, unless, if we must find 
someone to pay for It, I guess it 
comes pretty near being the non- 
advertising merchant who pays— 
and pays and pays—whose over­
head goes up as his sales volume 
goes down—he and the non-reading 
customer who buys blind, fails to 
read the ads and in consequence, 
gets stuck with inferior, non-adver- 
tined goods at higher prices than 
he need pay.

And there you have one answer 
to the old, old question: Who pays 
for effective advertising, in the fi­
nal analysis? Not the buyer of ad­
vertised goods, not the merchant 
who sells the goods and uses the 
advertising space, but the non-ad­
vertiser who fails to get the busi­
ness and the non-ad-reading public.

“ THE REST OF THE! 
RECORD”

My fight to secure the return of 
the State's lands has developed 
rapidly the past week.

When I requested the Attorney 
General to file a number of suits to 
recover these lands for the State, 
he told the newspapers that I was 
childish. From Paul's letters to the 
Corinthians, he quoted;

“When I was a child, I spake as 
a child; I understood as a child; I 
thought as a child. But when I be­
came a man I put away childish 
things."

I oan readily understand why the 
Attorney General, who calls htm- 
seif the "Great McCraw,” would 
have to resort to the Scriptures to 
prove that he has grown up.

Immediately after I demanded 
that these suits be filed, however, 
the Land Commissioner cancelled 
the big lease I had been complain­
ing about—the one where he turn­
ed down $103,000 in cash and ac­
cepted $310.

This ts the second time I have 
made him back up and cancel out. 
It appears, therefore, that my 
“childishness" has already resulted 
In the cancellation at two valuable 
leases which he had executed.

You will remember that the At­
torney General also said that he 
would not file all the suits that I 
had requested, but would file only 
one test suit. He said that the 
State’s rights would not be jeop­

ardized; but when I pointed out 
that if these people were allowed 
to let the matter rock along until 
a test suit could be drawn out 
through the courts they would then 
have their gamble and know 
whether the well being drilled was 
a producer or dry; and when I 
pointed out that these people could 
even assign these leases to others 
who could claim to be innocent 
purchasers, the Attorney eGneral 
changed his mind and filed nine 
additional suits.

So my “Childishness" has result­
ed in further action.

The trouble now is that the At­
torney General only set up one 
ground in asking for cancellation 
of these leases. He did not allege 
In his petitions that the facts con­
stituted legal fraud, as I had re­
quested him to do. Nowhere did he 
allege the facts and circumstances 
which I set out In my letters. I 
think these facts and circum­
stances taken as a whole clearly 
show a fraud upon the rights of
th e peop/le. I  am  aorry  that the A t­
torney G eneral la n o t go in g  to  g ive
the court the opportunity to pass 
on these facts. I would rather have 
three legs to stand on In a lawsuit 
than just one, especially where mil­
lions of dollars belonging to the 
school children are involved.

To save my life, I can’t under­
stand why the Attorney General 
hasn't been just as anxious to In­
vestigate and go after these mat-

FARM CONDITIONS IN THE SOUTHWEST 
REPORTED TO BE BEST SINCE 1930

DALLAS — Southwest farmers 
have entered the new year in the 
best condition since 1930.

Although farm prices the last 
few months have slumped to the 
lowest point since 1934, bumper 
productions of cotton, wheat, rice, 
wool, mohair, grains and meat ani­
mals have restored buying power 
in many states almost to pre-de­
pression levels.

From the plains of West Texas 
to the Mississippi valley farm im- 
pementls sales have been gaining 
since September, mortgages are 
being repaid and bank deposits in 
rural hamlets are soaring—a sure 
sign that the farmer is going to 
town.

From ’36 to '37 Texas farm in­
come gained $80,000,000; Okla­
homa $37,000,000; New Mexico 
$4,000,000; Kansas $37,000,000 and 
Colorado $18,000,000. This means 
more rural youths going to college, 
more automobiles on the new 
farm-to-market roads, more news­
papers and radios for amusement.

Throughout the Southwest great­
er wealth came from Increased 
production rather than from a pro­
gram of scarcity with pegged 
prices. In most states production 
was well above 1936 for major 
field crops and greater than the 
1928-32 average in some instances.

It was a blessing of nature. 
There was no widespread drouth as

4---------------------------------------------
in 1936. Copious rains, as if divine­
ly ordered, seemed to come at the 
right time.

Now, as these bronzed south- 
westerners prepare for another 
year, they are still smiling. Heavy 
rains in late fall and winter have 
assured more-than-ample moisture 
In the cotton and wheat belts. For 
water in the Southwest is the limit" 
ing factor in crop production.

Mor<« Than Half University 
Students Earn Own Way

AUSTIN—Of the 9,206 students 
enrolled in the University of Texas 
last year, a total of 5,125, or 55.7 
per cent, worked their way through 
school, earning part or all of their 
school expenses, it is shown by the 
latest report of the registrar. By 
far the larger number of these 
working students were men. 2,284 
of them earning part of their ex­
penses, either before entering the 
University or while attending the 
institution, and an additional 2,126 
earning all their school expenses, 
making a total of 4,410, or 70.7 
per cent of the total male enroll­
ment. Of the women students en­
rolled, 24.1 per cent earned all or 
part of their expenses, 326 not re­
ceiving any financial assistance 
and 389 paying part of their own 
expenses by working.
