CHILDRESS, April 27.—Local 
farmers plan to combat grasshop­
pers as soon as the pests are 
noticed along fence rows, thereby 
gaining the first advantage. It is 
thought that if the first hoppers 
are poisoned, the second crop will 
not be so large.

INTERPLANTING OF 
PEAS IS SOIL SAVING 

BREEDLOVE SAYS
In answer to questions regarding- 

interplanting of peas and other 
legumes with soil depleting crops, 
County Agent H. M. Breedlove said 
today that diverted acres planted 
to any soil conserving crop, shall 
be classfiied as soil conserving. 
This Includes planting every other 
row, etc., he said .

"However it is permissible for a. 
producer to plant three rows o f  
peas or strips 10 feet wide inter- 
planted with other crops. This 
would be counted as soil conserv­
ing unless it is planted in at least 
three rows,” the agent stated.

The strip must be 10 feet wide 
in order to be interpanteld with 
another crop, Breedlove asserted.
